'Propaganda “Bomb"’

MOSCOW, July 6 (AP)—The re-
cent United States-Russian lease
lend agrcement figures prominently
“anti-morale” leaflets with which
the Red army is bombarding the
German enemy, it was disclosed to-
day by Tass, official news agency
in a review of tactics in this blood-
less phase of the war

Tass said the spccial plywood
bombs had been developed to scat-
ter lots of 25,000 handbills over the
German lines. Many of the leaf-
lets, “exposing the "Hitler bandit
gang” have been found on killed
or wounded Germans, it was said.

The Red army also uses kites to
fly the leaflets over the lines, and
displays enormous frontline posters
bearing anti-Hitler cartoons and
employs loudspeakers to relay the
words of German soldiers taken
prisoners

Still another interesting device is
“passes” which surrendering Ger-
mans can use to enter Russian
lines. These are distributed in the
same way as propaganda leaflets.

Brollers and fryers have been
designated as a “Victory food spe-
cial” from July 16 to 26 by the
agriculturai marketing administra-
tion

Supplies of broilers and fryers
are particularly heavy as a resuit
of the record-breaking poultry and
cg¥  pluduction to meet wartime
needs

Here’s a recipe
Edith Key Haines:

Smothered Chicken
(Servies 8)

Two broilers (2% pounds each)
split, 1'% cups giblet broth, 4 table-
spoons butter, 6 medium white on-
ions, peeled and sliced, % cup brown
sugar, 5 tablespoons flour, 1 jar
stuffed olives (8 oz.), drained and
slivered, 2 teaspoons salt, 2 or 3
dashes black pepper.

Make giblet broth. Prepare chick-
ens and cut in quarters. Melt 1 ta-
blespoon butter in saucepan, add
onions and sugar, and cook togeth-
er slowly for 15 minutes, covered,
stirring occasionally. Roll chicken
in 2 tablespoons flour. Melt re-
maining butter in a skillet and
brown chicken lightly all over,
sprinkling with 1 teaspoon salt as it
browns. Remove meat to a large
casserole and add olives and on-
jfons. To the hot fat add remain-
ing 3 tablespoons flour and stir
and cook until blended. Add broth
gradually, 1 teaspoon salt, and the
pepper, and cook and stir until
thickened. Pour over chicken,

Cover and place in hot oven
(400 deg. F.) for 10 minutes; then
reduce temperature to moderate
(350 deg. F.) and continue cook-
ing for 35 minutes more, or until

tender, basting twice.
