In another section, a young man
wearing the uniform of the army
air corps insisted on paying his
tax, although the law permitted
him to postpone it until after the
war.

“No,” he replied, “I'd rather pay
for my food. I expect to eat pret-
ty well.”

Many collectors told of the World
War I veterans who evidenced pride
in helping out in the new war by
paying tax. One veteran in Ohio
was told at the window that he
didn't have to include his World
War disability compensation in his
income,

WASHINGTON, March 6 (&) —

The most expected was that
the Dutch, British, and American
defenders might be able to with-
draw to some defensible corner of
the island, where like General Doug-
las MacArthur’s army in the Philip-
pines they could form a sturdy pock-
et of resistance and hold out for
some time.

The Russian encirclement of the
16th German army about Staraya
Russa was coupled today with a con-
striction of the Nazi-held Rzhev-
Vyazma pocket on the central front
through recapture of Yukhnov.

Yukhnov is a Ugra river town 120
miles southwest of Moscow and 50
miles southeast of Vyazma, skirted
in Russian thrusts westward toward
Smolensk. Soviet authorities said it
had been heavily fortified and rein-
forced by German troops ferried east
by plane.

Russians reported more. than 500
Germans were killed along one mile
of the sector after Red army de-
tachments penetrated their lines de-
spite heavy artillery fire; that the
fleeing survivors abandoned their
wounded and failed to destroy their
munitions dumps.

After nine weeks without an alarm
Moscow was raided again last night.
Although Soviet anti-aircraft shells
blazed spectacularly over the capital,
some damage and casualties resulted
from the bombing, which the Rus-
sian radio described as “at ran-
dom.”

Bad weather kept the British air
force grounded for the second night
in a row. The air ministry, how-
ever, said photographs taken in day-
light by a daring aerial scout con-
firmed vast damage that raiders had
reported inflicted Tuesday night on
French factories in the Paris area
producing war materials for Ger-
many.

The photogaphs showed fires were
still burning in the great Renault
motor works and that the damage
was “evenly distributed over the
whole area,” the ministry said.

Informed American industrialists
estimated in New York that the
French plants—operating 24 hours
a day now instead of the former
40 to 45 hours a week—were produc-
ing for Germany at possibly three
times the rate at which they had
contributed to France’s fighting
forces.

[Todav's War
Analysis |

By DeWITT MACKENZIE
Wide World War Analyst

One's first impulse is to aveid
discussing the necessity of the
British bombing of the industrial
suburbs of Paris with heavy loss
of civilian life, but such vital is-
sues are involved that it is best
to face the matier squarely.
Britain undoubtedly was impelled

by several reasons to undertake this
unwelcome task, but the basic rea<
son is the one which we should
seek first. I believe we find this
in the grim, but not sufficiently
emphasized, fact that this world
conflict is “total war,” which means
exactly what it says—battle to a
bloody finish.

“Total war” is a phrase which
slips easily from thoughtless ton-
gues and from the mouths of the
orators with golden tonsils. It
has come to have so little meaning
that we are shocked and shaken
when we see it terribly exemplified
—when we have thrust upon us the
concrete evidence that this is n-
deed a “life or death struggle.”

In judging whether such an ex-
treme measure is right or wrong,
we must force ourselves to under-
stand that, if this war runs on in-
definitely, half of humanity may
perish through violence and disease
and starvation. And part of what
is ‘left may find itself under the
iron heel of bondage, as does un-
happy France right now.

Of course, it's one thing to sit
here and write this, and it's anoth-
er for the Frenchman to adjust
himself to the idea of being bomb-
ed. We still have to hear the voice
of the French people as a whole in
this matter, and until we do hear
it, speculation as to what they will
say is futile.

The British cabinet to my mind
started from the premise that this
is stark total war, with the lives
not only of countless millions but
of many great nations involved.
Most certainly the council had be-
fore it the urgent fact that the
spring is almost here, and with it
will comeé what may be the final
Hitlerian effort to crush the Allies.

We are almost face to face with]
the crisis which likely will show
where the ultimate victory will lie.
Both sides are racing to reach the
highest pitch of armament before
the battle begins, and every hour is
priceless.

The war cabinet also had be-
fore it reports showing that the
huge Renault factory outside Par-
is has been turning out a vast
and steady stream of tanks and
airplane engines for the Germans
to use in their spring offensive.
Other neighboring plants have
been producing war supplies for
the Nazi bess.

Maybe I'm over-fanciful, but I
seem to see British Premier Chur-
chill reach over for a document on
the old Victorian desk which has
served so many prime ministers at
|Ten Downing Street. That, I
{ should say, would be a communica-
tion from Soviet Premier Stalin.

Anyway, we know that Russia
already has launched its supreme
effort to annihilate Hitler, and is
urging England to take all possible
action immediately to support the
Red offensive. It is Iimperative
that Geyman war production be im-
peded, -and Moscow has reported
that new tanks and airplane en-
{gihes are appearing on the Russo-

{Glerman front from French fac-
| tories.

One can understand, then, why
the British war council decided

those factories must be wiped out.
|We can almost hear them -argue
| that they no longer can be content
| with half measures because of sen-
timental or political reasons
| It was an unwelcome task, and
must have been undertaken with
{the prayer that the French people
would understand. It is safe to
assume, however, that the council
must have decided that, should this
| bombing be interpreted as an act
of hostility, then the time had
come when Britain no longer could
| hold its hand because of trying to
| avoid an open break with Vichy.
In other words, apparently
| Britain is ready for a showdown
with Vichy if necessary. Rumors
that Hitler is getting ready to

Governmenl Doesn

i Wanl To Bring

Back Plow That Broke The Plains’

WASHINGTON, March 6 (#)
Taking a lesson from experiences in
the dust bowl after the first world
war, the agriculture department is
trying to prevent the plowing up of
new acres of land in its campaign
for increased production of farm
Crops.

The department’s  attitude was
made Known by Angus McDonald,
asso¢iate information specialist for
the soil conservation service, when
he said ‘“there will be no such crim-
inal waste of the soil in this war
crisis as there was before,”

“This time,” he asserted, “no new
acres that should be in grass and
trees will be plowed-up if the de-
partment of agriculture can help it.

“Although more milk, eggs, fruit,
vegetables, poultry, pork and beef
are needed for Britain and for our
own people, the increase in acreage
of these products is more than off-
set by acreage reductions for wheat
and cotton,

“We have too much of these prod-

uets (wheat and cotton). There is
enough wheat to last almost two
years if we don’t grow a blade in

1942. On August 1, we had a cotton
caryover of 12,200,000 bales, The
war has blitzed the ®otton exports.”

Pointing out that producing more
food sometimes is bad for the soil.
McDonald cited the dust bowl as an
example.

“During the first world war,”’ he
wrote in the current issue of the
department’s magazine Soil Conser-
vation, “we plowed up a lot of new
land that shouldn’t have been put
in crops at all. Eleven million acres
of grassland in Nebraska, Kansas,
Colorado, Oklahoma and Texas
were plowed up for ‘the first time.

“The annual acreage in wheat
increased over all the country from
47 million acres, average annual
production, 1909-13, to 74 millions
in 1919 and the total acreage in
crops increased by about 40 million
acres.

“One result of all this plowing up
was the dust bowl. ‘Thousands of
farmers saw their crops smothered
with dust and their best soil blown
away. In 1934 there were such ter-
rific dust storms that you couldn't
see 25 feet. And when the dust set-
tled a little, as far as you could see
was an expanse of sand and soil pil-
ed in drifts.

“The planes were dotted with
shacks and deserfed houses and
sometimes you would see skeltons of

Jap Offensive

WASHINGTON, March 6 (#)—
The war department reported today
that the success of the Subic Bay
air attack announced two days ago
was belleved to have dislocated Jap-
anese plans for immediate renewal
of the offensive against General
Douglas MacArthur's forees, and
that enemy activities in the last 24
hours in Bataan were “negligible.”

The department said also that a
Japanese army order directing Fili-
pinos in ocgcupied areas to surrender
guns and blade weapons of every
description was interpreted by Mac-
Arthur as indicating that the in-
vaders were afraid of a popular up-
rising. Wl

The text of the communique,
number 137, based on reports re-
ceived here up to 9:30 a. m. eastern
war time: (about 170).

“1. Philippine theater:

“Enemy activities during the past
24 hours were negligible. It is be-
lieved that Japanese plans for an
immediate renewal of the offensive
were dislocated by our success in
the Subic Bay air attack.

“A copy of an order issued by the
Japanese army in the Philippines
which has reached General Mac-
Arthur's headquarters directs the
Filipinos in occupied areas to sur-
render guns and blade weapons of
every = description, including orma-
mental and utilitarian knives and
trophies.

“This order would operate to de-
prive the Filipino of his bolo which,
while sometimes used a4s a weapon,
customarily serves as a tool. It is
universally used-as an industrial and
agricultural  implement. With his
bolo the Filipino farmer builds his
house, fences his stock and harvests
his crops. Hence, if he surrenders
his bolo he will find it difficult to
earn a livelihood:

“This order is interpreted by Gen-
eral MacArthur as indicating that
the invaders fear that the increas-
ing resentment of the natives may
develop into a popular uprising
against the Japanese.

‘ “2. There is nothing to report

from other areas.”

Ever-living Egypt, birthplace of
ancient civilization, while abandon-
ing crude customs for those of the
| western world sits grimly resolved
| if necessary to fight for the right
| to live freely as war in Libya is on
the verge of creeping into this “Land
{ of the Nile,” says Miss Helen Martin,
talented music supervisor of the
Pampa schools, who formerly taught
in Egypt.

Going to Egypt in 1927, Miss Mar-
tin continued her teaching in the
United Presbyterian church school
for two years. During this time she
learned various customs of the social
classes of Egypt.

A melting pot for all nationalities
seemed to be Cairo for 21 different
nationalities were represented. The
most common nationalities are Jews,
Armenians, Turks, Syrians, and
Greeks,

Including all Protestants as one
religion, 18 other religions were rep-
resented in the school. However
Mohammedanism is the principal re-
| ligion, Miss Martin explained.

Upper class Egyptians wear clothes
similar to those of the French with
the exception of the cap which is
worn by the men and the “habara,”
a cape with a turban and veil, which
is worn by the Mohammedan girls,
as the girls are never to be seen by
the men, except those in their
jown family. As they are not
|seen by the men, the marriages
| are arranged by the parents of the

girls. Average age at which the girls
| marry is 20 or léss, Miss Martin said
While the cities and upper classes

are becoming modern, Miss Martin |

| explained that villages and the low-
er classes continue many old cus-
toms such as that of the men wear-
|ing the “ealabea,” a long fown. In
{ the cities many of the girls have
| abondoned their veils

Schools in Egypt are not free but
th government and churches have
established schools in this land
Higher classes of girls attended the
United Presbyterian church school,
because of this Miss Martin was
| privileged to visit in the homes of
| distinguished Egyptian officials such
| as the Minister of Education, who
| was in the king's cabinet. Friendli-
ness is characteristic of the Egyptian
people, Miss Martin said

Although Arabic is the native
tongue spoken, skill in five or six
languages is common among the
| students. The Mohammedan religion
|and the Arabic language were es-
tablished when the Arabs overran
Egypt

The school in which Miss Martin
taught was a school for girls only,
as the girls and boys are educated
separately to prevent their associa-
tion with each other. After sailing
from the United States to Egypt
Miss Martin taught individual piano
lessons and chorus groups in the
school

Although Miss Martin is a native
Texan she attended college in Syra-
cuse, New .ork, where she received
her Bachelors degree in musie.

Preceeding her teaching in Egypt
Miss Martin taught in Wyoming one
year, She is now teaching glee club
and A Cappella choir in Pampa
High school.

To Be Built By Students

Approximately 200 model air-
planes was set as the quota in
Pampa senioy and junior high
schools when the navy issued a call
for 500,000 models to be built by
the schools of America, according
to Phil Gruber, wood work instruc-
tor.

The perfection of detail in the
models, and precise ratio of one to
72, upon which they are construct-
ed, will enable cadets and civilian
spotters to learn identification more
quickly than is possible by any
other method. Gunnery . students
will study the models for range es-
timation.

A set of 50 plans of United and
Axis Nations warplanes were dis-
tributed through local school offi-
clals by the U. 8. Office of Educa-
tion’ by March 1, 1942, Mr. Gruber
is senior high school representative.
Junior high school will be repre-
sented by Bob Carter, Carroll Kil-
lebrew, Dick Taflinger, and Miss
Roy Riley.

The planes will vary in size, the
largest having a 25-inch wing span,
while the smallest will have a
5%-inch wing span. The majority
will have less than 12 inches. They
are .to be made of white pine and
painted black because their recog-
nition is based on their structure.

Teachers will cut out all the parts
to be given to students to be put
together. They then will undergo
a rigid inspection by a committee
of men. The best models will be
chosen to send to the navy.

The materials used will be white
pine or some soft wood, but balsa
is barred:.glue and paint. The Pam-
pa Kiwanis club has volunteered to
furnish the materials. The plans
and sample models will b¢ supplied
by the bureau of aeronautics of
the navy.

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Death Not Taking
Holiday This Year
Say Stafisticians

According to statistics “Death cer-
tainly hasn't been taking a holi-
day” Students of Pampa High
school are learning to put on the
brakes more effectively this year. In
1941, 500 people were killed and
9,300,000 injured. The men killed
who were of draft age totaled 26,000
or equal to the destruction of two
army divisions,

Approximately 18,000 workers died
in Occupational accidents and
another 26,000 were killed in off-
the-job accidents. This adds up to
the loss of man power sufficient
to construct 20 battleships, 200 des-
troyers and 7,000 heavy bombers.

Traffic accident deaths alone in
each of nine months of 1941 were
greater than the total casualties in
the Pearl Harbor attack.

The death toll was the third larg-
est on record and five per cent above
the 96,885 deaths in 1940. There were
110,052 accidental deaths in 1936 and
105,205 in 1937.
