JAP IMPERIAL FLEET SEIZES BAT O f BENGAL
Land Urges 
Freezing To 
Halt Arguing

WASHINGTON^April 13 (/Pi- 
Rear Admiral Emory 8. Land, 
chairman of the maritime com­
mission. advocated today “some 
form of freezing" labor and em­
ployer relationship to "do away 
with what I call this daily agi­
tation.”
Land told the House Naval coni; 

mittee he believed open shop agree­
ments. closed shop agreements, and 
all other agreements between la­
bor and management should be 
frozen In their present status “for 
the duration of the war.”

That, he added, would be "the 
simplest, the eastie-t, and the quick­
est solution that will be just to la­
bor, to capital, and to the people 
of the United States.”

“ I f  we can get it voluntarily, so 
much the better; failing that, by 
statute," he added.

Land withheld his views on sus­
pension of 40-liour wreek legisla­
tion but said he was "definitely op­
posed" to double-time pay during 
the war.

Advocates ol restrictive labor leg­
islation, meanwhile, served notice 
that only an agreement by unions 
to waive overtime pay for a 48-hour 
week in war Industries would swerve 
them from efforts to force a show­
down In congress next week on the 
question.

Senator Connally (D-Tex) paved 
the way for such a showdown by 
Inviting those of different mind 
to argue their case If he is suc­
cessful In bringing before the sen­
ate his bill to permit the govern­
ment to take over strike-bound 
war plants, freezing working con­
ditions and labor relations in 
such plants.
Connally predicted a majority of 

his colleagues would vote to con­
sider the measure when the question 
comes up next Monday.

“ I ’m going to tell them If they 
wane a showdown, this Is the time 
to get it.’’ he said. " I f  we get the 
bill up, then we can thresh out the 
whole labor question.”

Senator Lee (D-Okla.), who has 
been lr f lfie vanguard of those urg­
ing suspension of the 40-hour week 
law, said he would welcome settle­
ment of the issue through a vol­
untary agreement between labor 
and management. He said, how­
ever. that nothing short of such 
an accomplishment would satisfy 
him and others of like views.

Administration leaders have been 
reported seeking such an agree­
ment and Senator Maloney (D- 
Conn.) predicted that an under­
standing might be reached this 
week.

Both houses scheduled only rou­
tine business today.

Chairman Land said he favored 
profit limitation in war contracts 
but cautioned abalnst hasty legis­
lation on this subject lest it “break 
down existing contracts."

He said he did not believe gov-

Mayor Proclaims 
Cancer Control 
Week In Pampa

A proclamation Issued by Mayor 
Fred Thompson designates April 
12-18 as Cbncer Control week in 
Pampa. While only one week 
here, the movement is for the en­
tire month over the United States, 
as April has been designated can­
cer control month.

Purpose of the movement is in 
recognition of the work being done 
to combat that annually causes 
the deaths of 4,000 Texans and 150,- 
000 Americans.

Locally, the campaign Is being 
carried on by the Gray County 
Women’s Field army, a branch of 
the American Society for the Con­
trol of Cancer.

Mayor Thompson's proclama­
tion:

“WHEREAS, each year in Texas 
there are over 4.000 deaths caused 
from cancer;

"AND WHEREAS. each year 
there are In the United States 150,- 
000 deaths caused from cancer; 
This disease ranking second in the 
causes of death;

"AND WHEREAS, practically all 
skin cancers can be cured and most 
Internal cancers can be cured with 
the proper care when they are dis­
covered In time;

"AND WHEREAS, with a proper 
understanding of cancer and Its 
control by the public, a majority of 
the deaths caused from cancer could 
be avoided;

"NOW THEREFORE. I, Fred 
Thompson, Mayor of Pampa. do 
hereby claim the week of April 12 
to 18 A. D., 1942, as Cancer Con­
trol week for the City of Pampa 
and its surrounding territory

“Fred Thompson, Mayor."

Seaman First Class Donald Mar­
tin of Twin Falls, Idaho, who ac­
companied the body of Apprentice 
Seaman James F. Crow, Jr., of 
Skellytown here today, was wound­
ed when the Japs made their snei 
attack on Pearl Harbor OR — • - 
ber 7. last year and his brother, 
William A. Martin, was killed in 
the same attack. Both were in the 
navy air branch

Martin, who is only 18 years old. 
had been in Pearl Harbor only 12 
days when the attack took place. 
He said the alert was sounded only 
three minutes before the first wave 
of bombers swept over the hangar. 
He was struck in the leg by shrap­
nel during the attack. It  wasn't 
until two days later that he learn­
ed that his brother had been killed.

On January 31 young Martin left 
Pearl Harbor for the United States 
for medical checkup Alter his ar­
rival he was asked if he wanted 
to be honorably discharged from 
the navy His answer, without 
hesitation, was “no."

”1 wouldn’t leave the navy for 
anything now," Martin said today. 
“ I ’m going back last as soon as I 
can."

Young Martin was in another 
ship in the same flight in which 
Crow was flying when he was kill­
ed. He didn't see the crash be­
cause he had already come out of 
a dive and was ahead of the ship 
in which Crow was flying. Ensign 
Willard E. Norval of Galesburg, 
111., also killed in the crash, was 
considered as one of the best fly­
ing officers in the squadron, Mar­
tin said.

93 Buildings ̂ urn

KEWANEE. 111., April 13 (VP) — 
Ninety-three buildings in two square 
blocks In the heart of Kewanee were 
destroyed or damaged by a fire 
which raged for four hours today.

Business leaders estimated th e  
damage in Kewanec’s most disas­
trous fire at $1,500,000, but Police 
Chief George Nelson said the loss 
might reach $2,000,000. The exact 
cause of the conflagration was not 
immediately determined.

British Bombers 
y ^ R a id  Arsenals

LONDON. April 13 ( ^ —Britain’s 
far-ranging bombers pounded at 
Axis arsenals in Germany and Italy 
early today In a bombing offensive 
designed to smash the equipment 
of many German divisions before ii 
Is able to leave the factories.

The royal arsenal at Turin, where 
much of Italy's munitions is pro­
duced, was reported to have been 
one of the main targets of the raid 
against Berlin’s Axis partner. It  was 
the first raid on Turin since Sep­
tember and the 18th since Italy 
entered the war in 1940.

An authoritative source said the 
attack on Italy was carried out 
without the loss of a single bomber 
on the 1,500-inile round trip.

The Krupp works at Essen, Ger­
many, was one of the objectives In 
the 45th raid on that Ruhr manu­
facturing city, it was reported.

The Ruhr raid and subsidiary at­
tacks on docks at Le Havre, occu­
pied France, and airdromes in 
France and thé low countries cost 
the RAF 10 bombers and one fighter. 
It was said.

There was every Indication the 
British were taking maximum ad­
vantage of the spring nights—which 
now provide about seven hours of 
darkness—to step up aerial opera­
tions fast developing into the Unit­
ed Nations’ first real European of­
fensive of 1942.

The Italian high command re­
ported that "several localities in 
northern Italy” had been attacked 
by British planes but said that 
bombs dropped did not cause any 
damage

The German high command re­
ported today that 24 British bomb­
ers were destroyed in RAF attacks 
over Europe which included raids 
during the night on sections of west 
and northwest Germany.

Neither military nor war Industry 
objectives were damaged, the Ger­
mans said.

14 Nauy Fliers 
Perish In Crash

—Fourteen U. S. navy fliers per­
ished yesterday when two big PBY- 
6A patrol bombers crashed and 
burned near each other in the Liver­
more hills.

The RAF smashed at Axis arse­
nals In Germany and Italy during

Not a bomber was reported lost 
on the 1,500-mile round-trip foray 
against Turin, a munitions-making 
center of northern Italy, but at 
least 10 bombers and one fighter 
were lost in the sweeps to Essen’s 
Krupp works, docks at Le Havre, 
France, and airdromes in France 
and the low countries.

The British acknowledged those 
losses, and the German high com­
mand put the cost of the last 24 
hours of RAF offensive action over 
Europe at 24— 15 downed by day 
and nine by night.

The Oerman air force increased 
its pace on the Russian front, in 
support of light counter-attacks by 
infantry and tanks in a general at­
tempt to feel out the depth of the 
Red army’s positions. Warm weath­
er and slush prevailed In the prin­
cipal fighting areas.

Brown sugar. Including any sugar 
that may have been boiled down to 
simple syrup, must be declared at 
time of registering. Lost ration books 
will be replaced upon proof the book 

j  is lost, but it was pointed out that 
! it will take considerable time before 
lost books can be replaced

Penalty for failure to report all 
sugar on hand carries a maximum 
penatly of $10.000 fine, or 20 years In 
prison, or both.

Small Boats
WASHINGTON, April 13. (/Pi— 

The war department reported to­
day that Corregidor's gunners 
sank a number of small Japanese 
boats and kept enemy air raiders 
so high over the Philippine island 
fortress that bomb damage in a 
series of new raids caused only 
minor damage.
A communique said the Japa­

nese boats were in the harbor of 
the fishing village of Mariveles at 
the tip of the abandoned Bataan 
peninsula. Several were set afire 
in addition to those sunk.

Meanwhile, communication be­
tween Corregidor and Cebu was 
cut off for the past 48 hours so 
Lieutehant G e n e r a l  Jonathan 
Wainwright was unable to report 
on the efforts to beat off an in­
vasion of the central Philippine 
island, more than 300 miles south 
of Corregidor.

The communique reported be­
latedly the sinking by enemy action 
of two army freight ships, the Lib­
erty and the Meigs, both of which 
went down in the Southwest Pa­
cific.

The Liberty was torpedoed twice 
by an enemy submarine January 
11 when 12 miles from the Nether­
lands Indies island of Balt. No 
lives were lost. The vessel was 
beached and 53 crew men and one 
passenger were rescued by Dutch 
planes, some being flown to Soer- 
abaja, and others to Bali.

The Meigs was sunk February 19 
in a bombing raid on the harbor of 
Darwin, Australia. The master, 
Captain F. S. Link, died later of 
wounds, one crew member was kill­
ed and eight were wounded.

Ten raids were made on Corregi­
dor in the past twenty-four hours, 
the war department said, raising 
the total to 22 in the last two days.

The communique said there 
were some casualties but military 
installations sustained only minor 
damage.

Artillery —»Jfa — —  reported
last night from both Bataan, 
which at the closest point is only 
slightly more than two miles from 
Corregidor, and Cavite, on the 
opposite side of Manila Bay. 
Japanese radio reports said heavy

With at least a fourth of her total strength in battle­
ships, perhaps half of her aircraft carriers and formidable 
contingents of supporting and covering craft, the Japa­
nese imperial fleet has seized effective control of the Bay 
of Bengal in the war’s strongest challenge to the United 
States and British fleets.

Prime Minister Churchill gravely disclosed in the 
house of commons today that at least three Japanese bat­
tleships, including one of 32,720 tons mounting 16-inch 
guns, along with five aircraft carriers, a number of light 
and heavy cruisers and several destroyer flotillas are op­
erating there at the front door to India.

Broadly suggesting a strategy to meet the challenge, 
with a possible implication of the need for United States 
naval participation, Churchill said:

"We have the Pacific ocean and 
the Indian ocean with the Japanese 
occupying an intermediate position 
between the two. It is possible to 
use large forces on one side and 
small forces on the other, or vice 
versa."

His statement, covering the Eas- 
I ter day bombing of Colombo and 

Trineomalee, strong points on Cey­
lon, and the subsequent sinking of 
the British aircraft carrier Her­
mes and the cruisers Dorsetshire 
and Cornwall, constituted an indi­
rect admission that the Japanese 
had won dominance in the Bay of 
Bengal.
The gravity of this situation, coin­

ciding with Japanese occupation of 
Bataan peninsula in the Philippines, 
the all-out attempt to reduce the 
Corregidor fortress and deeper en­
croachment on the Burma road to 
India, was relieved only by the con­
tinued offensive showing of Allied 
aerial defenders of Australia and the 
sinking of several small Japanese 
boats in Manila bay

A war department communique 
covering reports up to this morning 
disclosed that shellfire from Correg­
idor and other ports in the bay had 
shattered a number of light craft 
and set ffre to several others in Mar­
iveles harbor.

It appeared, although the com* 
munique cM- not -ao atta , Thai Í
Japanese might have been prepar­
ing for an over water assault on Cor­
regidor.

Crow's body was accompanied to
Pampa by First Class Seaman Don­
ald Martin, member of Crow’s 
squadron, wounded at Pearl Har­
bor on Dec. 7. when the Japanese
attacked.

Young Crow was bom in Sayre, 
Okla . in 1924 He moved to Bkel- 
lytown with his parents In 1037, and 
attended Skellytown schools for 
three years, playing in the school 
band. The family later moved to 
the Drilling and Exploration com­
pany's Watkins lease north of Skel­
lytown and Crow attended high 
school in Borger for two years.

He enlisted in the navy In De­
cember of 1941 and was sent to San 
Diego for training in the Navy 
Air corps. According to a navy 
communication the flier« were en­
gaged in routine maneuvers when 
the plane crashed.

Crow is survived by his parent*, 
Mr and Mrs. J. F. Crow, Sr.; three 
sisters, Elnora. Doris Marie, an d  
Mary; and four brothers, Curtis Ce­
cil Donald Wade. Harold Dean, and 
Jrrrv D . all at home.

You’ll need patience—for long 
waits in stores awaiting your turn; 
a mathematical mind—to figure out 
how ounces can do the duty whole 
pounds used to do. and plenty of 
philosophy—to squelch a craze for 
something you Just can’t have. 
BICYCLES USED 
FOR SHOPPING

Por a typical British example of 
what you may bump up against, let’s 
go shopping with Mrs. Hyphen- 
Jones. She’s an average middle- 
class woman here.

She uses a bicycle with a large 
basket fore and aft, a number of 
shopping bags, and treasured pieces 
of wrapping paper. The paper short­
age is so severe that even swank 
West End stores wrap nothing but 
food.----------------— ——

We’ll go to the butcher first. Tills 
is easy because she has a choice, 
usually, of only beef or mutton. 
Such things as sweetbreads, a calf’s 
liver, kidneys and sausage—that are 
not at least 60 per cent bread—are 
getting to be very dim memories.

Next comes the grocer—and strict 
rationing The grocer can be either 
a beneficent or a malevolent deity 
with his special delicacies hidden 
under his counter. I f  Mrs. Hyphen- 
Jones has registered for everything 
with him, he Is inclined to be gra­
cious, otherwise no luck.

A recent headache for grocers and 
housewives alike is the recent ra­
tioning of practically all canned 
foods, including fish, meats and 
beans. ,

The fruit department is. like 
Mother Hubbard’s cupboard, pretty 
bare at the moment. Pears are from 
20 cents apiece; grapes $3 a pound; 
corn. $3 a dozen ears.
FISH ARE 
UNRATIONED

On the other hand, olives, pre­
served fruit, jar ginger can still be 
seen around, but they are exhorbi- 
tantly priced and most people pass 
them up.

Now. to the fishmonger. Here the 
outlook Is decidedly brighter. Fish 
Is unrationed but prices are con­
trolled for all the more inexpensive 
kinds. I f  money is no Object, there 
Is plenty of smoked salmon to start 
with at $3 a pound or oysters at i 
about the same price per dozen.

On the other hand, working-class 
wives have communal kitchens, free 
milk for the children, not to men­
tion free medical care and nurser­
ies where the children are looked 
after and fed during the-day.

Importance Of Milk 
In Diet Cited By 
Mrs. Julia Kelley

"M fft tops the list of foods need­
ed for a good daily diet as they are 
given in the Texas Food Standard. 
That is Texas’ guide to sound nutri­
tion in war-time or peace-time.”

"Every young person needs k quart 
a day and many older people need 
that much. Adults should have at 
least a pint a day to keep fit.

”Fbr people who do not like their 
milk “straight,” the following sug­
gestions for milk beverages are good 
as mld-aftei noon or mld-mornlng 
"pick-ups" or at meal time: 

Chocolate Milk
I cup milk
1 t. chocolate syrup
Mix or shake thoroughly or beat 

with egg beater until frothy. Serve 
very cold or hot.

Chocolate Syrup 
(Large Supply)

1- 2 c cocoa or 2 squares chocolate
2- 3 c. sugar
1 c. hot WSler
1-4 t. salt
Mix cocoa, sugar and salt Add hot 

water and stir. Simmer about 10 
minutes. Cool. Store in glass Jar in 
cool place. Use as desired for hot or 
cold chocolate.

Whey Funrh
5 cups whey
1 c. sugar
1 c. shredded pineapple
2 lemons
Boll the sugar and 1 cup whey 

together for five minutes. Cool the 
mixture, and add the remaining 
whey, the Juice of the lemons and 
the shredded pineapple. Serve the 
punch with cracked Ice or very cold. 
Mint may be added. Any fruit Juice 
or fruit may be used instead of the 
pineapple.

Honey Milk
For each person use 1 teaspoon

NEW YORK, April 13 (/P>—'ITie 
American women’s figure is not so 
short and It’s not dumpy, says the 
Metropolitan Life Insurance com­
pany—on the contrary “the average 
stature of Amerlcan'women Is show­
ing satisfactory Improvement.”

The Metropolitan's studious sta­
tisticians admitted that they had 
been Investigating the length and 
breadth of the female figure ever 
since the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture reported that the average 
height of American women was but 
five feet, three 1-6 Inches.

"Tills relatively low figure cre­
ates a false Impression In that the 
measurements were made in stock­
ing feet, whereas th e  commonly 
quoted average is based on meas­
urements In shoes,” said the statis­
ticians.

They thought that five feet five 
inches would be a fairer way to list 
the average for the little woman— 
assuming she wears shoes with a 
two-inch heel.

“Furthermore, better times are 
ahead,” they predicted.

•While in general today’s women 
may not have figures quite as at­
tractive as the movie stars and pro­
fessional models who are popularly 
held up as Ideals of the sex, Im­
provement of the average stature 
may be expected to continue until 
the general average of future gen­
erations should come close to that 
of the glamorized groups.” their re­
port stated.

They thought that the govern­
ment report was "biased,” inasmuch 
as "the (government) sample con­
tained a disproportionate number of 
such groups of women as those from 
the cities, the eastern seaboard, and 
low-income familes—in which the 
average height is distinctly low, as 
compared with the general popula­

KUIBYSHEV. Russia. April IS. 
(AH)—The German air lo rn  ae- 
1’rierated its activity today in 
support ol lift lit I'ounlerattacka 
with lufantry and tanks as the 
tier m ans sought to feel out Uir 
depth of the Soviet (rout.
Warm and slushy weather—prob­

ably the warmest thus far this year 
• -prevailed in the fighting areas.

A dispatch front the front said 
the German aviation arm still was 
strong, but asserted that Soviet 
fliers were overtaking the slower 
Naat planes and beating them— 
with machlnegutts, cannon and 
ramming.

Three German counterattacks 
were reported on the Bryansk 
front south of Moscow, but Soviet 
reports said they definitely were 
not a major operation.

Russian sappers, extracting all 
possible aid from nature, were re­
ported today to have changed the 
course o f floodwaters and washed 
the Germans out of a fortified vil­
lage in one of a series of triumptis 
recorded by Soviet Russia during 
the weekend.

Just as the waters swept over 
the Germans in this village, so is 
a wave of confidence in ultimate 
triumph sweeping over the Soviet 
union.

Optimistic Russians give three 
reasons for the ir * con f idence:

1. They believe the expected 
spring offensive will be their o f­
fensive.

2. They are convinced the Ger­
man army will be smashed on Rus­
sian soil this year

3. I f  the worst should come, they 
are prepared to fight on, in the 
Urals or Siberia.

Bolstering the first point, a Sov­
iet commissar broadcast from the 
front that “A  German offensive 
this spring appears to be mast un­
likely "

He said he based his belief on 
the statements of German pris­
oners of war and on the quality 
of reinforcements the Germans 
have sent up, consisting “main­
ly of very young, half-trained 
men or semi-invalids, deaf and 
one-eyed, or of wounded not 
quite recovered.”

One Oi Founders 
Of Dalhari Dies

DALHART, April 13. <fP>— Funeral 
services were held Sunday for 
George E. Walker, 75, veteran Rock 
Island engineer whose experience 
in early day railroading in Texas 
and New Mexico included success­
ful bouts with train robbers and 
flash floods.

Walker helped establish Dalhart In 
1901 and was elected one of its first 
councilmen. For many years he 
was engineer of the Golden State 
Limited of the Rock Island.

One of his most poignant mem­
ories was of holdup at Logan, N. M., 
In 1904 when three Jittery train 
robbers finally gave up their at­
tempt to crack the express com­
pany’s strong boxes. Walker had 
talked them out of using more than 
three sticks of dynamite at a time 
on each safe, and neither charge 
was strong enough to do the Job.

Another time he brought the 
Golden State Limited around a 
curve downhill toward what or­
dinarily was a dry wash. A cloud­
burst had sent a flash flood down 
the draw, and the engineer could 
see no bridge—Just a wide expan­
sion of water. He opened the throt­
tle and roared through, praying the 
bridge was still there. It was—but 
not for long. Before a section crew 
could get back to the scene, the 
trestle was gone.

Walker died at an Amarillo hos­
pital. In addltlonr to his wife, he is 
survived by a son, Neil of St. Louis; 
four daughters, Mrs. Edwyn Milroy 
and Mrs. Irvin Long both of De­
troit, Mich.: Mrs. Earnest Farmer 
of Waco; and Mrs. Wilson Cowen 
and her two children, Wilson Walk­
er, 7, and John Elwin, two weeks, of 
Amarillo.

U. S. Sub Survives 
45 Depth Charges

MELBOURNE, Australia, April 13 

(AT—“What if there are three of 
them? They’re flying the Japanese 
naval flag, aren’t they?

With those words a young Amer­
ican submarine commander recently 
ordered a direct attack on three 
enemy destroyers somewhere In the 
Southwestern Pacific.

One destroyer usually is consid­
ered a handful for opposition by a 
submarine, but the American com­
mander tackled three of them and 
brought his vessel safely to port 
somewhere in Australia.

The submarine was coming to the 
surface Just at dusk to reoharge its 
batteries and freshen its atr when 
It sighted the enemy destroyer 
squadron a short distance away.

The submarine could have stopped 
short of the surface and been un­
detected, but the commander or­
dered full speed toward the target.

The submarine fire two torpedoes 
which barely missed one enemy de­
stroyer, and then crash-dived. While 
the submarine still was diving the 
Japanese attacked, dropped 45 depth 
charges which shook the submarine 
again and again, threatening to 
cave in its sides.

During the next nine hours the 
destroyers' circled, loosing explosive 
charges. One extinguished lights in 
the submarine and did some damage 
to machinery.

An officer aboard said there nev­
er was a sign of panic. The work of 
repairing the damage went on ef­
ficiently. Interrupted time and again 
by explosions.

Finally the machinery was in 
working order and the submarine, 
after the longest dive in its record, 
came to the surface and found the 
enemy gone.

Red Cross Unable 
To Aid Americans
In Philippines

WASHINGTOnTApril 13. (A*)—Red 
Cross officials said tonight that dif­
ficulty in securing an International 
Red Cross delegate in Manila ap­
parently was holding up an agree­
ment permitting It to dispatch sup­

Officials said that if no one was 
found in Manila who could or would 
undertake the task arrangements 
might be made for some suitable 
persons to go there.

The negotiations, they pointed out, 
are between the International Red 
Cross and Japanese authorities.

“Please command us to do what­
ever is needful— —and for God's 
sake make haste,”  urged a tele­
gram signed by J. D. Perry, 8r„ 
grocer, and Frank Grimes, editor 
of the Abilene Reporter News. It  waa 
dispatched to Red Cross headquart­
ers at Washington.

"As fathers of sons on Bataan, 
not knowing whether they are alive 
or dead,” the message continued, 
“ we ask the American Red Cross 
if Immediate arrangements can be 
made to rush food and medicinw 
to our fighting men now In the 
1 lands of the Japanese, either by sea 
or air.

“You can count on the American 
people to provide necessary funds 
and we hope the Red Cross loses 
no time In trying to get relief to 
these victims of circumstances our 
own flesh and blood.”

The War That Never Ends
No official communique was Issued. Headline 

writers almost passed it up, unnoticed. But Ameri­
ca has scored an Important victory against a hated 
enemy, an enemy that has struck even at the Presi­
dent.

The good news comes from Dr. C. E. Rosenow, 
Mayo Foundation bacteriologist who reports that 25 
years of research on the cause of Infantile paralysis 
has been rewarded with the scientific proof that the 
minute, visible streptococcus germs, not an invisible 
virus, as commonly accepted, áre the causative or­
ganism. !.

The doctor now proposes to use an anti-serum, 
already perfected, and possible skin tests to detect 
the disease In its earliest stages. He has practical 
proof in the use of anti-serum on 2000 human pa­
tients, with marked mortality reduction.

This major victory, yet to be fully confirmed by 
subsequent practice, should not go unsung. Infan­
tile paralysis needs no bombing planes, no saboteurs 
to strike at your home.

Carbon dioxide, the gas that maUes the "pop” 
tn soda pop, is being put to work in many ways in 
this war. I t  has already been the means of saving 
thousands o f lives. As fighting continues, it will 
doubtless save thousands more, for it is being used 
In pieces of equipment developed by American ¿ 1- 
dustries to bring extra safety to the airplane 
pilots who are flying for -the United Nations.

Today these airmen wear lifevests that can lie 
inflated Instantly with carbon dioxide gas to 
“keep 'em floating” if they are forced to bail 
out over water. The vest is a rubberized jacket 
that is worn uninflated beneath the parachute 
harness. Attached to it are two tiny carbon diox­
ide pressure cylinders, each one smaller than a 
cigar. Tw o cords from the cylinders dangle at the 
titan’s waist. When these cords are pulled, they 
release the gas into the vest, in flating it instantly. 
The carbon dioxide expands 450 times its com­
pressed volume and makes the jacket so buoyant 
that it w ill keep a 200 pound man afloat.

In addition to this vest other emergency equip­
ment has been perfected for the aid of pilots 
forced down at aea. Rubber rafts that can be in­
flated in three or four seconds by a cylinder of 
carbon dioxide about the size o f a quart milk 
bottle are now In general use. They are fitted out 
With oars and emergency provisions, and are so 
Sturdy that they w ill float for day«. One type of

The charges made against the Standard OH of 
New Jersey is a shining example. Entirely too 
many of the public have become indignant be­
cause of the statements made, accusing the 
Standard Oil in this trial before the Congressional 
committee.

When one side o f  the report was made public, 
the Standard O il was convicted of almost treason. 
In fact they were accused of treason.

But when the final evidence is made public, it 
is found that the Standard Oil simply had an 
agreement to exchange new ideas on scientific 
subjects with similar concerns in Germany. Under 
this condition, both companies and the people of 
the United States and Germany were benefited.

But the New  Dealers who want to blame all 
trouble of all people on the selfishness and the 
mendacity of big business, seem to think our 
people would be better o ff i f  we would* build a 
wall around this country and not exchange ideas, 
or that ideas should iw t be property: that when 
a man got an idea he should make it public with­
out any reward.

In short, they do not know what really creates 
wealth and they are envious and covetous ot 
people with ideas.

The policy of corporations exchanging ideas 
with corporations in other countries is a common 
practice. I  have a closa connection with the Elec­
tric Furnace Company of America that makes 
40 per cent of the electric furnaces in t(ie United 
States. They have had a working agreement with 
a firm  o f similar character in London. They ex­
change new ideas with each other. The American 
firm  sends a man to England once a year, or the 
English firm  sends a man to America to enlighten 
each other.

But according to the New Dealers, this is a 
crime.

But every user of automobiles, wlfich are 
largely made by the progress of the electric fur­
naces, as wjell as other users of alloys of great
strength, are the benificiaries of exchanging ideas 
with firms o f other nations.

But now in this war hysteria, New Dealers are 
looking for a scapegoat. Whatever a big concern 
does is a crime, no matter how beneficial or how 
patriotic the heads o f these organizations may be. 
They can do nothing at all to please a New  Dealer 
because a New Dealer believes they should live 
as well, or nearly as well, as a man has a right 
to live who has ideas that really benefit mankind,

O V E R -T IM E  PAY D O U B LE STANDARD  
OB R IG H TN ESS

What most people fail to realize is that paying 
time and a half and double time for working over 
40 hours is absolutely a double standard o f right­
ness.

This isrirue because if  the men do not get all 
they produce for the first 40 hours then they are 
being robbed. O r when they get all they produce 
for the first 40 hours, then, when they get time 
and a half or double time for the same amount 
of production, they are robbing those who pay 
the bill— the consumer. The consumer pays all 
bills. 4

So, in either case, it is impossible to pay time 
and a half, without doing an injustice to some 
group. I t  is simply a double standard o f rightness 
and when people—whether they be labor unions, 
preachers or governments— admit of no single 
standard o f rightness, then they are in a precar­
ious position.

And the only way of arriving at a single 
standard of rightness, according to experience 
of all history, is to permit all people to be equally 
free to produce and enjoy on the same terms.

Yes, time and a half for over 40 hours a week 
is a double standard of rightness. I t  is a form of 
robbery. Those who get the real value when they 
are being paid time and a half or double time, 
are being overpaid on their straight time. I f  
they get their real value on straight time, then 
they are robbed when they get time and a half 
and double time.

We had better return to a single standard of 
rightness or straight time for all labor. Let men 
work as little or as long a? they want to and 
be paid the full value of what they produce.

(Indianapolis New t)
A t this time one o f the best features of the 

oemocratic way of government is in operation 
throughout the nation. The reference is to the 
national debate on the whole problem of the 
rights, duties and privileges of labor in wartime 
There is shouting on one side that labor is using 
the emergency to further its own program. Labor, 
on its part, accuses management of the same 
thing. The provision for the 40-hour week should 
be repealed, some say. High government officials 
and various army and navy leaders oppose such 
repeal and suggest instead abandonment o f double 
pay for Sunday and holiday work where that 
policy prevails. In a problem as complex as that 
o f labor, it is only fa ir  to assume that some 
justice resides in many o f the claims and counter­
claims. At the same time, some of the labor lead­
ers seem to make wholly unwarranted outcries 
William Green, Philip Murray and, just this week 
Daniel Tobin, the president of the Teamsters' 
Union, have been at great pains to build up s 
myth about a "conspiracy” to destroy labor stand­
ards. The call for revision of labor legislation if 
no manifestation o f a conspiracy, nor is it the 
beginning of a persecution of labor. I t  is the 
spontaneous attitude o f all sections o f the public 
which have sensed the injustice as well as the in­
advisability o f inflating hourly wage earnings in 
certain key industries while salaried workers, 
wage earners, and certainly the men in military 
service enjoy no comparable subsidy through legis­
lation. The justly famed American sense of fa ir­
ness is coming to the fore in this instance. The 
final test, then, of any labor policy which results 
from the currant debate must be in the form of 
this question: What is its bearing on the winning 
of the war? Other considerations must assume 
secondary rating.

WASHINGTON. April 13 — AU

right, you want to know what your 
life Is going to be Uke six months 
or a year from now.

So this Is telling you:
Mr. Donald Nelson, the big War 

Production Board man, has just 
passed out the tip that by June 30 
practically all metal-working plants 
of this country will be converted to 
war production. The making of new 
metal gadgets for civilian consump 
tion will then be out. That means 
.that the United States is going back 
to about 1900, which was just about 
the time the steel age got going 
good.

This hits you right where you 
live, and in ways that may sur­
prise you. True, you may be riding 
around In auto6, listening to radios, 
snitching midnght snacks out of me­
chanical refrigerators, and keeping 
the little woman happy and occu­
pied at home with electric washing 
machines and vacuum cleaners. But 
they won't be new gadgets, chum. 
They’ll be old ones—mere memories 
of the good times that were B.H.— 
Before Hitler. He is the guy to be 
blamed for all this, not Mr. Nelson

In the next one, two, or three 
months, stockpiles can be built up 
on all these metal gadgets, within 
limitations. When those stockpiles 
are used up — that’s all there Is, 
there Isn’t any more till the war’s 
over.

The Indian rejection of Britain's 
offer of dominion 'status, in exchange 
for support in the «far effort, cer­
tainly is porridge and cream for the 
Axis bowl, since this lack of c o o t - ’  
dination in defense of one of the 
strategically vital bases la a grave 
threat to the Allied cause.

Pandit Nehru, political leader of 
the All-India Congress (National­
ist) party, who Is said to have been 
one of a minority of the leaders fa­
voring acceptance of the offer, dis­
closes that Berlin and Tokyo have 
been sending “ frantic appeals" In an 
effort to swing the Indians away 
from Britain. Thus the rejection of 
the plan gives the unholy brother­
hood of Germany and Japan a 
chance, no matter how unwarrant­
ed. to stick another feather In its 
bonnet and claim a diplomatic suc­
cess.

Indeed, while the Indians abhor 
the Idea of any foreign overlordship, 
be it British or Japanese, there still 
remains a widespread feeling among 
them as regards these two nations 
that, as Nehru puts It, “one is really 
as good or bad as the other.” Nehru 
himself declares that he cannot tol­
erate the conception, but the fact 
that it exists most certainly hurts 
the British position and makes the 
Axis going easier.

Whether the Japs will seize upon 
the weakness produced by the Brit- 
Ixli-Indian improglio and attempt 
an invasion remains to be seen, but 
the situation is an invitation to 
them. The Nationalist Idea of re­
fraining from acting with the Brit­
ish and of organizing their own op­
position to invasion probably Is fur­
ther encouragement to the Japa­
nese. because such disorganized and 
conflicting defense must hamper its 
own ends.

America sympathizes with the In ­
dian desire for independence, since 
our own country went through a 
similar crisis. And one must admire 
the Indians' courage, however mis­
taken they may be In the present 
instance. In standing on their own 
feet In face of Invasion by barbaric 
hordes; the people of Hindustan 
never have been afraid to die. Still. 
I ’m afraid that the folk of that still 
largely primitive country have small 
Idea Of what modern warfare can 
mean, for conflict since the days of 
swords has passed them by.

They can scarcely realize that 
their civilian hosts would be of no 
avail whatever against mechanized 
Japanese forces and aerial power. 
Nehru recognizes it and apparently 
has done all he can to show his peo­
ple the light.

At the same time we mustn’t for­
get that there are two sides to this 
age-old quarrel between Britain and 
Hindustan. Nehru said that a fun­
damental factor In India’s attitude 
is ‘‘distrust or dislike of the British 
government"—a n attitude which 
causes short sighted and a "slave 
sentiment.”

Perhaps we might better say that 
many Indians feel they are held In 
bondage as an Inferior race. One 
of the deep-lying causes of the Na­
tionalist bitterness towards Britain, 
as I know well from study of the 
situation at first hand, is the Indi­
ans' claim that the British never 
have treated them as equals. There 
is a very definite racial problem 
there, and It Is well that we should 
understand this in trying to assay 
the present crisis.

Two Texans In

.  AUGU8TA, Ga.. April 13 0P>— 
Slender Ben Hogan and towering 
Byron Nelson, two of golf’s crack 
professionals, match their skill to­
day In an 18-hole playoff for the 
Masters' championship.

The two Texans were deadlock­
ed with 380 strokes apiece at the end 
of the regulation 72 holes yester­
day.

When they tee o ff at 1:30 p. m. 
(central war time) they'll be shoot­
ing at golfing gold of 81.500 for the 
winner and $800 for the runner-up.

Nelson was leading Hogan by three 
strokes when they started yester­
day's final round, but he wilted un­
der the pace and wound up with an 
undistinguished 73. A  trapped sec­
ond shot on the 71st hole cost him 
clear claim to the title. Hogan, the 
dark little man who never quits, shot 
a birdie three on the last hole to 
gain his 70—two strokes under par 
—and a tie.

Their respective records for the 
four rounds were: Nelson 68-67-72 
73, Hogan 73-70-67-70. Paul Runyan, 
a pint-size like Hogan, scored a fine 
71 bn his final round for a 283 to­
tal and third prize of $600. Fourth 
was tenanclous Sammy Byrd. 285 
and $500; and fifth, the veteran Hor­
ton Smi^h, 287 and $400. From there 
down the prize money dwindled fast.

Nelson and Hogan have been bat' 
fling each other in play-offs for a 
long time. Back In 1926, when they 
were a pair of ragged-pants caddies 
and Hogan was making a little ex­
tra by selling Forth Worth (Texas) 
records, they engaged In two nine- 
hole playoffs for the saddle cham­
pionship of the Glcngardcn Coun­
try club. Nelson claims he won, but 
Hogan disputes It hotly. Then they 
tangled for 18 holes for the Texas 
open title at San Antonio In 1940, 
and Nelson won by a stroke.

Volunteers To Be 
Given Britain

CORPUS CHR1STI, April 13. 
(A P )—India Is giving British ar­
mies in the East 1,250,000 volun­
teers, whereas before the war with 
Japan there were not more than
150.000 native Indians In the army, 
lord Halifax, British ambassador 
to the United States, said last 
night.

The ambassador. In an Inter­
view. said the failure of the Sir 
Stafford Cripps mission to India 
was the failure of a political mis­
sion and not a military or strategic 
setback for Great Britain. He said 
he felt there was no hope for im­
mediate solution of the Indian 
problem, but that his majesty’s 
government would continue to hope 
for better luck In the future.

Httlcr, Lord Halifax declared. 
"Has the capacity—I  might say the 
genius—for mesmerizing his people. 
They are solidly behind him, I  am 
sure. However. I  am firmly con­
vinced that a Hitler could not have 
existed among people like our own 
--like the people of the United 
States.

"We would not tolerate the at­
tributes of a dictatorship. We
would not have our decisions made 
for us, our liberty hamstrung. Hit­
ler Is a product of the peculiar 
characteristics of the German race. 
He is the real boss of Germany, 
although I  daresay the things that 
are done there In his name are 
not all done with his knowledge.”

Shotguns W ill Be 
Used By Guardsmen
I WASHINGTON April 13 (/P)—

EUitp guardsmen and army military 
ollce battalions will be armed 
1th shot guns, the war department 
“ported today In announcing that 
it was repossessing from civilians 

more than 44.000 rifles to be turned 
over to troops of the United Nations.

At the same time, an appeal was 
made to sportsmen who own a 1903 
model Springfield or 1917 Enfield to 
turn It over to the army if In con­
dition for military use.

The war department said 44,148 
of these weapons were sold to mem­

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State School Funds 
Enriched $287,447 |

BRECKENRIDGE, April 13 (/Pi- 
State school funds for the educa­
tion of Texas children were enrich­
ed $287,447.61 by land purchases 
made for the Big Bend National 
park by the Texas State Parks board 
at a meeting at Possum Kingdom 
Lake State park Saturday.

Approximately 221,000 acres of un­
improved lands are Included in the 
purchases made from Bascom Giles, 
state land commLssloner, who at­
tended the meeting and personally 
received two warrants totaling $287,- 
447.61.

Giles and the board also agreed 
on the subsequent transfer of ap­
proximately another 240,000 acres for 

Si consideration of about $239,000 
when titles are perfected. This will 
increase to more than $580.000. the 
amount which will go to school 
“funds from the $1.500,000 appropri­
ated by the state legislature for the 
acquisition of more than 788.000 ac­
res for the Big Bend National park.

Other purchases from private 
owners aggregated about 242.000 ac- 
res which together with buildings 
and other Improvements are to cost 
$530,000. The purchases of school 
fund lands together with those from 
private owners make more than 460,- 
000 acres now available for transfer 
to the United States for develop­
ment as a national park as provided 
by an act of congress signed by 
President Roosevelt in 1935.

Acquisition of the 239.000 acres 
on which Giles and the Texas State 
Parks board have reached an agree­
ment will increase the park area 
ready for development as a tourist 
magnet to about 700.000 acres, leav­
ing less than 100,000 acres to be ob­
tained. Nearly half of this acreage 
is Involved in 72 condemnation suits 
which the board has authorized.

'Fortress' Novices 
Repair Ship Under

never taken up a flying fortress be­
fore . . .

German bombers were reported by 
Berlin to have struck again at har­
bor installations at Murmansk, Rus­
sia’s far northern port of entry, 
where a roundabout report from 
Moscow said a big convoy of 
American. British, and Dutch ships 
had berthed.

The war in Africa and the Medi­
terranean war marked by a German 
report that a British cruiser had 
arrived at Gibraltar heavily dam­
aged by attack at Malta.
