to 1972, was queted in cam-
pus = newspapers as saying;
““There 1is. no evidence that
marijuana does anythingexcept
make people feel good. It has
never made anyone into a cri-
minal or 2 narcotics addict,
It should be legalized,”
*  Dr. Powelson now -admits
that he made that statement
without any direct experience
as a physician with marijua-
ana users. Aftertreating more
than 1,000 patients in consul-
tation and in therapy sessions,
and after examining twotothree
thousand students ‘a year, he
came to the conclusion that
his' earlier statementiwas
‘““totally wrong’’. <SS
Today Dr. Bowelson=says,
“1 now believe that marijuana
is the most dangerous-drug we
must contend with,”’ HiS rea-
sons are (1) its early-use is
deceptive and user cann’ot de-
tect ‘his own mental _deter-

“joration, (2) continued use leads

to. delusional thinking; ~ and
(3) users-disglay, xstrong need
to .seduce o;thers .into using
drugs.

Dr, Po\veLson c1tps ex‘unple
after example of brilliant grad-

uate students at Berkeley upon

whom marijuana had the fol-
lowing effects; difficulty in
concentration, loss of sense
of time and memory, loss of
will to do sustained work, ina-
bility to sleep regular hours,
loss of normal appetite, sex-
ual impotence, loss of ability
to handle mathematics at a
prior level of achievement:or
to follow logical arguments,
hostile suspiciousness, and
gullibility.

One of-the chief dangers
of marijuana, according to Dr.
Powelson, is that its early
use ‘‘is beguiling. Pot smokers
are so enraptured by the
illusion of warm feelings that
they are unable to sense the
deterioration of their own men-
tal and physiological proces-
ses, Its continued use leads
to delusional thinking,

In a recentbook called SEN~

- SUAL DRUGS, Dr, Hardin B.

Jones, Professor of Medical
Physics at the University of
California, explained why many
were deceived by the myth of
marijuana’s harmlessness,
“First, examinations of mari-
juana smokers early in their
use do not reveal the long-
range effects, Second, as mari-
juana causes adverse be-
havioral changes that the user
cannot recognize in himself,
some investigators may have
been deceived by their own ex-
periences with the drug.,”

Agreement (LTA’s)is available

" to producers who are interested
in carrying out conservation
practices over a period of from
three to five years. Practices
available for LTA’s are the
same as those established for
the county under the regualr
conservation program, Amax-
imum of $3500.00 per ye ar may
be earned.

Technical responsibility for
LTA prdctices is assigned to
Soil  Conservation Service
(SCS). A conservation plan of
operation: (CPO) will be de-
veloped by SCS, which will
include a combination of prac-
tices needed for solving the
conservation ° and environ-
mental problems of the land to
be included in the LTA.

All conservation practices
which are included on the CPO
must be completed during the
term - of the contract, even
though the particular practice
may not be cost-shared under
the program. In other words,
if SCS stated that cross-fencing
was required on the CPO, then
the cross-fencing wouldhave to
be done. at producer’s own ex-
pense in order to earn cost-
shares 'on other approved pra-
ctlces.
