Kharkov Base IRUSSIAN SOLDIERS MARCH INTO OREL

Is Threatened
By Big Army

LONDON, Aug. 7 —(#)—Red
army shock troops, plunging deep-
er into the Ukraine in a wide
flanking movement to throttle the
big German defense pillar of
Kharkov, today captured Graivor-
on, 45 miles to the nerthwest, a
special Soviet communique an-
nounced,

Gaining nine miles and overrun-
ning 70 villages, the Russians thus'
cut another point on the Kharkov-
Bryansk railway, while directly
north of Kharkov Soviet units push-
ing down the Uby river from Zolo-
chev were within 26 miles of Rus-
sia’s third largest city.

Berlin anmounced a second threat
to their Kharkov bage in broad-
casting a report that a big Russian
army massed at Chuguev, 256 miles
to the southeast, had gone over to
the offensive and made initial
gains. This pincers movement was
similar to the tactics that con-
quered Orel and Belgorod.

Above the Ukraine, Bryansk was
menaced by Soviet troops spilling
through the gap at Orel, Gains of

The bulletin, recorded by the So-
viet monitor, said the Russians cap-
tured Shamardino, 10 miles west
of Orel, Gnezdilovo, 30 miles to the
southwest, and the railway sla-
tion of Stakhanskaya  five miles to
the south,

The Nagzi-controlled Paris ‘radio,
in a broadcast recorded by the As-
soclated Press, sald the Russians
were pouring wave upon wave of
mased tank forces through the break
at Orel as they slashed to the wesl
and southwest.

Friday, the special bulletin said,
Russian troops on all fronts dis-
abled or destroyed 43 German tanks,
and eight enemy planes were
brought down.

A partial evacuation of Smolensk,
German anchor on the central front,
was reported in dispatches today.

Triumphant Soviet forces still are
striking violently at the seemingly
demoralized Nazis and their pursu-
ing movements have been facilitated

by the occupation of an entire net- |

work of railroads
through Orel, Kursk and Belgorod.
The last remnants of Germans
who defended the Orel salient were
streaming back through Karachev
toward Bryansk under a hall of Rus-
sian bombs and hotly pursued by |
tanks, mobile guns and infantry.

Reach Out Again

Senator O'Daniel of Texas may have had some-
thing when he saild a couple of nights ago that it
looks as if the higher-ups in Washington are striving
for a communistic or socialistic form of government
in the United States.

One of the most socialistic of ally Washington
trends right. now is the Office of Price Administra-
tion’s plan to substitute for
advertised brand names and trade marks,

Though the congressional amendment to the
Price Control Act temporarily checkmates the pro-
fessional ‘“consumer” groups in - their campaigns
against established marketing practices (including
advertising), the recent announcement as to the crea-
tion of a House bloc, variously self-styled as “forty
PFighting Congressmen” or the “Congressional Com-
mittee for the Protection of the Consumer” indicates
the powerful pressure groups back of this movement

“government grades”

intend to wage an active campaign for their pro-
gram. The C. I. O, The A. F. of L., The Farmers’
Union (a farm organization supporting legislation
radically ' different from the National Grange and
the American Farm Bureau Federation) and about
15 women's organizations long identified as crusmdex:s
for measures to restrict’ legitimate advertising func-
tions.

So far, we have not found any Texas Congress-
men listed among the so-called “Forty Fighting Con-
gressmen” lined up in this socialistic business. A
glance at the names on the list of the bloc’s mem-
bership (which we obtained only Friday) shows that
they are mostly recruited from Congressional dis-
tricts where the C. I. O. is strongest,

There are very few people who understand the
stakes involved in these underhanded drives against
labeling and advertising. Too many have assumed
that it applies only to the “labels on cans.” That is
& mistaken interpretation. All merchandise which is
advertised locally or nationally has‘distinctive brands
or trade marks for sales appeal

The proposal would remove all brand and grade
names with which the public is familiar and sub-
stitute for them a government numbeér or letter with
no other identification.

It all is being done of the guise of “protection
for the consumer.” Quite to the contrary, if adopted,
the plan would leavé the consumer wholly at sea
when trying to buy.

The plan, as has been protested, is reactionary,
destructive of the American system of free enterprise
and foreign to American prineiples.

LEWIS IS NO TRAITU®
(Colliers)

It becomes more and moré popular to call John
L. Lewis a traitor and suchlike, because of his
coal-strike machinations while the country is at
war. For our part, wé don't care for Lewis’ man-
ners, mannerisms, purple prose, tactics, or any-
thing else about him except those eyebrows. But

neither do we think Lewis a traitor.
We think he is a logical product -of muddle-
headed thinking and acting about labor-capital

relations in the United States tfor the last ten
years. Lewis is the child, you might say, of the
National Labor Relations Act—legitimate child

at ghat.

In passing the NLRA, Congress failed to give
Jabor responsibilities commensurate with its newly-
won powers. As a result, the scales were loaded in
favor of organiZed“labor and labor leaders, and
against the employer and the general public.
While union organizers were given every conceiv-
able leeway to organize all industries, employers
were gagged as regards expressing to employes
their private and honest opinions of labor unions.
The National Labor Relations Board administered
the act with consistent disregard for any mlorosts
other than those of organized labor.

The Supreme Court followed this lead in a
series of decisions that ignored the public interest
and left the door open for widespread abuses. Most
notorious of these was the still unreversed ruling
under which extortion and violence may be prac-
ticed by members of a truck drivers’ union against
interstate truck operators.

When the war came along, the War Labor
Board was set up, but nobody has ever, up to this
writing, found out exactly what its powers are.
This is because it is an appointive body, not a
statutory one, and its powers have not been de-
fined.

All this has given aid and encouragement to
ambitious persons like John L. Lewis. American
public opinion has been divided, weak, indecisive
on this_trend teward.eonferring on labor leaders
more ers and rights than are good for them
or the workers they lead. The people could have
haltéd the trend, but. they. didn’t.

TRUMAN VS. JEFFERS
(The Chicago Tribune)

Mr. Jeffers, the rubber administrator, finds
himself in a controversy with the Truman com-
mittee of the senate over the construction of addi-
tional rayon mills which are to produce the cord
used in making tires. The committee thinks that
cotlon is as good as or petter than rayon for the
purpose. The senators fear that the introduction of
rayon will destroy an important market for cot-
ton during and especially after the war. Normally,
the tire makers have been using about a tenth of
the annual cotton crop, and naturally the cotton
(growers do not want to lose that business.

The committce says that tests conducted last
autumn showed that rayon cord was no better
(than cotton in tires made of natural rubber but
that does not meet Mr. Jefiers’ objection. The
question is whether cotton is better in combina-
tion with synthetic rubber. It is said that truck
tires made of Buna-S get something like a hun-
dred degrees hotter on the road than do tires of
natural rubber. It is said, also, that rayen and
nylon resist the higher temperature better than
does cotton, and thus blow.outs are avoided. Mr.
Jeffers reporis that his experts and those of the
war department have satisfied themselves that the
substitutes for cotton are necded if heavy duty
trucks are to be kept rolling.

This is a controversy in which the facts should
not be difficult to ascertain. If the committee
18 not satisfied with Mr. Jeffers’ tests, it can run
its own as a check. At any rate, if members of
the committee are persuaded that cotton is the
better material, they should have little worry
about its use after the war. The tire makers are

Political, the squabble might open
the way for John L.'s triumphant
return to the American Federation
of Labor in plenty of time to become
the dominant figure in that organi-
zation before next year's campaign.

LEND-LEASE in something hard
to visualize. It is an act of Con-
gress. It is $7 million plus $7 billion,
which nobody ever saw, so nobody
knows what it looks like. Lend-

But out of the U. 8. Army’s Hold-
ing and Reconsignment Point in
Lathrop, Calif,, you can perhaps get
a more concrete visualization of
what Lend-Lease represents than
you can in Washington or Moscow
or Canberra, Australia. This is where
overflow Lend-Lease is unloaded
from freight cars Lefore it is re-
loaded on freight cars to be hauled
to dockside at Pacific coast ports
of embarkation for shipment to
Soviet Russia. Australia, New Zea-
land, New Caledonia and even to
Pacific ports of South American
countries receiving Lend-Lease aid.

Here on 10 square miles of flat,
valley bottom land, served by a net-
work of 40 miles of railroad siding
which connect with two transcon-
tinental truck lines, ar2 piles of
Lend-Lease -awaiting shipment. Two
million square feet of this storage
area are under cover, double that is
open storage. Warehouses are a quar-
ter of a mile long and nearly 200
feet wide. There is nothing small a-
bout Lend-Lease.

Eighty per cent of all the supplies
that come into this Holding Point
area are Lend-Lease goods. Only
the other, smaller fifth is goods for
the Army, Navy and Surplus Com-
modities Corporation.

CONTENTS KEPT SECRET

AS this stuff mostly originates in
the industrial northeastern part of
the country, it comes into Lathrop
with carloading designations of “P”
or “NYC”, followed by long serial
numbers. The letters stand for
Pennsylvania and New York Central
lines. Only these carload numbers
are kept track of by the Lathrop
checkers and bookkeepers. The
goods are stacked by carload lots.
When it is time for them to be mov-
ed to shipside, orders come through
to move cars numbered P-so-and-
so and NYC-such-and-such, and
out they go- Fhat is inside the box-
es. bales and crates is ol no con-
cern to the 34 Army officers and
1600 civilians who receive, unload,
keep track of and shove this freight
around as directed.

It can be a complete machine
shop, packed in one 20-ton crate. It
can be road machinery. It can be
knocked-down Fords, Chevys and
Dodges in handy, compact crates
and boxes which save shipping
space. It can be tanks and tank bus-
ters, hermetically sealed with tar
and paper to keep out dirt and salt
air during shipment, It can be buoys
pontons, bridges and doc ks. It can
be iron, tool steel, brass in ingots,
bars, shapes and sheets.
SUPPLIES ARE ONLY OVERFLOW

IT can be tinplate—to be shipped
to Autralia or New Zealand for
use in making cans in which to put
meats for U. S. troops serving in
those countries, . this being more
economical in both foods and ship-
ping space than to process and pack
such supplies in the U. S., to send
overseas in finished form. That, too,
is Lend-Lease. It can be bolts of
cloth to be made into uniforms for
United Nations armies. It can be
food with Russian labels. It can be
drugs. It can be piles upon piles,
hundreds of carloads, thousands of
steel drums filled with chemicals
All this and more is Lend-Lease.

But these supplies at Lathrop are
only the overflow. The Lend-Lease
thaft goes directly from factory to
shipside does not stop here. This is
only a stopping point for Lend-
Lease waiting for ships to carry it
away. These Lend-Lease goods are
merely unloaded here to empty the
lfroight cars at once so they can go
back east empty for other carloads.
Lend-Lease is piled here merely to
keep it from cluttering up and clog-
ging the docks at the ports.

The Red army’s W
triumph i the capture of the ‘strat-
egic cities of Orel and
a stupendous feat which
the security of Hitler's entire thou-
sand-mile line in Russia—might
rapidly develop into @& situation
which would produce the “second
front” for which the Muscovites are
again begging.

The loss of thése two heavily
fortified railway centers is a major
defeat for -the Nazis as it now
stands, and potentially it's a catas-
trophe. Whether it actually will de-
velop into a catastrophe depends
on what reserve strength the Rus-
sians have with which to follow up
their successes.

Latest reports show the Reds
smashing forward with great strik-
ing power to capitalize the capture
of the two key positions. Should the
Nazi lose much more ground in
these vital sectors, their com-
mand would be compelled to with-
draw their entire right wipg, which,
is now anchored on the Sea of
Azov, west of Rostov. This in turn
would force an adjustment of the
rest of the front to the north,
clear to Leningrad. As this column
previously explained, if the Ger-
mans are compelled to retréat, they
likely will fall back in the first in-
stance to the line of the Dnigper
river.

We have on the eastern front the
most favorable situation which has
existed since the Russo-German
war began. Obviously it's crying out
for Allied development to the limit
of our resources, while the Boche
is in grave difficulties.

The Russian success, coupled with
the rapid progress of the Allled
operations’ in Sicily, is ‘caleulnted,
one would say, to cause the Allled
command to check immediatély and
seriously whether now is the mo-
ment for the great adventure of
landing an army in France. That
might not fit in with current plans,
but it seems likely that the Allied
program is flexible enough (due to
the smoothness with which things
have been going in the Mediter-
ranean theatre) so that a quick
change could be  made.

MERCEDES, August 7—(#)— Dis-
cavery of as many as 200 pink boll-
worms in a single bale of cotton in
the Merécedes area led féderal pink
bollworm control project officlals to
announce that the Rio Grande val-
ley’s "bollworm Infestation, already
the worst.in Rhistory in_one Section
of Cameron county, appears to be
spreading west to Hidalgo.
Although specimens of the worm
have been found as far west in the
valley as Mission, the Hidalgo in-
festation seems to be_centered in a
corner of the county southwest of
Mercedes, The number .of worms
found in the Mercedes-Weslaco-
Donnga district has' been increas-
ing as the cotton harvest has pro-
gresged.

R. L. -Eberhard of the .McAllen
boliworm control office estimated
that the infestation in Cameron
county has advAnced to a point
about 15 miles west of its previous
limits in the Brownsville zone.

Thus far no bollworms
shown up in ‘Starr county.
