BORGER — Violent explo-
sions and roaring flames
that yesterday knocked out
one of the government’s few
synthetic rubber plants sent
six workmen to hospital beds
and five others to emergen-
cy rooms.

Cause -of the blasts and
amount of damage were un-

determined last night.

With an earthquake proportion
blast at,5:15 a.m. Saturday in the
purihcnuon section of the Phillips
Chemical Co.'s Butadiene plant
three miles west of Borger, the
surrounding area began to be rock-
ed as devastating -flames ate
around the sprawling synthetic
rubber plant,

None of the 15 or 16 workmen in
the purification section were
injured at the time of the blasts —
apparently warned, they were able
to get out ahead of the eruptions.

Firemen and workmen brought
the fires under control by 9:30 a.
m., but other fires, left burning
undor ‘‘control conditions” to pre-
vent further damage, were still
burning this morning.

Thick, black smoke rolled over
Borger as it shuddered under the
series of blasts, All roads leading
to the plant were closed and oper-
ations shut down as firemen from
several cities, including Pampa,
and workmen went to work pushing
back the flames,

Escaping vapor from damaged
lines were ignited by warkmen, and
one tank was left blazing to eat
up other vapors. All were burning
under control conditions for safety
purposes.

Pensions or Subsidies

Bring Fiat Money—Inflation

Those who believe that one can-
not pick figs from  thistles and
that we reap what we sow, see
very clearly why, we have infla-
tion-——why we have irredeemable
paper or dishonest fiat money that
is  really legfMfized counterfeit
money, Using a proper definition
of morf®y, what we use as money
is not money at all. Money must
have value In Itseif in order to
measure value. It is no more pos-
sible to measure value without
money of value than it would be
to measure weight without a unit
we‘ght by which to measure

{ weight,

Now, what are the things that
people do that are bound to bring
on inflation and irredeemable
paper money? And when it is irre-
deemable ,it can be printed in any
quantity the bureaucrats see fit to
print it in order to bribe groups
of old age pensioners and those
who want subsidies.

Probably the first cause of Irre-
deemable paper money is the be-
lief in each communily that the
majority of the people in that
community have a moral right to
initiate force by way of taxation
to make the minority subsidize the
teachers and the families who do
not pay enough taxes to pay the
cost of their children in school.
They do this under the guise

+ of what is called “free education”.

It is done on the pretense that the
end justifies the means or the gén-
eral welfare while it is personal or
specific welfare and certainly not
the general welfare. People actually
believe that this legalized robbery
can result in education and in
good and in justice, but they
would have a very very hard time
to define what is education and
good and justice. They would have
to discard the Commandments, the
Golden Rule and the Declaration of
Independence and use their own
whims as a standard of education
and good and justice,

And when the young are taught
that the majority has a right to
initiate force against the minority,
then it is only a question of time
until other people demand subsi-
dies or pensions, When people be-
liecve in pensionsthe rate of accele-

ration of inflation begins to in-
crease quite rapidly. When they
believe in pernsions it is only a
question of time until farmers
believe In subsidies—until labor
unions believe that they have a
moral right to combine together
and keep groups from below, the
heipless, from competing with
them,

Pensions Injure the Recipients
Pensions are not even good for
those who receive them, If a pen:
sioner has contributed into a pri-
vate corporation in order to get a
pension, he is deprived from the
experience of taking caré of his
own savings. Every man should get
all he produces and it should be
given at regular intervals—every
week or every month—or ev

year and when we have rapid in-
flation, every day. When it is given
to him every week or every month
he has the responsibility of using it
foolishly or wisely, He has the re-

{ sponsibility of saving to take care
. of his non-productive years. It is a

great education for him. If a cor-
poration goes into the pension
theory and loads down its stock-
holders with pensions, competition
sooner or later eliminates that
corporation. It cannot compete

! with employers who pay only what

their workers produce.

However, when the government
goes into the pension game it
wrecks the whole economy. It finds
that sooner or later it must issue
irredeemable paper money that be-
comes worth less and less, Look at
Germany, Look at every country
in the world that tried pensions
and subsidies,

There is a natural law that gov-
erns economics. And when the gov-

ernment attempts to hand out
things that are not produced, the
only thing it can possibly do is
give orders for wealth that buy
less per unit. That is what it is

doing with the dollar, It is issuing
orders for wealth that buy less.
Eventually when the dollar gels
practically worthless, those who re-
ceive pensions or are subsidized in
dollars will go to work and produce
something that is useful to man-
kind, and those who are unable to
produce, if they have rendered a
service to their fellow man in the
past, will be taken care of on a
voluntary basis. The pensioner who
was never even emploved by the
government should have no legal
claim whatsoever as he does now
on the widows who have saved for
a rainy day and on the young peo-
ple who are trying to get along
and ralse a family. This is so be-
cause he has no moral claim.
Pensions break down the morale
and the conscience of the recipient.
They sooner or later begin to be-
lieve that they are a special group
with rights without responsibilities
and that they have a legal right to
live without producing the equiva-
lent to what they consume or hav-
ing some one voluntarily support
them. One often hears the bureau-
crats and the demagogues eulogize
the individual who becomes a para-
site on the widows and orphans and

|children and takes from them by

way of taxation what they need for
their own sustenance and develop-
ment,

Yes, it is only a question of time
when people believe in government
pensions that the medium of ex-
change, whether it be a mark or
dollar or a frane, becomes worth
less and less, until finally a new
unit of measure with value in
itself has to be used so that justice
can be more nearly aporoached

The New York Journal Amer-
ican of July 12, 1951, points out
that 25,680 chauffeurs are now
employed to drive our otherwise
helpless government officials from
place to place.

The West Texas Chamber of
Commerce cited the McCulloch
county group in a discussion of
a proposed amendment to the
Texas Constitution which will be
voted on Nov. 13. The amend-'
ment would permit creation of
rural fire prevention districts sup-'
ported by a tax of up to 850
cents per $100 valuation,

McCulloch county's efficient ru-
ral fire-fighting organization will
niake it unnecessary for this
county to have such a tax-sup-
ported system, WTOC said.

This is how the county’s plan
operates:

When a fire is discovered any-
where in the county, the cham-
ber of commerce is notified,
Ogden carries in his billfold a
list of the names and telephone
numbers of 21 ranchers living
in all parts of the county who
own cattle spraying machines.

The first move is to send one
of the two pieces of firefighting
equipment, which the McCulloch
County Commissioners court
maintains for rural use, one be-
ing kept in Brady, the other in
Melvin, and one or more of the
spraying machines which are lo-
cated nearest the fire,

Next ' radio station KNEL is
notified and it, in turn, begins
broadcasting the location of the
fire,

Then one of the REA mobile
radio units is dispatched to the
fire to furnish direct communica-
tions. Through this radio com-
munication, Ogden determines
the number of men and
ment and other supplies that are
needed to control the fire,

The jeep or pickup = drawn
sprays dre at all times filled
with water and are ready to
combat fire at a moment's no-
tice, These machines are equip-
wped with pumps and can refill
