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Bush emphasizes
less regulation

Speaking before 2,500
Texas Cattle Raisers
convening in Ft Worth last
week, Vice President
George Bush drew  the
following sketch of
President Reagans farm bill
proposals: agriculture with
few or no direct subsidies to
farmers, perhaps a leftover
disaster subsidy for
livestock producers and
more reliance on domestic
and export marketplaces.

Prior to Monday’s
shooting tragedy and the
wounding of the president
Bush vowed that the
administration would give
Texas businessmen what
they need ‘‘to put jobless
Americans back to work
and to stimulate industrial
expansion and private
investment.”

What that need is, Bush
told the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle
Raisers = Association
(TSCRA), is what the
ranchers have been
preaching for years, less
government regulation, less
government spending and
less taxation.

Bush spoke at the noon .

luncheon of TSCRA’s 104th
annual convention in
Tarrant County
Convention Center. Healso
spoke briefly to reporters,
but he had little to say about
federal agricultural policies
and even less to say about
the issues affecting
ranchers directly, other
than inflation.

However, a sketchy sneak
preview of the
administration’s 1981 farm
bill proposal began to form
when Bush’s comments
were combined with those of
U.S. Rep. E. “Kika” de la

Garza, D-Texas and House

Agriculture Committee

chairman, and C. W. “Bill”
McMillan, assistant
secretary of the U. S.
Department of Agriculture.
“The best thing that can
happen to a young
dairyman is to get this
economy turned around and
healthy,” Bush said in
response to a question about
the bypass of the April 1

milk price support
adjustment.
“Everybody’s going to

have to take some of the
burden,” he said.

Reagan’s tightly
budgeted farm bill* will not
take away all of the price
supports and loan levels”
offered farmers in
commodity programs, Bush
said.

He said the
administration will push
for more sales of food and
fiber abroad, raising the
question of the Soviet grain
embargo.

Bush said Reagan does
not think the embargo is
fair to farmers because it
does. not extend across all
economic segments. Butthe
question of extending or
lifting the embargo cannot
yet be answered and cannot
be “‘separated out” of the
nation’s foreign policies
toward the Soviet Union, he
said.

By lifting the embargo,
Bush said, Reagan would
appear to ‘“be rewarding
somebody”’ for potentially
creating an “elevated crisis
situation.”

Bush said Reagan’s farm
policy will aim to end the
target price system for the
nation’s major crops. The
target prices are used to
compute direct subsidies to
farmers when the
marketplace fails to give

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Experts Say Movies Are
Able To Incite Distrubed

Persons

By dJerry Bishop, Staff

Could a movie trigger a
person to attempt such a
violent act as assassinating
a President?

Given a person with the
right, or rather wrong, type
of personality, this very
likely could happen, say

psychiatrists and
psychologists who have
studied the matter. They

say that in general, movies,
television and publicity
could be the catalysts for
certain types of aggressive
or mentally disturbed
persons to carry out violent
acts.

“KEveryone watching a
film tends to get involved in
it at the time,” says Dr.
Harvey Greenberg,
associate clinical professor
of psychiatry ot New York’s
Albert Einstein college of
Medicine and author of the
book, “Movies on Your
Mind,” a psychological
study of motion pictures.

For most people, Dr.
Greenberg says, the
involvement ends shortly
after the movie is over. But
for others it is longer
lasting, ‘“I’ve seen people
who become very involved,
and theyre not crazy
people,” he says. Some
people even mold their lives
around the personalities of
such stars as Humphrey

Bogart or Bette
Davis.

“For more troubled
people, this involvement

with the movies can merge
into reality and it becomes
real life,” he says.

To social psychologist

Leonard Berkowitz at the
University of Wisconsin,
any kind of publicity about
violent acts can stimulate
aggressive behavior, even
in normal people. For a few

people who already have
aggressive tendencies, he
suggests, the publicity,
whether it be a movie or
news stories, can implant
violent notions.

To certain personalities,
“A movie can act as an
instigator or a model for

certain behavior,” says
clinical psychologist
Leonard Eron at the

University of Illinois in
Chicago. Prof. Eron has
studied children who watch
violent television programs,
and has found that they
have an increased tendency
to violence or aggression
that appears to last into at
least the teen-age years.

Exactly what goes on in a
person’s mind to translate a
movie into violent reality
isn’t known, Dr. Schneider
says. ~We psychiatrists
aren’t very good at
predicting violence,” he
concedes.

To New York’s Dr.
Greenberg, who has just
completed a study of the
current genre of horror
movies, the movies are more
a reflection of what is going
on in the society’s collective
mind than a cause of
behavior.

“Movies are like an
extreme Rorchach test,” he
says. The movies pick up
on our preoccupations and
broadcast them back tous.”
For this reason, he explains,
he is concerned about the
new horror movies. “'In the
last 10 years, the horror
movies have become more
explicit, more
traumatizing,” he observes.

The speculation
connecting a movie with an
attempted Presidential
assassination, if such is the
case, if ‘‘fascinating but
scary,” Dr. Greenberg says.

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REMOVING YELLOW
HERBICIDE STAINS

~ Last week I was able to
visit with a representative
from one of the company
that sells preplant yellow

herbicides. The subject of
removing stains. from
clothing and skin was
brought up. The

representative whipped out
an information sheet that
gave directions for
removing thse stains. Here
it is:

His comesin contact with
clothing, light mineral oil
may be used to remove most
of the chemical from the
cloth. Use Spray & Wash to
remove the mineral oil
when washing. On colored
clothes, sunlight will
usually bleach out any
remaining stain. On white
or very light clothes, it is
virtually impossible to
remove all the stain though
it may fade in time.

To clean hands, use light
mineral oil followed by a
cleaner such as mechanics
use to cut grease.

You might want to try
and see how it works.

CHECK YOUR COTTON
SEED

If you purchased your
cottonseed from a dealer,
there will be an official seed
germination test on the
label. This testis conducted
on all seed that is to be or
has been delinted. This test
is done under fairly
optimum conditions and is
intended to provide a
measure of percent live
seed. But this test does not
indicate deed vigor.

The Texas Cool
Germination test  is
procedure used to test seed
vigor. The conditions under
which they are tested are
much harsher and seed
must germinate -and
produce seedlings of a
prescribed length within a
standard length of time.
Many delinting plants are
equpped to do this test as
well as the Texas
Department of Agriculture.

Free fatty acid level, a
by-product of deterioration,
should also be checked. If
the seed sustained
prolonged periods of wet
weather on the stalk or in
the module, it is possible
that the free fatty acid level
may exceed one percent. If
this level is achieved, you
should question the value of
the seed.
