German Capital
Moves to Breslaun

NAPLES, March 11 () — Adolf
Hitler has moved his capital from
Berlin to Breslau, trustworthv in- |
formants said today, but the Ger- |
man machinery of government still |
is within range of Allied bombers. |

Breslau, one of the largest cities |
in Germany, is 175 miles southeast
of Berlin and only 50 miles from |
the old Polish border

Most of the functions of the Ger- |
man government now are carried
out at the new Silesian headquar-
ters, unofficial sources here said,
since the transfer from bomb-rav-
aged Berlin began several weeks
ago

Breslau is about 680 miles. from
Britain’s coast, 670 miles from the
Allied air base at Fogeia in Italy,
and about 425 miles from the Rus-
sian’s front in old Poland. In fly-
ing to Berlin this week, American
fighter planes have demonstrated
they bave a round-trip range of
at least, 1,200 miles, so a trip to
Breslan by escorted U. 8. bombers
may nobt be out of the question.
There Is no question, of course. that
unescorted bombers can make the
trip either from Britain or Ttaly

The: Meaning Back of These
Figures

When men work without good
tools they can produce very little.
Therefore, their wages cannot be
very high.

Few people realize how few
new tools have been added to the
nation’s wealth during the ten
years ending 1943. For the decade
prior to 1930 there was an aver-
age investment in domestic cor-
poration stocks and bonds of 4.8
billion dollars a year. For the
decade ending 1943, the average
investment was 7 hundred mil-
lion dollars, which is just about
one-seventh as much invested in
new tools in the form of new
stocks and bonds during ten years
of Roosevelt's administration as
in the ten years ending 1929.

The deficiency in private capi-
tal investment during this decade,
as compared to the long-term
normal, was approximately 42
billion dollars. It is little wonder
the government had to lay out
25 billion dollars for new war
plants in 1940-1943 to attain full
employment. Had the people
through their government per-
mitted bargain-givers or employ-
ers to earn a profit and reinvest
it, the government would not
have needed to borrow this 25 bil-
Jion dollars to invest in war
plants. This deficiency in risk
capital is a result of 30 years—
especially the last 10 years—of
continuous federal warfare
against private enterprise.

The average additional invest-
ment for the decade ending 1943
is not as large as the iflcrease
of population, so each worker
would have to work with poorer
tools unless the tools came from
profits. But everybody knows that
when the losses were subtracted
from the profits during this 10-
year period, there was practically
no profit left to invest in new
tools.

Of course the reason for this
lack of new tools as evidenced by
the lack of new capital invest-
ments was the discriminatory
laws that penalized the success-
ful busineéssman. These laws de-
nied him the right to select his
associates and. if he were suc-
cessful in making a profit, robbed
him of a large part of it and gave

him nothing in return.

In short, this lack of new capi-
tal is the result of plain dishon-
esty, plzin robbery. It is the re-
sult of class legislation, and class
legislation is dishonest according
to any Christian or democratic
theory of honesty. We might well
be worried about private employ-
ment after the war with the lack
of confidence the people have in
the government.

The above figures and the fol-
lowing were compiled by Law-
rence Sullivan in his new book,
“Bureaucracy Runs Amuck.” The
source of the figures is the Fed-
eral Reserve Bulletin, November
1943, page 1090:

The above result follows nat-
ural law just as the celestial
bodies follow their course. We

The above figures are the result
of the mistaken belief in the di-
vine right of government—Ilocaly
state and federal-to interfere
with the divine rights of the
individual

Soviets 7800 planes, of which

more than 5000 reached them in
1943; more than 4700 tanks and
tank destroyetrs; more than 170 -
000 trucks, 33,000 jeeps, etc., ete.
Six million pairs of army boots
have gone to Stalin’s army, 740.-
000 tons of aviation gasoline and
a vast amount of other supplies
and equipment, including a tire
factory, oil refineri.s, and im-
mense quantities of industrial
raw materials and machinery.
The aggregate weight of these
contributions to Russia was 8,400,-
000 tons; the aggregate value was
4'4 billion dollars

These figures go far to explain
the great military victories which
Russia has scored this winter,
tho in his lengthy order of the
day of Feb. 23 Marshal Stalin
made no mention of the help Rus-
sia has received from overseas.
To hear him tell it, Russia single-
handed, has triumphed over the
foe. Her farms supplied all the
food, her factories all the muni-
tions, her armies all the opposi-
tion; not a word about the air
offensive on the west or about
the Italian campaign, and not a
syllable about lend-lease.

If Stalin will not acknowledge
these contributions now, there is
little likelihood that he will do
so later on when terms of peace
are under discussion. In this con-
nection it is probably significant
that he had nothing to say about
Japan or the contribution of
China to the allied cause. The
omission is not likely to have
been the result of oversight. Cer-
tainly the Chinese can find no

encouragement in his e

In 1923, Dr. Harry Steenbock,

working in the Wisconsin agricul-
tural experiment station, discovered

funds. When the diScovery was
made it was patented, bdt Dr.
Steenbock proposed that it be given
to the university.

Wisconsin's regents declined the
offer, feeling they were not in a
position to commercialize them, but
through the president of the alumni
association, George I. Height, a pa~
tent lawyer of Chicago, the Wiscon-
sin Alumni Reésearch foundation
was founded to undertake expinita-
fion of Steenbock's patents. Up fto
1940, the foundation received $8,500,-
000 in royalties, though it was or-
ganized as a non-profit body to
promote research. University of
Wisconsin has no real connection
with the foundation, whaose profits
are invested and their income is
utilized for research,

By selective licensing, however,
the foundation has restricted use of
Steenbock’s processes and patents
to certain food and drug houses.
They can be used only by licensed
producers of flour, dairy or stock
feed products. Even the gquantity of
vitamin D units used in any product
is restricted, ed,

, 8. Separate classes can be organ-
ized anywhere inh the drea where
areumanyasmmenlh-
terested. If you have a special prol

lem of this kind you sheuld nomy

9. A lot 6f hatd work will be
spent on the  preparation of this
course, most of it wWithout compén-
sation of ahy kind. The only way
this work can fum out to be worth
while is for it to B¢ matched by
work on the part of men enrolled
in the classes, That is the only
way the class can be of any value
to the men enrolled.

WASHINGTON, March 11. (#)—
President Roosevelt was disclosed

ister De Valera two years ago that
the Irish government should take
steps not to “stand alone” when
the time comes for the peace ta-
ble conference.

The chief executive gave the
friendly warning to Prime Minis-
ter De Valera in a message handed
to the Irish ministry here Féeb. 26,
1942, which had the primary pur-
pose of assuring De Valera that
American troops in the British isles
did not constitute a threat to Ire-
land, but rather a protection.
“There was not, and is not now,
the slightest thought or intention
of invading Irish territory or
threatening Irish security,” Mr.
Roosevelt's note said.

The note was made public by the
state department tonight by way of
clarifying the record on Irish
American relations which reached
a climax yesterday with official an-
nouncement that De Valera had re-
jected an American appeal to oust
Axis diplomats from his country
because of their spy work.

At the same time that the presi-
dent’s message was given out, the
state department also released the
text of a note delivered to De Va-
lera last Jan. 6 by David Gray, the
American minister in Dublin, set-
forth the reason for rejecting
d’s request to purchase an
8,000-ton merchant ship from .the
U. 8. war shipping administration.

"Too Much Money,

BY THOMAS M. FOLEY
War has glamor. If adults feel
it, how much more children re-
act to the heightened excitement
of war activities. The glamor of
war affects the relationship of chil-
dren with each other, and with"
men in uniform. The world is
in high gear—and that means par-
ents must exert more careful con-
trol over their children.

Paradoxically, it was said that
poverty was an underlying cause of
juvenile delinquency. Now, too much
money is having the same effect.
Children are making big money,
and are indulging in entertainment
usually reserved for adults. The
money they have to spend is a
more potent factor in their delin-
quency than poverty ever was.

There's no use our being didac-
tic about whether children should
work. Our present economic situ-
ation is such that increased man-
power is needed. Boys and girls
are going to respond to that ap-
peal. What can parents do about
it?

There are several things parents
can do—and should do. First, they
should induce their children to save
a fair portion of their earnings,
which would remove the tempta-
tion to spend money on activities
that are not good for them and
insure their t-war education.

Second, safeguard the health of
your children and see that they
do not work too long hours, or at
tasks which their nerv-

Fourth, know your children’s pals
and what kind of people they work
with. Be alert to the whereabouts
of your children after working
hours are over, for the child, even
as the adult, is known by the com-
pany he keeps.

With These Tricks

Are you fewer mesh cur-
tains in the these days?
You'll be surprised how much win-
dow you can cover with how lit-
tle curtain if you use your in-
genuity in “stretching” what you
have.

“You won't find as many mesh
curtains on the market this year
because the same machines which
usually turn out marquisettes and
other mesh fabrics must now pro-
duce big orders of mosquito net-
ting for the Army.

“But as our windows grow shab-
by, shall we mope over holes and
frayed hems? Not at all. Get out
the darning needle and mending
tape, find remnants about the
house, call in the sewing machine,
spice the whole with color and im-
agination and you have windows
pretty as a picture. Be gay about
your renovations—use colored darn-
ing cotton and let your hand-work
show. Apply flower-shaped patches,
applique style, and add extra ones
to make them look like a design.

“To stretch a curtain, don't try
to match it exactly — use colored
remnants. Be proud of curtains
that are only sill length.. Instead
of draperies, flank a window with
pictures, with a tier of three plates
on each side, or brackets with grow-
ing plants.

“Economize on cottons and ray-
ons now and so help delay or ward
off a real cotton shortage.

“Are the ruffles worn and are
there weak spots in the mesh? Re-
place the ruffles with colored hems
and boldly darn big circles over the
worn spots with colored embroidery
cotton to match. Make the circles
just the size of your embroidery
hoop., They are ABC to do.

“Have you one dull window and
a worn pair of curtains? Add a
valance and wallpaper border to
make the window look like a pair.
Cut off the worn curtain edges,
re-hem them and add a length of
striped dress fabric for fullness.
Hang framed costume prints and
bouncing, handmade, fat tassels.

“Does the bathroom window look
bare? Salvage sash-length curtains
from an old pair, and decorate both
curtains and shade with colored
disks of adhesive mending tape.

“Are your curtains shabby all
over? Use checked gingham to re-
place torn heading. for a deep
flounce and for appliques over wom
spots.

“Do you have only one pair of
curtains for two windows? Hang
the pair in the center and a length
of dress fabric on each side. Frame
the whole, including the radiator
cover, in a bright plaid wallpaper
border that runs to the floor,” said
Mary Gillies of McCalls magazine.
