Approximately 150 oil operators,
road commission yesterday, approv-
ed a resolution condemning what
was described as “a treaty device
inherent in the agreement.”
Their complaint was that
treaty requires creation of an in-
ternational commission which could
take over all phases of oil industry
regulation in this nation to the ex-
clusion of state agencies. A coun-
ter suggestion was that the United
| States and the United Kingdom,
| and possibly other nations, set up
an international oil compact
mission with advisory power only
—primarily to encourage conserva-

tion of petroleum reserves—instead |

His theory was that if the agree-
ment is approved and a treaty set
up, this nation must name an agen-
cy to implement its part of the
treaty and that agency will nec-
essarily be a federal agency with
powers superceding state regula-
tions.

Commissioner Ernest O. Thomp-

Rep. Mahon (D-Texas) said from
Washington yesterday that lack of
storage space and freight cars was
causing tremendous daily financial
loss to growers. He estimated the
inew yield to be in excess of the 1943
| Texas crop of 72,000,000 bushels.

Hackney pointed out that Gray
county will begin the shipping of
|from 12 to 20 car loads of the grain
direct from the field to the consum-
er in the drought-stricken areas of
East Texas, immediately after the
| first frost.

[ The county agent said that OPA
ceiling price on the grain was $2.08
per hundred pounds. This, according

"|to the agent, is $1.30 per hundred

pounds under the price quoted in the
release from Washington.

At present, Gray county loan value
{ from the Commodity Credit corpo-
ration is $1.50 per hundred pounds
at harvest time, which, said the
agent, is approximately twenty-five
cents under the normal price.

Grain growers in Gray county pro-
duced a bumper crop this year, but
the yield is somewhat down due to
fact that fewer acres were planted.
The main difficultv, the agent said,
lies in the harvesting of the grain.
The shortage of manpower will
cause much of the grain to be cut
and put in bundles, therefore help
will be needed in shocking grain
| sorghum.

The present wage scale for pers
sons shocking the grain is 50 cents
per hour, transportation to and from
[the fields, plus meals for the day.

He moved
on to Arkansas in 1922 and in 1929
went as footbal and basketball
coach to Texas Christian, where
Schmidt teams won two southwest
conference titles in each sport.
Ohio state university took Schmidt
into the western conference, where
he garnered another crown and
added to his victory list. Over the
26 years his teams lost only 57
games and tied 1.

FORT WORTH, Texas, Sept. 20—
() — Two southwest conference
championships in football and bas-
lketball, including one undefeated
grid team, are written into the con-
ference records opposite the name of
Francis A. Schmidt, former Texas
Christian university coach who died
last night at Spokane, Wash.
£chmidt, who came to TCU from
a successful coaching career at the
University of Arkansas, piloted the
Horned Frogs to southwest confer-
ence football titles in 1920 and 1932
and to basketball championships in
1831 and 1934. The 1932 football
team was undefeated.
