The census bureau gave out today
| with some husband-hunting figures
| as disconcerning to the thoughtful

There are only about 1,700,000 un-
married men between the ages of
20 and 34 years in civilian life today
and—grab a firm brace on your
hope chest—some 4,000,000 unmar-
ried women in the same age group

That is only 425-thousandths of
a man aplece, if all the women have
matrimony on their minds, and the
population predicters have no rea-
son to suspect that many of them
don’t

For the first time in history, this
erstwhile he-man republic has a
feminine majority. Married and
single civilian and soldier, the bu-
reau estimates theré are 600,000 more
women over 21 than there are men.

The bureau figures the war boom
in marriages is about over, until the
boys come home. Then, if the trend

It is a severe
document, as it should be. It offers
stern justice and swift action azainst
any infringements of military regu-
lations. It demands discipline and
prompt obedience.
It remains to be seen whether the
octcupation will invite spving and
sabotage, and whether the enforce-
ment of this proclamation will ef-
fectively prevent it. After all, we
are not liberating France now, but
conquering Germany. However, the

+ A guess, based on past perform-
ance and made far from the scene,
is that there will be no such resist-
ance from the German population
as the Nazis encountered in the bc-
cupied lands.’ If the ordinary Ger-
man had a fierce will to defend his
way of life under Hitler, the Eisen-
hower proclamation would only
make him more cautiously deter-
mined. But it is doubtfu] that the
Puehrer’s way of life looks as invit-
Ing as it did even a year ago
So, it may be that these rules of
military occupation will turn out to
be less a defensive weapon than a
chological one.

Ounly this tim~ their dictated be-
havior is a preliminary to respon-
sible self-government—a circum-
scribed, carefully watched govern-
ment, but their responsibility never-
theless. The days of disastrous pat-
ernalism are ending.
And there must be some Germans
who are exhilarated at the prospect,
If General Eisenhower can find and
trust them, the first step toward the
fiture Germany may perhaps be

taken.

Somehow it was rather fricht-
ening to read of the death of Mit-
suru Toyama—frightening because
80 few of us had ever heard of him
He died in his 90th vear, carrving
to his grave the unchallenged dis-
tinction of having been one of theg

cerimes here. Toyama was a profes-
slonal assassin, a man vho combin-
ed the bloody ruthlessness of a Black
Hand leader and a ganster chief.
He founded the Black Dragon So-
clety. He planned and engineered
every Japanese war for the past 50
years. He controlled the courts, ter-
rified the press, dominated the em-
peror. He arranged the alliance with
Germany. He wiped out the peace-
loving officials in the cabinet assas-
sinations of 1932 and 1936. He was
the author of the Greater East Asia

protege, his hand-picked choice for
war premier.

Toyama was the man who de-
creed Pearl Harbor. His murders,
direct and indirect, must surpass
those of a Hitler or a Himmler

The evil that he did lives after
him, and the last war he started
will cost yet more innocent lives
before it grinds his country to de-
feat.

They carried it
n their backs, they heated it and
reat it with hammers; they made
armor an clubs of it. They went
to war weariag 100 pounds of iron
on their bodies and smashing their
enemies’ skulls with iron-bound
clubs. .

Today they steer a bomber
hrough the stratosphere and drop
tons of bombs, and people say,
“Everytihng is changed now.”
What is changed? Not gravita-
tion; not the specific gravity of
iron. Men cannot change the na-
ture of the units of energy thatl
compose this planet, nor the na-
ture of the grouping of them
that we call iron.

to break Hitler's frontier defenses
and set their armies ranging
through the Reich. And by the same
token, this is the critical period in

All this fits in with the German
.nsistence that both the Western
Allies and the Russians are on the
erge of great new offensives. In-
leed, Berlin says the Red armies al-
ready have struck. These Nazi
laims aren’t surprising, for this not
nly would seem to ‘be the appointed
wur for a general Allied assault but
signs are plentiful that the Unnod1
Nations are about to tighten their
'‘ast military ring about the Hitler-
tes.

The Western Front is in a fer-
nient. The Germans, acting on their
ywn forecast, have been counter-at-
acking heavily along the crucial
wrthern flank of General Eisen-
ower's armies. These attacks are
alculated to kep the Allies off bal-
ince and so hamper their iaunch-
ng of an all-out drive.

Nobody who has seen German
officials and German businessmen
work overtime, for very little
money, Will insult his own intelli-
gence or their industry by assum-
ing that they had no plan.
