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How To Change Or 
Revoke A Will

Changing and revoking wills has 
involved many an estate in  ligation 
because the proper legal m ethods 
were no t used and the statutes were 
no t followed.

T ake the case of Mr. S. Sometime 
ago he went in to  his lawyer,s office 
and laid irt- front of his attorney 
a will which had been prepared 
for him  about a year previously. 
He said th a t he had m ade a few 
changes in  it and wanted to know 
w hether his attorney thought the 
changes were all right.

Mr. S. was attem pting  to change 
two items of his will by drawing lines 
through certain words in  these items 
and interlining, in his own han d ­
writing, the changes he wanted. He 
was not atem pting to revoke his en­
tire will bu t merely trying to change 
these two terns.

If Mr. S. were to die w ith his will 
in  th a t condition the probate court 
would not recognize the changes that 
he had made, bu t would probably 
probate the  will as it was originally 
writen. Mr. S. was surprized to learn 
this and immediately requested that 
a new will be prepared.

After the will has been once execut- 
de, changes cannot be m ade legally 
by crossing ou t parts of a will and 
in terlin ing  corrections or additions. 
T o  change a will, an entirely new 
will m ust be w ritten and properly 
executed or an addition by way of a 
codicil' should be executed.

But suppose you w ant to revoke 
your will entirely. Here again, the 
surest and most effective m ethod is 
to execute a new will o r codicil.

Since a will does no t take effect 
u n til the death  "Of a person making 
it, the provisions of the will should 
be reviewed by the  m aker a t least 
once a year to  be sure th a t changing 
conditions and circumstances have 
not been such as to require a m od­
ification of the will. I t  is very easy 
to postpone doing a th ing  of this kind 
bu t failure to do  so may result in  the 
intentions of the  m aker of the will 
being thw arted to a certain extent.

T here  are m any changing circum ­
stances which would be brought to 
his a ttention  if a person would review 
his will a t least once a year in  the 
ligh t of circumstances a t the time.

Such things as deaths among the

legatees named in his will, b irths 
marriages o r divorces in the family, 
accidents o r sickness among the close 
relatives which make it desirable to 
increase the am ount given certain 
ones, substantial increases in the 
value of the estate of the person 
m aking thewill, death of all witnesses 
to the will and m any o ther factors, 
may cause a person to w ant to ex­
ecute a new will or add a codicil to 
his old one.

American Farmers 
Might Someday 
Supply Our Cork

WASHINGTON—American farm­
ers may one day break the Medi­
terranean monopoly on cork. Some 
are now growing cork trees and in 
years to come could furnish the 
cork for bottle stoppers, motor gas­
kets and life jackets, among other 
uses. Portugal, Spain and North 
Africa now practically supply the 
world.

No synthetic substitute for nat­
ural cork has yet been found. Tiny 
air cells, as many as 750,000,000 in 
an ordinary bottle cork, may be the 
reason. Cork is resilient, compress­
ible, light, almost impervious to 
gases and liquids and so frictional 
that clutch discs are made of it. 
Half the world supply is used in 
making linoleum.

Some time ago, a Baltimore 
manufacturer of cork products set 
out to be a modern-day Johnny 
Appleseed. Finding that the cork 
oak would grow in some 23 south­
ern states from the eastern sea­
board to the Pacific, this concern 
distributed thousands of free seed­
lings and acorns.

It outlined a scientific pro­
gram of progressive plantings that 
was enthusiastically endorsed by 
the Department of Agriculture and 
many state governments. From 
1939 until the present, millions of 
cork oaks have been planted in 
this country, largely on poor land 
that would grow little else of value. 
Some cork is actually being pro­
duced, but this comes from old 
trees planted in California and 
elsewhere long ago.

Even if the manufacturer’s plan 
is followed to fruition, it will be 
many years before the United 
States becomes self-sufficient in 
cork. The more slowly a cork oak 
grows, the better the bark, and in 
any event, it takes 20 years from 
planting to first stripping, 40 years 
before the bark is of good quality. 
Only once every 6 to 10 years can

tree be stripped.

According to post office announce­
m ent made Tuesday, new fees are now 
in effect.

Basic postage rates are not affec- j 
ted bu t include raises in domestic l 
insurance, registration, special deliv­
ery, money orders and special services.

Insurance fees will be: 10 cents
on m inim um  up to $10 value; 20 
cents up to $50; 30 cents up  to $100 
40 cents up to $200.

T h e  m inim um  registry fees will 
raise from 40 cents m inim um  to 50 
cents.

Special delivery fees change from 
20 cents m inim um  to 30 cents m in i­
m um  on first class and airm ail under 
two pounds; 45 cents m inim um  on 
all o ther classes under two pounds, 
and first class m ail and airmail 
between 2 and 10 pounds. More than 
10 pounds will be 60 cents and 70 
cents.

Money order fees are changed to 
15 cents from 1 cent to $5.00: 20 cents 
from $5.01 to $100; 30 cents from 
$10.01 to $100.

Certified m ail fee will change 
from 15 cents to 20 cents. R eturn  
receipts for certified, registered and 
insured mail will be 10 cents.

Business reply cards will be 4 
cents and business reply envelopes 
will be 2 cents plus regular postage.

T he d anger, of b o th  w ere  r e ­
p o rted  by  D r. E dw in  J .  G race , 
of th e  G ra ce  Clinic, Brooklyn, 
N. Y ., Speaking b e fo re  th e  con­
g re ss  of th e  In te rn a tio n a l College 
of Surgeons.

“ R a d io - a c t iv e  f a l lo u t  f ro m  
a tom ic  te s ts  m a y  induce d a n g e r­
ous c e llu la r  m u ta tio n s  (C hanges in 
th e  c h a ra c te ris tic s  of an  o rg an ­
ism ) in m a n  w ith  u n to w ard  effects 
on p re se n t and  fu tu re  g en era ­
tio n s ,”  h e  said . “ L ikew ise, the  
genetic  chan g es cau sed  by  in ad e­
q u a te  an tib io tic  th e ra p y  m u st be 
p re v e n te d .”

H e sa id  w a rtim e  re se a rc h  
b ro u g h t ou t th a t  com binations of 
an tib io tic s  d e lay ed  or p rev en ted  
th e  em e rg en c e  of re s is ta n t  b ac ­
te r ia l  s tra in s . T h is techn ique, he 
rep o rte d , h a s  b een  im p ro v ed  by a 
com bination  of an tib io tic s  in a 
d e te rg e n t so lven t (aeroso l w ash) 
a  re fin em en t of th a t  u sed  in  the 
household.

T he com bination , h e  sa id , r e ­
su lts  in  an  ex ten siv e  diffusion of 
th e  an tib io tic  in to  a  w ound and 
d im in ish es g re a tly  th e  need  fo r 
m a n y  ex ten siv e  p ro ced u re s. He 
added :

“ T he d e te rg e n t so lu tion  so en­
h a n ce d  th e ra p y  th a t  p rev iously  
in ad e q u a te  doses im m ed ia te ly  b e ­
cam e  ad eq u a te  in  c e r ta in  in ­
s tan ces , an d  p ro d u ced  a n /  effec­
tiv en ess  beyond  th e ir  add itional 
p o ten tia l.”

D r. G ra ce  sa id  a n  an tib io tic  in 
a  d e te rg e n t a lso  is be ing  inhaled  
a s  a  m is t in  th e  tre a tm e n t of m an y  
in fec tious lung  d iseases . I t  also 
is  be ing  u sed  in  c ases  , of sinu­
sitis  (in flam m atio n  of the  sinus.)
