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Farm Wives Tell 
Home Preferences 

Families Much Alike 
In Home They Want

A recent survey of approximate­
ly 4,000 farm operator families in 
42 states revealed that more than 
half of those interviewed, in all 
sections of the country, have sim­
ilar likes and dislikes of what 
should constitute a farm home.

More than half of those inter- 
viewed*preferred a one-story house 
with a basement and two porches. 
Of those who wanted a house more 
than one story, most desired a 
bathroom and at least one bed­
room on the first floor.

plenty of light in the living 
room area was the expressed 
desire of many of the farm 
women interviewed.
Farm women were unanimous in 

their desire for a separate dining 
room, plus eating space in the 
kitchen.

Ninety per cent of those inter­
viewed do all or most of the fam­
ily washing at home and em­
phasized the need for laundry 
space.

Similarity in regional housing 
preferences began with the type 
of house itself. Over, half of the 
families in the west, north central, 
and southern areas preferred a 
one-story house with a basement 
and two porches. Almost two- 
thirds of southern families added 
a fireplace.

When a farmer is in doubt about 
cause of death of livestock on his 
farm, have an accurate diagnosis 
made by a veterinarian before 
burying the carcass, Dr. Glen 
Reed, Michigan State College ex­
tension veterinarian advises.

Dr. Reed has some other sugges­
tions for reducing the spread of 
livestock diseases. He advises 
against having the rendering truck 
drive onto your farm to pick up 
the carcass of an animal if it can 
be avoided.

Good pastures make full 
milk pails. It is the one means 
available to the American 
farm to increase the nation’s 
static milk supply, 

economics points out that the out­
put of milk per person has reached 
a record low of about 730 pounds 
for 1952, compared with the 1935-39 
average of 820 pounds. For every 
5 farmers selling milk or dairy 
products in 1945, only 4 farmers 
were seling these products in 1950.

“All things considered, dairy 
farmers who keep operating costs 
low should make money in months 
to come,”  say dairy specialists of 
the Middle West Soil Improvement 
Committee.

“ One of the best opportunities for 
cutting milk production costs lies 
in good pasture management. 
Economists figure that feed rep­
resents about 50 per cent of the 
cost of producing milk. Pasture is 
the cheapest feed a farmer can 
grow.

“ Getting succulent, cow-filling 
pasture involves several steps. 
Liming, where needed is the No. 1 
step.”

A barnyard story of rags to rich­
es, with a world’s champion milk 
production record the payoff, has 
been reported by veterinary med­
ical authorities.

The herione of the story is a 
cow—Barnes’ Chief Sally—a Guern­
sey owned by Allen Meyer, Fargo, 
North Dakota.

As a two year old, Sally started 
off on a promising milk producing 

! career only to have mastitis, a 
common udder disease of dairy 

\ cows, to cut in on her production, 
i Then a herd mastitis control 

program was launched. In her 
following lactation as a four year 
old, her production jumped from 
420 pounds to 846 pounds of butter- 
fat, a world’s record for a four 
year old Guernsey.

The mastitis control program al­
so paid off for the other cows in 
the herd. Butterfat production for 
the 20 milk cows increased from 
an average of 375 pounds to 485.4 
pounds.

T h i s  increased production 
amounted to approximately $2,000 
worth of additional milk marketed 
annually.

k's.y- farmers contend that 
xna:! flocks for home use alone 
are unprofitable. The main reason 
is housing.

Oregon State College has de­
signed a house for a small flock 
of birds that may solve this prob­
lem for thousands of farm families.

The house (pictured above) . is 
8 by 12' and 5' high at the studs. 
One of the most attractive fea­
tures of the design is the wire

The chicken house pictured 
above is an example of how the 
farmer can house a fleck econ­
omically and with a minimum of 
work. This type of building will 
house 25 io 35 birds.

porch which gives bird: access to 
sunlight and increases the floor 
space.

An automatic water fountain on 
the porch will eliminate moisture 
in the building proper.

Inside, a bi feeder can be 
placed along the window side, and 
a dropping pit under the roosts 
on the opposite side. Nests can 
be suspended on the wall at the 
rear of the building.

This type housing keeps the 
flock off the ground and protects 
them from parasites and predators.

A building of this type has a 
capacity of between 25 and 35 
birds, which should be sufficient 
for a small family. It could house 
100 broilers.

Sound Farm Plan Is 
Only Profitable Way

Even today too many farmers

■ush into production without a 
spund plan. To be successful, bow­
ser , the farmer should have a 
logical play worked out step by 
step. He should proceed, then, by 
each step as he planned it.

To begin with the farmer should 
inventory his resources. How good 
is the soil? How heavily can it be 
cropped? What's the best market? 
How much labor is available?
- With these questions answered, 

the next step is to plan crop ro­
tation and fertility program. Crops 
that fit best and are most profit­
able should be worked into the 
program.

A livestock program is also of 
top importance. Livestock can be 
used to supply a market for re­
sources that can’t be used in other 
ways. Roughage, for instance, has 
no good market except as livestock 
feed.

The top of livestock should be 
carefully considered. The type 
should be the one that will make 
full use of plentiful resources and 
that stretch out scarce ones.

This planning could go on and 
on. But it should be made and 
then followed step by step to guar­
antee top profits in a field that is 
becoming more competitive every 
day.

Tornado Protection
If a tornado is headed your way 

the best thing to do is head for 
the nearest storm cellar, weather 
experts report. If a cellar is not 
available, lie down in a ravine 
and let the storm pass over you. 
A ravine will afford you more pro­
tection than most farm buildings.

This swine shelter was built 
with one side open and the oth­
er three sides on hinges to pro­
vide good ventilation.

They are rela­
tively inexpensive and may 
fill many farmers’ needs.

WASHBOARD SERENADE

Old Air Layering 
Method Explained 

Grows Woody Plants 
In 5 To 14 Weeks

In warmer sections of the country, 
air layering can be practiced dur- ■ 
ing most of the year.

Select a healthy branch of plant,
% to % inch in thickness. Eight 
to 20 inches from tip of branch S 
remove all twigs and leaves for a i 
distance of 5 to 6 inches. Cut j 
within this space, about % inch j 
below bud. Make a one inch in­
cision up and inward into branch . 
(see picture above). Dust incision 
with root-growing hormone, using .
a toothpick or tiny brush. After j 
dusting, slip a strand of sphagnum ; 
moss into and around incision.

A handy idea for the farm is 
the above portable cattle guard.

A^urklands Can Be

Murklands that art normally too 
wet for other crops can make high­
ly productive pas’ure areas il 
seeded to reed canary grass

The summer months, when the 
water table is low, make an ideal 
time to clear, plow and fit these 
areas. Reéd canary grass should bs 
planted before Augusl 15 If this 
is not possible then late fall seed 
ing after the growing season has 
passed has proven satisfactory In 
this case thé seed lies dormant un 
til the following spring

Five pounds of seed pet acre is 
the recommended amount. Fert-il 
izer also should be applied at the 
rate of 300 to 400 pounds to the 
acre. A fertilizer high in potash 
a.nd phosphate are recommended

The seeding should be followed 
with a roller to firm the soil. This 
operation often spells the differ 
ence between success and failure 
of a seeding.

The new reed canary grass 
seedings will need a year to be- 
com« established. If annual weeds 
are thick, a clipping is recom­
mended to reduce competition. The 
grass will furnish a long grazing 
period and is green when many 
other grasses become dry and 
woody.
