SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 2 
proposing an amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article III o f the Constitution of Texas, so 
as to change the membership of the Vet­
erans’ Land Board; so that the total 
amount o f bonds or obligations that may 
be issued by the Veterans’ Land Board 
shall be increased to Two Hundred Million 
Dollars ($200,000,000); providing for the 
issuance of said bonds or obligations and 
the conditions relating thereto and the 
use o f the Veterans’ Land Fund; provid­
ing for an election and the issuance o f 
a proclamation . therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS
Section 1. That Section 49-b, Article III 

of the Constitution of Texas, be amended 
so that the same will hereafter read as 
follows:

“ Section 4-b. There is hereby created a 
Board to be known as the Veterans’ Land 
Board, which shall be composed of the 
Commissioner of the General Land Office, 
and two citizens of the State who shall be 
appointed by the Governor with the ad­
vice and consent o f the Senate. The Gov­
ernor shall biennially appoint one such 
member to serve for a term of four years, 
with the initial appointments to the Board 
under this section to be for terms of two 
and four years, respectively, and all subse­
quent appointments to be according to pro­
visions o f this section. One such appointive 
member shall be well versed in veterans’ 
affairs and the other such appointive mem­
ber shall be well versed in finances. The 
Commissioner o f the General Land Office 
shall act as Chairman of the Board and 
shall be the administrator of the Veterans’ 
Land Program under such terms and re­
strictions as may be now or hereafter pro­
vided by law. The compensation for said 
appointive members shall be as fixed by 
the Legislature, and each shall make bond 
in such amount as may be prescribed by 
the Legislature. The Veterans’ Land 
Board may issue not to exceed Two Hun­
dred Million Dollars ($200,000,000) in 
bonds or obligations of the State o f Texas 
for the purpose o f creating a sfund to be 
known as the Veterans’ Land Fund. Such 
bonds shall be executed by said Board as 
an obligation o f the State of Texas, in 
such form denominations, and upon the 
terms as are now provided by law or as 
may hereafter be provided by law; pro­
vided, however, that said bonds shall bear 
a rate of interest not to exceed three per 
cent (3$>) per annum, and that the same 
shall be sold for not less than par value 
and accrued interest.

“ In the sale o f any such bonds, a prefer­
ential right o f purchase shall be given to 
the administrators of the various Teacher 
Retirement Funds, the Permanent Univer­
sity Funds, and the Permanent School 
Funds; such bonds to be issued as needed, 
in the opinion of the Veterans’ Land 
Boai'd.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund shall be used 
bv t V  Board for the sole purpose of pur­
chasing lands suitable for the purpose 
hereinafter stated, situated in this State, 
(a) owned by the United States, or any 
governmental agency thereof: (b ) ' owned
by the Texas Prison System or anv other 
governmental agency o f the State o f Texas; 
or (c) owned by any person firm, or cor­
poration. Provided, however the portion of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund nof immediately 
committed for the purchase of lands may 
be invested in short term United States 
bonds or obligations until such funds are 
needed for the purchase of lands. The in­
terest accruing thereon shall become a 
part of the Veterans’ Land Fund.

“ All lands thus purchased shall be ac- 
ouired at the lowest price obtainable, to 
be paid for in cash, and shall be a part of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund.

“ The lands of the Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be sold bv the State o f Texas vet­
erans of the present war or wars, com ­
monly known as World W ar II ,- and to 
Texas veterans o f sendee in the armed 
forces of the United States of America 
subsequent to 1945, as ma»' h*» included 
within this program by legislative Act, in 
such quantities, and on -such terms and 
at such prices and rates of interest, and 
under such rules and regulations as are 
now nrovided bv law., or as may here­
after be provided by law.

“ All monies received and which have 
been received under the Constitutional 
Amendment as adopted bv the people of 
Texas at the election held on November 13. 
1951 and which have not been used, for 
repurchase of land as provided herein bv 
the Veterans’ Land Board from the sale of 
lands and for interest on deferred pay­
ments. shall be credited to the Veterans’ 
Land Fund for use in purchasing addition­
al lands to he sold to Texas vétérans of 
W orld War II, and to Texas veterans of 
service in the armed forcer, of the United 
States o f America subsequent to 1945. as 
mav be included within this program bv 
legislative Act. in like manner as pro­
vided for the sale of lands purchased with 
the oroceeds from the sales of the bonds, 
nrovided for herein, for a neriod endin" 
December 1. 1959; nrovided. however, that 
so much of such monies as may be neces- 
sarv during the neriod ending December 
1, 1959. to nav the onncinaV of and inter­
est on the bonds heretofore issued and on 
bonds hereafter issued bv the Veterans’
Land Board «.ball be set aside f*r that 
nuroose. After December 1. 1959. all
monies received by the Veterans’ Land 
Board from the sale of the .lands and inter­
est on deferred payments or mUCh there­
of as mav he necessarv. shall he set aside 
for the retirement of bonds heretofore 
issued and to nav interest thereon and 
nnv of such monies not so needed shall not 
later than the maturity date of the last 
maturin'* bond or b0uds be denosited to 
the credit of tbP General Revenue Fund 
to be anoronriated to such nurnosys a*, 
mav be rvesoribod hv.’ law. All bonds issued 
hereunder shpil. after aonroval bv *-Kq A* 
tornev General of Tex»*. registration K" 
the Comptroller o f fbp State o f Tevns. a«-1 
deliver" to the nurcbeser« be ineontes^bio 
and shall constitute obligations of the 
under the Oor*«4ibifîon o f 'T’eyas. Gf 
fntol TV'o W nod-M Million Dollar- ($200 - 
000.0001 of bonds herein authorized . T^e 
sum o f On»' Hundred Million Dolla-s 
(Si 00 000 00OÏ has heretofore been issue'1- 
said bonds heretofore issnod ^re here1' ’ ’ 
in all respects validated and declared to he

obligations o f the State of Texas.
“ The additional bonds herein authorized 

may be sold in such installments as deemed 
necessary and advisable by the Veterans’ 
Land Board. All monies received from the 
sale o f land and for interest on deferred 
payments on land purchased with the 
proceeds o f such additional, bonds, shall be 
credited to the Veterans’ Land Fund for 
use in purchasing additional lands to be 
sold to Texas veterans, as herein provided, 
in like manner as provided for the sale of 
lands purchased with the proceeds from the 
sales of the bonds provided for herein, for 
a period ending December 1, 1965; pro­
vided, however, that so much of such 
monies as may be necessary to pay inter­
est on the additional bonds herein pro­
vided for shall be set aside for that pur­
pose. After December 1, 1965, all monies 
received by the Veterans’ Land Board from 
the sale o f the. lands and interest on pay­
ments, or so much thereof as may be nec­
essary, shall be set aside for the retire­
ment of said additional bonds and to pay 
interest thereon, and any of such monies 
not so needed shall not later than the 
maturity date of the last maturing bond 
be deposited to th e . credit o f the General 
Revenue Fund to be appropriated to such 
purposes as may be prescribed by law.

“ This amendment shall /b e  effective on 
and after January 1, 1957.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
o f the qualified electors o f this State at 
the general election to be held throughout 
the State o f Texas on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following:

“ FOR the Amendment to Section*49-b 
o f Article III of the Constitution o f Texas 
to change the membership of the Veterans’ 
Land Board; increasing the Veterans’ 
Land Fund by $100,000,000; said fund to 
be used for the purpose o f purchasing land 
in Texas to be sold to Texas veterans of 
W orld War II and to Texas veterans of 
service in the Armed Forces of the United 
States o f America subsequent to 1945. Such 
funds shall be expended in accordance with 
instructions and requirements that may be 
provided by law.” ; and »

“ AGAINST the Amendment to Section 
49-b o f Article III o f the Constitution of 
Texas to change the membership of the 
Veterans’ Land Board; increasing the Vet­
erans’ Land Fund by $100,000,000; said 
fund to be used for the purpose o f purchas­
ing land in Texas to he sold to Texas vet­
erans o f W orld W ar II and to Texas vet­
erans of service in the Armed Forces of 
the United States of America subseauent to 
1945. Such funds shall be expended in 
accordance with instructions and require­
ments that may be provided bv law.”

If it appears from the returns o f said 
election that a majority o f the votes cast 
were in favor of said amendment, the same 
shall become a oart of the State Constiut- 
tion and be effective from the date set 
forth in said amendment, and the Governor 
shall issue a proclamation in keeping there­
with.

S^c. 3. Should the Legislature pass leg­
islation with regard to this amendment 
prior to its adoption, it shall not be in­
valid because of its anticin^orv nature.

Sec. 4. The Governor o f the .State of 
Texas shall issue the necessar«' oroclama- 
tion for said election, and shall have the 
same published as reauired by the Consti­
tution and Laws of this State.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 5 
proposing an amendment to the Constitu­
tion of the State o f Texas, amending Sec­
tion 48a, Article III of the Constitution of 
the State o f Texas, so as to authorize 
needed changes in and revision o f the 
Teacher Retirement System of Texas; pro­
viding that this section shall not amend, 
alter, or repeal Section 63 o f Article 16 of 
the Constitution o f Texas as adopted No­
vember 1954, or any enabling legislation 
passed pursuant thereto; providing for the 
necessary election, form of ballot, procla­
mation and publication.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 48a of Article 

III of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to read as follows: 

“ Section 48a. In addition to the powers 
given the Legislature under Section 48, 
Article III, it shall have the right to levy 
taxes to establish a fund to provide re­
tirement, disability and death benefits for 
persons employed in the public schools, 
colleges and universities supported wholly 
or partly by the State; nrovided that the 
amount contributed by the State to such 
fund each year shall be equal to the aggre­
gate amount required by law to be paid 
into the fund by such ‘employees, and shall 
not exceed at any time six per centum 
(6%) o f the compensation paid each such 
person bv the State and/or school districts, 
and shall in no one (1) year exceed the 
sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for any such person; and pro­
vided that no person shall be eligible for 
retirement who has not rendered ten years 
of. creditable service in such employment, 
and in no case shall any person retire 
before either attaining the age fifty- 
five (55) or completing thirtv (30) years 
of creditable service, but shall he entitled 
to refund of moneys paid into the fund.

“ The Legislature may authorize all 
moneys coming into such fund to be in­
vested in bonds or other evidences of in­
debtedness o f the United States, or o f this 
State, or any county, city, school district, 
or other municipal corporation or district 
of this State; or in such other securities 
as are now or hereafter may be permitted 
bv law as investments for the Permanent 
University Fund or for the Permanent 
School Fund, o f this State; provided a 
sufficient sum shall b e . kent on hand to 
meet payments as they become due each 
vear under such retirement r>lan. as may 
be nrovided by law; and provided that the 
recipients of such retirement fund shall 
not be eligible for anv other State pension 
retirement funds or direct aid from the 
State of Texas, unless such other State 
pension or retirement fund, contributed bv 
the State, is released to the State of Texas 
as a condition to receiving such otbor pen­
sion aid: providing, however, that this sec­
tion shall not amend alter, or repeal Sec­
tion shall not amend, alter, or repeal Sec-

Texas as adopted November, 1954, or any 
enabling legislation passed pursuant there­
to.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
o f  the qualified electors of tnis State at an 
election to be held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election each ballot shall have 
printed thereon the following words:

“ FOR the constitutional amendment em­
powering the Legislature to revise tne 
existing Teacher Retiremeht System and to 
broaden the benefits to employees of public 
schools, colleges, and universities supported 
wholly or partly by the State, authorizing 
that the State’s contributions for such pur­
poses shall equal contributions by such em­
ployees and providing that they do not ex­
ceed six per centum (6%) o f the compen­
sation paid each such employee by the 
State or school district or the sum of Five 
Hundred Four Dollars ($5.04.00) for each 
year for any such employee, regulating the 
eligibility o f such employees for retirement 
benefits rand prescribing the manner of in­
vesting money accruing to the retirement 
fund.”

“ AGAINST the constitutional amend­
ment empowering the Legislature to re­
vise the existing Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem and to broaden the benefits to em­
ployees o f public schools, colleges, and uni­
versities supported wholly or partly by the 
State, authorizing that the State’s contri­
butions for such purposes shall equal con­
tributions by such employees and providing 
that they do not exceed six per centum 
(6%) o f the compensation paid each such 
employee by the State or school district 
or the sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for each year for any such em­
ployee, regulating the eligibility o f such 
employees for retirement benefits and pre­
scribing the manner o f investing money 
accruing to the retirement fund.”

Each voter shall mark out one o f said 
clauses on the ballot leaving the one ex­
pressing his vote on the proposed amend­
ment. If it appears from the returns of 
said election that a majority o f the votes 
cast were in favor o f said amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the State Con­
stitution. and be effective from tne date 
o f determination o f such result and the 
Governor’s proclamation thereof.

Sec. 3. The Governor o f the State of 
Texas is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said special elec­
tion and shall have the same published as 
required by the Constitution and laws of 
this State._______________________,

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 30 
proposing an amendment to Article III of 
the Constitution o f the State of Texas, by 
adopting a new Section to be known as 
Section 51-b, giving the Legislature the 
power to provide, under such limitations 
and restrictions as may be deemed by the 
Legislature expedient, for assistance to 
needy individuals who are citizens of the 
United States, who are more than eighteen 
(18) years o f age and less than sixty-five 
(65) years of age, who are permanently 
and totally disabled by reason of a men­
tal or physical handicap and not feasible 
for vocational rehabilitation, who are resi­
dents of the State of Texas, except that 
the individuals who are receiving aid for 
the permanently and totally disabled may 
not, during the same period of time, re­
ceive Old Age Assistance, Aid to the 
Needy Blind, or Aid to Dependent Chil­
dren, or be resident in any completely 
State supported institution; providing that 
the Legislature shall have the authority to 
accept from the Government of the United 
States financial aid for the permanently 
and totally disabled individuals; providing 
that the amount paid to any individual 
may not exceed Twenty Dollars ($20) a 
month out o f State funds and mav never 
exceed the amount paid to that individual 
from Federal funds; providing that the 
amount paid out o f State funds for as­
sistance payments shall not exceed One 
Million, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($1,500,000) per year; providing for the 
necessary proclamation, publication and 
election.
BE IT RESOLVED Bv  THF. LEGISLA­

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
“ Section 1. That Article III of the Con­

stitution of the State o f Tovaq bp amend­
ed by adding thereto a new Section to be 
known as Section 51-b which shall read as 
follows :

Section 51-b. The Legislature shall have 
the power to provide bv general laws, 
under such limitations and restrictions as 
may be deemed by the Legislature _ expe­
dient, for assistance to needy individuals, 
who are citizens of the United States, who 
shall have passed their eighteenth (18th) 
birthday but have not passed their sixty- 
fifth (65th) birthday, who are totally and 
permanently disabled by reason of a men­
tal or physical handicap or a combination 
o f physical and mental handicaps and not 
feasible for vocational rehabilitation, and 
who are residents of the State of Texas, 
who have resided in this State for at 
least one (1) year continuously immedi­
ately preceding the application and who 
have resided in the State for at least an 
additional five (5) vears during the nine 
(9) years immèdiately preceding the ap­
plication for assistance; and providing 
further that no individual shall receive 
assistance under this program for the per­
manently and totally disabled during any 
period when he is receiving old age as­
sistance, aid to the needy blind, or aid to 
dependent children, nor while he is resid­
ing permanently in any completely State 
supported institution; and nrovided fur­
ther that not more than Twenty Dollars 
($20) a month out o f State funds màv be 
paid to any individual recipient; and oro- 
yided further that the amounf paid out of 
State funds to any individual mav _ never 
exceed the amount paid to that individual 
out of Federal funds: and provided further 
that the amount paid out of State funds 
for assistance payments shall not exceed 
One Million. Five Hundred Thousahd D ol­
lars ($1,500.000.) per vear.

“ The Legislature shall have the autho­
rity to accept from fhe Government of riÿ* 
United States such financial aid for indi­
viduals who are permanently and totally 
disabled as that Government mav offor not 
inconsistent with the restrictions herein 
provided.”

BIGLERVILLE, Pa.—There’s a 

Mardr-Gras air today in this thriv­
ing little community, not far from 
historic Gettysburg. And it’s the 
women of the town who are re­
sponsible.

The girls have banded together 
to form the novel Biglerville Kitch­
enettes, members of which use all 
manner of kitchen utensils to pro­
duce music.

Community Betterment
The 40 members of the band 

have one sole aim—community bet­
terment. Right now, the town 
needs a new playground or a pub­
lic park.

While the sc-onadc is going on. 
non-playing girls pass bread-bask­
ets and tureens . among the audi­
ence, wheedling and caioling con­
tributions from the delighted audi­
ence. This money, quite logically, 
is transferred into a tremendous 
kitchen pot. To date, the Kitchen­
ettes have raised the level of the 
pot to a hefty $3.000—more than 
enough, they figure, to purchase 
the land for Biglerville’s newest 
play area.

Unique Auctions
Unique auction sales also rurther 

the Kitchenette cause.
Famed writers, painters and 

other civic-minded persons, in­
trigued by the Biglerville project, 
have contributed valuable items.

Last Spring, the Kitchenettes un­
dertook to present a musical per­
formance based on the various sea­
sons of the year and the seasons’ 
effect on apple-growing, one of 
Adams County’s principal sources 
of income.

The play was so popular that it 
played to standees for three con­
secutive nights—quite a pat on the 
back for the Kitchenettes’ talents, 
for Biglerville has n population of 
890 and the town auditorium seats 
700. Receipts totaled $800.

Another unique custom of the 
Kitchenettes is the serenading of 
brides and grooms, often after the 
newlywed pair returns from the 
wedding trip.

Some couples have escaped by 
leaping from rear windows and 
outdistancing the band. In recent 
months, the musical girls have 
resorted to a new kind of strategy 
to foil escape. They turn out in 
unusually large numbers and ac­
tually surround the house and 
block all exits.
