Energy futures ease;
pump prices trek higher

COLUMBUS, Ohio
(AP) — Energy prices
eased Monday as investors
appeared to second-guess
a 10 percent surge in the
value of crude last week on
the New York Mercantile
Exchange.

Benchmark crude for
June delivery fell 67 cents
to $57.96 a barrel. On
Friday, the contract rose
$1.92 to settle at $58.63
a barrel, the highest level
this year, and about 80 per-
cent above the $32.40 per
barrel reached on Dec. 19.

Retail gas prices, which
have risen more that 15
cents a gallon in the last
week, continued to move
upward overnight.

Optimism over an eco-
nomic recovery, or at least
the belief that things may
not get worse, have pushed
energy prices higher with
some expecting a rebound
in demand. Oil prices have
followed the stock market,
which has soared since hit-
ting bottom in early March
with the Standard & Poor’s
500 benchmark index up
37.4 percent.

The Dow Jones industrial
average and the S&P 500
also were lower Monday
with both indexes down
more than 1 percent.

Regardless, oil pric-
es continue to rise even
though demand has hit its
lowest level since the Sept.
11, 2001, terrorist attacks.
Crude inventories are at
their highest levels since
1990 when Iraq invaded
Kuwait.

“In my mind, this is a

market that is looking for
an ‘excuse to go higher,”
said Phil Flynn of Alaron
Trading Corp.

But with a weaker
stock market and analysts
expecting another build in
inventories when the gov-
ernment releases its weekly
report Wednesday, oil is
being held in check, he said

“They’re buying just to
buy into the momentum,”
said analyst and trader
Stephen Schork.

“No one is looking at the
fundamentals.”

Prices 4t the pump
continued to trek higher
Monday, moving up 1.3
cents to a national average
of $2.226 a gallon, accord-
ing ‘'to auto club AAA,
Wright Express and Oil
Price Information Service.
Prices are 17.4 cents higher
than last week,

Prices are 17.4 cents
higher than a month ago,
but more than 15 cents of
that gain has come in just
the last week. For motor-
ists who had grown accus-
tomed to $2 gas, that rise
has caught many off guard.

Rising pump prices are
the norm for May, how-
ever, because refiners are
switching over to more
expensive blends of gaso-
line that are required to
meet state and federal
emissions requirements.

“It’s a new American tra-
dition,” Flynn joked. “We
might as well make it a
holiday.”

There are also refineries
still operating at reduced
levels due to annual main-

tenance, said Tom Kloza,
publisher and chief oil ana-
lyst at Oil Price Information
Service.

One more reason why
gas prices are rising: gaso-
line futures on Nymex have
been rising on the same
optimism that has boosted
crude and equities mar-
kets. Reformulated gaso-
line traded in New York,
the major trading center for
both imports and domestic
fuel, is up about a dime in
the last week.

Kloza said gas prices
may hit as high as $2.30
a gallon before Memorial
Day, but that should be the
peak for the time being.

“Demand is flat. Supplies
are very abundant, and
there is awful lot of refin-
ing capacity that can be
tapped,” he said.

As fast as gas prices
have risen, they remain
far below last year at this
time when a gallon of gas
cost almost $1.50 more. No
one is predicting gasoline
will get close to the $4.11
national average reached
last July.

In other Nymex trading,
gasoline for June delivery
fell by 4 cents to $1.6675
a gallon and heating oil
dropped 2.35 cents to
$1.4949 a gallon. Natural
gas for June delivery slid
2 cents to $4.292 per 1,000
cubic feet.

In London, Brent pric-
es fell $1.87 to $57.05 a
barrel on the ICE Futures
exchange.

“Voter ID bill passes

House committee

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
A House committee has
approved legislation that
would require new ID
requirements for Texas
voters, but efforts to forge
a compromise that can
pass out of the Legislature
seemed to be falling apart.

The 5-4 vote in

the House Elections
Committee Monday comes
after Republican Rep.
Todd Smith, chairman of
the panel, floated a series
of proposals designed to
attract a bipartisan coali-
tion.

He said the chances
of bridging the partisan

divide were now “less than
50 percent.” Republicans
say the measure is need-
ed to prevent voter fraud.
Democrats have criticized
the move as a partisan
power grab designed to
suppress their base vote.

Runner-up dropping
out of Austin runoff

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Austin City Councilman
Brewster McCracken is
withdrawing from a runoff
election for mayor.

That leaves Councilman
Lee Leffingwell, the first-
place finisher in Saturday’s
election, as the last can-
didate standing to replace
incumbent Mayor Will

Wynn. Term limits pre-
vented Wynn from running
again.

Leffingwell led the five-
candidate mayor’s race
with 47 percent of the vote,

sending him into a runoff

with McCracken, who had
27 percent.

Former state comptroller
and gubernatorial candidate

Carole Keeton Strayhorn
finished third.

McCracken sent a letter
to supporters Monday tell-
ing them of his decision
He said a runoff would
require heavy fundraising
in a tough economy. He
said a runoff election could
get negative and would be
expensive for taxpayers.

May is motorcycle safety month

In 2008, the DPS
Motorcycle Operator
Training Program trained
a record-number 41,000
motorcycle  operators,
up from 33,697 in 2007.
But all that training isn’t
enough to ensure the safety
of motorcycle operators.
Drivers of other vehicles,
who share Texas roadways
with 908,665 licensed
motorcyclists, must make
a conscious effort to look
for motorcyclists.

Almost 400 motorcy-
clists were killed in crash-
es in 2007; preliminary
fatality reports for 2008
also indicate an increase
in fatalities. A high per-
centage of those, crashes
involved other vehicles.
Most motorcycle crashes
occur near intersections,

largely because inattentive
vehicle drivers fail to see
the motorcyclist and give
them the right-of way.

“Because of its small
size, a motorcycle can be
easily hidden in a car’s
blind spots such as the door
or roof pillars, or masked
by objects or backgrounds
outside a car such as
bushes, fences and bridg-
es,” said John G. Young,
coordinator of the DPS
Motorcycle Safety Unit.
“Take an extra moment
to look for motorcycles,
whether you’re changing
lanes or turning at intersec-
tions.”

To address the increase
of car and motorcycle
crashes on a local level,

HOUSTON (AP) T'he Houston Rockets never
doubted they could still beat the Los Angeles Lakers
without Yao Ming.

The Lakers better believe it, too.

Aaron Brooks scored a career-high 34 points, Shane
Battier sank five 3-pointers and added 23, and the
Rockets beat the Lakers 99-87 on Sunday to even their
Western Conference semifinal at two games apiece.

Luis Scola had 11 points and 14 rebounds as the
Rockets got exactly the team effort they needed after
Yao broke his left foot in the Lakers’ win in Game 3

Game 5 i1s Tuesday night in Los Angeles, and anyone
who thought the Rockets were finished without their best
player only needed to watch the first quarter Sunday,
when Houston built a 29-16 lead.

T'he Rockets never trailed and led by as many as 29
before the Lakers made the score respectable toward the
end.

“I'm not surprised,” Battier said. “It almost sounds
cliche, but we’re a resilient group. We talk about bounc-
ing back. Through adversity, through lineup changes,
through trades, through injuries, we've never quit and
we’ve never stopped believing.”

Pau Gasol scored 30 points and Kobe Bryant had a
quiet 15 for Los Angeles.

Lakers coach Phil Jackson warned his team about tak-
ing the Rockets too lightly after hearing about Yao’s
injury. But the Lakers looked lethargic from the start,
giving away careless turnovers and playing lax defense.

“They didn’t anticipate the energy that they were going
to come with,” Jackson said. “But you say as much as
you can as a coach and then the players have to execute
and do it on the floor.”

The Rockets opened the game with a 22-7 run, start-
ing 4-of-5 from 3-point range. Bryant scored the Lakers’
first three baskets, but the rest of the team missed its first
seven shots.

Houston led 54-36 at the break. The Lakers grabbed
only two offensive rebounds and generated only four
fast-break points in their lowest-scoring half of the sea-
son.

San Antonio picks mayor; incumbents, booze win

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) An attorney
emerged from a crowded
nine-candidate race to
become San Antonio’s
new mayor Saturday, while
the favered mayors in Fort
Worth, Arlington and El
Paso were easily re-elect-
ed.

Out west, the biggest
teetotaling town in Texas
decided to go wet for the
first time since the state
lifted prohibition in the
1930s, and a small county
approved by just three
votes opening a radio-
active waste site.

With all 575 precincts
reporting, San Antonio
attorney Julian Castro won
with 56 percent of the vote,
coming in well ahead of
public relations executive
Trish DeBerry-Mejia, who
came in second with 29
percent. Castro narrow-
ly lost the 2005 mayoral
runoff against Mayor Phil
Hardberger, who could not
seek re-election because of
term limits.

“I want to make sure the
future aspirations of our
citizens are met,” Castro
said in Saturday's online
edition of the San Antonio
Express-News.

With all 207 pre-
cincts reporting, Austin
City Councilman Lee
Leffingwell led the five-
candidate mayor’s race
with 47 percent of the vote,
sending him into a runoff
with fellow Councilman
Brewster McCracken, who
had 27 percent. Term lim-
its barred Austin Mayor
Will Wynn from seeking
re-election.

Former state comptrol-
ler and gubernatorial
candidate Carole Keeton
Strayhorn, who had 21 per-
cent, lost her bid to return
to the Austin mayor’s
office, where she served
three terms from 1977-83
and was the first woman in
that seat.

“It has been a great race,”
Strayhorn told the Austin
American-Statesman after
calling the two council
members to concede. “As
I have said, this city has
given me a lifetime of joy.”

With all 132 precincts
reporting, Fort Worth
Mayor Mike Moncrief won
with 70 percent of the vote,

defeating his first seri-
ous opposition since his
2003 election, former City
Councilman Clyde Picht.
After accusing Moncrief
of ignoring residents’ con-
cerns with urban gas drill-
ing, Picht finished second
in the three-candidate race
with 22 percent.

With all 27 precincts
reporting, Arlington Mayor
Robert Cluck won with 65
percent of the vote. Retired
economist Jerry Pikulinski,
who had 25 percent, placed
second in the five-candi-
date race. Cluck had been

praised for his efforts
in  bringing the Dallas
Cowboys™ new stadium

and upcoming Super Bowl
to the city, and being an
advocate for the General
Motors plant.

With all 77 precincts
reporting, El Paso Mayor
John Cook won with 61
percent of the vote, defeat-
ing five first-time candi-
dates. Mortgage broker
Gus Haddad was second
with 28 percent.

With all 75 precincts
reporting in Lubbock, 64
percent of voters backed a
measure allowing stores to
sell beer, wine and liquor.

Lubbock has allowed by-
the-drink alcohol sales in
bars and restaurants since
the 1970s, but people had
to leave city limits to buy
six-packs of beer or bottles
of wine.

The most popular option
for Texas Tech University
students and others has
been driving to “The Strip,”
a quarter-mile row of
stores on the edge of town.
Although the city annexed
it in 2006 to increase sales
tax revenue, it was the only
part of Lubbock where
alcohol sales were allowed.

Previous measures
have failed in the city of
210,000 residents. This
time, opponents expressed
fears of more underage
drinking and liquor stores
being built in poor neigh-
borhoods.

After a petition drive got
the issue on the ballot, sup-
porters said the city should
be more progressive, citing
convenience, paying a fair
price for alcohol and eco-
nomic growth.

In  Andrews
which  borders

County,
New

Mexico, voters decided
Saturday to help: Dallas-
based Waste Control

Specialists fund construc-
tion of a low-level radioac-
tive waste disposal facil-
ity. The vote was 642 in
favor and 639 against, said

County Judge Richard
Dolgener.

Because the measure
passed, county officials

can now issue bonds to
purchase $75 million of the
company’s assets and lease
those back to the compa-
ny. Dolgener said he was
unsure if anyone would
request a re-count but said
officials will now consider
their options with the proj-
ect, which some residents
supported until they found
out the county would have
to pay part of the bill.
Meanwhile, the U.S.
Department of Justice
said it was monitor-
ing Saturday’s elections
in Farmers Branch and
Hondo to make sure they
comply with the Voting
Rights Act. Federal offi-
cials declined to say why
those cities were chosen.
In Hondo, a San Antonio
suburb, the mayor was re-
elected and two Hondo City

Council members = were
defeated in a regular elec-
tion. But three other coun-
cil members, all Hispanics,
were recalled by a narrow
vote in a special election.
They had been accused
of steamrolling the other
members and making bad
financial decisions since
their election a year ago.

One councilman in the
trio has claimed for years
that Hondo has discrimi-
nated against Hispanic
residents, prompting their
supporters to say the ouster
effort is racially motivated

a claim denied by the
group leading the recall
effort.

In the Dallas suburb
of Farmers Branch, vot-
ers were electing two City
Council members and
deciding on 14 city charter
amendments and $55 mil-
lion in bond propositions.

None of the issues deal
with trying to oust ille-
gal immigrants, which has
previously caused contro-
versy and prompted law-
suits against its ordinance
requiring landlords to
verify that all tenants are
legally in the U.S.

Energy futures ease; pump prices
move higher despite flat demand

COLUMBUS,
(AP) - Energy
eased Monday as investors
appeared to second-guess
a 10 percent surge in the
value of crude last week on
the New York Mercantile
Exchange

Benchmark crude for
June delivery fell 87 cents
to $57.76 a barrel. On
Friday, the contract rose
$1.92 to settle at $58.63 a
barrel, the highest level this
year, and about 80 percent
above the $32.40 per barrel
reached on Dec. 19

Retail gas prices, which
have more that 15
cents a gallon in the last
week, continued to move
upward overnight

Optimism over an eco-
nomic recovery, or at least
the belief that things may
not get worse, have pushed
energy prices higher with
some expecting a rebound
in demand. Oil prices have
followed the stock market,
which has soared since hit-
ting bottom in early March
with the Standard & Poor’s

Ohio

prices

risen

500 benchmark index up
37.4 percent.

'he Dow Jones industrial
average and the S&P 500
also were lower Monday
with both indexes down
about 1.5 percent.

Regardless, oil pric-
es continue to rise even
though demand has hit its
lowest level since the Sept.
11, 2001, terrorist attacks.
Crude inventories are at
their highest levels since
1990 when Iraq invaded
Kuwait.

“They’re buying just to
buy into the momentum,”
said analyst and trader
Stephen Schork

“No one is looking at the
fundamentals.”

Prices at the pump contin-
ued to trek higher Monday,
moving up 1.3 cents to a
national average of $2.226
a gallon, according to auto
club AAA, Wright Express
and Oil Price Information
Service. Prices are 17.4
cents higher than last week,

Prices are 17.4 cents
higher than a month ago,

but more than 15 cents of

that gain has come in just
the last week. For motor-
ists who had grown accus-
tomed to $2 gas, that rise
has caught many off guard.

Rising pump prices are
the norm for May, how-
ever, because refiners are
switching over to more
expensive blends of gaso-
line that are required to
meet state. and federal
emissions requirements.

There are also refineries
still operating at reduced
levels due to annual main-
tenance, said Tom Kloza,
publisher and chief oil ana-
lystat Oil Price Information
Service.

One more reason why
gas prices are rising: gaso-
line futures on Nymex have
been rising on the same
optimism that has boosted
crude and equities mar-
kets. Reformulated gaso-
line traded in New York,
the major trading center for
both imports and domestic
fuel, is up about a dime in
the last week.

Kloza said gas prices
may hit as high as $2.30
a gallon before Memorial
Day, but that should be the
pcak for the time being.

“Demand is flat. Supplies
are very abundant, and
there is awful lot of refin-
ing capacity that can be
tapped,” he said.

As fast as gas prices
have risen, they remain
far below last year at this
time when a gallon of gas
cost almost $1.50 more. No
one is predicting gasoline
will get close to the $4.11
national average reached
last July.

In other Nymex trading,
gasoline for June delivery
fell by 4 cents to $1.6675
a gallon and heating oil
dropped 2.35 cents to
$1.4949 a gallon. Natural
gas for June delivery slid
2 cents to $4.292 per 1,000
cubic feet.

In London, Brent pric-
es fell $1.87 to $57.05 a
barrel on the ICE Futures
exchange.

Critics try to undo futile care law

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
[hose who want to extend
the time some hospital
patients may live before
their life support is cut off
are worried their proposal
is running into a wall , and
the clock , at the Capitol.

Legislation by Rep.
Bryan Hughes and pushed
by Texas Right to Life,
best known for its anti-
abortion views, requires
life-sustaining treatment
to continue for patients
deemed futile by doctors
until a transfer to anoth-
er medical facility can be
their family
requests 1t

Currently, hospitals can
stop life support treatment
after 10 days in certain
cases if the patient is ter-
minally or irreversibly ill
and cannot express his or
her wishes about treatment

“No other state in the
country has a law that
Draconian,” said Hughes, a
Mineola Republican. “The
balance of power i1s com-
pletely shifted against the
patients and the families.™

he Texas Medical
Association, l'exas
Hospital Association and a
number of individual hos-
pitals oppose Hughes’ bill.

Disabled activist groups,
like the Coalition of Texans
with Disabilities and Not
Dead Yet of Texas, back
Hughes' proposal, as
does the American Civil
Liberties Union

All made their views
known to the House State
Affairs Committee. But
no compromise has been
reached among the interest
groups, and there has been
no committee vote. Time
is running out for passing
bills before the Legislature
adjourns June 1. Several
key House deadlines arrive
this week

[f it doesn’t win approval,
Hughes® treatment-until-
transfer measure could stay
alive if it’s tacked onto
related legislation - like an
omnibus Medicaid bill
in the waning days of the
SESs1on

While critics call the
lexas law extreme and
restrictive, doctors and
hospitals describe it as
useful and unique. Among
other things, doctors say,
the law enacted in 1999
when George W. Bush was
governor addresses the
details of advance medical
directives and holds medi-
cal officials accountable
for honoring patients’ liv-

ing wills.

“We knew it was a
groundbreaking statute. [t
does so many neat things
for patient care,” said Dr.
Robert Fine of Dallas, who
favors the existing sys-
tem and testified against

Hughes’ bill. He repre-
sented the Texas Medical
Association and Baylor

Health Care System.

The provision that gives
a terminally ill patient’s
family two days’ notice
before a hospital ethics
committee meets then 10
days before the termination
of treatment, unless a court
intervenes, is rarely used,
hospitals say.

['ypically, families and
medical officials work
together to reach a treat-
ment decision and a trans-
fer is arranged if the family
wants it, Fine said, adding
that in a few cases no facil-
ity can be found that will
take the patient.

Opponents of the law
say there is no incentive
for hospitals to work to
arrange a transfer, unless
the news media or courts
step in.

“All a hospital has to do
is mark their calendar and
fold their arms for ten days
and they can pull the plug,”
Hughes said. “That wasn’t
the intent of the law, but
that’s what’s happening.”

Another House bill that
would extend the 10-day
cutoff by a few days has
been filed, but hasn’t pro-
gressed

Hughes contends that in
a couple of “ghastly” cases
patients who were able to
voice their preferences for
treatment were ignored.
Fine said he has seen no
evidence of those cases,
but said medical groups are
willing to work to improve
the law.

Fine noted that some
anti-abortion groups back
the existing law and that
Texas Right to Life, which
opposes it, was among the
groups that helped craft
it a decade ago. He said
the criticism came about
only after the case of Terri
Schiavo, a Florida woman
who was at the center of a
highly publicized end-of-
life case

“This all has gotten
wrappgd up in post-Terri
Shiavo politics,” Fine said.

The philosophy of doc-
tors is to “first do no harm”
and to “comfort always,”
Fine said. In some cases
continued treatment of a

terminally ill patient is
aggressive and painful and
merely prolongs inevitable
death, he said.

Elizabeth Graham, direc-
tor of Texas Right to Life,
said her organization
doesn’t want medical offi-
cials making judgments on
quality of life for families,
who she said should have
the time to transfer an ill
loved one to another medi-
cal facility. She said 11
states have treatment-until-
transfer laws.

“The medical community
is really beginning to make
frightening decisions on
who receives what kind of
treatment,” Graham said.

In the 2007 legislative
session, Texas Right to
Life and other interested
parties reached a fragile
compromise that proposed
extending the 10-day limit

for cutting off life support
to 21 days and built in
some review hospital and
court review periods. But
that agreement broke apart
and the bill died.

All the while, the life-
and-death drama  of
18-month-old Emilio
Gonzales was playing out
at Children’s Hospital of
Austin, where hospital offi-
cials wanted to discontinue
his life support, despite his
mother’s opposition. The
case was pending in court
when Emilio died late in
the legislative session.

This time there’s no
high-profile case in the
news, only quiet maneu-
vers behind the scenes at
the Capitol.

And it appears the adver-
saries couldn’t be further
apart.
