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Ruling: Kings rights not denied

AMARILLO -  The Seventh 
Court of Appeals this week said 
that Levi A. King, accused of 
killing a family south of Pampa 
in 2005, was not denied a speedy 
trial after being extradited from 
Missouri.

King. 26, is accused of killing 
Brian Conrad, 31; his six-month 
pregnant wife, Michell Conrad, 
35 and her son Zach Doan. 14, at 
their home between Pampa and 
Interstate 40 in the predawn hours 
of Sept. 30, 2005.

In March. 2006, a Gray County 
grand jury indicted King on four 
counts of murder.

King was returned to the Texas 
Panhandle in July. 2008 where 
he is being held in the Hemphill 
County jail.

He pleaded guilty last April in 
Missouri to the Sept. 29, 2005, 
murders of Orlie McCool, 70, and 
McCool’s daughter-in-law, Laura 
Dawn McCool, 47, in exchange 
for a life sentence in prison with-

out parole.
King’s Amarillo attorneys, Ji>e 

Mart Wilson and Maxwell Peck, 
had claimed that King's rights 
had been violated because the 
Interstate Agreement on IX'tainers 
Act requires the defendant to be 
brought to trial within 120 days 
from extradition.

T A K S  policy knocks out 
six would-be graduates

A part of Pampa High 
School that carries as much 
tradition as Harry Harvester 
himself will be relocated 
this summer in a massive 
reconstruction project at 
Pampa High School.

The cafeteria, built with 
the high school in 1941, 
will be converted into 
classrooms this summer 
and replaced with a com­
pletely new cafeteria, locat­
ed upstairs in the new com­
mons area.

"It's taken many years 
to get what we want” 
Debbie Middleton. Pampa 
Independent School 
District Director of Child 
Nutrition said.

And though a piece of 
Pampa High School his­
tory will be lost with the 
cafeteria. Middleton is 
looking forward to new era 
for the high school, which 
will include more stu­
dents served, a social and 
inviting atmosphere, and 
healthy meals.

The new cafeteria will be 
finished in one week and 
will be ten times the square 
feet of the current facility. 
It will also have four serv­
ing lines, which is double 
the current serving lines, 
with an updated kitchen 
and storage space.

The new facility will have 
a walk-in cooler and freez­
er, combi ovens (steam and 
convection), a dishwasher 
room, and corian slides 
on serving lines, which

Middleton said will make 
the cafeteria feel more like 
an restaurant than an insti­
tution.

“We're really excited," 
Middleton said.

The location of the new 
cafeteria is nearly as imp<ir- 
tant as the upgrades to the 
facility. Middleton said 
that being located near the 
commons will bring more 
students to the cafeteria and

raise “healthier youth."
The commons will be 

the new main entrance of 
the high school, which will 
naturally increase traffic to 
the cafeteria, according to 
Middleton.

Middleton 
said that small equipment 
has been replaced, but 
only within the last 10 
years have the PISD caf­
eterias gone through sig­
nificant changes.

Six Pampa High School 
seniors won’t be crossing 
the stage Saturday during 
high school graduation 
because of the TAKS test.

In a 6-1 decision, the 
Pampa school board voted

WHITE DEER -  The Panhandle Groundwater 
Conservation District this week saved some money, 
loaned some money and issued 18 drilling permits.

The PGCD board of directors agreed to a new 
contract with Wheeler County for tax collections 
during their monthly meeting .-Wednesday at their 
offices here.

Wheeler County Tax Assessor and Collector Lewis 
Scott Porter told the board his office was lowering 
the collection rate it charged the water district, as 
well as other districts in Wheeler County.

“We’re going to save ya’ll some money," he said.
The one-year contract will cost the water district 

about $550 next year for Porter’s office to collect the 
water district’s tax in Wheeler County, as opposed to 
the $2,200 this year.

The PGCD board also approved two loans for 
sprinkler irrigation systems.

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TDPW initiates longer season, 
higher bag limit for does

Jeff Bonner thinks everybody 
ought to be eating venison, espe­
cially if it will cut the population of 
white-tailed deer around Pampa.

A wildlife biologist with the Texas 
Department of Parks and Wildlife, 
Bonner said the worry is that the 
increasing number of white-tailed 
deer in the area will grow beyond 
what the local habitat can support.

In an effort to control the burst­
ing population, Bonner is working 
with landowners and hunters to take 
more does when white-tailed deer 
season begins the first Saterday in 
November. The season traditionally 
runs for 60 days. In addition to the 
normal season, there is now also a 
doe-only season which runs for two 
weeks after the regular season.

As part of a three year pilot pro­
gram, the state agency has instituted 
a five deer bag limit around Pampa 
with no more than one buck.

Bonner admitted that some hunters 
aren’t interested in shooting does, 
but there are those who do.

“They enjoy the meat,” he said.
With a grin, he added that his fam­

ily lives on deer meat.
“I’ve got some great recipes,” 

Bonner said.
Ten deer will feed his family for

a year.
“We make a lot of jerky and sau­

sage,” he said.
Working with landowners who’ve 

formed a Wildlife Management 
Association in Wheeler County, 
Bonner said he’s also been able to 
issue more permits.

These special permits. Managed 
Lands Deer Permits, or MLDs, allow 
the landowners to go beyond the 
county bag limit.

The deer has to be cleaned and kept 
in edible condition.

“The meat’s got to be eaten,” 
Bonner says. “You can’t just shoot 
them and throw a tag at them and 
leave them for the buzzards.”

Having grown up in Panhandle, 
Bonner said that as a kid he used to 
go hunting down around Hedley, but 
as a youth, he saw deer on only two 
occasions.

“You can go down to Hedley now 
and park on a county road some­
where in the evening and count 15 to 
20 of the little rascals,” Bonner said. 
“They’re everywhere.”

White tailed deer are highly repro­
ductive, he said.

Presently, white-tailed deer popu­
lations have grown to the point parts 
of Wheeler County that the habitat 
is suffering and, in turn, the deer are 
smaller.

Hunters need to start shooting 
does, he said, or they’re going to 
see a decline in the quality of their 
habitat, which will immediately lead 
to a decline in the quality of the deer.

“We’re already seeing that,” 
Bonner says.

Citing doe weights along 
Sweetwater Creek, which runs 
through Wheeler County, the deer 
are 10 to IS pounds lighter than the 
rest of the country.

“You go down there to Sweetwater 
Creek, or any other drainages over 
there, and you see a browse line 
where the deer have eaten up every­
thing they can as high as diey can 
reach,” Bonner says. “They’re not 
getting any reproduction on any real­
ly good plants like cottonwood trees, 
hackberries, dogwoods, walnuts and 
elms.”

The over population is degrading 
the habitat.

“What we’re already seeing in parts 
of Wheeler County, especially along 
Sweetwater Creek,” Bonner says, “is 
the deer actually shrinking because 
they’re not getting enough to eat.”

It’s a common problem in the 
Texas Hill Country.

“The result of that,” Bonner says, 
“is they have little bitty deer.”

Any deer hunter in Texas, he says, 
knows the smallest deer in Texas are 
in the Hill Country.

“That’s where you also have the 
highest populations,” Bonner says.

He says he and the Texas 
Department of Parks and Wildlife 
would like to prevent that from hap­
pening in the Texas Panhandle.

“The only way to prevent it is by 
whacking does,” Bonner says.

Senate passes small business tax cut
AUSTIN, Texas (AP)— 

Small businesses would 
get a $172 million tax cut 
over the next two years 
under legislation that has 
passed the Texas Senate.

Under current law, com­

panies making less than 
$300,000 in annual rev­
enue are exempt from pay­
ing the state franchise tax.

The bill approved 
Wednesday by the Texas 
Senate would boost the

exemption to $1 million 
for the next two years, tak­
ing about 40,000 business­
es off the tax rolls.

The bill by Sen. Dan 
Patrick, R-Houston, now 
heads back to the Texas

Session
wee hours.

They barreled past a 
midnight deadline with 
the help of a little legisla­
tive trickery; A Senate aide 
simply unplugged the lock 
at 11:59 p.m. Wednesday, 
allowing senators to keep 
debating as though mid­
night had never arrived.

“If we don’t get a wind­
storm bill out of this ses­
sion then we’ll be back.” 
said Sen. Mike Jackson, 
R-La Porte, who put the 
measure into his disaster

management bill. “This is 
kind of our last hope to be 
able to work on this issue 
and hopefully, resolve it in 
the few days that we have 
left.”

Senators approved add­
ing the windstorm lan­
guage to the bill on a 27-4 
vote. It came after top lead­
ers had been huddling all 
day in an effort to get the 
reforms moving. Perry, a 
Republican, has been push­
ing the Legislature to agree 
on a windstorm package or

face a quickly called spe­
cial session.

“It’s a top priority of the 
governor’s to get some­
thing done on this issue 
this session,” said Perry 
spokesman Mark Miner. 
“It will have a great impact 
on the state if a hurricane 
does hit Texas and this is 
not fixed.”

The state-chartered Texas 
Windstorm Insurance 
Association is the only

from graduating as she had 
planned.

The families of two of

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Cafeteria
Elementary cafeteria had a 
new kitchen installed in the 
past ten years, and PJHS 
will have a new campus.

“It’s an unbelievable 
amount of change in a short 
time,” Middleton said.

Even the menu has been 
reworked to stay in guide­
lines mandated by the state. 
Middleton said that the fat 
and sugar content in each 
product are being closely 
monitored, staying below 
23 grams of fat per item, 
and still working to main­
tain a good taste. There 
are no longer fibers in any 
PISD cafeterias, and all 
food is baked, which helps 
cut fat.

“Because of the faster 
moving generation, we are 
trying to mimic the res­
taurant experience and 
stay within guidelines,” 
Middleton explained.

Middleton said she 
expects the new cafeteria 
to bring a better product 
and better experience to 
students. Last month, 200 
full meals a day where 
served to students and 
80 breakfasts. Middleton

wind insurer for proper­
ty owners in 14 coastal 
counties. The legislation 
restoring it had technically 
died with a slew of other 
bills Tuesday night when 
House Democrats blocked 
a GOP-backed voter iden­
tification bill.

Senate committee that will 
iron out a compromise.

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WASHINGTON (AP) 
— On the often-bumpy 
road to confirmation to 
the nation’s highest court, 
Sonia Sotomayor has eth­
nic politics on her side.

Republicans, at sea as 
a party and having lost 
ground with Hispanic vot­
ers, the fastest-growing 
segment of the popula­
tion, will have a hard time 
defeating the woman who 
would be the first Hispanic 
Justice. And the inevi­
table partisan fights over 
Sotomayor’s nomination 
hold heavy risks for a party 
striving to draw beyond its 
mostly white. Southern and 
conservative base.

Sotomayor will field 
heavy criticism from right- 
wing groups and some 
conservative Republican 
senators, but strategists 
in both parties agree that 
Republicans will have 
to tread carefully and 
won’t likely be able to stop 
her.

Republicans are “going 
to have to make a judg­
ment based on what they 
think her record is, but how 
they talk about it and how 
they discuss it is going to 
be the difference between 
them alienating Hispanics 
or sounding reasonable 
to Hispanics,” said Frank 
Guerra, a Texa.s-based 
Republican strategist 
who handled outreach for 
Hispanic voters for for­
mer President George W. 
Bush’s presidential cam­
paigns.

“If they say ‘no’ but they 
handle it properly, based 
on record, then 1 think they 
can manage that without 
too much damage, but 
if you make it personal 
and it feels as though it’s 
something about her back­
ground, that could be very 
damaging,” Guerra said. 
“They’re going to have to 
handle it very deftly.” 

Democratic Sen. 
Chuck Schumer of New 
York was more blunt in 
his political assessment 
for Republicans: “They 
oppose her at their peril.” 

Sotomayor starts out 
with a powerful numeri­
cal advantage. Democrats 
are on the brink of hav­
ing 60 votes in the Senate 
— the number it takes 
to break a filibuster that 
could block the nomina­
tion. What’s more; seven 
Republican senators 
backed Sotomayor’s 1998 
nomination to the appeals 
court covering New York, 
Vermont and Connecticut.

Republican Sen. Olympia 
Snowe of Maine, one of 
those seven, gushed about 
Sotomayor in a statement 
Tuesday, saying hers was 
“an historic selection” and 
calling her “a well-qual­
ified woman.” She also 
noted that Rahm Emanuel, 
the White House chief of 
staff, had personally called 
her early in the day to tip 
her off about the pick — an 
indication that the push to 
lock in votes for Sotomayor 
from Republican senators

is already well under way.
Hispanic groups say that 

Republicans, particularly 
those from Southern and 
Western states with large 
and growing Hispanic 
populations, will be 
hard-pressed to oppose 
Sotomayor given her bipar­
tisan appeal — she was 
first nominated for a fed­
eral court post by President 
George H.W. Bush — and 
strong qualifications.

A case in point; Sen. 
Kay Bailey Hutchison, the 
Texas Republican who is 
running to be governor in a 
heavily Hispanic state. The 
League of United Latin 
American Citizens, which 
honored Hutchison at its 
February gala, plans to 
lobby her in person to back 
Sotomayor and ask their 
members to urge her to do 
so, said Lizette Olmos, a 
spokeswoman.

Hutchison gave no hint 
Tuesday of her position 
on Sotomayor’s nomina­
tion. As the Senate evalu­
ates her, Hutchison said 
in a statement, “our chief 
concern must be her com­
mitment to the rule of law. 
I look forward to a fair and 
open confirmation process 
as we work to ensure our 
next Supreme Court jus­
tice will defend and protect 
the Constitution through 
impartial judgment and 
judicial restraint.”

Said Maria Cardona, a 
Democratic strategist who 
helped found Hispanics for 
a Fair Judiciary, a nonpar­

tisan group: “Republicans 
are going to have to tread 
very, very carefully on this 
one. They have already 
alienated 70 percent of 
the Hispanic community 
in this country with the 
whole issue of immigration 
in 2006.”

Lionel Sosa, another 
Republican strategist who 
advised President George 
W. Bush on Hispanic out­
reach, said: “Republicans 
would be idiots for oppos­
ing her. ... It would be one 
more nail in the Republican 
image coffin after all of 
that immigration rhetoric 
in the last presidential elec­
tion.”

While her ethnicity 
may not be Sotomayor’s 
prime qualification for 

.the Supreme Court, many 
strategists said it could 
prove to be a trump card.

“Our hopes and our 
aspirations are all tied up 
in this nominee, and the 
last thing (Republicans 
are) going to want to do 
is come and dash those 
hopes, especially without 
a good reason,” said Brent 
Wilkes, LULAC’s execu­
tive director.

If they do, Wilkes added, 
“it’s going to have a big, 
huge backlash in the 
Hispanic population. We 
won’t have to do anything; 
we’ll just sit back and 
watch them destroy them­
selves, because it’s really 
going to be that bad for 
them.”

Meat cooked at high 

temperatures has already 
been linked to colorectal 
cancer, and it also seems 
to increase the risk if pan­
creatic cancer,according ti 
a new study presented at 
the American Association 
of Cancer Research annual 
meeting. In this nine year 
study, researchers analyzed 
the meat consumption lev­
els and preferred cook­
ing m ethod of more than 
62,000 people. Study par­
ticipants who cooked meat 
at high temperatures and 
consumed more well-done 
meat had about a 60 per­
cent higher-risk of pancre­
atic cancer, compared with 
other people.

There are easy ways 
to reduce our cancer risk 
without giving up grilling. 
For a healthy backyard bar­

becue, try throwing veggie 
burgers, veggie hot dogs, 
or portabella “steaks” on 
the grill-and make sure to 
fill up on plenty of fmits 
and vegetables.

DEAR EMBARRASSED: 
What makes a home warm 
and welcoming isn’t 
whether it has been profes­
sionally decorated. Your 
problem isn’t that you’re 
ashamed of your house or 
cars. It’s that you lack con­
fidence in who you are. 
Your feelings stem less 
from what material things

you lack than misplaced 
priorities.

When your daughter’s 
friends visit, cookies in the 
oven, a welcoming smile 
and a willing ear if one 
of them needs a trusted 
adult in whom to confide 
will be more appreciated 
than whether your couch is 
new or there’s a late-model 
car in the driveway. Many 
children from families who 
supposedly “have every­
thing’’ are starved for plain 
old-fashioned personal 
attention.

I often recommend 
psychological counseling, 
but in your case, perhaps 
you would be better served 
by talking to a spiritual 
adviser about the diffi­
culty you’re having with 
appreciating how much 
you have for which to be

thankful.

DEAR ABBY; 1 met 
“Greta” when I was in the 
Army Reserves. We fell in 
love, despite the fact that 
her parents disapproved of 
me. I come fix)m a work­
ing-class background and 
Greta’s family was consid­
erably more well-off.
