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King case gag order ruling delayed

AMARILLO - The district attor-
ney who requested an expedited
decision in a Gray County capital
murder case now wants until July
to answer a motion concerning a
gag order in the case.

Levi Alexas King, 26, is expect-
ed to go to trial the end of this
month on charges of murdering
Brian Conrad, 31; his pregnant
wife, Michell Conrad, 35 and her
son Zach Doan, 14, at their farm

home south of Pampa in the pre-
dawn hours of Sept. 30, 2005.

In March, 31st District Judge
Steven Emmert imposed a gag
order in the case, prohibiting those
connected with the case from
speaking publicly about it.

Judge Emmert, citing pre-trial
publicity in the case and King'’s
Constitutional right to a fair trial,
prohibited those connected with
the trial from talking about it. Only
the information from evidence and
argument in open court, he said,
may be disseminated.

The judge also designated the
third floor of the Gray County
Courthouse as a security area and
banned weapons, cameras and
electronic equipment except as
allowed by the court.

In April, Judge Emmert rejected
the defense team’s objections to
the gag order.

On May 20, King’s attorneys,
Joe Marr Wilson and Maxwell
Peck III, filed a petition with
the Seventh Court of Appeals
in Amarillo, asking that Judge

Oil prices drop
as demand falls

SIOUX FALLS, S.D. (AP)

A weeklong rally in ener-

gy prices appeared to stumble

Wednesday, with more evidence
of anemic demand.

Oil prices fell toward $67 after
the government reported that the
level of unused crude in storage
rose sharply. That could suggest
that a price rally that began in
May was premature.

Benchmark crude for July
delivery dropped $1.31 to
$67.24 a barrel on the New York
Mercantile Exchange. The con-
tract on Tuesday slipped 3 cents
to settle at $68.55.

It is typical for energy prices to

ment was fine, but it had
never been adopted. She
said she felt it was needed
to clarify her responsibili-
ties.

Peet noted that the
director of the museum is
appointed by the commis-
sioners court and is respon-
sible to them. He said it
could be difficult for a per-
son in such a position to
work with other groups,
such as advisory groups,
without the backing of the
court.

Davidson noted that her
advisory board, unlike
other advisory boards in
the county, is a legally rec-
ognized entity, a 501.c3
nonprofit corporation with
it’s own bylaws and struc-
ture, but Peet said that is
immaterial to the commis-
sioners court.

“They’re advisory,” Peet
said. “They’re not direc-
tors. They don’t give us
directives. They’re advi-
sory.”

He said they could make

suggestions to help her
with her operations.

The director of the muse-
um, according to the job
description adopted by the
commission, is to provide
leadership though knowl-
edge of the museum and is
responsible for the policy
making and funding with
the commissioners court,
planning, organizing and
supervising activities
through the staff.

The director is respon-
sible for professional prac-
tices such acquisitions,
preservation and presenta-
tion, the document said.
All museum positions will
report directly or indirectly
to the director.

“The director has the
ability to implement policy
established by the muse-
um’s governing body and
encourage the active par-
ticipation of staff and pub-
lic in realizing the objec-
tives of the museum,” the
document said.

she didn’t receive notice
of the defense motion until
May 26.

Switzer said the issues
raised in the defense
team’s petition are unique
and complex and she need-
ed more time to respond.

In an earlier motion to
dismiss the charges against
their client based on speedy
trial concerns, Switzer had

noted the nearness of the
trial date and had requested
the appeals court to issue a
quick decision.

Appeals Court Judge
James T. Campbell issued
a decision a week after
oral arguments on May
20, denying the defense’s
motion to drop -capitol
murder charges against
King because of the delay
in trial, saying the time
limit did not apply under
the extradition procedures
used in the case.

On May 29, Wilson and
Peck filed an objection to
Switzer’s motion to extend

Obama reverses Bush immigration rule

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Obama
administration has reversed a rule issued
in the last days of the Bush administration
that said immigrants facing deportation do
not have an automatic right to an effective

lawyer.

Attorney General Eric Holder says he
is vacating the order, issued by predeces-
sor Michael Mukasey, and instructing the
Justice Department to study whether a

new rule is needed.

Mukasey had issued a 33-page decision
in January saying the Constitution does

Short on funds, districts
declare fiscal emergency

MONTICELLO, Fla.
(AP) — These days,
Superintendent Bill
Brumfield finds himself
frequently turning to pas-
sages in the brown leather
Bible resting on his desk.
His school district is losing
students. Utility and trans-
portation costs are rising.
And he’s expecting to lay
off staff — even, perhaps,
his own son.

“If he has to go, he has
to go,” the ashen-haired
Brumfield said on a recent
afternoon. “l can’t hold

back.”

The rural Jefferson
County School District
in Florida’s Panhandle

declared a financial emer-
gency in April, the second
in the state since the reces-
sion began. Its reserves
have dried up, and the
district expects to have a
deficit of $500,000 by the
end of the fiscal year. In a
state where many districts
are grappling with sinking
property values and budget
cuts, Jefferson’s situation is
considered the most severe.

Districts that have
declared fiscal crises in the
last year range from those
in smaller cities, such as
Pocatello, Idaho, to one in
a major metropolis such as
Dallas. Typically it means
the district is running a
deficit and will struggle to
finish the fiscal year. In
these cases, the designa-
tion can be a precaution
and give the school board
authority to renegotiate
contracts to reduce pay or
eliminate staff. In others,
the state declares the dis-
trict in crisis after it falls
out of financial compliance
and requires intervention.

The designations are rare,
even in a poor economy,
said Mike Griffith, senior
finance analyst with the
Education Commission of
the States in Denver.

“It’s not just bad econo-
my,” Griffith said. “It’s bad
economy and the finance
staff wasn’t paying atten-
tion. Or finance staff was
paying attention and lead-

ership wasn’t making the
cuts they should have.”

In a good economy,
Griffith estimated that a
half-dozen districts file
for some form of financial
emergency each year. In an
economic downturn, that
number rises to as many as
two dozen of the more than
15,000 districts nationwide.

A variety of circumstanc-
es have led to crisis dec-
larations: The Fort Worth,
Texas, school district
declared an emergency as
a precaution in light of fro-
zen revenue levels, rising
expenses, and a $43 million
deficit. In southeast Idaho,
the Pocatello school board
took the same step after the
Legislature reduced fund-
ing to public education for
the first time in the state’s
history.

“This is kind of unchart-
ed territory for Idaho,” said
state Rep. Bob ' Nonini,
who sponsored a bill that
amended the financial
emergency requirements,
setting up a process for
districts to renegotiate pay
with employees. He said
about eight districts in
the state have declared an

emergency, and he expects |

more to follow.

The National Education
Association, a teacher’s
union, said it’s concerned
about districts targeting
teacher salaries to balance
their books.

“Declaring a state of
emergency in order to
reopen existing teacher

contracts isn’t the answer,”
Bill Raabe, director of
collective bargaining and
member advocacy, said in
a written statement.

Federal stimulus funds
are expected to provide
some relief.

Jefferson County’s
finances were in peril long
before Brumfield was elect-
ed last Navember. But few
in this county of sprawling
fields and not a single traf-
fic light were aware of how
dire things were.

The superintendent
recalls when it sunk in.

“Son, y'all in trouble;’
Brumfield remembers Bil
Montford, chief execu
tive officer of the Florid:
Association of Distric
School Superintendents
telling him at a meeting las
winter. “You're broke.”

A relaxed attitude
toward spending prevailed
and officials missed othe:

organizations for $1 a year

“The biggest problem it
we didn’t have a vision,’
said school board membe
Marianne Arbulu, who wa:
elected last fall. “We didn’
have a long range plan o
where this district needec
to go to be successful.”
