Perry says he will 
call special session

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
—  Gov. Rick Perry said 
Tuesday he will call a 
special legislative session 
so lawmakers can address 
unfinished state business, 
but he wouldn’t say when.

“We now are to the 
point that we can say that 
there will be a special ses­
sion. When is still a little 
bit up in the air,” Perry 
said.

The Legislature 
adjourned its 140-day
regular session June 1 /
without passing key “sunset” bills that would have 
kept important state agencies running, including the 
transportation and insurance departments and the 
Texas Racing Commission.

D ebate on nam e o f  PJHS 
m ascot favors unity

Eloquent pleas by a 
teacher and a coach from 
Pampa Junior High School 
and a change on the school 
hoard may lead to a change 

jn  name, mascot and logo.
The Pampa Independent 

School District Board of 
Trustees were to vote on the 
adoption of a logo for the 
new junior high being dur­
ing their meeting Tuesday 
night, but Coach Jim 
Gill and Miranda Bailey, 
both from the junior high 
school, told the board that 
the majority of the teach­
ers, staff, students and ath­
letic department wanted 
the junior high teams to be 
the Harvesters.

Earlier this year, after 
months of debate, the 
school board had selected 
the name ‘The Reapers’ 
and had reviewed several 
proposed logos for the new 
junior high. Before the end 
of school, they narrowed 
the selection of logos and 
sent their selections to the 
junior high for review.

The school board was to 
make a final selection on 
the logo Tuesday night, but 
Gill told the board that as 
a coach, he would like to 
see the name Harvesters 
applied to both the high 
sciiool and junior high 
teams.

“Pampa is a great town,” 
Gill said.

He said it should be one 
town and one team.

“It’s hard to beat one 
team,” Gill said.

He cited several towns 
where school pride is cen­
tered on one team and one 
mascot, saying the students 
grow up in a tradition.

“They start when they’re 
little bitty,” Gill .said.

He said the junior 
high students should be 
Harvesters in name as well 
as in spirit.

“Please let us be one 
town, one team,” gill said. 
“Let us be Harvesters.”

Bailey said Pampa 
Athletic Director Stuart 
Smith was on record as 
saying 100 percent of the 
athletic department was in 
favor of making the junior 
high mascot the same as

Open m eetings violation  
suit filed  against PISD

Rebecca Terrell and Chandrashekhar 
Thanedar are taking the Pampa 
Independent School District to court over 
alleged violations of the Texas Open 
Meetings Act.

The two claim the school district did 
not properly post notice of school board 
meetings this spring and that information 
they were given by school officials was 
incorrect.

Rebecca Terrell had taught for the 
school district, but at the school board’s

March 26 meeting, the board voted to 
terminate her contract. Terrell, a history 
and geography teacher, questioned why 
her evaluations by school administrators 
were lower than evaluations by Region 16 
officials.

Requesting that all deliberations in her 
case ^  held in public session at the school 
board meeting, Terrell told the board that 
Region 16 officials told her she was doing 
a nice job, but school district administra­
tors gave her unsatisfactory recommenda­
tions and then refused to discuss those 
recommendations with her.

ly different,” Stephenson 
said.

He said two trees had 
been removed from next to 
the Best of the West doors 
in the high school. One 
tree had been scheduled for 
removal, he said, but the 
second tree was removed 
after inspection indicated 
it was half dead from dis­
ease. The latter tree will be 
replaced, he added.

Stephenson said a 
planned sewer line from 
the Impact building south 
to an existing sewer line 
wouldn’t work. The new 
sewer line, he said, would 
have to go north to con­
nect with the city’s sewer 
system. That might entail 
a lift station, he cautioned.

Work crews were abating 
the asbestos in the base­
ment and that part of the 
project is running ahead of 
schedule. The abatement 
process should move to the 
second floor in a week or 
so.

Stephenson said the 
four temporary buildings 
at the high school had 
been moved. Two went 
to Lamar. One went to 
Wilson, and one went to 
Austin.

He reported that the roof­
ing program at the high 
school was proceeding 
well, but the district was 
still working on getting a 
contract to build a new 
softball concession stand.

Stephenson said Hellas 
Construction, which had 
admitted to problems 
with the aggregate on the 
football field that will 
lie beneath the synthetic 
turf, had a good attitude 
about rectifying their mis­
takes. He said the aggre­
gate was being removed 
and cleaned. The compa­
ny said it would meet the 
specifications required on 
their contract when it is 
replaced.

Removing the aggregate, 
however, tore the liner 
beneath it and affected the 
sub-base below the liner 
setting the project’s time 
line back.

Pickens: Americans ready 
for strong energy policy

‘ Americans concerned 

about national security are 
ready for the United States 
to adopt a strong policy

• try off imported oil, inves­
tor T. Boone Pickens said 
Tuesday.

Addressing the Southern 
■ Growth Policies Board 
‘ energy conference, Pickens 

said that if the U.S. con­
tinues to spend trillions 
of dollars on imported oil 
over the next decade, little 
else can be accomplished.

The veteran energy 
investor, who is pushing 
a grass-roots campaign 
announced in June 2008, 
said he expected foreign oil 
at the current U.S. rate of 
consumption to eventually 
reach $300 per barrel.

"If we go another 10 
years without an energy 
plan, you will not have 
health care or education,” 
Pickens said. “You will be

(AP) busted.'
Pickens’ plan calls for 

development of wind-gen­
erated power so that source 
will provide 20 percent of 
U.S. electric demand by 
2013. At the same time, 
he wants to see heavy-duty 
vehicles converted from 
diesel fuel to natural gas.

The combination alone 
will turn the tide on U.S. oil 
imports, which have grown 
from 24 percent of domes­
tic usage at the time of the 
1970s Arab oil embargo to 
68 percent today, Pickens 
said.

Over the past year, owing 
to shale gas finds in the 
U.S., actual and projected 
gas supplies have skyrock­
eted. Pickens said that by 
converting 350,000 vehi­
cles to natural gas, foreign 
oil consumption would be 
cut by 5 percent.

There are 10 million gas- 
fired vehicles in the world 
— some made by U.S. 
automakers — but only 
142,000 are in the United

Pickens, who said he has 
put $60 million into the 
campaign, said he believes 
the U.S. will have a work­
able energy policy some­
time this year despite 
repeated talk since the

Perry answered report­
ers’ questions as he began 
a meeting at the Capitol 
with business leaders about 
energy. At the start of the 
meeting. Perry criticized 
Washington politicians for 
proposals they are consid­
ering that he says would 
strangle Texas’ energy 
industry.

Perry, whose denounce­
ments of Washington 
have intensified the past 
few months, faces a tough 
Republican primary race 
for re-election in 2010 
against U.S. Sen. Kay 
Bailey Hutchison. The 
timing of a special session 
affects his ability to raise 
money for that expensive 
campaign.

He cannot collect cam­
paign cash during a regular 
or special legislative ses­
sion. He also must wait to 
hold fundraisers until after 
the June 21 conclusion of 
the velo period for the reg­
ular session.

When the Texas Senate 
adjourned last week with­
out approving legislation 
to keep the state agencies 
running, a Republican sen­
ator suggested the gover­
nor could keep the agen­
cies operating by executive

Perry said that was “bla­
tantly bad information” 
given to the senators and 
that research his staff con­
ducted determined it can­
not be done.

Perry and other 
Republican leaders pledged 
after the legislators’ 
adjournment that insurance 
regulation, road build­
ing and other government 
functions would continue, 
despite the lawmakers’ 
inaction.

The agencies in question 
would be shuttered by Sept. 
1, 2010, without the legal 
authority to continue.

Shortly before adjourn­
ing, the Texas House 
passed a measure to post­
pone the agency sunset 
dates, but that legislation 
did not include $2 billion in 
road-building bonds many 
lawmakers wanted.

Some senators were furi­
ous at the situation the 
House left them with, and 
the Republican-controlled 
Senate decided to adjourn 
without passing the agency 
operations bill. Republican 
senators who pushed for 
the adjournment, over the 
objections of Democrats, 
said it would be better to let 
Perry call lawmakers back 
into a special session so 
they could keep the agen­
cies running and pass the 
road bonds.

After Perry’s comments 
Tuesday, Democratic Sen. 
Rodney Ellis of Houston 
issued a letter he wrote 
to Perry asking that sev­
eral criminal justice issues 
be placed on the special 
session agenda, such as 
eyewitness identification 
reform. He said mistaken 
eyewitness IDs are the 
leading cause of wrongful 
convictions.

Ellis also wants the 
Legislature to try again to 
pass a measure that could 
allow the governor to 
approve posthumous par­
dons, as in the case of the 
late Tim Cole, who died in 
prison while serving time 
for a rape he didn’t com­
mit. Perry said Tuesday 
that a work slowdown in 
the Legislature over the 
voter ID bill led to the 
death of the posthumous 
pardon proposal.
