Agency says 
background 
check backlog 
virtually gone

DALLAS (AP) — FBI name checks on people seeking 
to work, live or become citizens of the United States are 
getting completed more quickly, winding down a backlog 
that had left some petitions pending for more than a year, 
immigration officials announced Monday.

The delays have come during the FBI’s routine checks 
for possible criminal backgrounds and national security 
questions. But now, U.S. Citizenship and Immigration 
Services officials say, nearly all name check requests sub­
mitted to the FBI are now being answered within 30 days. 
The remaining 2 percent within 90 days.

“The FBI has made great strides ... and shown its capa­
ble of sustaining that service level,” Michael Aytes, acting 
deputy director of Citizenship and Immigration Services 
told The Associated Press.

Petitions that require more evaluation or interaction 
with other agencies do not fall under the FBI name check 
backlog count. Citizenship and Immigration Services offi­
cials said. Currently, some 6,000 cases were pending with 
Citizenship and Immigration Services, including some in 
which the application was filed several years ago, Aytes 
said.

“They are being looked at, they don’ t just sit on a shelf,” 
said Gregory Smith, the agency’s assistant director for 
national security and records verification directorate.

High court rules in 
votine riehts case

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The Supreme Court ruled 
narrowly Monday in a 
challenge to the landmark 
Voting Rights Act, siding 
with a small Texas govern­
ing authority but sidestep­
ping the larger constitu­
tional issue.

The court, with only one 
justice in dissent, avoided 
the major questions raised 
over the federal govern­
ment’s most powerful tool 
to prevent discriminatory 
voting changes since the 
mid-1960s.

The law requires all or 
parts of 16 states, mainly in 
the South, with a history of 
discrimination in voting to 
get approval in advance of 
making changes in the way 
elections are conducted.

The court said that 
the Northwest Austin 
Municipal Utility District 
No. 1 in Austin, Texas, 
can apply to opt out of the 
advance approval require­
ment, reversing a lower 
federal court that found

it could not. The district 
would appear to meet the 
requirements to bail out, 
although the court did not 
pass judgment Monday on 
that point.

Five months after Barack 
Obama took office as the 
nation’s first African- 
American president. Chief 
Justice John Roberts said 
the justices decided not 
to determine whether dra­
matic civil rights gains 
means the advance approv­
al requirement is no lon­
ger necessary. That larger 
issue, Roberts said, “is a 
difficult constitutional 
question we do not answer 
today.”

Debo Adegbile, the 
NAACP Legal Defense 
and Educational Fund law­
yer who argued for the 
preservation of the law at 
the high court, said, “The 
fact is, the case was filed 
to tear the heart out of the 
preclearance provision of 
the Voting Rights Act and 
that effort failed today.”

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Critics say tough to keep fragile patients home
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 

Disability rights advocates 
are criticizing how state 
officials interpret a two- 
year old provision designed 
to keep medically fragile 
people from being forced 
into lower-cost facilities 
when they would be safer 
in their own homes.

The critics say state 
officials have interpreted 
the law so narrowly that 
almost no one can qualify.

In fact, just five of the 
23 people considered for 
such funding by the Texas 
Department of Aging and 
Disability Services have 
received it, according to a 
report in Sunday’s Dallas 
Morning News. All five 
sued the agency before 
being approved.

Most of the others stayed 
out of institutions because 
their families sacrificed 
services to get under the 
state’s price cap for care.

The dispute involves the 
most medically fragile dis­
abled Texans, the hundreds 
of people for whom care is 
extremely expensive and 
time-consuming. These 
patients can cost the state 
as much as a half-million 
dollars a year each, on top 
of the significant sacri­
fices their families make 
to provide care. Decisions 
in these cases are often 
difficult and fraught with 
emotion.

In one case, Toby 
Simmons received around- 
the-clock nursing care in 
his foster mother’s home. 
But when he turned 21 and 
aged out of the children’s 
health program that paid 
for the care, the state said it 
was too costly to keep him 
at home.

His foster mother saw the 
2007 provision as a way 
to keep Simmons home. 
But despite her pleas and 
warnings from Simmons’ 
longtime doctor saying he 
was too fragile to live in an 
institution, the state denied 
the funding.

Simmons was moved 
to a Killeen-area nursing 
home in May, and within 
24 hours, he was dead. It’s 
still unclear why.

“Our doctors told us, our 
nurses told us, that Toby 
would die in an institution. 
But the state forced us into 
it,” said Simmons’ foster 
mother, Juanita Craig, who 
took the boy in when he 
was abandoned by his bio­
logical parents at Just a 
few weeks old. “I know he 
could’ve been taken care 
of much better at home. It 
hurts in the worst kind of 
way.”

Demand for these ser­
vices is only expected to 
increase. Advocates esti­
mate more than 200 medi­
cally fragile kids will be 
aging out of the children’s

program between now and 
201-'!.

“Obviously, these fami­
lies do see this as a life- 
and-death situation for 
their loved ones,” agen­
cy spokeswoman Laura 
Albrecht said. “We’re bal­
ancing that desire to keep 
someone at home with the 
many other individuals 
who are waiting to receive 
services.”

Under Texas’ disability 
policy, the state will pay 
whatever it takes to keep 
medically fragile children 
in a family home, whether 
it’s with blood relatives 
or a foster parent. But the 
moment they turn 21, dif­
ferent rules apply.

By state law, these peo­
ple may continue to receive 
care at home, as long as 
the cost of in-home treat­
ment is no more than twice 
what it is in an institution. 
If state officials determine 
that the cost of home health 
care exceeds this cap, the 
person has three options: 
move into a nursing home 
or state school, cut costs 
at home or use the 2007 
provision to make up the 
difference.

But for a person to 
qualify for the exemption, 
health care officials must 
determine that he or she 
can’t be .safely served in 
an institution, a threshold 
advocates say is tough to

care they have given him, 
and let your adult children

make up their own minds 
about whether they want to 
be contacted.

This is the 21st century, 
and we are far beyond the 
attitudes of the 1950s in 
which a human being who 
is born out of wedkK'k is 
a shameful secret forev­
er to be buried. In addi­
tion, secrets have a way of 
always coming out eventu­
ally.

Gaines worked 
three and two-thirds 
innings for Glo-Valve 
allowing two earned runs 
and two walks. He struck 
out three.

Gas prices finally give, oil prices dip
NEW YORK (AP) — 

Retail gasoline prices 
retreated Monday for the 
first time in nearly two 
months, as benchmark 
crude prices fell 4 percent.

The World Bank said 
the global economy would 
shrink more than previous­
ly stated and burgeoning 
supplies of crude and gas­
oline finally appeared to 
grab hold of energy prices 
that since early May have 
appeared to shake off mar­
ket fundamentals.

Benchmark crude for July 
delivery dropped $2.93 to 
$66.63 on the New York 
Mercantile Exchange. The 
July contract expires later 
Monday, and most of the 
trading already has shift­
ed to the August contract, 
which lost $2.86 to $67.16.

Average retail gasoline 
prices fell for the first time 
in 54 days. The national 
average for pump prices 
fell 0.3 cents overnight to 
$2.69 a gallon, according 
to auto club AAA, Wright 
Express and Oil Price

Information Service.
A gallon of gas jumped 

by 28.1 cents in the past 
month as refiners slowed 
production and consump­
tion increased during the 
summer driving season. 
Gas is still $1,383 cheaper 
than it was the same time 
last year, when crude was 
on a historic run toward 
$150 per barrel.

Signs of any economic 
recovery have repeatedly 
brought large investors 
into the oil and gasoline 
markets but on Friday, as 
gas and crude futures fell, 
the government reported 
what looked like an exo­
dus of speculative money 
betting that prices would/ 
continue to rise. ^

Consumers saw that play 
out at the pump beginning 
on April 28, when gasoline 
prices began an extended 
rally. While the national 
average price fell for the 
first time overnight, con­
sumers in many markets 
saw prices begin to fall 
steadily two weeks ago.

Crude prices have dou­
bled since the Federal 
Reserve in March flooded 
the economy with more 
than $1 trillion. The move, 
which was meant to revive 
the housing market, weak­
ened the dollar and sent 
investors looking for safe 
haven commodities like 
oil.

Oil executives have 
maintained that the rising 
energy prices were more 
a reflection of investor 
enthusiasm than market 
fundamentals. Petroleum 
consumption is still hover­
ing around a 10-year low in 
^he United States.

With the Fed meeting 
later this week, investors 
have started shifting their 
bets, Alaron Trading Corp. 
analyst Phil Flynn said.

“A lot of people are wor­
ried that the Fed is going 
to say ‘Enough is enough, 
we’re going to stop print­
ing money. We’re going 
to stop buying back debt,”’ 
Flynn said.

The World Bank said

Monday that the global 
economy would shrink by 
2.9 percent this year, much 
worse than its March pre­
diction for a contraction of 
1.7 percent.

“The global recession 
has deepened,’’ the bank 
said, adding that econom­
ic damage to developing 
countries “has been much 
deeper and broader than 
previous crises.”

Geopolitical turmoil 
over the weekend and on 
Monday in oil rich regions 
has done little to stop 
the slide that began early 
Friday. Iran carried out its 
threat to crush opposition 
protests over its disputed 
presidential election.

“A year ago the political 
turmoil in Iran would have 
sent oil prices through the 
roof... but these days mar­
kets are calmer,” said KBC 
Market Services in Britain.

Attorney: Epileptic
inmate’s death
set off riots

PECOS, Texas (AP) — An attorney contends prison 
officials and medical care providers impropwly treat­
ed an epileptic inmate and his death while in solitary 
confinement set off the first of two riots at a privately 
run federal lockup in West Texas.

Detainees at the Reeves County Detention Center 
rioted and complained of inadequate health care fol­
lowing the death of 32-year-old Jesus Manuel Galindo 
in December. El Paso attorney Miguel Torres, who 
represents the dead inmate’s family, said former 
cellmates touched off the riot because they had wor­
ried about Galindo, the Midland Reporter-Telegram 
reported last week.

“They tried to contact the administration and say, 
‘Bring him back and we will watch him’,” Torres said.

Prison operator The GEO Group did not respond to 
requests for comment by the newspaper. A message 
could not be left for the Boca Raton, Fla.-based com­
pany by The Associated Press. The facility’s contract 
health care provider, Physicians Network Association 
of Lubbock, did not respond to a call for comment 
from the AP.

About three days before his death, a Physicians 
Network Association staffer had examined Galindo, 
Torres said.

Galindo had been in the security housing unit for 
committing minor infractions.

The inmate had told an investigator sent by his 
defense' attorney that he was not being given his 
medication often enough and the dosage was lowered, 
said federal public defender Judy Madewell in San 
Antonio.

Galindo took Dilantin, a medication that should be 
taken at precise times and monitored. His mother also 
had told the prison her son was having seizures and 
sent his medical records, Torres said.

The investigator sent by Galindo’s public defender 
told prison officials the inmate needed to be trans­
ferred from solitary confinement. Prison operators 
told the investigator Galindo would be moved by the 
weekend, Madewell said.

“My secretary translated a letter in which Jesus 
said, ‘I’m afraid I’m going to die and no one will find 
me!’?” Madewell said.

When Galindo was found at 7 a.m. on Dec. 12, rigor 
mortis had set in, meaning he’d been dead for several 
hours, Torres said.

Fellow prisoners rioted that day and another riot 
followed in Jan. 31. Several of the prisoners now face 
charges.

Immigration enforcement 
in Arizona could toughen

PHOENIX (AP) — As America’s busiest immi­
grant smuggling hub, Arizona has earned the distinc­
tion as a place that’s tough on people who sneak 
across the border.

That reputation would harden if the Legislature and 
governor approve a proposal that would draw local 
authorities deeper into immigration enforcement and 
further reject the notion that immigration is the sole 
responsibility of the federal government.

The proposal, which has cleared the state Senate 
and is being considered by the House, would require 
police to try to determine people’s immigration 
status when they have reasonable suspicions that a 
person doesn’t have legal status.

And, if approved, Arizona would become the only 
state to criminalize the presence of illegal immi­
grants through an expansion of its trespassing law.

While the practical effect of such a law is yet 
unclear, immigrant rights advocates predict it would 
lead to racial profiling that would target thousands of 
Latinos who are U.S. citizens.

And the proposal’s constitutionality is also a 
source of contention.
