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County plans rainwater harvest system
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While the county is planning 
to replace tl^  roof on the Clyde 
Carruth Pavilion in Recreation 
Paric, Gray County Agent Brandon 
McGinty is planning to put that 
roof to work catching snow and 
rainwater.

The water that runs off the roof 
will be captured and routed to 
a 250,000 gallon tank for wash­
ing animals at livestock shows in '

Pampa, wetting down streets or 
wetting down the nearby rodeo 
arena.

While the water won’t be used 
for human consumption, it will be 
treated to keep down bacteria and 
algae, McGinty said.

Right now, the rainwater har­
vest system is still in the planning 
stages.

The county is using insurance 
money to replace the roof on the 
pavilion that was damaged in last

May’s hailstorm, but McGinty 
said the rainwater system is pretty 
much a volunteer effort.

He envisions it primarily as 
providing water for the pavilion 
and saving money on the county’s 
water bill, but McGinty said it will 
also demonstrate what can be done 
with rainwater.

Rainwater harvesting is an old 
concept and is used in other areas, 
but it’s not widely used in the pan­
handle, something he hopes he can

help change.
According to his calculations, 

rain off the pavilion could fmxhice 
several hundred thousand gallons 
of water a year.

But there are costs. Right now, 
he said he’s trying to find a tank 
that can be placed next to the 
pavilion in order to store the rain­
water that runs off the new roof.

Brown grew up in small­
town Tennessee and saw 
Bryant as the larger-than- 
life figure he was, the same 
way anyone of a certain 
age fixMn that part of the 
country would.

Now, he’s at Texas. 
Once derisively known as 
“Coach February” — die 
guy who could recruit all 
Ac talent but never cash 
in come January —  Brown 
has won s ^ e n  of his last 
eight bowl games, led the 
Longhorns (13-0) to one 
national title and can easily 
be mentioned in the same 
breath as dieir own legend­
ary coach, Darrell Royal.

He tells his players to 
focus on die “tfaiise Fs.”

“I wasn’t the smart­
est guy in the world, so 
one day I said it’s full of 
‘Fs’ —  it’s fiut, have fun, 
be physical,” Brown said. 
“They all laughed. Some 
of them didn’t get it. That 
bothered me more.”

Kidding aside. Brown 
used Wednesday’s news 
conference to continue a

theme he’s been building 
on all month — diat die 
two best teams are meet­
ing at the Rose Bowl and a 
true national champicm will 
come out of die game.

It was a legitimate debate 
five weeks ago udien the 
BCS pairings came out 
and there were five unde­
feated teams — Alabama, 
Texas, Cincirmati, TCU 
and Boise State. Since 
then, CirKiimati got blown 
out S1-24 by Florida in the 
Sugar Bowl and TCU lost, 
17-10 to Boise State in die 
Fiesta Bowl. It leaves the 
Broncos as the only team 
with an argument — one 
they undoubtedly won’t 
win.

Alabama (13-0) comes 
into the game as a four- 
point favorite, in part 
because the Tide was so 
much more impressive than 
Texas in its last game.

Led by Ingram on offense 
and a stifling defense 
anchored by Cody and line­
backer Rolando McClain, 
the Tide shut down Tim 
Tebow in a 32-13 crush­
ing of Florida in the 
Southeastern Conference 
tide game.

Texas, meanwhile, beat 
Nebraska 13-12 in the Big 
12 championship game, 
after officials put a second 
back on the clock follow­
ing a pass McCoy threw 
out of.>bounds. It'allowed 
Hunter Lawrence to kick 
the wirming field goal, 
even though McCoy’s 
sloppy game management 
at dw erid nearly cost Texas 
a chance to win it all.

Even though both teams 
won, diose games essen­
tially sealed die Heisman 
race. McCoy direw for 184 
yards, three interceptions 
and got sacked nine times. 
Ingram ran for 113 yards 
and three touchdowns to 
become Alabama’s first 
Heisman winner.

Which sets up a very
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similar scenario as the last 
time Texas played at die 
Rose Bowl.

Back then, it was 
the Longhorns against 
Soudiem California in the 
weeks after Texas quarter­
back Vince Young lost the 
Heisman to USC’s Reggie 
Bush.

"They weren’t showing 
us no kind of respect at 
all, so we just kind of used 
that all as motivation until 
game-time came,” said 
Young, who is expected 
on the sideline Thursday 

night.
Young had one of the 

best p^orm ances in col­
lege football history in a 
41-38 win over USC — 
passing for 267 yards, 
running for 200 more and 
transforming himself into 
something more dian just 
another great player to 
Texas fans, who have seen 
their share.

That’s die kind of thing 
that can happen to a play­
er who lesids his team a 
national tide in Texas or 
Alabama, two states where 
football and life always 
intersect.

“You’re under die micro­
scope,” said Longhorns left 
taclde Adam Ulatoski, who 
played at high school pow- 
erhtnise SoiUhlake Carroll 
near Fort xWorth. “But it’s 
a litde different when it’s 
a town watching you and 
the state of Texas watch­
ing you. It’s .a litde bit of 
pressure, but it’s a whole 
lot of fun.”

In Alabama, too.
“They tend to maybe 

idolize people who play 
football here, even diough 
we’re just regular people,” 
said Alabama kicker l^igh 
Tiffin, a tutive of Muscle 
Shoals whose dad. Van, 
kicked for the Tide in the 
‘80s. “Something like this 
is probably the most excit­
ing thing that haf^iens in 
Alabama the entire year.”

Labor, elected leaders urge president 
to seek aiBbidable health care

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
A governm.mt study issued 
Thursday finds 13 juvenile 
detention facilities around 
tile country have high rates 
of sex abuse and victimiza­
tion, with nearly 1 out of 
every 3 inmates reporting 
some type of victimization.

The Justice Department 
study found that nation­
wide, about 12 percent of 
youths held in state-run, 
privately run, or local fricil- 
ities reported some type of 
sexual victimization — but 
those rates varied widely 
from place to place. Six 
sites had reported victim­
ization rates of 30 percent 
or higher.

“> ^ a t those num­
bers say to me is that 
there are failures in hir­
ing, training, supervision 
and response and oabil- 
ity around this issue,” said 
Linda McFarlane, deputy 
executive director of Just 
Detention International, 
which fights to end sexu­
al abuse of those who are 
detained.

About 10 percent of 
youths surveyed reported 
incidents involved facility 
staff people, and nearly all 
of those complaints were 
against female staffers. 
About 2 percent of the 
repotted incidents involv­
ing other young inmates.

McFarlane called the 
level of staff abuse shock­
ing.

“Many of these are 
already the most vulner­
able and traumatized youth 
from all of our communi­
ties and they’re placed for 
custody because they’re 
considered to be a ^ n -  
ger,” she said. “If sexually 
abused in those very insti­
tutions that are supposed to 
help them prepare for life 
in the commimity then it’s 
just an incredible travesty.”

About 26,550 juveniles 
are held in such facilities 
around the country, and 
the survey — conducted 
for the government by 
Westat, a company based 
on Rockville, Md. —  col­
lected information frnm 
about 9,000 of them.

The study identified 
six facilities where the 
survey found at least 3 
out of every 10 inmates 
said they were sexually 
victim ize while in cus­
tody: Pendleton Juvenile 
Correctional Facility 
in Indiana; Gersicana 
Residential Treatment 
Center in Texas; Backbone 
Mountain Youth Center in 
Swanbm, Md.; Samarkand 
Youth Development Center 
in Eagle Springs, N.C; 
Cresson Secure Treatment 
Unit in PennsylvmHa; and 
the Culpeper Juvenile 
Correctional Center, Long 
Term, in Mitchells, Va.

At Pendleton, the rate of 
incidents was double the 
national average foe such 
facilities.

Another seven sites 
reported nearly as high 
levels of sexual abuse or 
victimization: Victory
Field Correctional 
Academy in Vernon, 
Texas; Indianapolis 
Juvenile Correctional 
Facility; Shawono Center 
in Grayling, Michigan; 
Woodland Hills Youth 
Development Center in 
Nashville, Tenn.; L.E. 
Rader Center in Sand 
Springs, Okla.; Bon Air 
Juvenile Correctional 
Center in Virginia; New 
Jersey Training School in 
Monroe Township, NJ.

At those 13 facilities, 
most reports of sexual vic­
timization involved non- 
consensual sex acts with 
another youth or serious 
sex acts with facility staff.

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Analysis: 2009 
transformed U S
racial dynamics

JESSE WASHINGTON -  —
An AP News Analysis

The year began with a harmonious glow at the inaugu­
ration of the first black president, as America marked a 
stunning victory over its racial demons.

“That lasted about a day,” President Barack Obama 
said two months later. He attributed that to the economic 
calamity threatening all Americans, but his statement also 
applied to the notion that all our racial problems had been 
solved.

, The dynamics of race were trwsformed in 2009 
because ftie most powerful person oiFEarth was no longer 
white. But despite that potent symbol — and sometimes, 
because of it —  race remained a volatile and often divi­
sive subject.

“It felt like an evolution to me, something that created 
a: paradigm shift," says Dr. Joy DeGruy, a black author 
and speaker who focuses on racial healing. “We moved a 
quantum leap forward.”

Conservative radio host Mike Gallagher calls the 
change “profound” and says there were fewer racial con­
troversies last year than in almost any other during his 
30-plus years of radio.

“1 get the sense from my audience collectively that 
there is a sigh of relief, that we’ve made progress this 
year,” says Gallagher, who is white. “Because 1 truly 
believe that good people don’t want to be mired in racial 
conflict.”

One sign of that progress was Elwin Wilson. Inspired 
by reaction to the inauguration, he sought out U.S. Rep. 
John Lewis. They had last met in 1961, when Wilson and 
other white racists brutally beat Lewis during a Freedom 
Ride civil rights protest in South Carolina.

Wilson apologized, and Lewis accepted.
“I think it will lead to a great deal of healing,” the black 

congressman said.
The year held many milestones. George Lopez became 

die firét Latino host of a late-night TV show. Ursula 
Bums became the fust black woman to lead a Fortuné 
500 company. Xerox. The Indian model Padma Lakshmi 
starred in commercials fm shampoo and hamburgers.

More than 2 million people clicked on a humorous but 
perceptive YouTube ad for J(ed House Furniture in High 
Point, N.C., “where white people and black people buy 
furniture.”

There were signs that the elusive American “conversa­
tion on race” gained a foothold last year.

Jen Wang, co-founder of the race and culture blog 
Disgrasian, said she used to be discouraged by the reluc­
tance to discuss race.
*“Sometiiing shifted the day that Obama took office,” 

she says. “There’s something in the conversation that 
tells me readers feel like if we discuss it, there’s a chance 
that there will be some change or progress, or at least you 
will be heard.”

But there was pain amid the progress.
The disorderly conduct arrest of Mack scholar Henry 

Louis Gates by a white officer after he forced open the 
jammed front door of his home seemed like a throwback 
to an ewiier, divided era. ^

The issue was inflamed when Obama slipped frxmi 
his race-neutral stance and said that police who arrested 
Gates had “acted stupidly.” Obama’s poll numbers 
among whites plunged; he then invited the cop and the 
professor to meet at the White House.

In May. thtee white teens in Shenandoah, Pa., were 
acquitted the most serious charges in the beating death 
of Luis Ramtreg. an illegal Mexican immigranL The case 
became a rallying cry for Latino activists who called it 
part of a rising t i ^  of antt-Hispanic hate crimes. Federal 
hale'crime dtarges were filed agatnat two of the teens in 
Decémber.

Latino groups abo demanded the ouster of CNN host 
Lou DobM to t his anti-iaMaigratian rhsloric. aad he 
rssigned in November.

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The remark dominated her contentious confirmation 
hearings. Race had once again become a wedge •— but 
with a new twist, as white senators voiced fears of imfair 
treatment at the hands of a powerful Puerto Rican.

The idea was connected to an argument that gained 
traction this year: That Obama’s election proved the play­
ing* field had fmally been leveled, and tiiat the biggest 
remaining barrier to black progress was black attitudes.

“It is not white racism that plays the deciding role in 
success among minorities anymore,” says Edward Blum, 
a fellow at the American Enterprise Institute who studies 
civil r i^ ts  policy issues. *~

The Supreme Court appeared to agree in June, when it 
ruled 5-4 that a group of white firefighters were unfairly 
denied promotions because no blacks performed well 
enough on the exam. (Sotomayor had ruled against die 
white firefighters on a lower court, citing precedent that 
said a test is discriminatory if it had a disparate racial 
impact.)

“This is just proof positive that people should be treated 
as individuals and not statistics,’̂  said Frank Ricci, the 
firefighter whose name was on the lawsuit.

But statistics on high black unemployment were the pri­
mary evidence used by the Congressional Black Caucus 
in E>ecember when it demanded that Obama provide spe­
cial assistance to jobless blacks.
