Lilith Msitin and her brothers 
were walking home from her 
cousin’s house that spring after­
noon in Pampa when the storm 
blew in.

At first she Uiought it was a 
rainstorm, but then die wind and 
dust came rolling in.

It was April 14, 193S, Black 
Sunday.

“1 was five years old in 1935,” 
Lilith Martin Brainard said, sit­
ting in the Woody Guthrie Folk 
Music Center on Soufii Cuyler 
last week.

She was four on Black Sunday. 
She turned five years old on 
May 2, later fiut year.

Still, she remembers the day 
well. April 14 had been the birdi- 
day of her cousin, Noel DeWitt.

”We had gone to his birthday 
party,” Brainard said. “He must 
have been six because he was 
older than I was.”

She and her brothers, Billy, 
7, and Wesley, 8, lived on
Faulknwi------------------------------

“We were walking home,” 
Brainard said. “The DeWitts 
lived on Campbell Street. They 
had the DeWitt Laundry.”

As the little girl and her two 
older brothers walked by the 
filling station of Foster, the men 
gathe^  there told the children 
Aey’d better get on home before 
the storm struck.

“We always stopped there,” 
Brainard said of the station. 
“They had a water fountain out 
front.”

She said she remembers look­
ing up and seeing what appeared 
to be a big black rain storm 
approaching.

“We left there on Foster and 
were walking back to Francis 
Street,” Braiiuud said. “Right 
across the street from Dr. 
Purvines in fact.”

As she and her brothers were 
about to cross Francis Street,

they saw dieir mother.
“We went across the street to 

meet her,” Brainard said. “By 
the time we got to Hobart Street, 
that thing hit, and it was just a 
rolling dust storm.”

“It was unforgettable.”
She said it rolled in like a rain­

storm. but it was dust.
“We went to a house there on 

Hobart Street,” Brainard said. 
“We went to this house and went 
in there and waited until the 
storm moved on.”

The people at the house took 
Brainard and her family home 
after the storm rolled on through.

While there were people who 
reported being scared that it was 
the end of the world, Brainard 
said she wasn’t afraid.

“Nothing scared us,” she said 
of her brothers and fnends. “We 
were in a world of adventure.” 

In those days, Brainard said, it 
was safe to let kids roam in the 
small town.

Lim ited success for d ru g  

fight, claims Juarez mayor
AUSTIN (AP) —  Jose Reyes 

Ferriz, mayor o f one o f the 
world’s most violent cities, 
claimed limited success Monday 
in the battle against the drug car­
tels in Ciudad Juarez along the 
U.S-Mexico border.

Speaking at the University of 
Texas at Austin, Reyes attribut­
ed the success to military patrols 
and anti-corruption initiatives.

The military had joined police 
in patrolling the violent streets 
of Juarez, a sprawling industrial 
city acroaa the border fh>m El 
Paso, Texas. Although the mili­
tary recently stopped taking part 
in those patrols, it has helped

create a more professional and 
less corrupt law enforcement 
strucUire, Reyes said.

“We are now in a position to 
go ahead and start solving the 
problem,” he said.

Reyes also downplayed reports 
o f human rights violations by 
the military. The complaints o f  
abuse have come mostly fit>m 
the parents o f people detained 
for dnig-trafficldng offenses, he 
said, adding there was no way to 
“politely” act against “hardened 
criminals.”

C a rte ls  team  up, d estroy hit m en g a n g
MEXICO CITY (AP) — Three 

. Mexican cartels have joined forces 
to destroy a gang of hit men that has 
grown into a feared drug traffick­
ing outfit with reach into Central 
America, Mexican and U.S. officials 
said Monday. The shiñ in allegiances 
is fueling bloody battles along the 
Texas border.

Intelligence reports indicate the 
Gulf cartel has recruited its former 
rival. La Familia, to crush the Zetas 
gang in the Mexican border state of 
Tamaulipas, said Ramon Pequeño, 
the head of the anti-narcotics division 
of Mexico's federal-police.

An official with the U.S. Drug 
Enforcement Administration said the 
Sinaloa cartel, Mexico's most power­
ful drug trafficking organization, has 
also joined the alliance against the 
Zetas, whose rise to power has come 
to threaten all three of the cartels.

"It's an issue of a common enemy," 
said Will Glaspy, head of the DEA's 
office in the border town of McAllen, 
Texas.

The pact followed a break between 
the Gulf cartel and the Zetas, which 
started as a group of hit men for the 
Gulf but quickly began rivaling its 
creator. Tamaulipas has long been 
the stronghold of the Gulf cartel, 
but the Zetas have begun taking 
over.

It was the first official confirmation 
of the pact, which has been rumored 
since banners appeared throughout 
the region earlier this year announc­
ing the campaign by "the cartels of 
Mexico united against the 2^tas."

One banner even urged President 
Felipe Calderon to withdraw the 
army and let the new alliance exter­
minate the Zetas. Videos and e-mails 
were sent around warning families to

CIUDAD JUAREZ, Mexico (AP) — After a two-year 
battle that has killed more than 5,000 people, Mexico’s 
most powerful kingpin now controls the coveted traf­
ficking routes through Ciudad Juarez. That conclusion 
by U.S. intelligence adds to evidence that Joaquin “El 
Chapo" Guzman’s Sinaloa cartel is winning Mexico’s 
drug war.

The assessment was made based on information from 
confidential informants with direct ties to Mexican drug 
gangs and other intelligence, said a U.S. federal agent 
who sometimes woilcs undercover, insisting on anonym-

TULSA, Okla. (AP) — The Oklahoma Department of 
Environmental Quality says an instrument malfunction at 
a Tulsa refinery has resulted in the release of sulfur diox­
ide into the air since the weekend.

DEQ spokeswoman Judy DuiKan said Monday the 
release is small and ongoing, but hasn’t been showing up 
on local air monitors. Duncan didn’t elaborate on what 
instrument malfunctioned.

Government reports say sulfur dioxide has a pungent 
odor, dissolves in water and is nonflammable. In high 
concentrations, it can cause breathing difficulties and 
damage foliage.

Officials for the Dallas-based company couldn’t be 
reached for comment Monday.

Andrea Simmons, an FBI spokeswoman in El Paso, 
confirmed that the majority of drug loads arriving from 
Juarez now belong to Guzman. And Mexican Federal 
Police Chief Facundo Rosas told the AP that while 
authorities are still working to confirm the U.S. assess­
ment, “These are valid theories.”

“If you control the city (Ciudad Juarez), you control 
the dnigs,” the federal agent said. “And it appears to be 
Chapo.”

Today’s Highlight in History:
On April 13, 1743, the third president of the United 

States, Thomas Jefferson, was bom in Shadwell, Va.

On this date:
In 1598, King Henry IV of France endorsed 

the Edict of Nantes, which granted rights to the 
Protestant Huguenots. The edict was abrogated in 
1685 by King Louis XIV, who declared France 
entirely Catholic again.

In 1742, Handel’s “Messiah” was first performed 
publicly, in Dublin, Ireland.

In 1860, the Pony Express completed its inaugural 
run from St. Joseph, Mo., to Sacramento, Calif, in 
10 days.

In 1870, the Metropolitan Museum of Art was 
incorporated in New York. The original museum 
opened in 1872.

In 1943. President Franklin D. Roosevelt dedi­
cated the JelTerson Memorial.

In 1958, American Van Clibum. 23, won the first 
International Tchaikovsky Competition for piano 
in Moscow; Russian Valery Klimov won the violin 
competition.

In 1960, the U.S. Navy’s Transit IB navigational 
satellite was successfully launched into orbit.

In 1970, Apollo 13, four-fifths of the way to the 
moon, was crippled when a tank containing liquid 
oxygen burst. The astronauts managed to return 
safely.

In 1986, Pope John Paul 11 visited the Great 
S\ nagogue of Rome in the first recorded papal visit 
to a Jewish house of worship.

In 1992, the Great Chicago Flood took place as 
the city’s century-old tunnel system and adjacent 
basements filled with water from the Chicago River.

14 9  years on, D ix ie  decree stirs debate
RICHMOND, Va. (AP) 

— Less than three months 
into office. Gov. Bob 
McDonnell was blindsid­
ed last week by questions 
his Confederate History 
Month decree evoked, 
and the national furor that 
ensued.

Mentioning Old Dixie 
without noting the horrors 
of human bondage brought 
passions of the past into a 
quarrelsome political cli­
mate that elected the first 
black president in 2008, 
and has ignited angry pro­
tests over his policies since 
then.

It’s all the more trou­
bling to a former Virginia 
governor that the words 
like “usurpation,” "nulli­
fication” and “state sover­
eignty” are prominent in 
bitter protests over a new 
federal law that expands 
the federal reach on health 
care. Those same terms 
were in vogue around the 
Civil War in the 1850s and 
1860s, and during the civil 
rights struggle in the 1950s 
and 1960s.

McDonnell immediately 
felt the lash of public criti­
cism and swiftly apologized 
for the omission, adding a 
paragraph to his proclama­
tion that denounces slavery 
as “evil and inhumane.” 
But the whirlwind persist­
ed and went global, with 
Obama saying in a televi­
sion interview from Prague 
that McDonnell’s omission 
was “unacceptable.”

L. Douglas Wilder, a 
grandson of slaves whom 
Virginians made the 
nation’s first elected black 
governor in 1989, accepted 
McDormell’s apology and 
dismissed the flap as “an 
honest mistake by an hon­
orable man.”

Republican Mississippi 
Gov. Haley Barbour said 
the proclamation seemed
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like a lot of noise over 
something that “doesn’t 
amount to diddly.”

But Wilder said the abid­
ing desire to celebrate the 
Old South with official 
declarations, most recently 
by Virginia and Georgia, 
is a worrisome sign that 
history’s lessons have not 
been fully learned as angry 
voices again advocate 
states’ rights and preach 
defiance to Washington.

“They’re talking about 
there being an effort by the 
government to take away 
their freedom,” Wilder 
said in an Associated Press 
interview. “No one is tak­
ing away anyone’s free­
dom, but we’ve heard all 
of that before. So you ask 
them, ‘You really don’t 
like this nation? You really 
want to secede?”’

And it’s not just activists 
who energize the grow­
ing Tea Party movement 
who drive the impassioned 
debate.* Last year, Texas 
Gov. Rick Perry suggested 
his state could be driven 
to secede from the union 
by Washington, though he

T  ransmission
infrastructure the
first step for w ind

The hottest topic in the 
field of wind and renew­
able energy is that of elec­
trical transmission infra­
structure. While it may not 
sound very thrilling, the 
implementation of addi­
tional electrical transmis­
sion is the first step in cap­
italizing on our region’s 
world class wind resource.

I’ve written before about 
the CREZ (Competitive 
Renewable Energy Zone) 
lines that the State of Texas 
is in the process of con­
structing in order to trans­
port our wind energy gen­
eration to the growing met­
ropolitan areas of the state 
like Dallas, Austin and San 
Antonio. Thanks to this 
decision by state leaders, 
the Texas Panhandle can 
expect roughly 5,500 addi­
tional megawatts of wind 
farm development in the 
next several years.

These CREZ lines are 
an excellent start to trans-

in ourmission expansion 
windy region, but this isn’t 
the only project we can 
expect to spur wind devel­
opment in the next few 
years.

Most of the Texas 
Panhandle is a part of an 
electrical grid called die 
Southwest Power Pool. 
SPP is a regional transmis­
sion organization, mandat­
ed by the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission to 
ensurt reliable supplies of 
power and adequate trans­
mission infiastiiicture.

The SPP is in the pro­
cess of planning additional 
transmission throughout 
the seven states it serves, 
including the Texas 
Panhandle. One of the 
goals in planning for this

emphasized that.
“1 guess what offends me 

is the disregard relative to 
the facts of what the Civil 
War was about, what the 
practice of slavery really 
was like, and the state of 
events in this country had 
the South succeeded in that 
war,” Wilder said.

When he was governor. 
Wilder issued a proclama­
tion commemorating the 
strife and loss, both Union 
and Confederate, in the 
Civil War, with Virginia 
being home to more of 
its battles than any other 
state. Also during his term 
from 1990 to 1994, Wilder 
ordered Confederate flag 
arm patches removed from 
the sleeves of Virginia Air 
National Guard uniforms.

In the states that com­
prised the Confederacy, 
proclamations honoring the 
Lost Cause are never sim­
ple or easy. Issue them and 
invite the wrath of African- 
Americans who view it 
as validation of a system 
that held their ancestors in 
chains. Refuse them and 
anger constituents whose 
ancestors fought for the 
South, though most rebel 
soldiers were far too poor 
ever to own slaves.

It’s a difficult choice, 
said David “Mudcat” 
Saunders, a Democratic

additional infnistructure is 
to utilize the wind resource 
of our area, and export that 
power to other areas of the 
nation that need it.

Another transmission 
project that, if completed, 
could be a catalyst for more 
renewable energy develop­
ment is the Tres Amigas 
Superstation. This ambi­
tious project is a proposed 
DC tie near Clovis, New 
Mexico that could con­
nect all three grids in the 
United States, and allow 
electric power to be trans­
ferred ffom grid to grid. 
For example, a wind farm 
in the Texas Panhandle, 
through Tres Amigas, 
could sell its power to a 
customer in Nevada. If 
this project goes forward, it 
could potentially blow the 
door wide open for renew­
able energy development 
in our region.

Because transmission is 
such an important issue 
to the wind industry and 
our region. Class 4 Winds, 
Inc. is hosting a seminar 
this month that will bet­
ter educate those interested 
in the topic. The semi­
nar, titled ‘Transmission 
-  Where We Are Now,’ 
will take place on the 
afternoon of April 29th at 
the Ambassador Hotel in 
Amarillo. Speakers include 
representatives from 
the following organiza­
tions: The Public Utility 
Commission of Texas, 
Cross Texas Trananission. 
Sharyland Utilities, The

strategist and descendant 
of a Confederate soldier 
who co-wrote a book in 
2006 on how Democrats 
can win back the white 
Southern voters who aban­
doned the party for the 
(j OP and Richard Nixon 
in 1968.

“What upsets them is 
when slavery is injected 
into the discussion and it’s 
imputed that their ancestors 
— their great-great-grand- 
daddies who fought in the 
Civil War — were racists 
and when only 3 (percent) 
to 5 percent of the people 
in the Confederacy owned 
slaves,” Saunders said.

“We don’t like to be 
called racists, damn it. We 
don’t. Because we're not. 
The greatest feat the devil 
ever accomplished on this 
earth was slavery,” he said.

But because the seceded 
states of the South and the 
war that restored them to 
the Union by force will 
always be linked to race 
by slavery, it will be hard 
for black and white peo­
ple ever to see it dispas­
sionately, much less agree, 
Saunders said.

“And the way 1 see it, 
both sides are right,^ he 
said. “A thousand years 
from now, people will still 
be arguing about it in these 
hills.”
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Bodies o f W . V a. miners found Astronauts take third spacewalk
CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP) — Recovery 

teams working before dawn Tuesday finished 
the pim task of recoveri^ the last of 29 West 
Virginia miners killed in the nation’s worst 
coal mining disaster in decades.

Jama Jarrett with the state Office of Miners’ 
Health Safety and Training said the last bodies 
were removed from deep inside the sprawling 
mine around 2 a.m. or 3 a.m. Tuesday and 
were being sent to the state medical examiner 
for autopsies.

Recovery efforts had been stalled in previ­
ous days by volatile gases, but teams entered 
Monday a ^  the tunnels were ventilated.

Massey Energy CEO Don Blankenship said 
the recovery means the company and others 
can now focus on the task of trying to deter­
mine what caused the worst U.S. coal mining 
disaster since 1970. Jarrett said investigators 
had not entered the mine by early Tuesday 
morning.

The team of inspectors from the Mine 
Safety and Health Administration briefed 
Secretary of Labor Hilda Solis and MSHA 
director Joe Main at the Upper Big Branch 
mine Monday.

Richmond, Va.-based Massey has been 
under scrutiny for a string of safety violations 
at the mine, though Blankenship Im defended 
the company’s record and disputed accusa­
tions that he puts profits ahead of safety.

Authorities have said high methane lev­
els may have played a role in the disaster. 
Massey has b ^  repeatedly cited and fined 
for problems with the system that vents

methane and for allowing combustible dust 
to build up.

West Virginia Gov. Joe Manchin is call­
ing for greater enforcement at state mines 
that have similar problems. Manchin is to 
attend an emergency meeting Tuesday of a 
state board chaiged with writing mine safety 
regulations.

The state has nearly 200 underground coal 
mines.

New Yoik state’s comptroller and a pension 
fund adviser called for Blankenship’s resigna­
tion immediately as chairman of Massey’s 
board. Comptroller Thomas DiNapoli, trust­
ee of a retirement fund holding more than 
300,000 shares of Massey stock worth $14 
million, said the company failed to adequately 
manage risks at the mine.

A similar challenge came in a letter to 
Massey from William Patterson, executive 
director of the Washington, D.C.-based CtW 
Investment Group, which works with union 
pension funds.

Mourning continued Monday exactly a 
week after the explosion, with the ceremony 
at the state Capitol and a moment of silence 
at 3:30 p.m. President Barack Obama ordered 
all U.S. flags in the state flown at half-staff 
until sunset Sunday.

Virginia Gov. Bob McDonnell also asked 
people in his state to observe the moment 
of silence. He restored $750,000 in funding 
for mine safety inspections in Virginia to the 
state’s strained budget, saying the tragedy in 
West Virginia was a wake-up call.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — 
A pair of astronauts finished install­
ing a fresh storage tank outside the 
International Space Station on Tuesday, 
accomplishing a main mission objective 
that required three spacewalks.

Venturing out on the final space- 
walk of shuttle Discovery’s flight, Rick 
Mastracchio quickly hooked up the fluid 
lines for the ammonia tank that feeds the 
station’s cooling system. He was done 
within minutes.

But as flight controllers began activat­
ing the tank to join it with the space sta­
tion’s cooling system, a valve appeared 
to be stuck. The trouble was on the nitro­
gen side of the tank, which is needed to 
provide pressure to the loops.

Engineers tried without success to 
get the valve working, then stood down 
to decide on the next step. A NASA 
spokesman said there was no immediate 
need to fix the problem; the ammonia 
in the tank is essentially a backup in the 
event of a leak in the cooling system.

At the same time, 215 mites above 
Earth, Mastracchio and Clayton 
Anderson struggled with a stubborn bolt 
on the old ammonia tank, which had

been removed on the previous space- 
walk.

In what almost seems to be a common 
occurrence on this flight, one of the four 
bolts on the tank would not engage. 
Mastracchio and Anderson were trying 
to secure the boxy, 1,300-pound tank in 
Discovery’s cargo bay when the problem 
cropped up. It appeared to be a misalign­
ment, and they pulled out a pry bar to try 
to fix it. The pry bar wasn’t needed, but 
a torque-increasing device was.

Mission Control told the astronauts 
that they had to drive in all four bolts all 
the way, one way or another.

“How you guys feeling?” asked shuttle 
pilot James Dutton Jr.

“I’ll feel better when we get this thing 
bolted in,” Mastracchio said. “No kid­
ding,” Anderson added.

When Mastracchio finally drove in 
the bolt, astronaut Dorothy Metcalf- 
Lindenburger shouted, “Now I can final­
ly say good job, we have the ammonia 
tank in the payload bay.” Earlier, she was 
too quick in offering congratulations.

NASA wants to return the old tank to 
Earth next week, in order to fill it and fly 
it back up this summer as a spare.

Newly married, Woody excused himself, saying 
he had to get home to his wife, Pampa native Mary 
Jennings. They had a small house off Somerville just 
south o f U.S. Highway 60 where they rode out the 
storm that Sunday.

Mary Jo, attending Woody Guthrie Day in Pampa 
several years ago, said she went on into the family 
home on Hill Street.

“We lived on Foster,” Brainard said. “My Dad had 
the Little Texas Café dowm there.”

Brainard said the dust storms o f the 1930s were 
much worse than the ones that rolled across the pan­
handle in the drought of the 1950s.

“I worked at Celanese then, and you couldn’t even 
see your hand in the hall,” Brainard said of the dust 
storms in the 1950s.

To remember the Dust Bowl and the 75th Anniversary 
o f Black Sunday, the Woody Guthrie Folk Music 
Center will have an open house on Wednesday and a 
jam session o f local musicians at 6:30 p.m.

The Pampa Harvesters 
junior varsity baseball team 
hit well and took advantage 
of errors in a 14-1 victory 
over the Palo Duro Dons.

Coach Dustin Miller said 
the team hit the ball well 
which helped take pressure 
off their pitchers.

“It always helps when 
you get started early and 
get some rtins,” Miller said. 
“Helps our pitchers relax 
a litde bit. We got to use 
three pitchers today and 
didn’t have to use someone 
six innings.”

Pampa’s starting pitch­
er James Thompson shut 
down the lX>ns in the first 
inning. After allowing a 
lead-off double, the next 
three Dons struck out. 
Thompson led off Pampa’s 
first with a walk and 
advanced to third off an 
errant throw by the pitcher 
on a pickoff attempt. Devin 
Coleman grounded out to 
third and Thompson scored 
to put the Harvesters ahead 
1- 0 .

Thompson continued his 
dominance in the second 
inning, striking out the side 
again. Pampa’s starter only 
needed 13 pitches to get 
through the inning. In two 
innings pitched, Thompson 
allowed one hit and struck 
out six.

The Harvesters broke 
things open in the bot­
tom of the second. Rudy 
Rodriguez and Riley 
Douglas led off by reach­
ing on errors. Rodriguez 
would score on a wild pitch 
followed by a passed ball. 
Douglas stole second, a 
passed ball and a wild pitch 
would bring him home. 
Taylor Woods reached 
base with a walk, advanc­
ing to second and third on

a passed ball and a wild 
pitch. Coleman drove in 
two with a triple to right. 
In total, Pampa scored 
five runs on three hits. 11 
Harvesters batted in the 
inning and five scored runs.

Jordan Lemons moved 
from shortstop and pitched 
the next two innings. Just 
like Thompson, Lemons 
didn’t allow much, only 
one run on one hit, one 
walk and struck out two. 
Tyler Powell would pitch 
the last inning and only 
allowed a walk and struck 
out one. Miller said the 
team’s pitching has 
improved over the course 
of the season.

“We really really strug­
gled early (in the season) 
with our pitching,” Miller 
said. “It’s gotten a lot bet­
ter. Even the Canyon and 
Randall games we actu­
ally pitched pretty well. It 
was a liability early and 
has become one of our 
strengths.”

Pampa continued where 
they left off in the bot­
tom of the third, sending 
12 batters to the plate and 
scored eight runs. Woods 
led off with a single and 
would score on a wild 
pitch. Thompson followed 
with a single and scored 
on the same wild pitch.
