GED, ESL classes help prepare students

Days can be long for Mike
Cole, but he said the rewards
are worth it.

After all day working with
inmates in the prerelease pro-
gram at
Pampa, Cole travels across
town to the Clarendon College
Pampa Center on the west side
of Pampa to teach English as a
Second Language (ESL) or pre-
pare students for their General
Education Development (GED)
exam.

“I stay busy,” he smiled. “It
keeps me out of trouble.”

Each night Cole and his aide,
Justin Hampton, help prepare
groups of students for the future.

The students that they work
with, Cole said, are highly moti-
vated or they wouldn’t be in
class.

“We provide GED instruction

to the community of Pampa,”
Cole said. “We do the ESL class
that meets up here on Tuesday
and Thursday nights, also.”

He said that each class has its
strengths.

“It’s an awesome class,” Cole
said of the English as a Second
Language class. “There are
some beautiful people in that
ESL class. It’s great.”

Both the English as a Second
Language and the GED classes
meet from 5:30 p.m. to 8 p.m.
on Wednesdays and Thursdays.

Working through Region 16
of the Texas Department of
Education, the classes run 10
months, from August through
May.

“We take June and July off,”
Cole said.

He said that the classes serve
the students’ needs and re-
opens pathways that, because of
extenuating circumstances, may
previously have been blocked.

“What we do,” Cole said, “is
support the people who have
reached a roadblock in their
lives or who have unfulfilled
goals.”

He said they help the students
work through that.

Cole said a lot of the students
go on with their education after
his classes.

“A lot of them will go to
Clarendon College,” he said.

Many times, he added, that’s
the reason that the students are
here, particularly with regard to
the GED class.

“They want to take a course
at Clarendon College,” Cole
said, “but (the lack of a high
school degree) is standing in
their way.”

He said that from his vantage
point, it is very enjoyable teach-
ing such classes.

“We've got good students,”
Cole said. “They just need one
step to really set them free.”

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New shale gas rules in Texas?

HQUSTON (AP) — The Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality has formally proposed beef-
ing up regulations on oil and gas drilling in the state’s
Barnett Shale region.

The rules were proposed on Wednesday. The proposal
now enters a public comment period. The new rules are
expected to go into effect Feb. 1.
~ The new rules are meant to strengthen technical drill-
Ing requirements and oversight of the oil and gas facili-
ties. Many facilities are near urban areas.

TCEQ has been accused of having weak regulations,
contributing to air pollution.

. Thg: TCEQ now has four monitors that measure pollu-
tion in areas that have a lot of drilling. Hourly results are
posted on an agency website. The commission also plans
to install three additional monitors.

First woman execution in five years

RICHMOND (AP) — A Virginia woman who used sex
and money to persuade two men to kill her husband and
her stepson to collect a $250,000 life insurance policy
was scheduled Thursday to be executed in two months,
which would be the first U.S. execution of a woman in
five years.

A judge set a Sept. 23 execution date for Teresa Lewis,
41, the only woman on Virginia’s death row. She would be
the first woman executed in the state in nearly a century.

Lewis offered herself and her 16-year-old daughter for
sex to two men who committed the killings. She provided
money to buy the murder weapons and stood by while
they shot her husband, Julian Clifton Lewis Jr., 51, and
stepson Charles J. Lewis, 25, in 2002 in Pittsylvania
County in south-central Virginia.

Lewis would be the first woman executed in the U.S.
since Frances Newton died by injection in Texas. Newton
shot her husband and two young children to death to col-
lect insurance money.

No cheaters in latest roid tests

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas found no cheaters in the latest
round of steroids tests of high school athletes.

The University Interscholastic League on Thursday
released results of tests for the spring semester of the
2009-2010 school year. Of the 3,308 boys and girls tested
last semester, all of the student athletes were clean.

About 50,000 tests since February 2008 have found
only about 20 confirmed cases of steroid use.

The program has been shrinking since lawmakers cre-
ated it in 2007 with a $3 million annual budget. In May
2009, when the small number of positive tests caused
some to question whether testing should be stopped, state
lawmakers cut the program to $1 million annually.

Budgets cuts have prompted more cuts. Last May, state
officials reduced the program budget to $750,000.

Ex-cop gets second assault charge

DALLAS (AP) — A Dallas police officer fired last month
is accused of sexually assaulting another woman who came
forward after hearing about his earlier arrest.

Dallas police Sr. Cpl. Kevin Janse said Thursday that
26-year-old Jeffrey Damon Thorn is being accused of a
second on-duty sexual assault charge.

Janse says the woman came forward after seeing Thorn’s
photo on the news.

Thorn was out on bond for the June arrest when he turned
himself in Tuesday.

In the June case, he allegedly threatened to take a woman

Janse did not give any details on the second assault.

Jobless claims drop again, still high

WASHINGTON (AP) — New jobless claims fell last
week for the third time in four weeks but remain elevated.
The decline is a sign that the economy likely added jobs
in July, although not enough to lower the nation’s high
unemployment rate.

First-time claims for unemployment insurance dropped
by 11,000 to a seasonally adjusted 457,000, the Labor
Department said Thursday.

Claims have fluctuated this month because of temporary
seasonal factors. General Motors and other manufacturers
skipped their traditional summer shutdowns, which led to
fewer layoffs and unemployment claims. But the impact

' of that distortion has largely faded from the data, a Labor
* Department analyst said.

The four-week average of claims, which smooths fluc-

 tuations, dropped to 452,500, the lowest level since May.

‘Saggy pants foolish but legal

NEW YORK - Wearing saggy pants is not a crime, just

- foolish.

That’s how a New York City judge ruled in throwing out

- a summons issued to a man wearing low-slung pants that

exposed his underwear.

Judge Ruben Franco said that the summons appeared to
be an attempt by one police officer to show his displeasure
with the style.

The Bronx man, Julio Martinez, was issued the ticket
on April 20.

The judge writes that many may find the low-slung trou-
ser trend distasteful and foolish. But he says people can
dress how they want as long as they do not offend public
order and decency.

Franco's decision was issued last month. Martinez and
his Legal Aid attorney could not be reached for comment.

“We are very much geared toward
helping these people find a job, or
at the very least provide them with
a trade or associate degree or what-
ever,” Smith said.

He said that if the needs of the
patients from an lower economic
level aren’t changed, they’ll go
back to drugs and alcohol.

While Smith want to locate the
facility within the Pampa city lim-
its so the city can benefit from an
expanded tax base, Smith said that
the patients wouldn’t be turned
loose in Pampa neighborhoods.

“That’s not how these systems
work,” he said. “It’s not a lock
down facility, but it will provide

security around the facility.”

Under federal law, Smith said,
the facility is required to protect
the patients and provide for their
privacy.

Smith said the program at
the facility would be based on
a 12-step program with a strong
spiritual base.

He said he doesn’t believe a
classroom situation built on forc-
ing statistical data into the patients
would be that successful.

“We’re going to work more
heavily on the spiritual side of this
thing,” Smith said.

“We will have classes that deal
with spirituality whether the study

comes from the Bible or other
great readings.”

He said an hour a day would be
dedicated to spiritual meditation
and another hour would be dedi-
cated to physical exercise.

“They will leave with their own
personal exercise program,” Smith
said.

He said he plans to use some
equestrian therapy.

The Smiths noted that Pampa
has lost jobs and is in a downward
spiral. They said they think a reha-
bilitation center of the scale they
are proposing will help build the
community, its economy and the
city’s tax base.

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The beef on bacEing Tlp your data

Your computer will crash. Just like
taxes, it is unavoidable.

Some people replace their com-
puters on a regular basis so the
likelihood of a computer failure is
minimized.

Most people however, do not
replace their computer until it crash-
es or requires major repair. We get
phone calls regularly from clients
that want us to recover their data
from a crashed computer. The major-
ity of time, we are able to extract
their data just fine. Occasionally,
though, the data is corrupt and unre-
coverable.

Planning for this type of disaster
will minimize your losses and allow
you to recover your data. Let’s dis-
cuss some steps you can take to be
prepared for a computer failure.

* Decide what you need to save.
lhe most important decision you
have to make is what data to back up.
One person that brought their com-
puter to us was very upset because
she lost pictures of a relative that
passed away. Those pictures were
not printed or on any other media.
The pictures were priceless to her.
Another person had financial infor-
mation for their business that was
lost and would require them to try
and reconstruct 8 months worth of
invoices, bills, etc.

My suggestion is to save your
common folders such as documents,
pictures, music, etc. Some programs
save data in other locations. If that
data i1s important, make sure that
those files are also backed up.

* How will you back up your data?
Another important consideration is
the media. DVDs, CDs, and external
hard drives are the most common
forms of backup. Flash drives are
used as well but are more expensive
than the other media.DVDs are the

least  expensive
and hold about
6 times as much
information as
CDs.

External hard
drives -have the
most  capacity
and are becom-
ing the preferred
method of back-
up. The most
reliable method
of backup, how-
ever, are the flash drives. They use
memory chips similar to the one the
computer uses but the memory is
non-volatile, which means that the
data remains until it is overwritten
or changed. Flash drives are also the
fastest method to transfer large files.

* Verify your backup. Verification
of your backup is vital to having a
successful backup. A lot of busi-
nesses rely on tape backups for their
data. Tape backups, however, histori-
cally have a high failure rate. In order
to have a successful backup, then,
the backup must be compared to the
original.

If they are not the same, the backup
must be performed again. The most
reliable media are flash drives and
external hard drives. Errors do occur,
so verification is a must.

* Where will you save your files?
The location of your backup is impor-
tant if you have sensitive or crucial
information. The location of your
backup is important depending on the
consequence of losing your daa.

For instance, if your backup is

located in the same place as your
computer and a catastrophe happens
such as theft, fire, etc., then your data
is completely lost.

I recommend that businesses take
their data offsite daily. We provide
secure offsite automated backups for
our clients that is performed over the
Internet.

The data is encrypted, compressed,
and stored in a Tier 1 data center with
multiple levels of redundancy.

Planning for a disaster such as
a computer crash will allow you
to minimize the data that is lost. A
mistake some people make is think-
ing that simply moving a file to an
external drive is backing up the file.
This is not the case.

When you just move a file, your
external drive now becomes your
primary storage location. A backup
means you have an original and a
copy of the file. Simply moving a file
to another location is not performing
a backup.

Also, it is important to have mul-
tiple versions of your backup to make
sure that you do not accidently write
over a good file with a corrupted
file. If your data is corrupt, you can
always go back to a previous copy
that is known to be good. Creating
and restoring backups varies depend-
ing on the media and the software
used. Consult a computer profes-
sional if you are unsure of what to
backup, how to back up, and how to
restore.

Assange shows no consideration for troops

The man behind the torrent of
leaked documents wants to end the
war in Afghanistan, and he doesn’t
care how much damage he does to
the troops on the ground in that hos-
tile environment. Now hailed by anti-
war liberals as some kind of a hero,
Australian computer hacker Julian
Assange is part of an international
cabal dedicated to doing mischief
that endangers U.S. national security.

Last April, his website Wikileaks
posted a video, “Collateral Murder,”
making Wikileaks what has been
described as a prime source of unau-
thorized but accurate accounts, video
and documents. Last week came the
flood of leaked documents.

The viciousness displayed by
Assange against the U.S. forces in
Afghanistan was shown in sickening
detail when he published the Social
Security numbers of U.S. servicemen
and women, exposing them all kinds
of dangers.

His latest outrage is designed to do
nothing less that end U.S. efforts to
prevent Afghanistan from falling into
the bloody hands of a band of inter-
national terrorist thugs.

Wikileaks, described by Wikipedia
as an “international organiza-
tion based in Sweden” and run by
Assange, an Australian and skilled
computer hacker. They brag that they
have a database comprising more
than 1.2 million documents.

Last week Assange released the so-

called “Afghan
Diary,” a stag-
gering hoard of
some 92,000
documents deal-
ing  primarily
with the war in
Afghanistan
and the role of
Pakistan in that
conflict.

The alleged
source of these
documents in an
American G.I., Bradley Manning,
an allegation Assange denies, say-
ing, “There is no allegation as far
as we can determine” that the docu-
ments posted on Wikileaks Sunday
are “connected to Bradley Manning.”
He added however, that nonetheless
his group has “committed funds” to
Manning’s defense.

The information contained in these
92,000 documents among other
things deals with civilian casualties,
and the role of Pakistan in assisting
the Taliban terrorists. Such allega-
tions are designed to do nothing less
than drive a wedge between the U.S.
and Pakistan.

Summed up, the information is
more than a year old, prior to the
onset of the surge now underway.
The documents are designed to bring
unbearable pressure on the U.S. to
bug out of Afghanistan much as
America shamefully bugged out of

Vietnam, leading to the massacre or
imprisonment of over a million South
Vietnamese U.S. allies. A similar fate
would await those Afghan villagers
who cooperated with U.S. forces.
Only worse — the North Vietnamese
didn’t behead their victims.

The import of these leaks can be
measured if compared to what would
have happened had American plans
and capabilities had been revealed to
the enemy in World War Il during the
Battle of the Bulge or any other key
engagement in World War II.

And imagine what kind of penalty a
leaker would have paid.

There is no doubt that the leaks
had one overriding motive: get the
U.S. and its allies out of Afghanistan,
handing victory to a band of terrorist
thugs.

This a war the U.S. must win if
the struggle to end international ter-
rorism is to succeed. Any actions
designed to end that struggle without
success are actions against the vital
interests of the American people.

Jullian Assange, alleged anti-war
crusader, has revealed himself for
what he is — a subversive who has
no qualms about the damage he does
to the United States and to the mem-
bers of our armed forces.
