City approves 2010-2011 fiscal year budget

Mayor Lonny Robbins was 
unable to make Thursday’s special 
City Commission meeting, but that 
didn’t stop the Commission from 
being able to pass a new budget for 
the 2010-2011 fiscal year.

Ordinance No. 1536 was passed 
on second and final reading, mak­
ing the budget official. Also con­
tained within the ordinance is an 
appropriation to provide for a sink­

ing fund to pay for the City’s 
indebtedness.

The budget projects an adjusted 
bottom line of $19,443 for the 
City’s general fund. This is contin­
gent with a tax rate of $0.62693, the 
same as last year’s rate. Originally, 
the budget had hinged on a tax rate 
hike to $0.65, but the decision was 
made to leave the tax rate alone at 
a special meeting last month.

The Commission also approved 
the ordinance setting the tax rate 
at $0.62693 on first reading.

According to City Secretary Karen 
Price, the City will vote to adopt 
the tax rate at the next regular City 
Commission meeting, scheduled 
for 4 p.m. on Tuesday.

City Manager Richard Morris 
said that the budget is available for 
viewing on the City’s Web site, 
www.cityofpampa.org. On the 
menu on the left, click on “2010- 
2011 Proposed Budget.’’

PEDC to give $150K to new Clarendon EMT program

The Pampa Economic Development 
Corporation will give the Pampa campus of 
Clarendon College $150,000 for its Emergency 
Medical Technician training program.

The PEDC also voted to contract for $90,000 
with TIP Strategies in Austin to develop a stra­
tegic plan.

Both decisions will now go to the Pampa City 
Commission for approval.

The PEDC decid^ at their meeting Thursday 
to fund the request from Ray Jaramillo, dean of 
Clarendon College’s Pampa campus, to expand 
the EMT training program they will implement 
next week.

Jaramillo said the Clarendon College facil-

ity at Pampa has a student population of 416 
this fall. That’s up from 152, when the school 
opened their Pampa campus in 2007.

He said they will begin EMT classes next 
Tuesday in Pampa. The classes will be done 
in conjunction with Amarillo College and the 
EMS Foundation of Texas, parent of Pampa 
EMS.

Of the $150,000 the college is getting. 
$60,000 is for equipment for the EMT pro­
gram. The remaining $90,000 is for a simulated 
human being, a sophisticated mannequin that 
students can use for training.

In addition, Jaramillo said the college is 
exploring a Registered Nurse program at the 
Pampa campus.

In other business:
* Shane Stokes, Pampa’s assistant city man­

ager, gave the PEDC board of directors an 
update on the aquatic park.

He said the city has obtained some additional 
grant money, although a state grant request 
was denied, and has squeezed more money, 
from their initial budget to increase funding for 
the park from $3.7 million to $4,1 million.

Stokes said that construction on the aquatic 
park is on schedule, and it should be ready to 
open by Memorial Day next spring.

He said the entry fee to the aquatic park 
would be in the five to six dollar range.

“We’re hoping for at least a 500 person per 
day minimum,” Stokes said. “More realisti­
cally, we’re thinking 600 to 700 a day."

That would give the aquatic park • revenue 
stream of $250,000 to $300,000 per summer

Panel won’t end arson inquiry
r DALLAS (AP) — Scientists reviewing a disputed 
1 arson finding that led to the execution of a Texas man are 
resisting efforts to clear fire investigators of professional 
misconduct.

The scientists on the Texas Forensic Science 
Commission, meeting Friday in Dallas, said they would

- like to interview more fire experts about professional 
standards used by arson investigators in the early 1990s.

The commission is balking at approving a report that 
says fire investigators weren’t at fault in determining 
that a 1991 house fire that killed three girls in Corsicana 
was deliberately set.

Cameron Todd Willingham was convicted of setting 
the fire and executed in 2004.

Commission Chairman John Bradley, who was appoint­
ed last year by Gov. Rick Perry, urged the panel to decide 
the investigators acted appropriately.

Perry blasts Feds for levee repairs
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry has launched 

another attack on Washington, saying he wants quicker 
repairs for levees along the Rio G i^de.

Peny on Friday released a letter he sent to the Obama 
administration that criticizes the federal International 
Boundaries and Water Commission for slow spending 
on millions of dollars slated for levee upgrades along the 
U.S.-Mexico border in Texas.

Agency spokeswoman Sally Spener says she hasn’t seen 
the letter but said levees in south Texas are in their best 
shape in years.

- Perry said Hurricane Alex and other tropical systems 
that battered the Rio Grande this summer raised new con­
cerns about levee security and safety.

Levee maintenance joins border security as areas where 
Perry says the federal government has failed to do its job.

HOUSTON (AP) — The U.S. Environmental Protection 

* Agency has launched an investigation into a 41-day ben- 
,■ zene release at BP’s Texas City refinery, the site of a mas­

sive explosion in 200S that killed IS workers.
The era’s investigation, announced late Thursday, is the 

'  latest blow to the oil giant, still struggling to deal with the 
outcome of the massive Gulf of Mexico oil spill.

The refineiy incident under investigation began April 6 
> when a fire occurred in a hydrogen compressor. As a result,
. gases were rerouted to the facility’s flare — a flame at the 
,-top of many refineries used to bum off toxic gases — until 

the compressor could be fixed and restarted on May 16. The 
_EPA is investigating whether the fire or the release violated 
"the federal Clean Air Act.

Texas environmental regulators have said the company 
’released more than 500,000 pounds of toxic air pollutants, 
•^including cancer-causing benzene, during that time.

Tea Party changing GOP; Is that good news?
WILMINGTON, Del. — For the 

first and only time in a remarkable 
political career — which began in 
1966 when he captured a “safe” 
Democratic state legislative seat 
and included winning campaigns 
for the state Senate, for lieutenant 
governor, for two terms as gov­
ernor and then nine terms to the 
U.S. House — Mike Castle, on a 
Tuesday night in September 2010, 
lost an election.

In the crowd of admirers who 
heard him concede, there were 
more than a few tears, some disbe­
lief and a ton of anger.

Joe Meloy, 76, a veteran 
Republican activist in Delaware, 
was solemn; “Mike Castle is total­
ly principled, the finest gentle­
man in the world.” And the tea 
party-Rush Limbaugh-Sarah Palin- 
backed opponent who defeated 
him, Christine O’Donnell? “She’s 
a flake — a complete whack job.”

There was understandable fury 
at Limbaugh’s ugly smear on his 
election-day radio show that Castle 
in 2008 had nefariously supported 
sending a resolution calling for the 
impeachment of President George 
W. Bush to the Democratically 
controlled House Judiciary 
Committee. Limbaugh deliberately 
chose to ignore the fact that two 
of Bush’s strongest fellow Texas 
conservatives. Reps. Kevin Brady 
and Sam Johnson, along with the 
senior Republican on the House 
Rules Committee, California Rep. 
David Dreier, voted with Castle 
to send the impeachment resolu­
tion to legislative oblivion, where 
as they intended, it died a silent 
death.

It must first be acknowledged 
that the tea party has brought both
