Among the items on the City of 
Pampa's agenda when the City 
Commission meets tomorrow is 
a resolution authorizing partic­
ipation in the Canadian River 
Municipal Water Authority's 
Groundwater Supply Project.

Per the text of the resolution. 
Pampa would participate in the 
CRMWA project's constmetion 
costs, as well as amend its con­
junctive use groundwater supply 
agreement with CRMWA

Also on the city 's agenda is 
the adoption of a city resolution 
denying Southwestern Public 
Service Company's proposed tar­
iff sheets. Southwestern Public 
Service Company is a subsidiary 
of Xcel Energy .

A pair of PEIX' matters arc 
also on the Commission's agen­
da. The city is scheduled to con­
sider adopting on first reading a 
resolution authorizing the PEIX 
to enter into an amended loan 
agreement with Tumbleweed 
Services. The Commission is 
also set to convene into closed 
session to discuss an appoint­
ment to the PEDC Board ol 
Directors.

In other business, the City 
will consider approving on first 
reading an ordinance related 
to “ Peddlers, Solicitors and 
Vendors." The Commission will 
also consider awarding 15 bids 
for delinquent tax properties to 
various bidders and hear a report 
from Shane Stokes. Pampa's 
assistant city manager, regarding 
the Pampa H2() /' quaiic Park

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D inosaur bones p art o f sale

DALLAS (AP) - Private collectors have purchased 
dinouur bones as part of more than $5.3 million in 
rare items sold at auction in Dallas.

Hm tage Auction says an allosaurus and a stegosau­
rus, in an offering known as die Fighting Pair, sold for 
nearly $2.75 million Sunday.

The Dallas-based auction house declined to diKlose 
the buyer, other than saying the bones would head for 
an overseas museum.

The Dallas Morning News reported Monday that 430 
bidders took part in the auction, which also featured a 
stuffed polar bear, a rare fossilized bird egg and pre­
cious gems.

Former Rep. Purcell dead at 92
WICHITA FALLS (AP) - Former U.S. Rep. Graham 

Purcell, who represented a northwest Texas district 
through virtually all o f the 1960s and early ‘70s, has 
died at age 92.

A statement issued by Lunn’s Colonial Funeral 
Home says Purcell died at his Wichita Falls home 
Saturday.

The Archer City native and World War II Army vet­
eran practiced law in Wichita Fails until his appoint­
ment as a state district judge in Wichita County in 
1955. He resigned to wage a successful 1961 special 
election run for a U.S. House seat and was re-elected 
five times, serving until 1973.

Purcell then practiced law in Washington, D.C., for 
15 more years before retiring to Wichita Falls in 1988.

Funeral is scheduled for Tuesday at First Presbyterian 
Church in Wichita Falls, with burial in Archer City 
Cemetery.

Pentagon Papers released today
AUSTIN (AP) - The complete Pentagon Papers are 

being made public by the federal government for the 
first time.

The Lyndon B. Johnson Library and Museum in 
Austin will unveil the once-top secret, 7,000-page 
Pentagon study of the Vietnam War on Monday.

Simultaneous releases are scheduled at the National 
Archives in Washington, the John F. Kennedy Library 
in Boston, the Richard Nixon Library In Yorba Linda, 
Calif., and the National Archives in College Park, Md.

The release comes exactly 40 years after The New 
York Times published leaked portions o f the report. 
A federal judge soon halted their publication, though 
other newspapers then began publishing the docu­
ments.

A split U.S. Supreme Court eventually struck down 
the judge's ruling, leading to a major legal victory for 
press freedom.

Divorce papers don’t replace federal law

Q: I took my Social Security at 
age 62. I’m i>ow 67. I’ve been wor­
ried that I may have messed up my 
eligibility for widow’s benefits on 
my ex-husband’s Social Security 
record. He is 25 years older than 
me and in failing health.

My divorce papers specifically 
state that when he dies, 1 will 
get full widow’s benefits on his 
record. But someone told me I 
will get reduced widow’s benefits 
because I took my own retirement 
benefits early. Is this true?

A; You will get full widow’s 
benefits on your ex-husband’s 
Social Security record when he 
dies. But it has absolutely nothing 
to do with that widow’s clause in 
your divorce papers.

I am always amazed how peo­
ple think that something a lawyer 
scribbles into a divorce decree can 
have any impact on their Social 
Security eligibility. Federal law is 
federal law. And you will receive 
Social Security benefits based on 
what the law says, not based on 
divorce settlement shenanigans.

But in your case, that’s OK 
because the law says the fact that 
you took reduced retirement ben­
efits on your own record will have 
no impact on what you are due 
from your husband’s record after 
he dies. The only factor that deter­
mines how much you are due is 
your age when he dies. If you’re 
over age 66 (and you said you arc 
67), you will get a full divorced 
widow’s rate. Or to put that more 
precisely, you will continue to 
receive your reduced retirement 
benefit, which will be supplement­
ed up to 100 percent of your ex- 
husband’s Social Security benefit.

Q; My husband was an exec­
utive with a large convenience 
store chain. When he retired at age 
62 and took Social Security, he 
received a big retroactive payment 
that included past vacation and sick

and you

pay. Now at 63, he recently got a 
letter ftxMn Social Security telling 
him he was overpaid because he 
made too much money last year.

We discussed this with Social 
Security officials and explained 
that the money he received was 
not earnings, but vacation and sick 
pay. They said all we need to do 
is have his company sign a form 
(which they gave us) to clarify the 
situation. The problem is his com­
pany won’t sign the form. What 
can we do?

A: Why in the world won’t they 
sign the form? It’s such a simple 
little matter that can be so easily 
resolved with a few strokes of a 
pen.

Here is just a bit of background 
to help other readers understand 
what it going on. People under 
age 66 who are receiving Social 
Security benefits are limited in the 
amount of money they can earn. 
And shortly before or after a per­
son retires, it is common for him 
or her to get accumulated sick and 
vacation pay that makes the retiree 
look like he or she has exceeded 
the Social Security earnings limit. 
But such special payments do NOT 
count toward the earnings limit. 
And usually a simple statement 
signed by the former employer 
resolves the issue.

I’m not sure why your husband's 
employer is giving him such a 
hard time. I’d suggest he go back 
and ask to speak to a supers isor or 
manager.

Pt.'ople often gripe about gov­
ernment employees being stub­
born and inflexible. But this email 
shows that corporations can also 
be .staffed by bureaucrats unwill­
ing to go the extra mile to help 
out a client. It sounds like your

husband worked for such a busi­
ness. I won’t mention the name of 
the employer in this column, but 

I will say that they serve slushy 
L . drinks and cheap hot dogs and 

|dvertise that they arc open from 
until 11!

Q: My brother is getting Social 
Security disability benefits. The 
Social Security office told him 
when he turns 62 in a couple 
months, he will be required to file 
for regular Social Security and that 
his benefits will be reduced. This 
doesn’t seem fair. Can you explain 
this?

A: I will bet your brother is 
NOT getting Social Security dis­
ability. He is probably getting 
Supplemental Security income 
(SSI) disability payments. SSI is a 
federal welfare program. And like 
any welfare program, SSI rules 
require that a recipient file for any 
other government benefits he or 
she might be due. (SSI is supposed 
to be a “benefit of last resort.” In 
other words, you can only receive 
SSI if you don’t qualify for any , 
other kind of government help.) 
So. when he turns 62 and becomes 
eligible for Social Security retire­
ment benefits, he must file for 
those benefits, even if it pays less 
money than he was getting ^fore.

If your brother was receiving 
Social Security disability benefits, 
then he would not be required to 
file for reduced retirement ben­
efits at age 62. He would con­
tinue to receive disability bene­
fits until he reaches age 66. At 
that point, he would be switched 
from the disability program to the 
retirement program, although the 
changeover would be transparent 
to him because his monthly benefit 
amount would remain the same,

TX educators worry schools 
won’t recover from budget

AUSTIN (AP) - Educators 
fear that a new measure that 
will slash $4 billion in fund­
ing to Texas public schools 
over the next two years will 
permanently handicap.them 
because it removes any long­
term obligation for the state 
to maintain a minimum sup­
port level.

Normally, a school’s fund­
ing level is determined by 
a formula based on enroll­
ment, but for the first time 
since World War II the 
l egislature has reduced per- 
siudent funding, a trend that 
could continue under the 
new school finance law.

Education advocates argue 
lawmakers could fund every­
thing else before appropriat­
ing education money, poten­
tially leaving schools with 
a smaller chunk of state 
money each year.

“The concern is that 3rou 
end up chronically funding 
public education on an ‘as 
funds are left over’ basis, 
and that’s a long-term con­
cern,” said school finance 
expert Dan C as^  of MOAK, 
Casey & Associates.

The cuts aren’t as dras­
tic as initial proposals that 
would have shorted the 
Foundation School Program 
by nearly $10 billion of 
what current law requires, 
but they are still enough to 
devasute public education, 
advocates say.

The state faces a bud­
get shortfall estimated 
to be as large as $27 bil­
lion. Democrats demanded 
throughout the ses.sion to 
spend more money from the 
Rainy Day Fund but were 
consistently overruled by 
fiscal conservatives bodwd 
by Gov. Rick Perry, who 
maintained that the state’s 
savings account should be 
left largely intact.

A Democratic filibuster 
killed the school finance 
measure on the last day of 
the regular session, prompt­
ing a fed-up Perry to ñU 
lawmakers back immadi- 
ately to deal with die le^*  
latkm. A conftmenoc colii- 
mittee will now approve a 
final version of the measuK 
before Perry signs i t

Democrats hoped the extra

time would bring masses of 
educators and parents to the 
Capitol to protest and get 
Republicans to spend more 
of the Rainy Day Fund. 
But conservative lawmak­
ers were running thin on 
patience, shooting down any 
pleas to use more of the 
money, and protests were 
meager.

Districts have already laid 
off employees, most working 
from the worst-case scenario 
budget lawmakers filed in 
January. But the larger issue 
has bem the method to dis­
tribute the cuts. The S4 bil­
lion cut is spread over two 
years with every district get­
ting a 6 percent cut in 2012 
and a $2 billion reduction in 
2013 that reduces funding 
for some schoob more than 
others based on a compli­
cated formub.

Rep. Rob Eissler, R-The 
Woodlands, said the cuts 
were unfortunate but neces­
sary because of lower state 
revenues. He said the state u  
dedicating 60 percent of ib 
general revenue on educa­
tion, up from 57 percem.

The Houston school dis­
trict, the state’s largest pub­
lic district, already laid off 
more than 700-teachers and 
250 central departmental 
positians for budget reasons, 
a district spokesman said.

Some districb will look to 
nusing local property taxes 
to make up for the loss of 
state dollars, but that’s not 
an option for districts that 
have already reached the 
cap.

Democrats and rural 
House Republicans argued 
the formula unfkirly hurts 
their school districts and 
widens an already-expansive 
gap between poor arid rich 
schoob. Texas ranks 44th 
out of 50 states in per-stu- 
dem spends^ which ranges 
frmn $3,000 to $13,000 a 
year.

Bill Oruaeodorf, executive 
diractor ofTexas Aaaociatk» 
of Rioal Stihoob, said the 
acraaa the board cut simply 
mtintrint the status qiio. 
calling it ’ridiculous” to cut 
the same percentage from 
schoob spending thousands 
per pupil and t h ^  spending

the minimum amount.
“This punishes those who 

have berm lowest all along.” 
Grusendorf said. “We fought 
and we fought, we testified 
and we testified, and it just 
hasn’t been heard.”

Most school districts get 
their funding based on a for­
mula that held total per-stu- 
dent spending at 2006 lev­
els. Opponents say it froze 
old inequities while creating 
new, larger ones between 
school districts.

Lawmakers lowered prop­
erty taxes and counted on 
a business tax to make up 
the differeiKe. But the Uu 
has consistently underper­
formed. creating a recur­
ring hole in the budget. 
Lawmakers have been 
repeatedly criticized for 
changing the school finance 
bw rather than fixing the 
rickety tax structure

Districts already at low 
funding levels because of the 
2006 formula have been cut­
ting their budgets, increas­
ing class sizes and trimming 
programs and staff positions 
for years.

Districb will not only start 
the school year with layoffs 
and larger class sizes, but 
face a fundamental shift in 
the way they receive state 
aid that could last for the 
foreseeable future.

“We arc saying to school 
districb ... that educa­
tion b not the No. 1 prior­
ity in the state of Texas." 
Rep. Sylvester Turner, 
D-Houston, argued during 
a floor debate Thursday. 
‘The funding for our public 
ichoob u  an afterthiiught. 
We are giving our chikfren 
in the state of Texas what u  
teft over."

Well, not 
quite yet. officially. On his Facebextk 
page. Gingnch says he will endure 
“the rigors of campaigning for pub­
lic office" and "will carry the mes­
sage of American renewal to every 
part of this great land, whatever it 
takes "

Without, however, the a.ssistancc 
ol his 16 top campaign aides, some 
of whom had been with him for 
years, who resigned en masse last 
Ihursday They wanted him to 
spend more, time on personal cam­
paigning He and his wife. Callista. 
figured they could do a lot of their 
campaigning and fundraising over 
the Internet

Fhis IS not the first time that 
political allies have turned on 
Gingrich Most of his fellow House 
Republican leaders tried to mount 
a coup to overthrow him in July 
1997. in his third year as speaker of 
the House; he survived, but not for 
long. I  hus, he has twice shown that 
he can inspire ties of great loyalty 
— and can do things that make those 
ties snap and recoil against him.

(jingrich may keep campaigning -  
at the Republican Jewish Coalition 
on Sunday and at a debate in New 
Hampshire on Monday night -  but 
his campaign is effectively over, just 
a month after he declared he was 
running.

In 30 d4ys. he careened from one 
disaster to another, denouncing 
Hou.se Budget Committee Chairman 
Paul Ryan's Medicare plan as 
"right-wing svxrial engineering" on 
the Sunday after announcing, later 
taking a twcvweek vacation vin a 
cruise in (ireece and 1 urkey.

There is plenty being written about 
(jingrich's flaws. His personal life 
has not been entirely admirable, to 
say the least. He is prone to hyper­
bole, to making outrageous state­
ments he cannot defend, to shifting 
positions without informing allies.

It certainly was not connections 
to any particular political group. 
Gingrich graduated from gorxl uni­
versities. but he is essentially an 
auUxlidact. a self-educated loner He 
has long been credited with having 
new ideas hut kxiking back on his 
nearly 40-year political career — he 
first ran for C ongress in Georgia in 
1974 ~  I think his keenest insights 
were not about public policy, but 
about political possibilities!

He foresaw that Republicans could 
win civngressional races in the small­
town South and worked hard to 
prove it. losing first in the W'atergate 
year and then in 1976. when Jimmy 
Carter swept Georgia, before he beat 
a conservative DemiKrat in 1978.

I remember that staning in 1984, 
he was predicting that Republicans 
could win a majority in the House. 
He was wrong then, but he was 
right in 1994 and he was right 
about the reasons all along. He saw 
that Republicans would win most 
Southern scats and that talented 
young Democrats elected in the 
V ietnam/W alergate years would in

time retire or be defeated.
He coached politically clueless 

Republican candidates with the high 
tech of the day — hours of Newt on 
audiotape ~  and bucked the Bush 41 
White House and House Republican 
leader in opposing a tax increase in 
1990.

As speaker, Gingrich had more 
policy successes than his current 
detractors recall. He held federal 
spending essentially static for a year, 
setting the budget on a path to sur­
pluses; passed a landmark welfare 
reform act; and set in motion a 
Medicare reform commission that 
recommended premium support, the 
main feature of Ryan's proposal.

Through all this, Gingrich always 
was searching for ideas that com­
manded 70 percent support. He 
understood that dovish Democrats' 
disdain for American exceptional- 
ism was a grave political liability 
and sought to exploit it. But after 
his first moments in the spotlight as 
speaker, he turned off voters, i think 
he reminded them of the high-school 
nerd/egghead whom all the other 
kids disliked.

Gingrich turns 68 next week: this 
was obviously the last year he could 
run for president. His chances were 
never great and now seem nonexis­
tent. But we shouldn't forget what 
this man, with his unusual gifts and 
despite glaring flaws, managed to 
accomplish against great odds.
