The doors at M.K. Brown 
Memorial Auditorium opened at 5 
p.m. Sunday and the parking lot was 
nearly full by 5:15.

A sold-out crowd, standing for 
most of the concert, attended a 
Christian rock concert Sunday night 
headlined by Big Daddy Weave, 
whose song “Redeemed” is currently 
No. 1 on Christian radio.

Performing with Big Daddy Weave 
was singer/songwriter Chris August, 
who hails from Dallas, and Chicago-
based Citizen Way.

The concert was sponsored by 
Briarwood Church in Pampa. 

The three Christian acts our tour-
ing together as the Redeemed Tour, 
which began in Feb. 1 in Wausau, 
Wis.

The next stops on the tour are 
Clovis and Hobbs in New Mexico, 
followed by a show in Tucson, Ariz.

“It’s been a great tour so far,” said 
Mike Weaver, lead singer of Big 
Daddy Weave, before the concert. 

He added it’s good to now be 
traveling in the Southwest, which is 
much warmer than the below-freez-
ing temperatures they experienced in 
Wisconsin.

To warm up the crowd, Citizen 
Way opened the concert with a 
sing along of “Deep in the Heart of 
Texas.” They commented on how 

friendly people are in Texas, but 
said they were hoping for warmer 
weather.

“We are here to lift up Jesus,” 
said lead singer and guitarist Ben 
Calhoun.

Citizen Way is comprised of 
two sets of brothers, Josh and Ben 
Calhoun and David and Ben Blascoe. 
They grew up in the church and 
began performing together in 2004.

Sunday night they performed their 
debut single, “Should’ve Been Me,” 
which they said was inspired by a 
teenage boy, who after accepting 
Jesus, told them it should have been 
him who died on the cross instead 

of Jesus.
Citizen Way’s set was followed by 

solo artist Chris August, who soul-
ful voice and jazzy guitar licks were 
accompanied by keyboard, bass and 
percussion tracks played by “Clevis 
the Computer.”

“Clevis is my only friend … except 
for a few Facebook friends I have,” 
August joked.

August, a native Texan, said he 
grew up in a broken home, with all 
the associated problems, but turned 
his life over to God in January 2009.

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Demolition accident leaves 1 dead, another injured

A demolition site accident 
Saturday at the Pampa Energy 
Center has left one man dead 

and another critically injured 
at Pampa Regional Medical 
Center.

Jesus J. Ramirez-Chavez, 
44, Pampa, was killed after 
a portion of a building col-

lapsed and was pronounced dead 
at the scene.

At 2:40 p.m., the Pampa Police 
Department received a 911 call 
from an employee of a com-
pany dismantling building com-

ponents of the former Celanese 
Chemical Company, located off 
U.S. Highway 60 about six miles 
southwest of Pampa.

The caller advised that a por-
tion of the building had col-
lapsed causing two workers to 
fall from approximately 40 feet.

The administration center at 
PRMC would not release the 
identity of the worker who was 
injured.

Both workers involved in the 
accident were employed by 
Universal Wrecking, of Pampa, 
which had been contracted by 
the Pampa Energy Center to 
demolish portions of the former 
Celanese plant.

“There was an incident on 
Saturday,” said Ron Nelson,

Police warrant 
roundup March 2-4

It’s not quite as sweet of a deal as get-
ting the “get out of jail free” card in the 
board game Monopoly, because you still 
have to pay your fine.

But if you do pay your fine or fines, at 
least you won’t have to go to jail.

The Pampa Police Department, along 
with the city’s Municipal Court, is giv-
ing individuals with outstanding warrants 
until 5 p.m., March 1 to come into the 
Municipal Court to pay the fines.

After that, there will be a three-day 
roundup, March 2-4, in which Pampa 
police officers will actively go after you 
— whether you’re at home or at work — 
to arrest you and put you in jail.

“Basically what we are doing now is 
trying to warn people now, then we go out 
hunting for them,” said Officer Stormy 
McCullar, the PPD’s public information 
officer.

McCullar advises anyone with a war-
rant, no matter how far back it dates, 
to get it resolved now during the grace 
period.

“The whole purpose of this is to get it 
taken care of,” she said. “If it’s not taken 
care of and we find you , we will pick 
you up.”

She added the grace period is only for 
those who come into the Municipal Court 
to pay their fines. If you are pulled over 
in a traffic stop between now and March 1 
and the officer discovers you have a war-
rant, you can still be arrested.

McCullar said for the year 2012 alone 
there are more than 700 unpaid warrants.

The Municipal Court is located in the 
basement of City Hall. Hours are 8 a.m.

Lee Edward Eslick, 93, died Friday, Feb. 8, 2013 in 

Pampa. Services were at 10 a.m., Monday, Feb. 11, 2013

James Gordon “J.G.” McConnell Sr., age 94, died Sat-

urday, Feb. 9, in Amarillo.
Memorial services for Mr. McCon-

nell will be 10 a.m., Wednesday, Feb. 
13, 2013 at First United Method-
ist Church of Canyon with the Rev. 
Kevin Deckard, associate pastor of 
Polk Street United Methodist Church 
in Amarillo, and the Rev. Rick Enns, 
senior pastor, officiating.

J.G. died of congestive heart at Hos-
pice Care of the Southwest, Amarillo.  
He was born to Roger S. And Willie 
C. (Hopkins) McConnell on Nov. 29, 
1918, in the family home five miles 

west of Pampa.  He was the eldest of three boys.  His 
younger brothers, both deceased, were John Edwin and 
Glenn Roger.

The family farmed and ranched in Gray and Carson 
counties.  J.G. went to work at an early age, sharecrop-

ping with mules, primitive tractors, and helping tend the 
family herd of polled Hereford Cattle.  He grew up on 
the frontier stories of his great uncle and aunt, Henry and 
Fanny Lovett, and attended the funeral of Charles Good-
night.  His uncle, Skinny Adams, was a range boss on the 
JA Ranch.

He saw the oil boom of the 1920s and survived the Dust 
Bowl, giving a vivid personal account of “Black Sun-
day,” April 14, 1935.  In high school, he excelled in FFA 
livestock judging and in state wide speech tournaments.  
He attended junior college at New Mexico Military Insti-
tute, Roswell, when the cadet corps drilled on horseback.  
He did his Bachelor’s work in animal husbandry at Okla-
homa State. His studies were interrupted by World War 
II, and he served with distinction in the U.S. Army, rising 
in the ranks from draftee and buck private to first lieuten-
ant in the Medical Corps.

When he returned to Pampa, he met a beautiful high 
school teacher name Lee Una Sullivan on a blind date 
and married her in Fort Worth on Nov. 8, 1947. They 
farmed and ranched in Crowley County, Colo. until 1959.  
Their only child, James Gordon McConnell Jr. was born 
in 1950.

After selling the farm, J.G. returned to Stillwater to 
complete his final semester for his Bachelor’s at OSU.  
He then completed a Master’s in Science Education at 
Adams State College in Alamosa, Colo., and became 
a science teacher at La Junta Junior High School in La 
Junta, Colo.  A devoted teacher, he soon became head of 
the science department.  He was a lay leader at the First 
United Methodist Church and a dedicated volunteer and 
Key Man with the Explorer Scout group, and the Koshare 
Indian Dancers in La Junta. 

In the summers, he took geology field study courses 
with Dr. Richard Burroughs of Adams State.  They float-
ed the Colorado River and explored Canyonlands Na-
tional Park and other places in the Southwest.  Lee often 
went along on these adventures. 

He retired from teaching in the mid-1980s and was 
able to spend more time with Lee, friends and family in 
“God’s Country” at Pearl Lakes Trout Club, near Creede, 
Colo.  J.G. and Lee were also members of Denver-based 
Ports of Call Travel Club and traveled more than 200,000 
miles together, visiting Mexico, China, Japan, Bali, 
Western Europe, the Middle East, and seven countries in 
Africa.  As J.G. was fond of saying, they “had a great run 
together.”

In 1995, Lee and J.G. moved to Canyon and joined 
the First United Methodist Church. They were members 
of the Crusaders Sunday School Class and developed 
many warm friendships in the church and community.  
J.G. continued working in his later years as president of 
R.S. McConnell, Inc., with properties in Gray and Car-
son counties, Texas. He supported several ministries and 
gave generous gratuities to college students working in 
the eateries of Canyon and Amarillo, helping them, in his 
words, “climb the ladder.”

J.G. lost Lee, the love of his life, after 62 years of mar-
riage in November 2009.  Tenaciously independent, he 
continued to live at home for the next three years, aided 
by friends from church and the neighborhood and most 
especially, his “gal Friday” Becky and her husband, Kev-
in Deckard.  He often said, “I thank the Lord every day 
for my walk on this earth.”  Those who knew and loved 
J.G., thank the Lord for him.

J.G. McConnell was the elder of the McConnell and 
Hopkins families, esteemed by nieces and nephews and 
cousins of multiple generations.  He is survived by his 
son, Gordon and his wife, Betty; held in loving memory 
by Betty’s son, Brett Loos, and his family; sister, Lillie 
Grace; and his sister-in-law, Laverne Sullivan Brewster, 
of Austin.

— $24,000 for a radio ad in 
a state like California has 
a smaller audience than 

a tweet 
from Paris 
Hilton — 
to tweak 
B r o w n ’s 
nose on 
jobs.

In the 
recent ad, 
Perry talks 
a b o u t 
how hard 
it is to do 

business in California and 
how easy it is in Texas, 
suggesting the job-makers 
on the West Coast would 
have a better time if they 
would simply move here.

That’s nothing more 
than air support for a news 
release. And it worked. 
Perry’s proposition quick-
ly became a big story, 
eclipsing that teensy radio 
play. Brown took the bait, 
scolding reporters in his 
home state for pestering 
him so insignifi cant an 
emission: “It’s not even a 
burp. It’s barely a fart.”

It is a lovely thing when 
two political avatars slug 
it out in public. The little 

radio advertisement has 
so far become a weeklong 
conversation about the rel-
ative virtues of the nation’s 
two biggest states.

In other words, Perry 
got just what he wanted. 
The fi rst part of persuading 
someone to move is get-
ting them to consider that 
idea.

Behind the ads and the 
commentary is a serious 
competition between the 
states for economic pre-
eminence. In that corner, 
Athens. In this one, Sparta. 
Each serves as the other’s 
foil, the Ali to its Frazier, 
the Moriarty to its Holmes, 
the red to its blue. Each 
sees itself as the economic, 
cultural and political en-
gine of the future.

Over the past decade, 
Texas has been knocking 
the feathers out of the com-
petition, adding jobs faster 
than any other state. That’s 
one of Perry’s brags and 
would have been a cen-
terpiece of his 2012 presi-
dential campaign, had he 
kept that effort alive long 
enough to need a center-
piece.

Not from Texas? Here’s 
one argument heard lately 
in California: Perry and 
Texas didn’t create all 
those jobs. They stole 
them. When Countrywide 

Financial (may it rest in 
peace) moved from Cali-
fornia to Texas in 2004, 
Texas threw $20 million at 
the company, which in turn 
promised 7,500 jobs. Even 
the rosiest spin on that deal 
failed to add to the number 
of jobs in the universe. It 
just relocated them.

You can put all of the 
eggs under one chicken, 
but that does not make that 
chicken the best egg-layer 
in the coop. On the other 
hand, it does make that 
chicken the one with the 
most eggs.

The governor versus 
governor and state ver-
sus state competition is 
a king of the hill thing, 
with winners and losers. 
For a national candidate, 
it is a harder sale to make, 
because a president gets 
blame or credit for the 
overall picture and not 
just for health in one pre-
cinct of the country. Both 
governors have been na-
tional candidates; Perry 
hasn’t ruled out being a 
national candidate again.

Maybe he just wants to 
make friends. If you had 
both states in the bag, 
you’d be the next presi-
dent. It would be highly 
unlikely that a candidate 
could take Texas and Cal-
ifornia and lose.

But at the moment, it’s 
highly unlikely that any-
one could get them into the 
same camp. New friends or 
not, Perry would fi nd the 
same stiff political head-
wind in California that 
Democrats face in Texas.

In his speeches, the 
Texas governor says other 
states — he doesn’t men-
tion the big rival here — 
have been “trying to beat 
us at our own game” by, 
among other things, “ag-
gressively courting major 
employers.”

Texas’ low taxes and 
regulations are in there, 
too — that’s Perry’s stock 
in trade. “We led the na-
tion out of recession and 
into recovery, and remain 
the nation’s prime desti-
nation for employers and 
job-seekers alike,” he told 
lawmakers last month.

However, a spokesperson 
commented on the trag-
edy.

“We’re deeply sad-
dened at the tragedy and 
our hearts and prayers go 

out to the families of the 
victims of the accident,” 
G2X Energy spokes-
man Trey Fielder said.  
“Safety is job 1 for Pampa 
Fuels — for us, all of our 
employees and contrac-
tors. “It is a terrible inci-
dent and we’re certainly 
concerned.”

The Gray County 
Sheriff’s Office, Pampa 

EMS, Pampa and Hoover 
fire departments arrived at 
the scene. 

A portion of the building 
covering a conveyor chute 
that was still attached to 
the structure had made 
the area unsafe for res-
cue personnel, according 
to reports. The scene was 
declared safe around 5:30 
p.m.

Is it affordable housing or is 
it low-income housing, that is the 
question?  Many north side resi-
dents have their hackles up since 
last week over news an Overland, 
Kan., fi rm is pondering develop-

ment of affordable 
housing on prop-
erty directly east of 
Navajo Street. Pampa 
isn’t the only Pan-
handle city in this 
fi rm’s sites. A 
little recap from last 
Wednesday’s The 
Pampa News says 
the company is 
also looking at de-

velopment potential 
in Plainview and Levelland and 
has already made their presence 
known in Dumas. This brouhaha 
brings to mind the times when I 
moved back to Pampa in 2003, with 
some disgruntled folks crying 
foul over construction of a certain 
pig farm. There were many folks 
in accord with one another who 
stood fi rm in their beliefs that things 
didn’t and would no matter what, 
smell in every sense of the word, 
right...  Kinda sorta the same thing 
with this latest news about afford-
able housing for Pampa.

Pampa is one of only two city’s 
in Texas, for those of you not in the 
know, to vote an economic devel-
opment commission out of exis-
tence. It wasn’t solely due to a pig 
farm, but the foul air of so much in-
nuendo and false rumor wafting 
around concerning Pampa’s fi rst 
Economic Development Corp. re-
sulted in folks rising up in pro-
test. Hence, a recall vote spelling a 
rather nasty doom for Pampa’s fi rst 

EDC, which leads me to: One of 
the rumors spreading around this 
past week is our current EDC has 
anted up more than $100,000 for 
the project. I can just hear the huffs 
of righteous indignation proclaim-
ing, “Oh no, here we go again,” 
arising around our town, so please 
folks, reread the following.  Accord-
ing to Pampa EDC President Clay 
Rice; the Overland, Kan., fi rm to 
date, has not requested any fi nan-
cial aid from our EDC.

Questions about housing development

In the short time since 
President Obama was 
re-elected, government 
has issued hundreds of 
new regulations. The 
bureaucrats never stop. 
There are now more than 

170,000 
pages of 
federal 
regula-
tions.

Presi-
dent 
Obama 
wants 
still more 
rules. 
Cheering 

on in-
creased fi nancial regula-
tion, he said, “We’ve 
got to keep moving 
forward.” To the presi-
dent, and probably most 
Americans, “forward” 
means passing more 
laws.

It is scary to think 
about a world without 
regulation. Intuition 
leads us to think that 
without government 
we’d be victims of fraud, 
as I explain in my latest 
book, “No, They Can’t!” 
But our intuition is 
wrong.

Consider this: An 
entire sector of the 
economy operates almost 
entirely without govern-
ment controls. 

Complete strangers ex-
change big money there 
every day.

It’s the Internet. It does 
have regulation, just not 
government regulation.

On my next TV show, 
titled “Freedom 2.0” 
(which the Fox Busi-
ness Network airs this 
Thursday at 9 p.m. EST), 
economics professor 
Ed Stringham explains 
that Paypal.com, which 
transfers billions of dol-
lars for people, at fi rst 
assumed they needed 
government help to pre-
vent fraud.

“They faced fraudsters 
from all over the world. 
They turned to the FBI,” 
says Stringham. “But 
the FBI had no idea who 
these people were.”

So PayPal invented 
a new form of regula-
tion. “They developed a 
private fraud detection 
system, where they used 
computers to say, ‘This 
might be fraudulent,’ and 
then it would send it to 
a human to investigate 
that.” 

That dramatically re-
duced fraud, and PayPal 
thrived.

EBay’s business model 
is also threatened by 
fraud. How can a buyer 
trust that, say, a seller 
will actually deliver a 
$25 pack of baseball 
cards and that the cards 
will be what he claims 
they are?

 In theory, you could 
sue; but in practice, our 
legal system is too slow 
and costly for that.

So eBay came up with 
self-regulation: The buy-
ers rate the sellers.

“EBay and other 
groups developed private 
reputation mechanisms,” 
says Stringham. “When 
you go onto eBay, you 
know there’s a 99 per-
cent chance that you’re 
going to get the goods 
delivered.”

Private companies 
found they could 
“crowd-source” enforce-
ment against fraud and 
low-quality products, in 
much the same way that 
Wikipedia discovered an 
encyclopedia could be 
created without a central 
organizer.

Wikipedia founder 
Jimmy Wales tells me 
that method “works far 
better than the top-down 
system that it replaced.”

Those that don’t may 
get shut down.

Intrade is an innova-
tive “prediction market” 
website where people 
bet about future events 
— who will win the 
Oscars, elections, etc. 
The betting odds are 
great indicators of what 
will happen in the future 
because people think 
carefully before putting 
their money on the line.

But a government 
agency called the Com-
modity Futures Trading 
Commission determined 
that Intrade’s bets are 
“commodity options” 
and Intrade does not 
have the right license to 
trade those options. 

The agency sued, and 
Intrade decided it had to 
close its site to Ameri-
cans. The result: We 
lose knowledge — and 
opportunity.

President Obama is 
wrong. We don’t need 
new rules. Government 
should stop adding regu-
lations — or try follow-
ing the Stossel Law: For 
every new rule, repeal 
two old ones.

No regulation?
No problem?

In the past two weeks, 
I’ve highlighted ways we 
can reduce violent crime 
in the U.S. But I’ve saved 
the best and most power-
ful solutions for last be-

cause they 
work from 
the inside 
out.

In Part 
1, I re-
vealed how 
rational and 
rewarding it 
would be to 
post armed 
guards at 
our schools.

In Part 2, I showed how 
reducing the number of 
fi rearms in the U.S. would 
not curb violent crime.

Today and next week, 
I will discuss an age-old 
solution that America’s 
Founding Fathers knew 
was key for maintaining 
civility in our communi-
ties — a solution being 
mimicked by a few non-
profi t organizations in our 
public schools.

Our founders knew that 
more government regula-
tion and taking away guns 
from law-abiding citizens 
would not curb violent 
crime. 

And they didn’t expect 
the law of the land to 

well up peace in people’s 
hearts, either. As proud 
as they were of their 
newfound republic, they 
would rely instead upon 
personal core values 
to perpetuate decency, 
respect, morality, honesty 
and restraint, to name a 
few.

Our founders’ “human 
values curriculum,” if 
you will, consisted of two 
primary principles: 1) Hu-
man life has an intrinsic or 
inherent value esteemed 
far above the rest of cre-
ation. 2) Human life is to 
be respected and cared for 
via each person’s account-
ability to moral absolutes 
(that is, a moral creed to 
which he confesses and 
clings). 

I will discuss the fi rst 
point today and the second 
next week.

Most people’s view and 
value of humanity were 
shaped around two be-
liefs: that God created us 
and that we were created 
equal.

The book of Genesis 
says, “Then God said, 
‘Let Us make man in Our 
image, according to Our 
likeness’; And God cre-
ated man in His own im-
age, in the image of God 
He created him; male and 

female He created them.”
“We hold these Truths 

to be self-evident, that all 
Men are created equal, 
that they are endowed by 
their Creator with certain 
unalienable Rights, that 
among these are Life, 
Liberty, and the Pursuit of 
Happiness.”

The founders believed 
that equality eventually 
would give legs to every-
one’s freedom, though 
they themselves struggled 
with its execution as much 
as any generation — with 
slavery and their treatment 
of Native Americans and 
women, for example.

John Adams, our second 
president, said, “We 
should begin by setting 
conscience free. When 
all men of all religions ... 
shall enjoy equal liberty, 
property, and an equal 
chance for honors and 
power ... we may expect 
that improvements will 
be made in the human 
character and the state of 
society.”

Scholar Thomas West, 
author of “Vindicating 
the Founders,” explained: 
“The Founders believed 
that all men are created 
equal and that they have 
certain inalienable rights. 

All are also obliged 

to obey the natural law, 
under which we have not 
only rights but duties. We 
are obliged ‘to respect 
those rights in others 
which we value in our-
selves’ (Jefferson).”

Thomas Jefferson also 
explained that preserv-
ing human value and life 
was even government’s 
primary role: “The care of 
human life and happiness, 
and not their destruc-
tion, is the fi rst and only 
legitimate object of good 
government.”

So lofty was their view 
of human life back then 
that in 1786, George 
Washington explained, 
“We have probably had 
too good an opinion of hu-
man nature in forming our 
confederation.”

Next week, I will not 
only discuss the second 
core value our founders 
utilized to maintain civil-
ity but also show you how 
two nonprofi t organiza-
tions are utilizing core 
value curricula to do the 
same.

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VATICAN CITY (AP) 
— With a few words in 
Latin, Pope Benedict VXI 
did Monday what no pope 
has done in half a millen-
nium, announcing his res-
ignation and sending the 
already troubled Catholic 
Church scrambling to re-
place the leader of its one 
billion followers by Eas-
ter.

Not even his closest col-
laborators had advance 
word of the news, a bomb-
shell that he dropped dur-
ing a routine morning 
meeting of Vatican car-
dinals. And with no clear 
favorites to succeed him, 
another surprise likely 
awaits when the cardinals 
elect Benedict’s successor 
next month.

“Without doubt this 
is a historic moment,” 
said Cardinal Christoph 
Schoenborn, a protege and 
former theology student 
of Benedict’s who is con-
sidered a papal contender. 
“Right now, 1.2 billion 
Catholics the world over 
are holding their breath.”

The move allows for 
a fast-track conclave to 
elect a new pope, since the 
traditional nine days of 
mourning that would fol-
low a pope’s death doesn’t 
have to be observed. It 
also gives Benedict great 
sway over the choice of 
his successor. Though he 
will not himself vote, he 
has hand-picked the bulk 
of the College of Cardi-
nals — the princes of the 
church who will elect his 
successor — to guarantee 
his conservative legacy 
and ensure an orthodox 
future for the church.

The resignation may 
mean that age will become 
less of a factor when elect-
ing a new pope, since can-
didates may no longer feel 
compelled to stay for life.

“For the century to 
come I think that none of 
Benedict’s successors will 
feel morally obliged to 
remain until their death,” 
said Paris Cardinal Andre 
Vingt-Trois.

Benedict had said as 
recently as 2010 that a 
pontiff should resign if 
he got too old or infi rm 
to do the job, but it was 
a tremendous surprise 
when he said in Latin that 
his “strength of mind and 
body” had diminished and 
that he couldn’t carry on. 
He said he would resign 

effective 8 p.m. local time 
on Feb. 28.

“All the cardinals re-
mained shocked and were 
looking at each other,” 
said Monsignor Oscar 
Sanchez of Mexico, who 
was in the room at the 
time of the announcement.

As a top aide, Benedict 
watched from up close as 
Pope John Paul II suffered 
publicly from the Parkin-
son’s disease that enfee-
bled him in the fi nal years 
of his papacy. 

Clearly Benedict wanted 
to avoid the same fate as 
his advancing age took its 
toll, though the Vatican in-
sisted the announcement 
was not prompted by any 
specifi c malady.

The Vatican said Bene-
dict would live in a con-
gregation for cloistered 
nuns inside the Vatican, 
although he will be free to 
go in and out. Much of this 
is unchartered territory. 

The Vatican’s chief 
spokesman, the Rev. Fed-
erico Lombardi, said he 
isn’t even sure of Bene-
dict’s title — perhaps 
“pope emeritus.”

Since becoming pope 
in 2005, Benedict has 
charted a very conserva-
tive course for the church, 
trying to reawaken Chris-
tianity in Europe where it 
had fallen by the wayside 
and return the church to its 
traditional roots, which he 
felt had been betrayed by 
a botched interpretation of 
the modernizing reforms 
of the Second Vatican 
Council.

His efforts though, were 
overshadowed by a world-
wide clerical sex abuse 
scandal, communication 
gaffes that outraged Jews 
and Muslims alike and, 
more recently, a scandal 
over leaked documents 
by his own butler. Many 
of his stated priorities as 
pope also fell short: he 
failed to establish rela-
tions with China, heal the 
schism and reunite with 
the Orthodox Church, or 
reconcile with a group of 
breakaway, traditionalist 
Catholics.

There are several papal 
contenders in the wings, 
but no obvious front-run-
ner — the same situation 
as when Benedict was 
elected after the death of 
John Paul. As in recent 
elections, some push is ex-
pected for the election of 

a Third World pope, with 
several names emerging 
from Asia, Africa and Lat-
in America, home to half 
the world’s Catholics.

The Vatican stressed 
that no specifi c medical 
condition prompted Bene-
dict’s decision, saying he 
remains fully lucid and 
took his decision indepen-
dently.

“Any interference or in-
tervention is alien to his 
style,” Lombardi said.

The pope has clearly 
slowed down signifi cantly 
in recent years, cutting 
back his foreign travel and 
limiting his audiences. 

He now goes to and 
from the altar in St. Pe-
ter’s Basilica on a moving 
platform to spare him the 
long walk down the aisle. 
Occasionally he uses a 
cane.

As early as 2010, Bene-
dict began to look worn 
out: He had lost weight 
and didn’t seem fully en-
gaged when visiting bish-
ops briefed him on their 

dioceses. 
But as tired as he often 

seemed, he would also 
bounce back, enduring 
searing heat in Benin to 
caress a child and gamely 
hanging on when a freak 
storm forced him to cut 
short a speech during a 
youth festival in Madrid 
in 2011.

His 89-year-old broth-
er, Georg Ratzinger, said 
doctors recently advised 
the pope not to take any 
more trans-Atlantic trips.

“His age is weighing on 
him,” Ratzinger told the 
dpa news agency in Ger-
many. “At this age, my 
brother wants more rest.”

Benedict emphasized 
that to carry out the du-
ties of being pope, “both 
strength of mind and body 
are necessary — strengths 
which in the last few 
months, have deteriorated 
in me.”

“After having repeat-
edly examined my con-
science before God, I have 
come to the certainty that 

my strengths due to an ad-
vanced age are no longer 
suited” to the demands of 
being the pope, he told the 
cardinals.

In a way, it shouldn’t 
have come as a surprise. 
Benedict himself in 2010 
raised the possibility of 
resigning if he were too 
old or sick to continue.

“If a pope clearly real-
izes that he is no longer 
physically, psychological-
ly and spiritually capable 
of handling the duties of 
his offi ce, then he has a 
right, and under some cir-
cumstances, also an obli-
gation to resign,” Benedict 
said in the book “Light of 
the World.” 

But he stressed that res-
ignation was not an option 
to escape a particular bur-
den, such as the sex abuse 
scandal.

“When the danger is 
great one must not run 
away. For that reason, now 
is certainly not the time to 
resign. Precisely at a time 
like this one must stand 
fast and endure the situ-
ation,” he said. Although 
popes are allowed to re-
sign, only a handful has 
done it — and none for a 
very long time. 

The last pope to resign 
was Pope Gregory XII, 
who stepped down in 1415 
in a deal to end the Great 
Western Schism, a dispute 

among competing papal 
claimants. The most fa-
mous resignation was Pope 
Celestine V in 1294; Dante 
placed him in hell for it.

There are good rea-
sons why others haven’t 
followed suit, primar-
ily because of the fear of 
a schism with two living 
popes. Lombardi sought 
to rule out such a scenario, 
saying church law makes 
clear that a resigning pope 
no longer has the right to 
govern the church.

When Benedict was 
elected in 2005 at age 78, 
he was the oldest pope 
chosen in nearly 300 years. 
At the time, he had already 
been planning to retire as 
the Vatican’s chief ortho-
doxy watchdog to spend 
his fi nal years writing in 
the “peace and quiet” of 
his native Bavaria.

On Monday, Benedict 
said he plans to serve the 
church for the remainder 
of his days “through a 
life dedicated to prayer.” 
The Vatican said after he 
resigns he will travel to 
Castel Gandolfo, the papal 
summer retreat south of 
Rome, and then live in the 
monastery. All cardinals 
under age 80 are allowed 
to vote in the conclave, the 
secret meeting held in the 
Sistine Chapel where car-
dinals cast ballots to elect 
a new pope.

LOS ANGELES (AP) 
— Three people were 
killed Sunday in a pre-
dawn helicopter crash in 
a rural area of northern 
Los Angeles County while 
fi lming for a new reality 
TV show for the Discov-
ery Channel.

The copter crashed at 
about 3:40 a.m. at the pop-
ular fi lming location of 
Polsa Rosa Ranch in the 
city of Acton, Los Ange-
les County Fire dispatcher 
Robert Diaz said.

All three people aboard 
died, Diaz said.

Coroner’s spokesman 
Ed Winter identifi ed the 
victims Monday as David 
Gene Gibbs, 59, of Valen-
cia, Calif.; Darren Arthur 
Rydstrom, 46, of Whittier, 
Callif., and Michael Wil-
liam Donatelli, 45, of In-
diana, Pa.

Autopsies were pend-
ing.

The show, listed on a 
fi lming permit as an un-
titled military-theme TV 
program, had not yet 
been aired or announced 
by Discovery, channel 
spokeswoman Laurie 
Goldberg said.

“A production company 
was shooting a show for 
Discovery Channel when 
this tragic accident oc-
curred,” the station said in 
a statement. 

“We are all cooperating 
fully with authorities. Our 
thoughts and prayers go 
out to the families.”

The show’s production 
company, Eyeworks USA, 
best known for creating 
NBC’s “The Biggest Los-
er,” also issued a statement 
expressing sympathies to 
the victims’ families and 
saying they were cooper-
ating with authorities.

The company had been 
approved to use a helicop-
ter for a reality TV show 
shooting at the ranch 
from Saturday afternoon 
until Sunday morning, 
said Philip Sokoloski, a 
spokesman for FilmLA, 
which processes fi lming 
permits for location shoot-
ings in the Los Angeles 
region.

Records also showed 
that Crossbow Helicop-
ters received approval to 
participate in fi lming from 
the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration.

“We wouldn’t have ref-
erenced helicopter activity 
if we didn’t already have 
pre-approval from the 
FAA,” Sokoloski said.

The cause and other cir-
cumstances surrounding 
the crash were still un-
known, Federal Aviation 
Administration spokes-
man Allen Kenitzer said.

Television footage 
showed mangled wreck-
age in a rugged canyon.

According to its web-
site, Polsa Rosa is a 
“movie ranch” where fi lm 
crews can utilize a variety 
of terrains as well as two 
airstrips. 

The ranch, according to 
the Internet Movie Data-
base, was used in “Wind-
talkers” and last year’s re-
make of “Red Dawn.”

It was the site of another 
entertainment industry 
death in September, when 
a 48-year-old crew mem-
ber died of an apparent 
heart attack while under-
water in scuba gear on the 
set of the upcoming John-
ny Depp fi lm “The Lone 
Ranger.”

Sunday’s wreck was 
also just 25 miles from a 
similar rural spot in Santa 

Clarita where actor Vic 
Morrow and two children 
were killed in another he-
licopter crash while fi lm-
ing the “Twilight Zone” 
movie in 1982.

That crash brought 
changes in production re-
strictions and led to pro-
ducer John Landis and 
four others being charged 
with involuntary man-
slaughter. All were acquit-
ted.

Testimony resumes in 
Ariz. boyfriend killing

PHOENIX (AP) — A 
woman charged with kill-
ing her lover in his Arizo-
na home after a lust-fi lled 
day of sex and raunchy 
photographs told jurors 
Monday that she once 
awoke from sleeping in 
his bed to fi nd the victim 
having sex with her.

Jodi Arias, 32, faces the 
death penalty if convicted 
of fi rst-degree murder in 
the killing of Travis Alex-
ander in June 2008.

Arias testifi ed last week 
in Phoenix about the vola-
tile relationship that cul-
minated with Alexander’s 
death. 

Prosecutors claim Arias 
killed him in a jealous 
rage, stabbing and slash-
ing him 27 times, slitting 
his throat and shooting 
him in the head.

Arias says it was self-
defense after initially tell-

ing authorities she wasn’t 
there. She then blamed it 
on masked intruders. She 
now claims Alexander at-
tacked her, forcing her to 
fi ght for her life.

In provocative testi-
mony during three days 
on the stand last week, 
Arias recounted her trou-
bled childhood marred 
by abuse at the hands 
of her parents, a string 
of bad relationships and 
struggles to pay bills. She 
later described for jurors 
in graphic detail how Al-
exander made repeated 
sexual advances all while 
converting her into the 
Mormon faith during their 
heated initial courtship.

Defense attorneys have 
been trying to portray Al-
exander as a hypocrite, 
liar and philanderer in 
hopes of gaining sympa-
thy from jurors. 

Arias has described Al-
exander as a domineering 
womanizer who belittled 
her, called her derogatory 
names and used her for sex 
throughout their stormy 
fi ve-month relationship, 
and even afterward, as the 
pair continued to see each 
other for trysts.

On Monday, she de-
scribed an encounter 
with Alexander in May 
2007, about a year before 
his death, when she was 
sleeping in his bed and 
awoke to fi nd him having 

sexual intercourse with 
her.

“He was on top of me, 
and had already penetrat-
ed and started having sex 
with me,” Arias said.

She said she didn’t tell 
him to stop but the sex 
made her uncomfortable 

because she felt it violated 
the teachings of the Mor-
mon church, which dis-
courages sex before mar-
riage. 

Defense attorney Kirk 
Nurmi asked why she felt 
the sex while she slept 
was OK.
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Texas ranked top exporting state for 11th consecutive year

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Texas Democrats plan to force education votes
AUSTIN (AP) — How the 

state will pay for public schools 
will take center stage this week 
in the political theater known as 
the Texas Legislature, and it will 
likely remain there throughout 
the session.

A very public and somewhat 
tense conversation between 
House Appropriations Chairman 
Jim Pitts and his Democratic 
vice chair, Sylvester Turner, pro-
vided a sneak preview. Turner 
spoke up after their committee 
fi nished its work earlier than ex-
pected on Tuesday, the morning 
after a judge declared their pub-
lic school fi nance system uncon-
stitutional.

“There are a lot of things we 
could discuss, like what hap-
pened yesterday afternoon at 
around 5 o’clock,” Turner said 
as Pitts started to end the meet-
ing. “I’m sure we’ll be discuss-
ing that, too,” Pitts answered 
with a tight smile.

“And there is no place better 
to discuss it than right here, right 
now,” Turner pressed, tapping 
his fi nger on the dais.

“I think when the judge fi nish-
es his opinion, we’ll be discuss-
ing that,” Pitts replied, hoping to 
end the on-camera conversation 
before a crowded committee 
room.

“Because I don’t think we 
should be allowing judges to 
determine legislative priori-
ties. That is not the conserva-
tive thing to do,” Turner added 
wryly, prompting laughter from 
the audience. Rather than reply, 
Pitts called on a fellow Repub-
lican and ended the meeting.
That interaction betrayed how 
Texas Democrats are laying the 
ground work to make public 
school funding a major issue this 
legislative session, and how they 
hope to set Republicans up for 
some potentially embarrassing 
votes that can be used against 
them in 2014.

Last session, the Republican-
controlled Legislature rewrote 
the public education funding 
formulas to cut $5.4 billion from 
the budget, the fi rst cut in per-
student spending since World 
War II. 

That prompted two-thirds of 

the state’s school districts to sue 
and win a ruling that the Legisla-
ture has failed its constitutional 
obligation to adequately fund 
public schools.

Democrats have repeatedly 
called on the Legislature to re-
store those cuts. But House 
Speaker Joe Straus, R-San 
Antonio, has said lawmak-
ers shouldn’t make any major 
changes to the school fi nance 
system until the Texas Supreme 
Court has a chance to rule on 
the lawsuit, something that will 
not happen before the legisla-
tive session ends in May. Like 
Turner, though, Democrats want 
action now. They have called on 
Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott to accept the ruling with-
out fi ling an appeal and for the 
Legislature to fi x the school fi -
nance problem this session.

In addition, the House Demo-
cratic Caucus says it will intro-
duce a measure to restore the 
$5.4 billion in cuts to this year’s 
budget by adding it to an emer-
gency spending bill needed to 
pay for Medicaid. Rep. Trey 
Martinez Fischer, D-San Anto-
nio, will also try on Monday to 
convince the House to declare 
school fi nance an emergency 
item and begin work on the mat-
ter immediately.

These votes will be just the be-
ginning of a long, drawn out ef-
fort to get Republicans to either 
vote for increased government 
spending — which will get them 
in trouble in the 2014 Republican 
primaries — or get them to vote 
against public education spend-
ing, which will give Democrats 
an issue in the 2014 general elec-
tions. The Republican leadership 
recognizes the trap and will do 
its best to side-step it. The GOP 
will also use parliamentary pro-
cedure to block votes and argue 
that rewriting school fi nance 
laws while there is ongoing liti-
gation is foolish.

Privately, Republicans say 
they want to delay any action on 
school fi nance for as long as pos-
sible and are considering stalling 
tactics. Abbott can do Republi-
can lawmakers a favor and slow-
peddle the appeals process to 
make sure the lawsuit lasts well 

into 2014. Then Gov. Rick Perry 
can call a special legislative ses-
sion after the 2014 primaries and 
before the 2014 general election.

Such a special session would 
allow Republican lawmakers to 
vote for a school fi nance over-
haul that boosts spending after 
they’ve made it past the notori-
ously conservative Republican 
primary voter. They would also 
solve the school fi nance prob-
lem before Democrats could at-
tack them for not taking care of 
public schools, one of the most 
important issues for the general 
election voter. Fischer’s opening 
gambit on Monday will be just 
the beginning of a political dra-
ma that has as much to do with 
politics as it does with the school 
children of Texas.

House budget writers take
action on $4.8B bill

AUSTIN (AP) — Budget 
writers in the Texas House have 
taken the fi rst step toward pass-
ing one of the fi rst priorities of 
the new legislative session. The 
House Appropriations Commit-
tee on Monday unanimously ap-
proved a $4.8 billion supplemen-
tal spending bill. The majority of 
that covers a Medicaid tab that 
lawmakers didn’t pay two years 
ago. Republican chairman Jim 
Pitts told the committee that the 
spending bill must be on Gov. 
Rick Perry’s desk by March. He 
says failing to do so will mean 
that doctors and hospitals won’t 
get paid.

Democrats have indicated 
they’ll make Republicans vote 
on restoring $5.4 billion in edu-
cation cuts in the supplemental 
bill, which must be addressed 
before lawmakers begin fi ne-
tuning the next budget. The sup-
plemental bill now moves to the 
Texas House.

Texas offi cers fi nd $500k
worth of cocaine in car

WEIMAR (AP) — Cocaine 
isn’t cool even when stuffed in a 
radiator. East Texas law offi cers 
have confi scated about $500,000 
worth of cocaine hidden in a 
false compartment of a vehicle’s 
radiator. The Fayette County 
Sheriff’s Offi ce on Monday an-

nounced the drug bust and the 
arrest of two people from Lake-
way, Fla.

A traffi c stop Friday on In-
terstate 10 several miles east of 
Weimar led to a search. A Texas 
trooper noticed the radiator ap-
peared to have been altered. A 
drug-sniffi ng dog located pack-
ages with more than 20 pounds 
of cocaine. The Colorado Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Offi ce says 43-year-
old Marciano Moreno and his 
52-year-old wife Maria were 
being held Monday on charges 
of manufacture and delivery of 
a controlled substance. Bond 
was set at $25,000. Jail records 
didn’t list attorneys for the pair.

Mom, 3 kids die in
South Texas SUV wreck

GEORGE WEST AP) — In-
vestigators say a woman and her 
three children have died after 
their SUV hit a tree and burst 
into fl ames in a South Texas 
wreck. The Department of Pub-
lic Safety says the victims were 
dead at the scene Sunday morn-
ing in the accident about 12 
miles northeast of George West. 
DPS says the woman’s husband 
survived but suffered a broken 
left arm and left leg.

Offi cials say 22-year-old Joan-
nie Lopez of George West was 
driving when the SUV went off 
U.S. 59. The accident also killed 
2-year-olds Christopher and 
Alonzo Lopez, plus 3-year-old 
Andrew Lopez Jr. Investigators 
say the woman was the only per-
son wearing a seat belt and driv-
er fatigue may have contributed 
to the accident. George West is 
60 miles northwest of Corpus 
Christi.

Shooting suspect killed
by Fort Worth police

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) 
— Fort Worth police say they 
shot and killed a man after he 
drove his vehicle at them. A de-
partment news release Sunday 
said the incident occurred late 
Saturday as police investigated 
an earlier shooting.

The driver, a 22-year-old man, 
died at the scene. Police say the 
driver was a suspect in the ear-
lier shooting. According to the 

news release, the vehicle was 
approached because offi cers be-
lieved it matched one involved 
in that shooting. Shots were fi red 
because offi cers feared for their 
safety and believed one had been 
struck by the vehicle, the news 
release said. The offi cers have 
been placed on administrative 
leave pending an investigation.

Texas man convicted of ‘81
shooting could go free

CORSICANA (AP) — A man 
convicted three decades ago of 
stabbing a woman more than 40 
times could soon be freed thanks 
to DNA testing.

Randolph Arledge has spent 
half of his life in prison due to 
a 1984 murder conviction. Pros-
ecutors and Arledge’s attorneys 
at the national Innocence Proj-
ect will ask a judge Monday to 
recommend that the 58-year-old 
Arledge go free.

Arledge was given 99 years 
for the 1981 death of Carolyn 
Armstrong, whose body was 
found on a dirt road in Navarro 
County, southeast of Dallas.

Investigators focused on 
Arledge after two co-conspira-
tors in an armed robbery said he 
had admitted to stabbing some-
one. One of them later recanted. 
DNA from a hairnet found in 
Armstrong’s car was a near-per-
fect match for another man now 
at large.

Michigan lovebirds rescued
after marraige proposal

DETROIT (AP) — A De-
troit-area couple who became 
stranded on an island last year 
exchanged vows in a wedding 
ceremony that — unlike the 
elaborate proposal that prompt-
ed their rescue — went accord-
ing to plan. WDIV-TV reports 
Nathan Bluestein and May Go-
rial were married Saturday at 
Assumption Grotto Catholic 
Church in Detroit. Bluestein and 
Gorial set out by canoe in Sep-
tember in Wild Fowl Bay near 
Caseville, about 110 miles north 
of Detroit. Gorial accepted the 
proposal, but strong wind and 
waves kept them from returning 
to shore. Bluestein had planned 
the proposal for months.

Q: I’ve been rereading some 
of your past articles online. 
You usually explain Social 
Security rules pretty well. But 
there is one situation I am hav-
ing trouble with. A 62-year-
old woman who is married to 
a slightly younger man wrote 
to ask if she could get benefi ts 
from her older ex-husband’s 
Social Security record. You 
said no. You went on to ex-
plain that as long as she was 
married to husband num-
ber two, she can’t get ben-
efi ts from husband number 
one. But in another column, 
a 63-year-old woman who 
was getting widow’s benefi ts 
asked if she could continue 
receiving those benefi ts if she 
marries another man. And you 
answered that as long as she 
remarried after the age of 60, 
she could continue to receive 
her deceased husband’s ben-
efi ts. Isn’t this a contradiction 
of your fi rst answer? 

A: My answers to both 
women are correct. But you 
are right; one answer does 
contradict the other. And the 
contradiction grows out of this 
country’s conservative moral 
values. We just don’t want 
nice old ladies “living in sin!” 
I’ll explain.

Social Security has always 
had a general rule that says if 
you are married to one man, 
you can only get his Social 
Security. You can’t get a prior 
husband’s benefi ts if you are 
married to another guy. 

And if you think of it, the 
law makes sense. Remember, 
we are talking about spousal 
benefi ts — benefi ts to a wife 
or widow, or to a divorced 
wife or widow. And for Social 
Security purposes, spousal 
benefi ts imply “dependency.” 
In other words, you only 
qualify for a wife or widow’s 
benefi t if you were dependent 
on your husband or ex-hus-
band. So if a woman marries 
another man, the law then as-
sumes she is now dependent 
on that new husband. Because 
she is no longer dependent on 
her prior husband, why should 
she get dependent Social Se-
curity spousal benefi ts on his 
account?

(Before I go on here, I 
must make it very clear that 
we are talking only about 
dependent spousal benefi ts 
a woman might be due from 
her husband or ex-husband. 
If a woman has worked and 
earned her own Social Secu-
rity benefi t, nothing regarding 
her marital status prevents her 
from collecting that benefi t.)

But now back 
to the issue of 
spousal benefi ts. 
Again, the gen-
eral rule, a rule 
that makes per-
fect sense, has 
always said that 
you can’t get ben-
efi ts from a prior husband as 
long as you are married to a 
different husband.

But back in the ‘70s, stories 
started to appear in the press 
about women forced to “live 
in sin” by their government! 
Those stories always involved 
elderly women getting Social 
Security widow’s benefi ts 
that eventually found another 
man and wanted to start a new 
life with him. But if she mar-
ried him, she would lose her 
monthly widow’s payment 
from her fi rst husband. So 
they would simply start living 
together. And conservative re-
ligious people in this country 
went nuts! My gosh — little 
old ladies were “shacking up” 
with lonely old men, and we 
just couldn’t have that! 

They demanded change, 
and they eventually got it. 
Congress felt the political 
heat and rewrote the law. Ever 
since then, the rules have said 
that if a woman is getting wid-
ow’s benefi ts from a prior hus-
band, she can remarry after the 
age of 60 and continue to get 
Social Security benefi ts from 
her fi rst husband. She is po-
tentially due benefi ts from her 
second husband, too. But be-
cause a widow’s rate — up to 
100 percent — is much higher 
than the rate paid to a current 
wife — only up to 50 per-
cent — a woman usually gets 
much higher benefi ts from her 
deceased husband’s account 
than she would be due from 
her current husband.

Oh, and if husband number 
two dies, the twice-widowed 
woman can pick and choose. 
She would get benefi ts from 
whichever husband had the 
more generous Social Secu-
rity account.

Q: I am about to turn 66. I 
started getting widow’s ben-
efi ts at age 60. I was told at 
that time that my own Social 
Security retirement rate was 

much less than my deceased 
husband’s benefi t. But now 
that I am 66, I am wondering 
if my own benefi t is higher. 
Will they automatically switch 
me over if it is? Or should I 
wait until age 70 when I un-
derstand I can get the maxi-
mum rate?

A: They will not automati-
cally switch you from wid-
ow’s benefi ts to retirement 
benefi ts. This is something 
you will have to initiate by 
contacting your local Social 
Security offi ce or by calling 
them at 800-772-1213. 

You can switch over to your 
own retirement rate only if it 
is higher than your widow’s 
benefi t. Now that you are 66, 
you should check with Social 
Security to fi nd out what your 
own retirement benefi t is. If it 

(your age 66 rate) is still less 
than your widow’s payment, 
there is nothing to switch to 
-- for now. The only thing you 
can do is wait until age 70 to 
fi nd out if by then your own 
Social Security benefi t (which 
would come with a 32 percent 
bonus at that age) is fi nally 
higher than your widow’s 
rate. If even at age 70, your 
own rate is still less than your 
widow’s benefi t, then you 
will simply continue to get 
widow’s benefi ts for the rest 
of your life.

If you check with Social 
Security and fi nd that your 
age 66 rate is already higher 
than your widow’s benefi t, 
then you have two choices. 
You can either switch to that 
higher benefi t on your own 
record now. Or you can wait 
until age 70 and switch to an 
even higher benefi t (with that 
32 percent bonus).

WILMINGTON, Del. 
(AP) — Three people 
died Monday morning in 
a shooting at a courthouse 
in Delaware, including the 
shooter, authorities said.

Delaware State Police 
Sgt. Paul Shavack con-
fi rmed three people died 
in the shooting at the New 
Castle County Courthouse 
in Wilmington. He said 
the suspected gunman and 
two women are dead. The 
city’s mayor said one of 
the women killed was the 
shooter’s estranged wife, 
but Shavack said police 
had not confi rmed that was 
the case.

Wilmington Mayor 
Dennis Williams said in a 
telephone interview that he 
was told the man shot and 
killed his wife.

Shavack said two police 
offi cers suffered non-life-
threatening injuries.

He said offi cers ex-
changed gunfi re with the 
shooter in courthouse’s 
lobby before he passed 
metal detectors. Shavack 
did not say whether the 
shooter killed the two 
women or whether they 
were killed in the gunfi re. 
Shavack also did not say 
how the shooter died.

Dozens of police cars 
and emergency vehicles 
were on the streets sur-

rounding the courthouse 
in the hours after the 
shooting, and police were 
searching the courthouse 
room by room as a precau-
tion.

Jose Beltran, 53, a court 
employee who works in 
the building, was entering 
the lobby Monday morn-
ing when he heard two 
shots. He said he turned 
around and ran.

“It happened so fast,” he 
said, adding he heard three 
or more shots as he ran.

Dick Lawyer works part 
time across the street at 
the law offi ce of Casarino, 
Christman, Shalk, Ran-
som & Doss and said his 
offi ce building had been 
on lockdown since about 
8:15 a.m. The shooting 
occurred about fi ve min-
utes earlier. He said he and 
colleagues were shaken at 
fi rst but calmer hours later. 
“We have a couple of peo-
ple whose relatives work 
at the courthouse,” said 
Lawyer, who works as a 
document management 
specialist for the fi rm.

Robert Vess, 68, dropped 
off his wife, Dorothy, 69, 
for jury duty at the court-
house Monday morning. 
He said it wasn’t until af-
ter 10:30 a.m. that she was 
able to call him and let him 
know she was safe.
