The doctor wasn't sure, but the 
specialist called In on the case 
confirmed his worst suspicion— 
Jimmy Jones bad RHEUMATIC 
FEVER.

Jimmy’s rase was caught early, 
so ttie outcome is much more fav- 
vuble. Nevertheless, it will rr- 
qiire considerable medical care 
i-iid treatment to pull him through 
sufc and sound.

Id rbt-umallc fever, not only 
are joinU and niUM'Ics sffeerd. 
but the heart Itself Is nearly 
always Involved to some de­
gree. When the InflamalliMi has 
subsided, although the joints 
and must lea will as well as 
before the Infetlioa, there Is 
Ukclibood that. In two rases 
out of three, there will be 
permanent damage to the 
heart.
Rheumatic fever, together with 

rheumatic heart disease which it 
so often leaves behind, has been 
called childhood's greatest enemy.

Except for accidenu, it is com­
monest cause of death among 
school children. And in nine out of 
10 cakes of heart conditions found 
ui children, their cause can be 
traced to rheumatic fever.

This condition usually starts 
betwerw the ages of five and 
IS. It may occur at any age, 
however. rnf.irtunalrly, one 
attack docs not make the Indi­

vidual Imiiiunr. Inslend, It 
lowers his Imniunlly, and un­
less extreme precautions are 
taken. It will recur again and 
again Each attack adds to the 
damage already present.
Other important ailments asso­

ciated with heart disease- such as 
high bloixl pressure and arteriosc­
lerosis- affect the heart only Indi 
redly This leaves the heart mus 
cle Intact to deal with the enemy 
Rheumatic fever attacks the heart 
Itself inflaming the muscle, the 
SBC It is contained In. and most 
importantly, the delicate valves— 
the "trapdoors" m the heart.

When the Inflamatlon has sub­
sided. there may be left behind 
corroded valves and a weakened, 
enlarged heart muscle. The dam­
age to the valves is imtiortant 
enough to disturb the entire pump­
ing function of the heart This may 
not only dog the patient for the 
rest of his life, but may consider­
ably shorten his life

.More than one-lhlrd of the 
crippled hearts in adult life 
can be attributed to rheumatic 
heart trouble.
Symptoms of rheumatic fever 

can be deceiving and are often 
hard to detect, even for the experi­
enced doctor. Nosebleed, pains in 
the stomach, a loss of appetite, 
and a failure to gain weight, as 
well as Jimmy's fever and Joint 
pains, are signs that the doctor 
must evaluate along with labora­
tory findings.

What causes rheumatic fe­
ver, medical w-lence is hard- 
pul to say. lioctors do know 
that Infecllaao such as tonsil- 
Ulls. scarlet fever, and the so- 
called "strep" throat which 
Jimmy had—Infections caused 
by a certain type "strep" germ 
which ruptures blood cells—

almost always precede Its on-

Only a imaU pt»rcenta*e of lno»<f 
who get these Infections, however, 
later come down with rheumatic 
fever condition

What makes an Individual sus- 
ccptibile seems In many cases to 
be an Inherited tendency to rheu­
matic fever, although doctors are 
not sure. This tendency may be 
Increased by poor diet. Inadequate 
protection from cold, and crowded 
living conditions that give germs 
a ihance to spread easily from 
throat to throat.

Pmiclllln and sulfa drugs, 
although of no value In treating 
rheumatic lever, have been 
u s e f u l  In preventing the 
"strep" Infections In former 
rheumatic fever victims.
By preventing these tnfections, 

doctors have been able to ward off 
subsequent attacks of rheumatic 
fever.

When rheumatic fever has "ex­
ploded,”  prompt and continuing 
medical care U the first and most 
Important essential. The earlier 
this medical care Is gotten under 
way. yie better are the patient’s 
chances of coming through without 
damage to the heart.

Aspirin and ether sallcylalra 
help the fever and soreness, 
but It is a long rest In bed under 
good medical and naming 
supervision which gives the 
heart the edge In the crucial 
balllr It Is waging.
When the acute phase la past, 

rheumatic fever can linger on for 
months in a subacute stage Until 
the patient la pronounced fully well 
by a competent physician, the pos­
sibility of additional damage to the 
heart continues to exist.

It Is Important, therefore, that 
reliable medical advice is sought 
early and is c.'osely followed 
throughout.

With the state department 
engaged in the most vital diplo­
matic battle since the end of 
the war in an effort to prevent 
a third world war. Secretary 
of State Dean Acbeson should 
have the ondlvlded mpport of 
the people of the nation.

"Our standing in the world is 
suffering from the tactics employ­
ed by Senator McCarthy, our diplo­
macy it hamstrung, and the only 
beneficiary is the Soviet Union, in 
the textbook of which the seantor's 
tactics fall under the head of 
'Technique of Creating Confusion 
in the United States ' "
