Building Your Child’s Basic
Learning Skills: Who's Responsible?

When children’s learning pro-
gress does not live up to the expec-
tations of parents, they are temp-
ted to lay the blame at the school-
house door.

But today, school systems and
professional educators are stressed
beyond belief. Classroom sizes
across North America average 17
to 25 students, making it all but
impossible for teachers to provide
individualized attention.

Yet the National Commission on
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Excellence in Education (NCEE)
tells parents, “You have the right
to demand for your children the
best our schools and universities
can provide.”

But giving children an education
that will equip them to compete in
a global job market involves more
than merely dropping them off
under the porticos of their schools.

The NCEE report warns, “As
surely as you are your child’s first
and most influential teacher, your
child’s ideas about education and its

|- significance begin with you.

“You bear a responsibility to par-

. ticipate actively in your child’s edu-

cation. You should encourage more

" diligent study and discourage satis-

faction with mediocrity.”

Your participation is most criti-
cal in building your child’s funda-
mental skills. For instance, you can
have a profound impact on his or
her reading skills, the foundation
to all learning processes.

Here are some helpful ideas:

e Read to your preschool age
child. Invite his participation by
discussing stories and accompany-
ing pictures. Encouraging him to
link sounds to words and letters
will help him learn the connection
between reading and the written
word. Such sessions should be fre-
quent; limited by his attention span;
and enjoyable for both you and your

child.

e Relate what you've read to
life around the preschooler. Oppor-
tunities abound everywhere you go.

e Listen to your older child
read. Be helpful, but don’t read for
him. Positive support and reinforce-
ment are critical.

e Discuss what is read with your
young reader to facilitate com-
prehension and retention.

e Support your child’s reading
activity. Be willing to take him to
the library. Urge him to participate
in reading programs; foster reading
as a leisure-time activity; and limit
television viewing as a substitute
for reading. Emphasize that read-
ing is for fun. as you reinforce the
need to become more efficient in
reading classroom assignments.

* e Encourage appropriate study
habits and lovingly monitor his
progress in school.

Developing good reading skills is
essential to proper study habits.

The recent scorpion invasion of § -

West Texas has focused statewide
attention on these eight-legged cousins
of spiders. Fortunately, there’s no need
to panic.

Most scorpions look a lot fiercer
than they really are. Two species found
in Arizona can inflict a deadly sting, but
Texas scorpions are mild by comparison.
Their stings hurt, but most people need
only an ice pack or an alcohol swab to
soothe the pain.

Shy and Shortsighted. Like spiders.
scorpions don't go looking for trouble
with people. They spend most of their
three- to five-year lives waiting for their
next meal. Their prey--usually a small
insect. earthworm, centipede, spider. or
even another scorpion-—-has to come
close; because scorpions’ small eyes are
nearly blind. They hunt by touch rather
than by sight. Considering this
technique. it's not surprising that
scorpions can survive for a long time
without food.

When they do capture prey,
scorpions hold it with their large
pincers and stun or kill it with the
poisonous stinger at the end of their
upturned tails.

Avoiding Stings. We can keep
conflicts with scorpions to a minimum
by being alert to their presence and
approaching their habitats with caution
and common sense.

Scorpions dwell in tight places
under rocks, fallen trees and firewood--
wherever their slender, flattened bodies
fit. They also hide in tall grass.

Adults can be assured

that it 1is ccnsidered
normal for the 6-year-
old to be eager to
learn, restless, over-
active, self-assertive
and often aggressive.
These youngsters are
inept at activities
using small muscles.

They are keenly competi-
tive and boastful and
in need of encouragement
ample praise, warmth
and great patience from
adults.

The typical 7-year-old
will have better use of
his small muscles, be
sensitive to the feel-
ings and attitudes of
others, and be talkative
and prone to exaggera-
tion. Youngsters at
this age enjoy songs,
rhythms, fairy tales,
myths, television and
movies. They need the
right combination of
independence and encour-—
agement from adutls.

Attention spans of
8-year—-olds increase,
as does their concern
and interest in other
people. At this point
the child is more
enthusiastic than
cautious, which leads
to a higher accident
rate. The child's
understanding of basic
concepts, like time and
money, increase drama-
tically. Eight-year-—
olds need a best friend
in addition to many
experiences with peers,
gently reminders of
their responsibilities,
and lots of praise and

encouragement.
Individual differences
and abilities become

obvious by the age of 9

or 10. The child is
capable of prolonged

10-year-old still needs
active rough and tumble
play, friends and
membership in a group,
definite responsibility,
frank answers to ques-
tions concerning physio-
logical changes, and
reasonable explanations
from loving adults.
Preadolescents, or
children aged 10,11 and
12, experience rapid,
uneven growth of all
parts of their bodies
which may result in
awkwardness, restless—
ness and laziness.
Wide differences in
maturity are common,
with girls often matur-
ing about two years
earlier than boys.

They
don’t jump. aid because their cyesight
is so poor, they probably won’t even see

vou  coming. If you are squeamish, a -

vacuum cleaner will also do the trick.
It's safest to throw away the bag
immediately.

“Letters Home To Poland”

Inside the grey walls
of the provincial
archives building at
Wroclaw, on the Orda
River in southwestern
Poland, I found four
letters...four most
interesting letters
each written from Texas

in 1855. They provided
fascinating insights
into the lives of

European peasant immi-
grants in pre-Civil War
Texas.

Polish farmers began
organized immigration
to the San Antonio area
in Texas during 1854,
and the letters that I
found in the Wroclaw
archives were written
by some of these first
immigrants. In 1856
the letters were collec-—

ted by 1local police
authorities in what
then was the Kingdom of

Prussia for use as
evidence in a court
case which had been

filed against an immi-
gration agent who had
been accused of cheating
his customers. That is
the reason why the
letters survived in the
archives.

Two of the 1letters
were written from Panna
Maria in Karnes County,
Tex., by peasant farmer
John Moczygemba. They
were addressed to his
relatives in the village
of Pluznica in Prussian

Upper Silesia. In the
letters Moczygemba
attempted as Dbest he

7
his readers in Europe
what it was 1like for
him to live on the open
Texas frontier.

"There is no prepared

land, " Moczygemba
wrote, "but everybody
must get it ready for
himself," adding, "the
land is covered with

trees and brush, and no
one has plowed it
before."

The Polish immigrants
found themselves isola-
ted due to the Ilimited
settlement and their
inability to communicate
in English or Spanish
with the people 1living
around them. Impressed
by the spare population,
Moczygemba in one place
wrote, "There are no
villages. One cottage
lies from the other ten
miles or even more...We
live quite a way from
the church. It is
farther than you 1live

. from the manor."

The letters from
Texas back home to
Poland contained sound
advice for other pros-
pective  immigrants.
John Moczygemba, for
instance, counseled one
of his relatives to

sign a contract with a .

teenager to accompany
him as an  indentured
servant:

"Dear Brother, take

with you Peter Raflicin,
because he will be very
useful here and he also
wants to come and you
will need him for the
journey." The 1live-in
farmer laborer would
remain valuable for
several years to come,
Moczygemba noted.
"Arrange with him for a
year, two, or even
more, up to the time
when your children grow

up, because it is
difficult to keep
cattle yourself. And,
it not this omne, look

for another boy, because
it is worth the money
it will cost you."

Home construction in
Texas, according to
John Moczygemba,
simple matter. "Here
one can get a house
very easily, and every-
body builds his house
himself," he wrote.

Moczygemba made
specific requests for
things that he wanted
his kinsmen to bring to
him when they came from
the old country.
Unimpressed with the
quality of
products in Texas, he
asked, "Bring a harrow
for you, and for me
too, because they are
available, but only
made from wood, and
these are bad." Simi-
larly he was disappoin-
ted with the strength
of the thread he could
buy in Texas: "Bring
thread, because it is
here too but is very
weak and made of cotton'

Regarding advice on
whether other peasant
farmers should come to
Texas, John Moczygemba
was candid:

"You are asking me
for advice," he wrote.
"How could I give you
advice? If you didn't
like it here, you would
blame me."

Many more Polish
immigrants did indeed
come to Texas over the
next few years. They
created at Panna Maria
the oldest permanent
Polish  settlement in
the Western Hemisphere,
a site now visited by
hundreds of tourists
annually.
