Patrol reported today that 7,378
Citizen’s Band (CB) radio con-
tacts were made with citizens
by Patrol officers in Sep-
tember. These contacts con-
cerned reports of traffic and
criminal violations, accidents,
dangerous road conditions and
requests for assistance.

A total of 5,676 contacts con-
cerning requests for assistance
and reports of dangerous road
conditions were made with the
Patrol by CB’ers last month. In-
cluded in this total were 1,242
reports of stranded motorists
and 998 contacts in regard to
traffic accidents. Members. of
the Highway Patrol were able
to be of service to 928 stranded
motorists and investigated 527
of the reported accidents while
referring 258 CB reported
mishaps to local law en-
forcement agencies.

There were 1,702 CB contacts
relating to violations in Sep-
tember. Highway Patrol of-
ficers made 428 arrests and
issued 311 warnings as a result
of these contacts. Included in
the violation reports were those
for driving while intoxicated,
582; speed, 508; and 48 contacts
reporting felonies.

The trooper
stopped the driver of the
Cadillac but could only give him
a warning since the trooper had
not seen the reported violations
himself. Two days later,
another truck driver reported
via CB that a northbound brown
Cadillac was being driven at a
high rate of speed and passing
other vehicles in a careless and
imprudent manner. The trooper
clocked the speed of the driver
in the Cadillac with a speed gun
at 80 miles per hour. This driver
was the same motorist who was
warned when he was traveling
south on the same highway a
couple of days earlier. This
time he was arrested.

the human side of newspapers

Newspapermen are, at times,
inclined to take themselves and
their jobs too seriously. But
there is that grand leveler of
journalists, the error—be it
typographic, in fact or in
spelling—that brings them quite
rudely to the realization that
they are, after all, fallible.

Thus, on occasion, we like to
remind ourselves that the same
thing can, and does, happen to
us.

Someone with more time than
brains once calculated that
there is a potential of no less
than 4,367,428 typographical
€rrors on a newspaper page . .
not including the potential
mistakes in grammar or in fact.

This is a modest figure, by
my estimation. - I have con-
cluded that ‘a page has a
mistake potential of 34,574,000
. . . assuming that a newspaper
staff had a really bad week and
was 100 percent wrong 100 per-
cent of the time.

But when newspaperpeople
make mistakes—especially in a
small town—it is blown out of
proportion to the virtually
millions of mistakes they did
manage not to make that week.

I’ve told some of these stories
previously, but they are still

good for a laugh—we need more
humor, to be sure—and besides,
they make us and other editor
friends appear not as stupid as
some would make us out to be.

You can imagine the plight of
the editor whose classified
columns listed a ‘‘bull with calf
at side’’, or of the ad-
vertisement proclaiming an
evangelist to be leading a *‘100-
voice coarse’’. When these hap-
pen, you just turn the other
cheek.

One almost got by us recen-
tly, when a recipe listed
‘‘ground gloves’’ instead of
‘‘ground cloves’’. That would
have made a difference in the
taste, I dare say.

The greatest terror of any
editor comes from words that
are not spelled the way they
should be, but nevertheless turn
out to be correct spellings with
a sometimes horrifying change
in meaning.

This kind of typo  will not
soon be forgotten by the

editor who typed an
obituary item, noting at the con-
clusion that the decedent, a
suicide victim, had ‘‘shot him-
self to death’’.

Evil spirits or gremlins, no
doubt, reconstructed the word
“shot’’ . . . substituting another
vowel for the ‘“‘0’’. It resulted in
a correct spelling, but an en-
tirely different meaning as to
the man’s demise!

I’ve thought I was going to die
that way several times.

That same four-letter word
found its way into a sports item
in a daily paper. The story had
intended to note that ‘‘Bayliss
hit a pop fly’’. However, the
word space at the end of Bayliss
arrived just one letter too soon
and the verb ‘‘hit’”’ was trans-

formed into that magic word
again.

Headlines can make as much
trouble as those pesky lines of
type we call straight matter.
One editor in the

—facing "a rather dull
week from the news stand-
point—arrived near presstime
with only one story of any
significance . . . that of a man
whose heroic efforts fended off
an attack upon his wife by a
maddened donkey. The hero
beat the donkey with a broom
and apparently saved his wife’s
life.

Such heroics are seldom in a
small town, and the occasion
demanded a full-page-width
banner headline.

‘‘Man Beats Donkey Off Wife
with Broom’ in 72-point type
simply did not fit the space. It
was too long. Instead of
changing the point size, the
seasoned headline writer did
what all headline writers do—he
searched for a word with fewer
letters.

Webster’s Dictionary

-provided him with the right

word . . . a three-letter sub-
stitute for donkey: a bona fide
word for a quadruped, allied to
the horse.

The headline fit the space;
the editor sold out that week’s
press run; and posterity
received a headline that is a
priceless gem.

I could recall other similar
misques, but these are among
the best.

There is nothing as indelible
as a newspaper typographical
error; it cannot be pretended
out of existence or excused
away. Politicians say they are
misquoted; businessmen are
.visunderstood; farmers blame
th ‘rs on the weather; doctors
bury theirs and lawyers lie out
of their mistakes.

But a newspaper mistake can-
not be misunderstood, excused,
buried or lied out of existence.
It's there, in black and white.

One of the very human
aspects of a newspaper—not-
withstanding all the com-
putorized gadgetry—is that it is
created by humans, and
therefore just as subject to
error as any mortal. Despite
many efforts at precision, it still
comes out imprecise.

If you find a mistake, fine!
But remember, the editor did
avoid several million other
mistakes that same week.

How’s that for odds?

8 century ago, membership has still not been broadened to in-

clude someone familiar with the economic problems con-
fronting our country.

In recent times, we have been shown dramatically how our
country’s security is strongly connected with economic well-
being, and how that well-being can be threatened from
abroad.

Two years ago this fall, petroleum exporting countries
banded together to shut off this country’s foreign supplies of
oil. We all remember the long lines at gas stations and sky-
rocketing fuel bills this caused. And the vast repercussions of
rising prices, deepening unemployment and the threat of
continued fuel shortages are being felt to this day.

The OPEC oil embargo was not a military action against the
United States. But it gave this country a good idea of the im-
pact that economic sanctions can have.

We have waited far too long to act on the recommendations
of the Hoover Commission. And we have suffered for*it.

There is an urgent need to have a high-level economic pol-
icymaker sitting on the National Security Council along with
the military amd foreign policymakers who sit there now. I
have co-sponsor&d legislation to include the Secretary of the
Treasury as a voting member of the Council. As our nation’s
chief fiscal and monetary officer, he is best equipped to judge
the effect that complex domestic and foreign economic issues
will have on our security.

The Senate has already overwhelmingly approved my leg:
islation, and I expect it to meet with equally strong support in
the House of Representatives.

Beyond question, military questions will continue to dom-
inate considerations of the National Security Council, for the
threat of military attack is ever present.

Now, though, the Council will be prepared to deal with eco-
nomic threats as well; and our country will be more secure
for it.
