Article 3, Section 51, of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, relating to 
pension:? o f ex-Confederate soldiers and 
sailors • ,

X Section 1, Beit resolved by 
the Legislature of the State of 
Texas: That Article 3, Section 
51, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be so amended as 
to hereafter read as follows: 

Section 51. The Legislature 
shall have no power to make any 
grant or authorize the making of 
any grant of public money to any 
Individual, associations orindi- 
\ luuaU, municipal or other corpor­
ations whatsoever ; provided, bow- 
« ver, the Legislature may grant 
aid be indigent and disabled Con- 
1 ederate soldiers and sailors, who 
carne to Texas prior to January 
1, 1880, and who are either over 
sixty years of age or whose disa­
bility is the proximate result of 
actual service in the Confederate 
army for a period of at least three 
months, their widow's in indigent 
circumstances, who have never 
re-married and who have Ireen 
bona fide residents of the State of 
Texas since March 1, 1880; and 
who wpie married to such soldiers 
or suilors anterior to March 1, 
1880; provided, said aid shall not 
exceed eight dollars per month; 
provided futher, that no appro­
priation shall ever be made for the 
purpose hereinbefore specified in 
excess of five hundred thousand 
dollars for any one year. And 
also grant aid to the establish­
ment and maintenance of a home 
for said soldiers and sailors, un­
der such regulations and limita­
tions ae may be provided by law': 
provided, the graitt to aid said 
home shall not exceed one hun­
dred thousand dollars for anyone 
yeaT, and no inmate of said home 
shall be entitled to any other «id 
from the State, ard, f çovided fur­
ther, that the provisions of this 
section shall not be construed to 
prevent the grant of aid in case 
of public calamity.

ing foreign corporation» with such 
powers from doing business in this 
S.ate; and providing tor »he submis­
sion of such proposed Constitutional 
Amendment as required by lawn

Section 1. „ Be it Resolved by 
the Legislature of the State of
Texas: That Section 16, of Ar-♦
tide 16 of\lhe Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be and the same 
is hereby so amended that the 
Same shall hereafter read as fol­
lows :

Section 16. Th'e Legislature 
shall by general laws, authorize 
the incorporation of corporate 
bodie3 with banking and dis­
counting priviliges. and shall 
provide for a system of State Su­
pervision, regulation and control 
of such bodies which will ade­
quately protect and secure the 
depositors and creditors thereof.

Each shareholder of such cor­
porate body incorporated in this 
State, so long as he owns shares 
therein, and for 12 months after 
the date of any bona fide trans­
fer thereof shall be personally li­
able for all debts Of such corpo­
rate body existing at the date ul 
suith transfer, to ar. amount ad­
ditional to the par value of such 
shares so owned or transferred, 
equal to the par value pf such 
shares so owned or transferred.

No such corporate body shall 
be chartered until all of the au- 
th.,riz '̂i < apital stock has l ean 
subscribed and paid for in full in 
Gash. Such body corporate ehall 
not be authorized to engage in 
business at more than one place, 
which shall be designated in its 
charter.

No foreign corporation, other 
than the National banks of the 
United States, shall be permit­
ted to exercise banking or dis­
counting privileges in this State.

S e c . 2. The (governor is here­
by required and directed to make 
the proclamation and give the 
notices required by law for the 
submission of the foregoing reso­
lution to the people of the State 
of Texas as an amendment to the 
Constitution of the State of Tex., 
at the next general election; at 
which election all persons favor* 
ing such amendment shall ha<re 
written or printed on the ballots 
the words, “ For the Amendment 
to Section 16, Article 16 of the

opposed to said amendment shall 
have written or printed on their 
ballots the words, ** Against the

Authorizing Legislation in Aid 
of Internal Improvements.

House Joint Resolution authorizing 
the submission to a vote ©I the people 
of a proposed amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, au­
thorizing legislation in aid of certain 
internal improvements.

S e c t io n  1. Be it Resolved by 
the Legislature of the State of 
Texas: That at the next gener­
al election of the state of Texas, 
or at* any previous election in 
case an election for the State 
«hall .b® had or ordered by the 
Governor for other purposes, 
there shall be submitted to the 
electors or the State of Texas, for 
their approval or disapproval, 
the following proposed amend­
ment to the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, as provided for 
in Section 3, Article 17, of said 
Constitution relating to proposed 
amendments thereto:

Sec. 2. Be it resolved that 
Section 52, Articles, of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, 
be, and the same ia hereby 
amended so as to read as follows: 

Section 52. The Legislature 
shall have no power to authoriez 
any county, city, town or other 
politicl corporation or subdivision 
of the State to lend its credit or 
grant public money or thing of 
value in aid of, or to any individ­
ual, association or corporation 
whatsoever, or to become a stock­
holder in such corporation, asso­
ciation or company; provided, 
however, that under legislative 
provision any county, any politi 
cal subdivision of a county, any 
number of adjoining counties, or 
any political subdivision of tho 
State, or any defined district now 
or hereafter to be described and 
defined within the State of Tex 
and which may or may not in­
clude towns, villages or munici­
pal corporations, upon a vote of 
a two-thirds majority of the res­
ident property taxpayers voting 
thereon who are qualified electors

of such district or territory to bo 
affected thereby, in addition to 
all other debts, may issue bond« 
or otherwise lend its credit in any
amount not to exceed one-fourth 
of the assessed valuation of the 
real property of such distriot or 
territory, except that the total 
bonded indebtedness of any city 
or town shall never exceed the 
limits imposed by other provision« 
of this Constitution, and levy and 
collect such taxes to pay the in­
terest thereon and provide a sink­
ing fund for the redemtion there­
of, as the Legislature may au­
thorize, and in such manner as 
it may authorize the same for the 
following purposes to-wit:

(a ) The improvement of ris­
ers, creeks and streams to pre­
vent overflows, and to permit of 
navigation thereof, or irrigation 
thereof, or in aid of such purpos­
es.

(b) The construction a n d  
maintenance of pools, lakes, res­
ervoirs, dams, canals and water­
ways for the purposes of irriga­
tion, drainage or navigation, or 
in aid thereof.

(c) The construction, main­
tenance and operation of macad­
amized, graveled or paved roads 
and turnpikes, or in aid thereof.

Sec. 3 The Governor is here­
by authorized to Issue the neces­
sary proclamation for submit­
ting this proposed amendment to 
the electors of the State, as here­
inbefore indicated, and tc futher 
direct said eleGtion in its details, 
as is usual and customary in «uch 
cases.

S e c . 4. That the sum of five 
thousand dollars, or' so much 
thereof as is necessary is hereby 
appropriated nut of the Treasury
