RUSSIANS FIRE ON BRITISH SHIPS. M A Y  A T T A IN  A N Y  A L T IT U D E .

H u ll  P is h in g  B o a ts  A tta c k e d  b y  B a lt ic  S qu ad ron . 
C o m p lic a tio n s  I /ik e ly  to  R e s u lt .

Hull, England. Oct. 24.—A. M. Jack- 
spt» & Co., solicitors for the owners of 
Hull fishing boats, hare notified the 
foreign office and admiralty of an at­
tack on the Hull fishing fltet by the 
Russian Pacific squadron, commonly 
known as the Baltic squadron, com­
manded by Admiral Rojestveasky. 
The official information is that short­
ly after midnight Friday the Russian 
squadron fell in with the Hull fishing 
Ceet in the North Sea, the first por­
tion of the fishing fleet passing safely. 
Then the Russian ships turned their 
searchlights on tHe British vessels for 
some time, and a little later opened 
fire. The steam trawler Crane was 
sunk, and the decapitated bodies of 
her skipper and mate, Smith and Leg­
gett, have been brought to Hull. The 
boatswain and other men of the crew, 
who are understood to be seriously 
wounded, are on board a mission ship. 
The only slightly Injured member of 
the crew has arrived at Hull.

The steam trawlers Moulmein and 
Minohave, arriving at Hull, were seri­
ously damaged by shots, the latter 
having sixteen holes in her hull.

It is feared that other damage was 
done to the trawlers, and that at least

First one and- then another trawler 
was struck by flying shells. What 
seemed to be a round shot went 
through the Moulmetn's galley. The 
Minohave, lying near hy, was also 
struck with many snots, but fortun­
ately the damage was above hre water 
line and none of the crew was struck. 
The bombardment continued about 
twenty minutes.

When it had ceased the fleet sailed 
southward and some of the trawlers 
sent up rockets. The Moulmein 
steered in the direction of the rock­
ets. Soon cries were heard and the 
Crane was found sinking, with anoth­
er trawler taking oft some of her 
crew. Those seriously wounded were 
removed to a mission ship and the 
bodies of Smith and Leggett were 
placed aboard the Moulmein. The 
other men, with minor injuries, were 
put aboard the trawler Seagull, which 
at a late hour had not arrived at Hull.

Crowds gathered around the dock 
here, but no further information is 
available. Representatives of the 
fishing fleet started late last night for 
London to consult with the authorities 
there.

Mountain Clim bers Afforded a Sure
Preventive of D ifficult Breathing.
The difficulties of respiration at 

high altitudes have attended many 
mountain climbers and explorers, and 
the theory advanced in explanation 
has been that this trouble was caused 
by the reduced tension of the oxygen 
in the atmosphere.

Professor Mosso, an Italian scien­
tist, has recently disproved this the­
ory by showing that if the pressure 
of the mixture of oxygen and nitrogen 
making up ordinary air be reduced 

! to one-third of an atmosphere, and 
! then the proportion of oxygen be in- 
j creased so that its partial pressure is 
the same as normal, the mixture is 
breathed with inconvenience, accom­
panied by an abnormal respiration 
and pulse.

By taking supplies of pure oxygen 
and mixture of gases to the summit of 
Monte Rosa and analyzirg the blood 
it was shown, however, that a diminu­
tion in the amount of carbon dioxide 
in the air due to the low pressure was 
doubtless responsible for much of the 
trouble^ in respiration. Proof of this 
was afforded by breathing a mixture 
of 80 per cent of oxygen and 20 per 
cent of carbon dioxide on top of 

' Monte Rosa, with a feeling of pleas­
ure and ease, while the effect of the 
same mixture near the sea level in 
Turin was to produce giddiness and 

: vomiting.
If this discovery is substantiated by 

further experiments it seems that by 
the carrying of cylinders containing 
this mixture of gases the highest 
mountain peaks can be scaled, while 
the mere provision of oxygen is of 
doubtful utility.

question, and those who continue to 
agitate for reciprocity with Canada 
will have to deal with the Democratic 
party, which is always ready to at­
tack and undermine protection.

It is, tt> be sure, an eleventh-hour 
conversion in the' case of the Des 
Moines Register, this final abandon­
ment of the chase after the pot of gold 
at the foot of the Canadian reciproc­
ity rainbow, but none the less wel­
come on that account.

“ Col. Raymond has recently been in 
Canada, and his report of sentiment 
as he found it, confirms the report 
Gov.

Canada is not at all so­
licitous for reciprocity with the 
United States, further than to get a 
market here for Canadian farm prod­
uce, which this country has always 
lefused to consider unless accompan­
ied by substantial concessions to 
American manufactures, which Can­
ada will never make. Canada is to­
day firmly wedded to the high tariff 
idea as against American trade, and is 
steadily raising the barriers to pro­
tect Canadian manufactures. Canada 
has seen that a high tariff is forcing 
American capital across the border, 
and on that account also will insist 
upon it.

“The manufacturers of Massachu­
setts and New England believe they 
can secure more favorable admission 
into the Canadian market for their cot­
ton and wool goods, but there is not 
the slightest indication that they can. 
* • • Canada will not now nor
at any time while the Chamberlain 
preferential trade program is alive, or 
while the prospect of developing home 
industries adequate to the home 
needs is bright, allow the United 
States to enter the Canadian market 
on any but the most unfavorable 
terms. The opportunity to monopo­
lize the Canadian market came and 
went ten years ago.”

We commend this candid recanta­
tion on the part of a hitherto hot 
propagandist of the Canadian reci­
procity humbug to the earnest consid­
eration of certain Republican states­
men in Massachusetts. They can take 
it home to themselves with positive 
advantage. They may be able to dis­
cover therefrom that it is far better 
to fight Canadian reciprocity with the 
keen-edged weapons of fact, of truth 
and of logic, than to palter and strad­
dle and compromise. What the Re­

ton’s modern coast defence was such a 
report heard. There was an ominous 
explosion, not so loud as that of a well 
regulated breech-loading rifle dis­
charging its proper shot, but one to 
thrill the senses of the artillerists who 
heard it.

Immediately following this, the 
southwest pit o f the mortar battejy 
vomited forth -a cloud of smoke and 
suffocating noxious gases. More than 
fifty men were thrown gasping in inde­
scribable confusion for the moment 
beneath That cloud.

Fire call rang out shrilly its pene­
trating treble.

Instantly the fort was closed to all 
comers by cordon as impervious as 
wall of steel. “ Litters!” slit, liter Ser­
geant Donnan. and the hospital squad 
ran for the flaming volcano. As the 
cloud of smoke lifted', even stern disci­
pline could not restrain the emotions 
from a spectacle so appalling as that 
which greeted the comrades who has­
tened to succor.

It was but momentary, however, 
since Capt. Merrill, officer of the day. 
and Lieut. Lefort, acting in command 
of the gun detachments at the bottom 
of the pit, rallied the men who had 
been so close to death at gun practice. 
Within a few feet of the breech of 

i mertar No. 3 lay the headless body of 
Sergt George J. Nevins, the acting 
chief of the gun detachment in the 
absence of its regular sergeant.

! Close beside it was the terribly man- 
gled body of Private Edward Higgins, i 
whose duty as No. 1 man at the mor-

crete. His body and face were badl; 
blackened and the man was evidentlv 
killed at once by concussion.

AH around No. 3 mortar lay the 
bodies of the stunned and gasping 
members of its crew. Their blouses 
and other clothing were all on fire. 
Under command of the officers of the 
company at practice order was quickly- 
restored and discipline at once re­
sumed. Buckets were brought and wa 
ter thrown upon the burning uniforms, 
and, as rapidly as possible, the litter 
bearers removed the injured.

One glance at the breech of the mor 
tar told the stcry. The entire breech 
-mechanism was gone. Crank, con­
sole and breech block were missing. 
After careful search it was found that 
the breech block, a solid cylinder of 
steel, grooved to fit the threads of the 
tfcech CSrity, had been thrown back 
by some unexplainable premature ex­
plosion, and struck the muzzle of mor­
tar No. 2 some yards in the rear, chip­
ping out a big piece of steel from the 
rim: thence had rebounded almost at 
right angles, to be hurled across the 
space of the pit, striking the concrete 
wall on the same face that Kelley 
struck, and thence, deflected back 
again, in a slightly downward course, 
from its diminished energy, it tore a 
big hole cut of the “ racer,” as the 
mortar platform is termed, and finally 
dropped almost exactly beneath the 
muzzle of the mortar to which it be­
longed.

The projectile, weighing nearly 800
