Japs Advance Toward Siakhotan.

St. Petersburg: Lieut. Gen. Sakha-
roff, in a dispatch to General Staff,
dated July 23, reports skirmishes in
the vicinity of Kai Chou on July 22.

Lieut. Gen. Count Keller’s recon-
naissances on the same day showed
that the Japanese had only weak de-
tachments at the Siakokao and Wa-
fangkau passes.

There was no change in the situu-
tion in the bigh road to Mukden, ac-
cording to the report, but strong Ja-
panese columns with thirty guns were
advancing along the left bank of the
Tai Tse river in the direction of Siak-
hotan.
