As she neared the island huge mon­
ster». having the shape of men and the

a  row seconds more and we emerged 
from the narrow paasago into the spa­
cious lagoon, whose calm surface was 
unbroken save by •  large island which 
stood in its center.

Straight for this island tore the fran­
tic manatee, while with every foot of 
loeeenod distance between us and the 
land the v.-ifikeo’ eyes seemed to bulge 
out bigger with terrvr.

When within alout 60 y.irda of ths 
island, u grating, tearing sound came 
from tbo pitpan’a l ow. and with n sud­
den wrenc h and orach the canoe turned 
over, a total wreck from a nharp. jagged 
reck the manatee in its wild fiight hud 
thrown us against.

Fortunately the shock was ao preat 
aa to fling us clear of the hidden reck, 
and lining from beneath the wut r we 
struck out for the island, our speed not 
a little accelerated' by the fear of 
sharks and crocodiles.
