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In G. A. Schattenberg of
Boerne, Texas has one of those
agricultural and horticultural
screntists of whom Luther Bur-
bank of California is the highest
tvpe. Mr. Schattenberg is, like
Burbank, a man of origina! ex-
periment and research and has
made discoveries relative to the
fruit-producing qualities of the
soil and climate of this part
of Texas, which should prove of
inestimable benefit to fruit
growers and farmers. For
instance, Mr. Schattenberg has
demonstared beyond all doubt
that this section will prduce
commercial pearsof a high grade,
which will yield a big profit. He
averaged on sixty-five acres last
vear $238 an acre. Furthermore
he grew these pears without irri-
gation.

’

He also demonstrated that al-
falfa ¢can be raised in this sertion
profitably without irrigation. He
raised two fields of alfalfa last
year, on which he made six cut-
tings averaging over a ton to the
acre each cutting, and getting $15
a ton for the crop. These same
fields without reseeding have a
fine stand of alfalfa now and
have a'-:aly yieldeb two cut-
tings. In spite of the unusually
dry spring it is likely these fields
will yield two or three addition-
al cuttings before frost, and then
Mr. Schattenberg will run his
sheep on them during the winter.
