USDA Announces Last
Call for Producers to File
AGI Forms With the IRS

Failure to do so will Result in
Interruption of Program Payments

(POST, TX) — July 22,
2011 — Garza-Borden County
USDA Farm Service Agency
(FSA) Executive Director
Victor Ashley, reminds pro-
ducers that they must submit
an Adjusted Gross Income
(AGI) verification consent
form (CCC-927 or CCC-928)
to the IRS as soon as possible

in order to maintain eligibil-
ity for 2009 and 2010 pro-
gram benefits.

The consent form autho-
rizes IRS to verify for FSA
whether a  payment
recipient’s AGI meets the eli-
gibility requirements for FSA
programs. The form became
a requirement for payment
eligibility beginning with the

2009 crop year, however many
program participants have not
yet submitted this form for
2009 and 2010 program ben-
efits.

“Producers who fail to file
these forms before Sept. 2011
will receive a notice from the
National Office stating that the
producer is ineligible for 2009
and/or 2010 payments,” said
Ashley. “The producer will be
responsible for fully refunding
all payments received under
programs subject to AGI limi-
tations,” he said.

IRS requires written con-
sent from all individuals or le-
gal entities before verification
of the average AGI can be pro-
vided to USDA. Individuals

must submit form CCC-
927and legal entities must sub-
mit form CCC-928. Without
these forms on file, eligible
producers will not receive
USDA program payments.

Ashley further clarifies that
these consent forms are re-
quired for payments received
from the Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS)
as well as those received
through FSA. Completed
forms must be returned to the
IRS.

Summerize for Exercise

While the heat of summer
makes some activities more
pleasant, like going for a swim
at the beach, the extreme tem-
peratures we experience here
in North Carolina during the
summer months sure can make
other activities - like walking,
jogging, biking and tennis -
difficult and even dangerous.
