Coal and Bricks in Thurber
Conservation Projects
Proposals Sought for Water Quality, 
Outreach and Conservation Finance

WASHINGTON, March 7, 
2016 -  Agriculture Secretary 
Tom Vilsack today announced 
the availability o f up to $20 
million in competitive grants 
through the Conservation Inno­
vation Grants (CIG) program. 
The program aims to spark the 
development and adoption of 
cu tting -edge  conserva tion  
technologies and approaches 
for farmers, ranchers and other 
landowners.

“The Conservation Innova­
tion Grant program has an im­
pressive track record of foster­
ing innovative conservation 
tools and s tra teg ies ,” said 
Vilsack. “Successes in the pro­
gram can translate into new op­
portunities for h isto rica lly  
underserved landowners, help 
resolve pressing water conser­
vation challenges and leverage 
new investments in conserva­
tion partnerships with farmers, 
ranchers and other stakehold-

99ers.
Administered through the 

U .S. D epartm ent o f  
A g ricu ltu re ’s N atu ra l R e ­
sources Conservation Service

(NRCS), CIG is part o f the 
Environmental Quality Incen­
tives Program (EQIP) and is 
designed to focus on innova­
tive conservation projects that 
promote science-based solu­
tions to benefit both producers 
and the environment. Projects 
m ay include on-farm  pilo t 
projects and field demonstra­
tions, and are handed to accel­
erate the transfer and adoption 
of promising technologies to 
landowners in order to address 
critical natural resource con- 
cems.

Since 2009, USD A has in­
vested over $145 million to 
fund nearly 400 national and 
regional CIG awards. The CIG 
program spurs development of 
new tools and practices to im­
prove things like on-farm en­
ergy and fertilizer use as well 
as market-based strategies to 
improve water quality or miti­
gate climate change. In 2016, 
USD A is seeking applications 
for innovative conservation 
projects to benefit historically 
underserved agricultural pro­
ducers, improve and protect

water quality, and demonstrate 
the effectiveness of public pri­
vate partnerships for conserva­
tion, sustainable agriculture 
and forestry.

Up to $2 million of this fis­
cal year’s CIG funding has 
been set aside for projects tar­
geted  to  h is to rica lly  
underserved and veteran farm­
ers and ranchers, beginning 
farm ers and ranchers, and 
those with limited resources. 
In 2015, for example, the Min­
nesota Food Association was 
awarded funds to assist with 
the transfer of proven conser­
vation technologies used in 
organic systems to historically 
underserved producers in Min­
nesota and Wisconsin, and to 
assist those producers with 
im plem enting conservation 
practices by addressing land 
tenure issues and accessing 
NRCS programs.

USD A is also seeking CIG 
proposals for projects to stimu­
late natural resource solutions 
to protect or improve the qual-

As you approach Thurber 
from the west and look south 
from Interstate 20, you see 
some pioneer buildings on a 
hillside. The tendency is to 
think those buildings represent 
Thurber’s museum. But that’s 
not right. They belong to the 
historical society. The mu­
seum is in the big red brick 
building on the east side of the 
driveway leading to the restau­
rant on top o f New York Hill. 
The assistant curator is Shae 
Adams and she showed me 
around. I couldn’t have asked 
for a better guide.

“This is the W. K. Gordon 
Center for the Industrial His­
tory o f Texas,” she says, “and 
tells the story o f Thurber. It 
was established as a coal min­
ing town in 1886 and was a one 
hundred  pe rcen t com pany 
town, owned by the Texas Pa­
cific Coal and Oil Company. It 
was here for about fifty years. 
Bricks were also made here, in 
fact w e’re on the brick plant 
property here at the museum.”

Thurber bricks have been 
found as far way as Arizona 
and Cuba. The best known 
landmark in Thurber is the big 
smokestack on the north side 
o f Interstate 20. It was built 
with Thurber bricks in 1908 
and served the ice and electric 
plants. But coal came first.

“The coal mines were just 
west o f town. They’re on pri­
vate property now. The work­

ers took  a tra in  out to the 
coalfields. Another landmark in 
T hurber is New York H ill. 
W hen executives from  the 
northeast started m oving to 
Thurber, most o f them moved 
to that hill. We had several eth­
nic groups here and they had 
their sections o f town. We had 
Polander Hill and Italian Hill as 
well.”

Miners had to lie down to get 
the coal. They were paid a dol­
lar and fifteen cents a ton. Shae 
showed me a piece o f coal the 
size o f two footballs and it 
didn’t weigh much. Thurber 
thrived until McKlesky Num­
ber One started the Ranger Oil 
Boom.

“They discovered oil in 1917 
and it was pretty much the end 
o f Thurber, although the town 
hung on until the mid 1930’s; 
but as people started switching 
to oil, the coal mines were shut 
down. The brick plant also 
closed in the mid 1930’s since 
asphalt was being used for pav­
ing streets.”

The museum is bright and 
clean and well maintained. It 
has a replica o f the town of 
Thurber, complete with an Op­
era H ouse w here m useum  
events take place. I t’s also 
where visitors can see a film 
about the history o f Thurber. 
When I was there one room had

Stand Out on All- 
District 2016 List

The B orden C oyotes 
hoopsters made a huge show­
ing with its all district honors 
for the 2015-2016 basketball 
season. We got to see the Coy­
otes make school history by 
advancing to the Regional 
Tournament which was the 
first time in school history for 
the boys. Borden also won its 
first d istrict cham pionship 
since 2010. We were able to 
see Borden win a playoff game 
in the state o f New Mexico. 
With all the teams’ success, the 
district coaches felt the same 
way as we do for our beloved 
Borden County Basketball 
Team.

The 12-A d istric t M ost 
Valuable P layer was Trace 
Richey. Richey, a sophomore, 
finished the season averaging 
15.4 points per game, 7.1 re­
bounds per game, 3.8 assists 
per game, and 3.5 steals per 
game. The Offensive Player of 
the Year went to Hunter Jones. 
Jones, a junior, averaged 10.6 
points per game, 5 rebounds 
per game, and 2 steals per 
game. The Defensive Player 
o f  the Year was K orbin  
Martinez, the team’s lone se­
nior. During the playoff run, 
Martinez held the opponents 
leading scorers well below 
their season average. And the 
final superlative went to Ben 
Justice as the Newcomer of the 
Year. Justice, a freshm an, 
came off the bench accumulat­
ing nearly three steals a game 
during district play.

And for the remainder of the 
C oyote team : C orbin

Sumners, junior, first team all­
district; Diego Bernal, junior, 
first team all-district; Morgan 
Wilson, sophomore, first team 
all-district; Easton Edwards, 
sophomore, first team all-dis­
trict; Nick Proulx, sophomore, 
firs t team  a ll-d istric t; and 
Braxton Barnes, sophomore, 
first team all-district.

All 10 on the varsity roster 
earned a spot on the first team.

“T hat’s pretty am azing,” 
Coach Edwards exclaimed. “In 
all my coaching, I have never 
seen anything like it. The 
coaches in our district have the 
upmost respect for our team. I 
am very proud for all of them.”

The Coyotes defeated their 
district opponents by a margin 
o f 78-33. Borden finished the 
season with a record o f 22-5.

Tournament

The #20 ranked  B orden 
County Coyotes found them­
selves in the deepest round of 
playoffs in school history at the 
R eg ional Tournam ent at 
Moody Coliseum located on 
the campus o f Abilene Chris­
tian in Abilene, Texas. Their 
opponent, #11 ranked Menard 
Y ellow jackets, w ere no 
stranger to the Regional Semi­
final round. In fact, Menard 
had been to the Regional Tour­
nament three o f the last four 
years. The Yellowjackets lost 
to Grady in the Regional Finals 
the previous year.

B orden  stayed  w ith  
Yellowjackets toe to toe for 
m ost o f  the f irs t quarter. 
Menard hit a shot at the buzzer 
to give them a 14-10 first quar­
ter lead. Grant and Garrett 
Emmons went to work in the 
second half scoring 13 o f the 
teams 15 points in the second

frame taking a 29-19 lead into 
the half.

The Coyotes offense had its 
struggles in the third period 
due to M en ard ’s size and 
quickness. Unable to score in 
the paint, the Coyotes had to 
rely on perimeter shooting. 
Nothing fell for Borden and 
were held scoreless, and fell 
beh ind  41-19. M enard 
outscoredthe Coyotes 11-5 in 
the final period winning the 
contest, 52-24, and earning a 
spot in the Regional Final 
against Grady.

“It was very frustrating to 
see your team struggle shoot­
ing like we did throughout the 
game,” Coach Edwards said. 
“I was very proud on how our 
guys continued to fight and 
kept competing.”

One display shows a coal 
miner in full m iner’s clothing 
and paraphernalia lying down 
working on a thin seam of coal.

ity of ground and surface wa­
ter. Last year, To Aâni Enter­
prises (TLE), received a CIG 
award to conduct a three-year 
national pilot project to dem­
onstrate the environm ental, 
agricultural, economic and so­
ciocultural effectiveness and 
benefits of solar energy sys­
tems for pumping irrigation 
water. The project was de­
signed to encourage the adop­
tion o f such systems among 
Navajo, Hopi and other Ameri- 
can-Indian tribes. The early 
results have been so promising 
that the solar-powered system 
has already been adopted by 
many Navajo farmers.

In 2015, NRCS made eight 
CIG awards for projects in the 
burgeoning field of conserva-

tion finance and impact invest­
ing. For 2016, USDA is seek­
ing projects that develop addi­
tional innovative investment 
strategies that leverage private 
capital for private lands con­
servation. CIG funding may be 
used to help mitigate risk as­
sociated with new conserva­
tion  investm en t veh ic les, 
through the use of approaches 
such as first loss strategies, 
price floors, guarantees, buyer 
o f last resort mechanisms or 
other credit enhancem ents. 
Successful proposals will dem­
onstrate a likelihood of success 
and clear metrics for conserva­
tion outcomes warranting the 
use of public funds to support 
risk mitigation strategies.

CIG  aw ards are m ade

through a nationally competi­
tive process. Projects may be 
single or multi-year, but can­
not exceed  th ree  years. 
Projects must involve EOIP- 
eligible agricultural producers 
or landowners. At least 50 per­
cent o f the total cost of CIG 
projects must come from non- 
federal matching funds, includ­
ing in-kind contributions.

A fact sheet summarizing 
other top CIG projects is avail­
able on the NRCS CIG 
website.

A pp lica tions for CIG 
projects are due by May 10, 
2016. M ore inform ation is 
available on the NRCS CIG 
website. This year’s applica­
tion process includes two other 
significant changes: an in-

crease in the maximum award 
amount to $2 million, up from 
$1 m illion  in 2015, and a 
streamlined single proposal 
process.

Since 2009, USDA has in­
vested more than $29 billion 
to help producers make conser­
vation improvements, working 
with as many as 500,000 farm­
ers, ranchers and landowners 
to protect over 400 million 
acres nationwide, boosting soil 
and air quality, cleaning and 
conserving water and enhanc­
ing wildlife habitat.
