Fire Management
on CRP Acres

Landowners who partici-
pate in the Conservation Re-
serve Program (CRP) are re-
sponsible for fire management
on their CRP acreage.
Fireguard technical practices
should be outlined in the Con-
servation Plan of Operations
(CPO).

Landowners must complete
the necessary management ac-
tivities outside of the Primary
Nesting Season. In Texas, the
Primary Nesting Season is
March 1 through Junel for
grazing benefits and March
1 through July 1 for all other
activities. The goal is to sup-
press the amount of fuel in the
event of a wildfire while still
promoting the diversity of the
conservation cover.

FSA encourages producers
to be proactive in preventing
the spread of wildfire. Fire
management includes install-
ing firebreaks, which should be

included in the contract support
document and installed accord-
ing to NRCS firebreak stan-
dards.

Barren firebreaks will only
be allowed in high risk areas,
such as transportation corri-
dors, rural communities, and
adjacent farmsteads. A conser-
vationist must certify that there
will not be an erosion hazard
from the barren firebreak. If
erosion becomes a problem,
remedial action will be taken

Coyote Sluggers Honored

It has been another balanced
team effort that helped lead the
Borden County Coyotes back
to the Class 2A state playoffs
for the third time in the past
four years.

That balance once again
was quite evident on the all-
District 6-2A Baseball Team
released this past week where
eight Coyote sluggers made
that league’s dream diamond
team.

After finishing this 2016
high school baseball season
with a red-hot .623 batting av-
erage, Borden County junior
Hunter Jones is 6-2A’s Offen-
sive MVP. Coyote sophomore
lefty Trace Richey is 6-2A’s
MVP Pitcher after helpingget
the Coyotes back to the play-
offs for the third time in the
past four years.

Borden County center
fielder Korbin Martinez, the
lone senior on the Coyotes’ 6-
2A runners-up team, along
with junior Braxton Coor,
Jayton Lewis, Steven Carillo
and Kale Yarbro as well as
sophomore Ryan Willborn
each earned first-team all-dis-
trict. BC sophomores Morgan
Wilson and Braxton Barnes
made second-team all-district.

“Hunter’s mechanics were
better this year so, as a result,
he hit the ball real well all year.
He started figuring some
things out this year,” BC
Coach Bubba Edwards said of
Jones.

“He’s a tough out. He
proved that by striking out only |

four times all year. He started
playing with more confidence.
That definitely carried over to
the plate with him.”

In addition to his lofty bat-
ting average, Jones’ bat also
was very productive. He
proved that by driving in 33
RBIs in only 14 ball games,

“There was one night when
he drove in 10 (RBIs). He also
had two home runs in our play-
off game against
Hancock,” Edwards said.

Richey went 3-1 on the
mound this spring where he
struck out 40 opposing batters.

“Trace also came through
with some real good outings
for us. The East kid (Forsan’s
Braden East) was probably an

Fort,
- this Coyote sophomore found

overall better pitcher than
Trace is right now, but after he
ended up getting the (6-2A)
MVP it opened the door for
Trace,” Edwards said. “After
not logging many innings as a
freshman, Trace stepped up
and always did a good job
whenever we called on him.

“We didn’t see many lefties
this season in our league,
which just seemed to make
Trace even that much tougher
for people to hit against.”

Richey was also one of the
Gail Gang’s top hitters, main-
taining a .426 batting average.

BC’s Braxton Coor was an-
other clutch hitter in the middle
of the Coyotes’ line up.

“We put Braxton in the
middle of our line-up, mainly
because he’s another one of
those kids who just don’t strike
out very much. You could
pretty much count on Braxton
to put the bat on the ball and
whenever he hit the ball solid
it was usually a gap shot,”
Edwards said of Coor, who hit
.350 this season.

“Braxton was also a pretty
good second baseman for us.
He’s one of those kids who did
agood job on the routine plays,
He’s one of those kids who al-
ways seemed to be I the right
place at the right time.”

The play of BC’s Jayton
Lewis turned out being a pleas-
ant surprise to Edwards after
watching this BC junior hit
.323 this season.

“We ended up being the guy
who played shortstop for us
whenever hunter was pitch-
ing,” Edwards said of Lewis.

“One day in practice we
noticed him making some

‘pretty good plays out there, so
\after that we decided to put him
lout there and see just what he
icould do. After making some

good solid plays for us, we de-
cided to leave him out there
when we needed him out
there.”

BC’s Ryan Willborn started
out the season at shortstop, but

a home at third base. Willborn
finished with a .362 batting
average and 14 RBIs.

“Guys like Ryan and Jayton
were among the reasons why
Hunter (Jones) ended up with
so many RBIs. A lot of time

people in this game when they
think of somebody’s No. 9 bat-
ter they usually don’t worry
about him too much. Ryan
didn’t strike out very much. He
did a good job getting on base
and he had pretty good speed
once he got there, too,”
Edwards said of Willborn.

“Ryan also did a good job
playing that hot corner (third
base) for us.”

Although Yarbro was BC’s
full-time starting catcher, this
Coyote junior also helped in
other roles for the Gail gang.
Yarbro hit.426 this season.

“Kale was our full time
catcher, but he also ended up
helping us out pitching in some
big games, too,” Edwards said.
“A lot of those games where
we needed Trace pitching, we
had Kale playing first base for
us.
“He’s one of those kids who
could help us in a lot of areas.
He didn’t have a problem tak-
ing some balls deep as a hitter,
t00.”

BC’s Carillo and Martinez
were among this league’s best
outfielders.

“Steven ended up making
some extraordinary plays for

us in our outfield. Steven’s an-
other one of those kids who did
a good job finding his way on
base. Defensively, Steven
came up with some huge plays
at the right time,” Edwards
said.

After starting out in left
field, BC’s Korbin Martinez
ended up finding a home at
center field for the Coyotes.
Martinez was also one of their
best hitters with a .455 batting
average.

“Korbin also hit in our four
hole. You might find a lot of
guys who hit the ball with
more power in that spot, but
Korbin did a good job putting
the bat on the ball and moving
people around the bases,”
Edwards said.

After being like a fixture in
the Coyotes’ athletic program
the past four years at Gail,
Martinez will be missed.

“What helped make Korbin
the kind of player that he’s
been for us is how he’s always
been one of those guys who
always tried absorbing as
much information as he could
during practice, and then go-
ing out and applying what he
learned,” Edwards said of

Martinez.

A couple of other pleasant
surprises for the Coyotes this
spring were the development of
BC sophomores Morgan Wil-
son and Braxton Barnes.

“Neither one of those guys
had played since Little League.
They both just wanted a shot
to become a part of our pro-
gram. Both ended up doing a
good job for us whenever we
called on them,” Edwards said.
“Morgan ended up playing
good defense for us out in left
field, while Braxton usually
batted for him.

“Both helped us bust some
ball games wide open.”

After falling just two games
short of the District 6-2A
crown this past season, the
Coyotes will have their sights
set on more come 2017.

NOTICE OF RATE CHANGE REQUEST

On April 29, 2016, as required by order of the Public Utility Commission of Texas (“PUCT”
or “Commission”) in Docket No. 45414, Sharyland Utilities, L.P. (“Sharyland”), a regulated
electric utility company, filed an application with the PUCT titled Rate Filing Package of|
Sharyland Utilities, L.P. and Statement of Intent to Change Rates (“Application”).

The above-referenced proceeding is the first in which Sharyland’s rates will be set on a
system-wide basis. The Application is based on a twelve-month test year ending December
31,2015, and supports an increase over adjusted test-year retail base rate revenues of approxi-
mately $107 thousand or 0.11 percent, exclusive of riders. Sharyland’s system-wide cost-
based retail base rate revenue requirement is $100.7 million, plus an additional $1.95 million
that Sharyland is seeking to recover on an annual basis through certain riders. This includes a
proposal to recover $30 million for deferred costs associated with construction of the electric
system in the McAllen division during its initial years of operation. In addition, Sharyland is
proposing a $3 million rate credit to all of its residential customers, which would result in an
overall revenue decrease as compared to adjusted test year base rate revenues for residential
customers. As proposed, monthly delivery rates for an average residential customer consum-
ing 1,333 kWh in the Stanton, Brady, and Celeste divisions will remain unchanged, but in
McAllen and Mission will increase by approximately $55. The Application also supports a
total wholesale transmission cost of service of $145 million, plus an additional $3.4 million
that Sharyland is seeking to recover on an annual basis through certain riders.

The Application potentially affects all customers and classes of customers in Sharyland’s
Stanton, Brady, Celeste, and McAllen divisions. The Application also affects all customers
taking service under Sharyland’s Tariff for Wholesale Transmission Service. In addition, the
result could be a change in Sharyland’s transmission cost of service rates, which would impact
all load serving entities in the Electric Reliability Council of Texas. Sharyland has proposed
that the requested rates be made effective June 18, 2016.

Notice of Drinking Water FLUORIDE Violation

April 2016

The Texas Commission On Environmental Quality (TCEQ)
has notified the Borden County Water System that the drink-
ing water being supplied to customers had exceeded the Maxi-
mum Contaminant Level (MCL) for FLUORIDE. The U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) has established
the MCL FLUORIDE at 4.0 mg/L, and has determined that it
is a health concern at levels above the MCL. Analysis of drink-
ing water in your community for FLUORIDE indicates a com-
pliance value in quarter one, 2016 of 5.2 mg/L for EP001.

This is not an emergency. However, some people who drink
water containing FLUORIDE in excess of the MCL over many
years could get bone disease, including pain and tenderness of]
the bones. Fluoride in drinking water at half the MCL or more
may cause mottling of children’s teeth, usually in children less
than nine years old. Mottling, also known as dental fluorosis,
may include brown staining and/or pitting of the teeth, and
occurs only in developing teeth before they erupt from the

An alternate source of water should be provided to the af-
fected population, which consists of children less than nine
years old. The alternate water should be used for drinking and
cooking only. However, if you have health concerns, you may
want to talk to your doctor to get more information about how
this may affect you. ;

We are taking the following actions to address this issue:
water vouchers are available to families with children 14 years
of age or younger, also we are working to correct the problem
by investigating alternative solutions.
