QUANAH RAILWAY.

Work on the New Line of Rail-
way to Begin May*1st. and
Construction Work to be
Pushed to El Paso

and Roswell.

Reports fromthe meeting o
stockholders of the Quan
Acme & Pacific Railway held
Quanah Tuesday state that more
than 250 representatives from
Matador, Afton, Dickens, Espu-
la, Emma, Plainview, Hale
Center, Lubbock, Lyman, Esta-
cado and Roswell, Carlsbad,
Acme and Portales, werc present—
to revreseit the several towns
in securing the line of railroad
to be built.

At the meeting it was given
out authoritatively that the line
would be constructed from
Quanah via Paducah to Roswell .
and El Paso. The charter calls
for the line to be extended
through Cottle, Motley, Dickens,
Crosby, Floyd, Hale, Lamb, Lub-
bock, Hockley, Cochran, Bailey,
Lynn, Terry and Yoakum to the
line of New Mexico. The direc-
tors also voted to increase the
capital stock to $750,000 adition-
al, and to float bonds to the ex-
tent of $30,000 per mile on the
44 miles of road already comple-
ted, and state that the company
will pus@ the construction -
rapidly as possible to Roswel and
El Paso and that work will be-
gin May the first.

Of course we suppose that this
railroad company has alr eudy
mapped out its course and knows
pretty well which points along
the route will be touched, but the
fact that it will. run throuoh
Dickens county is very encourag-
ing that the road will probably
build through Spur, since it is
one of the most important points
in the country.

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CROSBYTON SOUTH PLAINS
RAILROAD.

The building of the proposed
South Plains railread from Spur
through Crosby county to con-
nect with the Santa Fe at Lub-
boeck and Plainview, we notice,
is not meeting with hearty sup-
port and co-operation of the citi-
zens of Emmaand Crosby county.

We understand that the pro-
moters of this extension of rail-
way are asking the people of
Emma, Estacado and Crosby
_ county to give them a bonus of
seventy-five thousand dollars to
build the road through the coun-
ty, leaving the towns, with the
exception of Crosbyton, off of
the proposed route, but extend-
ing them a cordial invitation to
move to the proposed line and
establish new towns or move
over to Crosbyton. Of course
such a proposition would ‘look
good to the promoters of the pro-

posed railroad and also those

who own the lands along the
proposed route, but could hardly
be expected to meet the support
and co-operation of those who
have already established homes
and towns elsewhere.

We are inexperienced in the
art and science of railroad build-
ing, but it appears tous as an
observer that if promoters of
railways ask the people to con-
‘tribute in the building they
should not only build to points

‘where a majority of the people

who contribute will be benefited
and accomodated but should al-
low the contibutors a wvoice in
proportion to the amount sub-
scribed and also a share of the
profits in the operation of the
railroads. If the people of the
country are expected to build
railroads then why not let the
people own and operate them—
where is the business point for a

people to build a line of railway |

and turn it over to a lot of rail-
road men to own, operate and
pocket its earnings? We may
be a little foolish along this line,
but we are open for conviction,
and if the railway people are
justified in such a course we are
futher converted to the Bryan
method of government owner-
ship of all railways.

The country needs railroads.
They are more rapid developers,
but at the same time the country
need not be expected to build
roads and turn them over to
private corporations to own, con-
trol and operate to their indivial-
dual profit. About the next
thing we will hear of is the

i clubs to pushthe sale of zorporate

lands and advertise new townsite
propositions at the expense of
the public.
