The motive 
of fear is one of these transitory 
motives on which organized edu­
cation in the past has almost ex­
clusively relied; yet fear is a 
very effective motive with adults.

TEXAS HEEDS MODE M S S
—--:-----  /

Fort Worth, Texas, April,' 2,— 
With local packers clamoring 
for more hogs and offering top 
notch prices for Texas porkers, 
comes the report from the Fed­
eral Government that the swine 
herd of Texas haa decreased
51.000 head during the past 
vear. The Crop Reporting Board 
of the United States Department 
of Agriculture estimates the 
number of hogs in Texas at 2,-
493.000 on January 1, which is a 
decrease under 1912 of 2 per 
cent. The farm price is given at 
$20,941.00, which is an increase 
during the past vear of $4,914,- 
000 or 30 per cent. The average 
price of the Texas hog has jump­
ed from $6.30 each in 1912 to 
$8.40 in 1913 and the daily mark­
et quotations indicates a continu­
ed increase. The total fresh 
pork requirement of Texas is 
approximately 140,000,000 pounds 
per annum and the production is 
only 80,000,000 pounds; On a 
per capita basis we produce in 
Texas 20 pounds of pork per 
annum, while the consumption 
is 35 pounds. Texas imports 
for home consumption approxi­
mately $52,000,000 of meats and 
provisions per annum, the bulk 
of which are pork products.

A Tahoka merchant told us 

one day this week of an incident 
that is worthy of considerable 
thought.

for this price because they had 
read the advertisments, and did 
not know (and never will know 
until the Tahoka merchants ad­
vertises the fact) that they can 
buy the gingham right here in 
Tahoka and save the postage?

After the mail order house de­
ducted the pro rata cost of their 
advertising out fo the 75 cents, 
did thev make as much on this 
deal as the Tahoka merchant did?
