Dr. H. L. Barnes, superintendent of
the Rhode Island State sanatorium,
has recently demonstrated by some in-
teresting studies of patients discharg-
ed as “apparently cured” from that in-
stitution, that a sanatorium is a sound
investment for any state or city. The
gross earnings of 170 ex-patients ob-
tained in 1911 amounted to $102,752,
and those of 211 cases in 1912 to $112,-
021. By applying the same average
earning to all ex-patients of the sana-
torium living in 1911 and 1912, Dr.
Barnes concludes that their income in
these two years was $551,000. This
sum is more than three times the cost
of maintenance of the sanatorium in-
cluding interest at 4 per cent. on the
original investment and depreciation
charges. Dr. Barnes concludes, how-
ever, “While institutions for the cure
of tuberculosis are good investments,
there is good reason for thinking that
instituticns for the isolation of far ad-
vanced cases would be still better in-
vestments.”

TWO MILLION AND A HALF

VOTED FOR GOOD ROADS

Fort Worth, Texas, April 22, —
The state-wide campaign that is
being waged in Texas for good
roads has resulted in the pro-
gressive citizens in ten different
counties voting a total of $2,300,
000 in bond issues during the
first three months of 1913 for
improved highways.

Eighteen good roads bond elec-
tions, involving a total of $2,975,-

000, were held during the first
quarter but in eight of these the
issue met defeat for lack of a
necessary two-thirds majority, |
in most instances, with a conse-
.quent loss to the cause of im-

proved highways in Texas of
$675,000.

The Commissioners’ Courts in
various road precinets of nine
counties have set dates for good
roads bond issue elections in
which a total of $1,100,000 will
be voted upon.

The action of the Thirty-third
Legislature in passing the Ter-
rell Highway Bill creating a
State Highway Department is
notable and the good roads cause
in Texas is expected to be bene-
fitted materially thereby. The
bill provides for a state highway
engineer to. design plans for
good roaﬁand to make tests of
road macerial, etd.

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CHAPTER |I.
An Unpleasant Situation.

/ When, late in May, 1868, Maljor
aniel McDonald, Sixth Infantry, was
first assigned to command the new
three company post established south-
west of Fort Dodge, designed to pro-
tect the newly discovered Cimarron
¢rail leading to Santa Fe across the
desert, and, purely by courtesy, of-
ficially termed Fort Devere, he nat-
urally considered it perfectly safe to
tnvite his only daughter to join him
there for her summer vacation. In-
deed, at that time, there was ap-
parently no valid reason why he
should deny himself this pleasure.
Bxcept for certain vague rumors re-
garding uneasiness among the Sioux
warriors north of the Platte, the vari-
ous tribes of the plains were causing
mo unusual trouble to military authori-
tles, although, of course, there was
no time in the history of that country
utterly devoid of peril from Yyoung
raiders, usually aided and abetted by
outcast whites. However, the Santa
¥e route, by this date, had become a
well-traveled trail, protected by scat-
tered posts along its entire route, fre-
guently patrolled-by troops, and mere-
Ey considered dangerous for small par-
ties, south of the Cimarron, where rov-
fng Comanches in bad humor might
be encountered.
| Fully assured as to this by officers
#met at Fort Ripley, McDonald, who
had never before served west of the
Mississippi, wrote his daughter a long
detter, describing in careful detail the
woute, set an exact date for her de-
parture, and then, satisfied all was
mvell arranged, set forth with his
emall command on the long march
overland. He had not seen his daugh-
_ ger for over two years, as during her
wacation time (she was attending
Sunnycrest school, on the ' Hudson),
she made her home with an aunt in
Connecticut, This year the aunt was
in Furope, not expecting to return un-
il fall, and the father had hopefully
counted on having the girl with him
once again in Kentucky. Then came
this sudden, unexpected transfer west,
and the final decision to have her join
fitlm there. Why not? If she remain-
aod the same high-spirited army girl,
she would thoroughly enjoy the un-
asual experience of a few months of
real frontier life, and the only hard-
ship involved would be the long stage
ride from Ripley. This, however, was
altogether prairie travel, monotonous
enough surely, but without special
danger, and he could doubtless ar-
range to meet her himself at Kansas
City, or send one of his officers for
that purpose. s

This was the situation in May, but
by the middle of June conditions had
greatly changed throughout all the
Broad plains country. The spirit of
savage war had spread rapidly from
Ahe Platte to the :Rio Pecos, and
scarcely a wild tribe remained disaf-
fected. Arapahoe, Cheyenne, Pawnes,
Comanche, and Apache alike espoused
the cause of the Sioux, and tHeir

young warriors, breaking away:from 3

the control of older chiefs, became
- wgly and warlike. Devere, isolated as
it was from the main route of travel
/(the Santa Fe stages still following
the more northern trail), heard mere-
iy rumors of the prevailing condition
through tarrying hunters, and possi-
bly an occasional army courier, yet
soon realized the gravity of the situ-
@tiowbecause of the almost total
—“gessation of travel by way of the
Cimarron and the growing insolence
of the surrounding Comanches. De-
tails from the small garrison were,
under urgent orders from headquar-
ters at Fort Wallace, kept constantly
scouting as far south as the fork of
the Red river, and then west to the
snountains.

TWO FINE DISHES OF VEAL

Best Methods of Preparing Meat That
“Requlres Particular Care in Its
Preparation.

Curried Veal, Indian—Cut about
two pounds of lean, raw veal into
pleces, place in a saucepan, cover
with warm water, and season with two
pinches of salt and a pinch of pepper,
add a garnished bouguet and half a
dozen small onions and cook the
whole for twenty-five minutes. Pre-
pare a gill of white roux in a sauce-
pan, moisten it with the licuor from
the veal, stir well, and add one tea-
spoonful of moistened curry and three
raw yolks of eggs, beating them up
as they are put in. Place the veal
on a hot dish, strain the roux over it
immediately, as it must not cook
again, garnish with a border of boiled
rice, and serve at omnve.

Veal Cutlets, Lyonnaise—Trim the
cutlets and dust them on both sides
Place a lump
o? lard in a stewpan and when it has
melted put in the cutlets and fry oved
a brisk fire till done on both sides.
Drain the fat out of the stewpan, and
pour over the cutlets one-half teacup-
ful of rich broth and boil it quickly
Turn the
cutlets, pour in the same quantity of
broth as before, and reduce that to
a glaze. Now arrange the cutlets in a
circle on a hot dish. Pour into the
stewpan in which they were cooked
one-half pint of brown sauce and one
teacupful of Madeira wine; boil and
then add one teacupful of chopped
gherkins, two or three tablespoonfuls
of chopped parsley and a small piece
of butter. When the butter has dis-
solved pour the sauce over the veal
and serve immediately.

T0 BE USED IN MODERATION

Garlic Too Strong a Seasoning Unless
the Utmost Care Is Employed
in the Cooking.

Garlic 1s a bulbous plant formed
with a thin husk containing several
bulbs known as cloves. This condi-
ment is little appreciated by people of
the north, who consider it rather as a
medicine than an aliment.

Some have the firm conviction that
garlic is a powerful preservative
against fevers and contagious dis-
eases, but it is suspected that they
have invented this pretext to excuse
their immoderate liking for this terri-
ble condiment. A small crust of
bread on which a clove of garlic has
been rubbed is sufficient to flavor the
contents of a large salad bowl. The
garlic genus comprises the plants
known as garlic, leek, onlon, chives
and shallots.

Turkish Croquettes.

Chop a pound of veal fine, grate
white bread to the amount of one cup-
ful with it, and mix the whole togeth-
er with an equal amount of mince ham
and half a cupful of chopped chicken
if the latter is convenient—it is not
absolutely necessary. Season well
with pepper and salt and “bind” it
with two tablespoonfuls of rich gravy
and two beaten eggs. Butter a mold
and line it with macaroni that has
been previously boiled and then turn
the veal mixture into it, pressing it
well down. Place the mold in a dish
with boiling water within an Inch of
its top and steam for half an hour.

Remove and turn out of the mold on
to a hot platter and pour over it any
rich gravy.

Maraschino Cheese.

Whip a pint and a half of cream to
a thick froth and mix with it a little
gelatin dissolved in hot water, the
strained juice of a lemon, and three
wine glassfuls of maraschino. Stir this
mixture over ice until well mixed and
at the point of freezing (or mix in a
freezer), then turn out into a mold
and pack in ice till quite firm. When
ready to serve dip the mold in tepid
water, wipe and turn the cheese on to
a fancy dish.

: Pea Soup.

One cupful or one-half can peas, onsj
tablespoonful sugar, one pint cold wa-
ter, one pint milk, one slice onion,
two tablespoonfuls flour, two - tea-
spoonfuls salt, one-eighth teaspoonful
pepper. Drain liquid from peas and,
rinse, add sugar and water and boil
slowly twenty minutes. Rub through
gieve, reheat and add flour, butter and
seasoning cooking together. - Scald
milk with slice of onion and strain,
add milk to first mixture and serve
very hot with croutons.

Broiled Chops.

Few meats are more generally rel-
{shed for breakfast than well-broiled
chops and potatoes fried in deep fat
to a delicate brown. Rib chops can
be nicely Frenched by scraping the
long bone of each one until entirely
denuded of fat and meat. There are
many who prefer loin chops. Thess
simply need the trimming off of super-
fluous fats. The broiler is rubbed with
a bit of fat, the chops arranged in it
and cooked over a clear, very hot fire.
It is best to season them when half
done.

Many centuries have, of course,
gone to the making of the deposits,
and the springs were well known to
the ancient Romans. The name Ham-
mam-Meskhutin was given to the stone
cataract in an allusion to a legend
that the waterfall was petrified by
Allah, punishing the impiety of un-
believers by turning all the members
of the tribe into stone. At night, so
the story runs, its-stone dwellers of
the remote ages are freed from their
strange fetters, come to life and re-
sume their normal shapes.
