KILLED NEAR FLOMOT
THURSDAY, LAST WEEK

Marcellus Ross, living near
Flomot, was shot last Thurs-
day evening about six o’clock.
Mr. Ross and family in compa-
ny with Mr. Ross’ parents and
som friends from Memphis had
just returned from Maador to
his home where they were to
partake of a six o’clock dinner.
