The Texas FEconomic League in
discussion . the subject
“Administration of Justice,” brings
to the attention of the public a ques-
tion of community, state, nation and
world-wide importance. The Declar-
ation of Principles adopted by the
League sets forth that the ills which
we are now suffering are due in a
large measure to the incompetent
application of law, the faulty admin-
istration of justice and to indifference
on the part of citizens to the welfare
‘of society, and the League is pledged
to acouaint the people of Texas with
the causes that have contributed to-
ward defeating Justice and promoting
Injustice; and to a study of the funda-
mental principles of modern civiliza-
tion, and it is to this task that the
League now addresses itself.

As a citizen, I want, in a measure,
to plead guilty to the charge of in-
difference to the public welfare, for,
in common, with many men in my
class, I have not always performed
my full duty as a citizen, but as a
member of the’ League, I am endeav-

- oring to atone for my sins of omis-

glon by giving such time and ability
as I am able to devote to a study of
public affairs. 1 invite others who
may feel remorse of conscience, or

3, for any reason, have a desire
to hecome mere efficient citizens and
help others to do likewise, to join the
League and become identified
an organized effort of “preparcdness’”
for citizenship. .

The Administration of Justice is
the heart and soul of government. Tt
is there that the citizen comes In
contact' with his government and
hears an interpretation of the Rill of
Rights and the Constitution of the
United States, which is the citizen’s
contract with government for life
liberty and the pursuit of ha‘ppiness.
To those who may feel that this sub-
Ject is not one of pressing importance,
I want to say that no matter what
Bherman said about war, in my opin-
lon we are reaching a point ‘where
PEACE IS HELL, and I believe that
most of the active and responsible
members of society in this state will
Join me in this conclusion. When
government reaches a point where to
enjoy liberty one must become a,
tramp, and to be free one must seek
the habitat of a savage, then the cit-
izen is justified in demanding a can-
cellation of his contract with governs
ment,

with

It is my conception of our govern-
ment that its mission is to increase
liberty and expand freedom, and it is
not only the privilege, but the duty,
of the citirens to challenge any act
of government that interferes with
In the Constitution, tha
citizen has a written agreement with
government for liberty, freedom ané
Justice, and he i3 sole authority on
what constitutes liberty, freedom and
Justice; our government contracts to
preserve, safeguard and administer
them.

I am not one of those who believe
that this subject is wholly a legal
question. T consider the legal profes-
slon, mere than amy other class, re-
spongible for the present state of
aﬁair\s for the pathway to justice Is
lined with lawyers, and liberty
cannot be taken from the people
without the consent of the Judlciary,
composed whelly of lawyers. In order
that every citizen may feel perfectly
within his rights in entering int6 this
discussion, I want to quote .a clause
from the Declaration of rndependence,
giving the citizen the right to alter or
Bbollsh govermment: “We hold these
truths to beiself-'evident that.all men
are created’ equal; that they are/en-
dowed by their creator with dertain
unalienable rightis; that among these
are life, liberty and pursuit of ha;»
piness, That to secure these rights,
governments are instituted among
menj deﬂvfng théir just powers from
the consent of the governed
whenev&r any form of govemment be-
comes déatructive of these ends, 1t s
the-right of “the people to alter or
abolish Ft, and to inStitute new .govs
erfimment, laygng its fo:undation\ on
such principlde ang organizing ; -its
bowers in' such form as to them shall
seem most Wkely o effect thelr safety

Lawyers Are Public S8ervants

(Editor’s Note:—The following is the
third of a series of articles by J. S. Cul-
linan, Chairman of the Texas Economic
League, on the Administration of Justice,
to which subject the League is now ad-
dressing itself.)

There may be those who Tregard
the Administration of Justice as -a
matter entirely in the hands of office
holders, and not one that concerns
8 citizen and that our system of gov-
ernment will hold securs the liber-
ties of the people regardless of the
conduct of the citizen. To those who
may feel that there is safety in ine
difference, and who place blind con-
fidence in our system and our ser:
vants of government, I want to
quote a paragraph from a statement
Thos. R.
Marshall, Vice President of the
United States, as follows:

“Equitable enforcement of the law
can never be made to rest upon the
office-holders of the land. It must
rest upon the individual. It cannot
be said that it is the system of gov-
ernment which is wrong. It is the
unjust use of the system.. It has not
been the use, but the misuse of the
powers of government which has
produced this discontent in the minds

|of men.”

In a previous -article I have sug-
gested that it was the legal profes-
pion which was making the Temple
of Justice tremble, and stressed the
importance of higher legal ethics as
a source of rellef. But the perils
of “legalism” neither begin nor~end
with disorderly conduct on the part
of unworthy members of the bar. We
have beceme so legalized that bus
iness efficiency is largely determin

ed by law, and property nghts has /

become a legislative prerogative. The
gubordination of business honor to le-
gal ethics has not improved the mor-
als of inmdustry, and it has resulied
in waste, incompetency and insta-
bility. The Constitution guarantees
rights to persomns. and property, and
government was established to sex
cure those riglits, and nowhere in
pur Constimtion is a citizen requin!
ed to gei from govemment a pery
mit for liberty or a franchise for
freedom. They are divine righis.

The citizens are the joint stocks
holders amd owners Iin government,
and it is for them to define the
rights of persons and of property.
This government is ours—yours and
mine—and we have no right to turn!
it over to legal counsel or io farm
it out to office holders. If we &are
not willing to discharge our responsi:
bilitles as sovereigns, then Ymhoﬂm
change our system of government
and employ a King to run the couwm
