The motion for re-
hearing is the next step in the
chain of appeal action open in
civil actions under Texas law.

The motion for rehearing tries
to point out portions of the ap-
peals court ruling that are con-
trary to law or to precedents.
1f the appeals court feels that
these points are valid, they will
grant a rehearing. If not, and
this is true in a vast majority of
cases, according to 11th Court
of Civil Appeals Clerk Homer
Smith, they will summarily re-
jeet the motion for rehearing.

Peace Corps Test
Set In Brownwood

Santa Anna residents
interested in putting their skills
to use in developing nations
around the world are invited to
take the Peace Corps placement
test, at 9:00 am., on Saturday,
February 12, at the Main Post
Office, in Brownwood.

The Peace Corps uses the
placement ‘test to detprmine
how an applicant can best be
utilized overseas. The test meas-
ures general apptitude, and the
ability to learn another lan-
guage, not education or achieve-
ment.

If test score indicated a lim-
ited language learning ability,
for example, the Peace Corps
tries to place the applicant in
an Englishspeaking country.

The placement test requires
no preparation, and is not com-
petitive—an applicant can
neither pass nor fail.

The application form, not the
placement test, is the most im-
portant factor in the selection
of Volunteers. Persons interested
in serving in the Peace Corps
must fill out an appliction, if
they have not already done so,
and present it to the tester be-
fore taking the test. Application
forms may be obtained from
local Post Offices, or from the
Feace Corps, Washington, DC
20525.

The placement test takes a-
bout one and half hours.

“If you have reached 65 years
of age, and are not receiving
Social Security or railroad re-
tirement benefits, and have not
signed up for Medicare, now is
the time for action,” R. R. Tuley,
Jr.'Social Security district man-
ager in Abilene, stated recently.

These people will have
Medicare protection by applying
for it.

“If they
are 65 or more, they can get the
health protection by enrolling
for it.”

Flotorial districts! You
hear these two words used often
between now and the November
election. And probably a long
time thereafter. 3

What are flotorial districts?
They are voting areas created
by combining counties, or parts
thereof, to comply with the U-
nited States Supreme Court e-
dict that all states must have
election districts of equal pop-
ulation.

In Texas, this has resulted in
rural counties sharing repre-
sentatives with metropolitan
counties, or vice versa.

A three judge Federal court,
at Houston, has just upheld the
1965 Reapportionment Act of
the Texas House of Represent-
atives, with the exception of the

in that plan.

These flotorial districts are areas
around Abilene, Angleton, Aus-
tin, Brownsville, Corpus Christi,
Lubbock, Odessa, Sherman and
Dennison, Temple, Tyler, and
Waco.

The court gave the Legislature
until August 1, 1967, to correct
the flotorial situation.

So, this November, Texas vot-
ers will select representatives
on the basis of the original re-
apportionment plan.

The four largest counties in
the state—Bexar (San Antonio),
Dallas, Harris (Houston), and
Tarrant (Fort Worth)—will gain
a total of 16 seats in the state
House of Representatives, for
a representation of 51. Under
the newly approved redistricting
plan, 12 out of Texas’ 254 coun-
ties will have a majority of
votes in the state House.

MORE TOURIST FUNDS ASKED

Governor John Connally will
ask the 1967 Legislature for a
bigger budget for tourist ad-
vertising.

“Considering the magnitude of
the market,” Connally said, “We
still are going after an elephant
with a peashooter.”

Connally cited a 14 percent
increase in tourists last year—
totalling 14,200,000. He reported
that advertising by the state
produced more than 57,000 di-
rect replies.

Although visitors spend more
than $680,000,000 a year in Tex-
as, the Governor feels the sur-
face has barely been scratched.
Tourists in Florida spend three
times that much.

He called for further develop-
ment of natural and manmade
attractions, and predicted that
HemisFair 1968, in San Antonio,
will have a “strong impact” on
progress of the tourist program.
