On hand for the presenta­
tion during a special assembly 
at Carbon High School Thurs­
day w ere District Chairman 
Ed Harrison and Soil Conser­
vation Service Supervisor E. 
E. McAllister.

Introduced l v Cerbou Supt. 
Jim m y Hughes, Mr. McAllister 
spoke briefly of the im portan­
ce of co n -ir  vat ion. pointing 
out the dem and that this old 
soil is going to have in the 
near fu ture with the popula­
tion explosion.

Supt. Hughe- expressed ap­
preciation to the visitors and 
especially to the students who 
pcrticip ted in the contest. 
English Instructor M is. Ken 
P erry  assisted with the pro­
gram  and was instrum ental in 
helping toe students enter.

"A griculture is Eastland 
County's biggest industry,” 
Mr. M cAllister said, ’'When 
you stop to con.-ider hut last 
year, the peanut crop was 
w orth about $5 million, and 
w ith other agriculture income 
(livestock etc.), the to tal in­
come reached about S15 m il­
lion. No other industry can 
touch it.”

“Our economy is geared to 
agriculture,” he said. “In the 
-40s. farm ers w ere getting some 
35c a bushel for their yields of 
about eight bushels to the ac­
res. Today, they’re getting S3 
a bushel and making from 30 
to 40 and often more per acre."

Alerting the need that's g >- 
:ng to come frorr papulatio 
growth, l.e said that in 1900, 
this country had from 80 to 9o 
million people. Today, there 
right at 200 million. he 
said, and by the year 2000. 
w e’ll have 310 million.

F irm er? and ranchers ac­
count for only about seven pet 
cent of the population, and 
that same num ber, or less, w it' 
still be providing food, c lo th ­
ing and shelter for the other 
93 per cent of the population 

“We must be good stew arts  
of the land to meet the c h a l­
lenge.” he warned.

Ea- tland County doesn’t 
have air pollution although 
many of our neighbor«, ce r­
tain ly  do. We have some salt 
w ater pollution of stream.- and 
certainly, some unnecessary 
trash  and litter on ou land, 
but these can a,id must be con­
trolled, he -aid. in order for 
the land to do its job for the 
people.

"When the Ed Harrisons. 
Jim m y Hughes. E. E Me All 
ter.- and o theis who are con 
corned with conservation are 
gone, it 's  going to be up to 
thi next genera ion to <\.r 
on. We th ink  you niuden’ i 
ha'-e proved w ith your tv. r- 
mng essays that you 're cer­
tainly capable of doing th a t,” 
Mr McAMister said.
