A warning was issued this week 
by County Attorney Vernon A.

parked in the narrow opening. 
When he tried to get out of the 
station wagon, he found that the 
doors bumped into the car on .the 
side before it would open wide 
enough for him to get out. He 
had parked his station wagon but 
he was trapped on the inside. 
Not t o ' be outdone, he climbed 
over the seats and opened the 
doors at the back and stepped 
down onto the street. A case of 
using the facilities that he had 
at the time that they were need­
ed.

Many of the farmers and ranch­
ers in Yoakum County are going 
to have to find some new ways 
to get out of a trap this year 
that they have never used be­
fore. The economist tells us that 
the prices of the goods that far­
mers and ranchers have to buy 
will be a little higher this year 
than in 1956. They also say that 
the prices of goods that produce- 
ers have to sell will be higher 
than last year but that the two 
increases will not be enough to 
keep the farmer out o f the 
squeeze.

Everything that the farmer or 
rancher does during 1957 will 
need to be done a little better 
than it was done last year. The 
farmer is faced with the prob­
lem of cutting down the cost of 
producing a bale of cotton or a 
hundred pounds of grain sorghum. 
The rancKer has the same prob­
lem. He has to figure out how to 
produce a hundred pounds of beef 
a little cheaper than it has been 
done in the past. It may mean 
creep feeding the calves or a 
slight change in the practice of 
wintering the breeding cattle. 
The cotton farmer may not be 
putting down enough fertilizer. 
He may need to improve on in­
sect control or he may not be 
using his machinery to the best 
advantage. The irrigation farmer 
may need to do a better job of 
water distribution or a better job 
of timing water applications.

This is the time of the year 
when farmers and ranchers look 
back to see the mistakes that were 
made during the past year and 
try to figure out ways to avoid 
making that same mistake again. 
By the time they finish making 
their income tax returns they will 
have resolved to do a better job 
of bookkeeping during 1957. The 
bookkeeping system needs to be 
improved to the point that the 
farmer or rancher can take fig- 
ues from the book that will tell 
him the cost of producing a pound 
of cotton, a pound of grain sorg­
hum, a ton of silage or a pound of 
beef.

Farming and ranching in this 
area will create 4 number of 
problems. When problems become 
solved we have progress but pro­
gress in fanning and ranching 
does not always mean forging 
ahead. Farmers and ranchers can 
go broke by progressng too slow­
ly. A farming and ranching com­
munity can die because it does 
not keep up with the times.

During 1957 the county agent 
will endeavor to use this column 
to point out the results of new 
developments in Yoakum County 
that will help to keep farmers 
and ranchers abreast with a ra­
pidly changing agriculture.' We

Present Indications are that 
more grass will be planted in the 
next few years than ever before. 
Many people are planning to take 
advantage of the Soil Bank Con­
servation Reserve Program to get 
grass established on sub-margin­
al land or land that is rough, 
rocky, or difficult to cultivate. 
The demand for grass seed for 
this purpose is expected to exceed 
the supply. Since someone must 
grow the grass seed necessary to 
establish grass on the land placed 
in the Conservation Reserve, 
many farmers are seeing an op­
portunity to use grass seed as 
a cash crop. As no crop may be 
harvested from the Soil Bank 
land, the grass seed market looks 
very favorable for the seller.

When buying grass seed there 
are four important factors to con­
sider. First is purity o f the seed. 
This simply means how much 
trash, such as leaves and stems 
are present in the seed supply.

Second, one should consider the 
germination of the seed. The ger­
mination means the number of 
seed that are live and can be ex­
pected to grow when planted. The 
nuinber of pure live seed per 
pound of grass seed can be de­
termined by multiplying the per­
cent purity times the percent ger­
mination.

The third factor to consider, and 
a very important one, is the pre­
sence of noxious weed or. grass 
seed, such as Johnson grass.

The germination, purity, and 
presence of noxious weed seed 
shouid be listed on a tag attached 
to the sack of seed. Unless you 
know the source o f the seed, and 
the grower, insist on this informa- 
tlOR

The fourth item to consider 
when buying grass seed is the 
place where the grass was grown. 
This is especially important when 
buying native grasses suchi as blue 
grama, side oats grame, buffalo, 
and common switch grass. An 
adapted seed source for use in a 
given locality as one not more 
than 150 miles to the north or 
northeast, about 250 miles to the 
south or southwest, 75 to 100 
miles to the east, and about 100 
to 150 miles to the west. Native 
grass seed originating, much be­
yond that distance to the north, 
especially if collected' from na-

tiye • stands, should not .be used 
at any. price for local, plantings.

Introduced grasses and improv­
ed varieties of native grasses 
such as weeping lovegrass, blue 
panic, and Blackwell switchgrass 
are less sensitive to climatic 
change and may be grown further 
from their origin.

If you are planning on planting 
any grass, either for a cash crop 
or on Soil Bank land, it would 
be a good idea to decide what kind 
of grass you want and buy your 
seed before next spring. It looks 
now like grass seed Will be scarce. 
If you would like further inform­
ation on grasses which may be 
grown locally, and the possibilities 
of grass as a cash crop and a soil 
building crop, check with some of 
the SCS personnel assisting the 
Yoakum County Soil Conservation 
District. The office is located in 
the old courthouse in Plains.

One point of particular curiosity 
now is the failure of a new ap­
proach, designed to increase gunner 
luck, on the Engeling area in And­
erson County. After a high per 
cent of hunter failure last year it 
was decided to concentrate on 
weekend shoots, to provide more 
time to compensate for the dis­
turbance factor.

But again this year the Engel­
ing success ratio was low as com­
pared to the other areas. While 
the final, official statistics have 
not been tabulated, hunters scored 
much more successfully on the 
Kerr County and on the Black 
Gap area in Brewster County.
