Forty Yoakum County farmers

.have signed soil bank agreements

in the amount of $135,090.10, ac-
cording to W. M. Overton, county
ASC office manager. This includes
$124673.70 in the Conservation
Reserve and $10,416.40 in the cot-
ton acreage reserve.

The payment rate for Conserva-
tion Reserve soil bank land is
$9.00 per acre plus 80 per cent of
the established cost of establish-
ing a grass cover. The cotton soil
bank payment rate average $25.00
uer acre for the county.

Overton also reported that
farmers may request premeasure-
ment of their 1957 cotton acreage.
Cost of this service must be paid
by farmers requesting the service,
and has been set at $10.00 per
farm plus $2.00 for each plot over
one.

The premeasurement service
has not been used in this county
under past programs and the
county committee does not ex-

pect it to be used this year. How-

By attending Mexico City Col-
lege, W. A. Smyer and H. S. Smy-
er, sons of Mr. and Mrs. F. A.
Smyer of P. O. Box 41, is exper-
iencing the excitement and novelty
of living in a foreign country
while furthering their formal ed-
ucation.

At Mexico City College, a non-
profit, non-sectarian American
type liberal arts college offering

a B.A .and M.A. degree, students
pursue studies in a wide variety
of fields including Spanish, engin-
eering, foreign trade, Latin Amer-
ican studies, philosophy,. and in-
ternational relations.

Because of its location, the col-
lege can offer its students first-
hand insight into the historic pro-
gress of many cultures. Mexico is
rich in archeological findings, and
such projects as the pre-historic
diggings at Yagul in-the Yucatan
peninsula is but one of the college-
sponsored programs in which the
student does actual field work in
archeology.

Open Friday for Two Days

The general rules set up by the
Board of Directors are designed
to improve the quality and uni-
formity of the livestock end to
give boys and girls something to
go by in their feeding operations.

The rules of the 1957 ‘Show are
as follows:

1. Any boy or girl who is a mem-
ber of a Yoakum County 4-H Club
or FFA Chapter and has met the
other requirements of the show
is eligible to participate.

2. All entries must have been
fed under the supervision of 7Tite
County Agent or Vocational Agri-
culture Teacher.

3. Each entry must be groomed
and ready for exhibit by 12:00
noon, Friday, February 22, and
remain until after the sale,

4. All entries must be shown by
the owner except in the case of
illness or when the same exhibitor
has more than one animal in the
class. In any case, the entry shall
be shown by an eligible member.

5. All entries will be under the
direction and supervision of the
Superintendent. Exhibitors are re-
sponsible for the care of their an-
imals until they are moved from
the grounds. A penalty of $5.00
per day may be assessed of the
exhibitor neglects his animal.

6. All entries shall be judged
according to accepted standards
of condition.

7. All group classes must be

owned by one exhibitor.
8. All beef calves must have been
owned by the exhibitor since Oc-
tober 1, 1956. Calves must weigh
at least 700 pounds and not more
than 1,250 pounds and they can-
not have any permanent teeth.

9. All calves that have nursed
a cow after September 30, 1855
must compete in the milk fed
class.

10. All lambs must have their
milk teeth intact.

11. Each exhibitor is limited to
'two calves, three pigs and lambs.
Only steer calves and wether
lambs are eligible to enter. Gilfs
are not eligible to compete in in-
dividual classes or enter the sale;
‘however, ‘one gilt may be entered
with two barrows to make a group
entry. All pigs must weight at
least 150 pounds.

12. Classes will be divided aec-.
cording to weight. When an odd
number of animals is to be divided
into two classes, the owner of the
odd animal will draw to determine
the classification of the animal.

13. An entry fee of $1.00 per
calf and 50c per lamb or pig will
be charged to take care of the ini-
tial bedding. Additional bedding
can be purchased by the exhibitor
at the show.

14. All lambs and pigs must be
owned by the exhibitor for at
least 90 days before the show.

15. The judging of Fat Lambs
will begin at 3:00 Friday, Febru-
ary 22nd.

16. Judging of barrows will fol-
low the lamb judging.

17. Judging of beef calves will
begin at 9:00 am. Saturday, Feb-
ruary 23rd .

18. The sale of all entries will

'The Con-
stitution requires all appecintees
of the governor to be confirmed
by the Senate, and various other

.appointees by other officials must

also be confirmed.

When a recess appointment is
made—at times the ILegislature
is not in session—the appointee
can take office at once. But when
an appointment is made during a
session, the appointee cannot
qualify until the Senate has con-
firmed him. '

If the Senate rejects a recess
appointee, he is automatically out
of office when the vote is taken.
If the Senate fails to act on the
nomination at adjournment, he
then goes out of office, X

If a nomination made during a
session is not acted on before ad-
journment, the appointment dies.

So, everythig considered, there
may even be some name-changing
on office doors here and there be-
fore we reach the halfway mark
of the 55th Legislature.

AUSTIN, Tex.—Gov. Price Dan-
iel’s proposed reorganization of
the Insurance Department provid-
es a brand new “big issue” for
the Legislature.

Daniel asked the lawmakers to
give emergency status to a plan to
abolish the present commission
and substitute a set-up similar to
the Highway Commission, but full-
time. This would mean a three-
man policy board appointed by
the governor and an administrator
of the entire operation by the
board.

Present three-member Board of
Insurance Commissioners is charg-
ed with both policy-making and
administrative functions. Individ-
ually, each is an administrator of
regulation for one segment of the
industry—life, casualty and fire.
Collectively, they act as over-all
policy-makers.

It’s an ineffieient operation, says
Daniel. He said now is the approp-
riate time to change it before new
commissioners become wedded to
the old way. He asked Atty. Gen.
‘Will Wilson to draw up a hill.

Only Fire Commissioner Mark
Wentz has a ‘“definite seat” at
present. Casualty Commissioner
Morris Brownlee’s term expired
Feb. 10, but he is being kept on
temporarily until a successor: is
named. Life Commissioner John
Osorio was appointed late last
year by Gov. Shivers, but has not
been confirmed by the Senate.

Daniel said he made his decision
“long before” the recent insol-
vency proceedings against ICT
Insurance Co. of Dallas.

Industry groups, nevertheless,
were taken by surprise. Most were
unable to decide immediately
whether to oppose, endorse or
take a “hands off” attitude.

ALLRED RETURNED — Renne
Allred is back on the job as at-
torney in the Insurance Depart-
ment liquidation division.

Allred was fired as the division’s
chief attorney by the Insurance
Commission in 1954. He protested
at the time before legislative com-
mittees that he was responsible
only to Travis County’s district
judges, who handle insurance Ili-
quidation.

His new appointment was made
by Dist. Judge Charles O. Betts.
Allred is a brother of Former Gov.
James V. Allred.

WATER PROGRAM GOES
FORWARD — Both House and
Senate constitutional amendments
committees have okayed the $200,-
000,000 Water Development Fund.

Under the plan a state bond is-
sue would raise money to assist
local governments to finance wa-

ter conservation construction —
up to $5,000,000 per project.

House committee made some
changes which would require a
special Legislative appropriation
‘to pay principal and interest when
necessary. House Sponsor ILeroy
Saul of Kress protested that this
would make the bonds a less at-
tractive investment, resulting in
a higher interest rate for the
state.

LOCAL LEGISLATION, IS
FOUGHT—Local vs. state control
battles have assumed almost the
proportions of the more usual
state vs. federal goverment con-
troversy.

At least a half-dozen bills now
before the Texas Legislature are
being opposed on the grounds
that -they represent unwarranted
interference in local matters,

House constitutional amend-
ments committee voted down a
proposal by Rep. John Crosthwait
of Dallas to allow the Legislature
to pass bills applying to specific
counties. It would do away with
local self-government, said oppon-
ents. Crosthwait said it would
eliminate the present practice of
passing laws applying only to
counties with a certain popula-
tion.

Several bills by which firemen
and policemen seek better hours
and pay are being labeled “legis-
lative dictation” by the League of
Municipalities.

Two bills to give the State

Highway Department greater pow-
ers to condemn land for right-of-
way met similar protests, ‘“Too
much power,” said Sen. George
Parkhouse of Dallas. “They’ll take
your courthouse and anything else
they want.” Senate Jurisprudence
Committee approved them any-
way. ;
" OIL IMPORTS HIT—President
Eisenhower was asked to take
“immediate steps to curb foreign
oil imports” in a resolution pass-
ed by the State Senate.

Resolution was proposed by Sen-
ators Dorsey Hardeman of San
Angelo and William Fly of Vie-
toria.

Railroad Commission Chairman
Olin Culberson quickly congratu-
lated the Senate. That’s always
been the fly in the buttermilk,”
said Culberson, ‘“those excessive
imports.”

PAY BILLS ADVANCE—Plans
to give teachers and lawmakers
better pay are moving forward in
both Houses of the Legislature.

House members approved, 115
to 29, a proposed constitutional
amendment providing for annual
gessions of the Legislature and
$4,800 annual salaries for mem-
bers. Original proposal was for
$7,500 a year.

The
resolution passed the House and
has been sent to the Senate,

Also, this week the House pass-
ed Senate Bill No. 18. This is the
Texas Commercial Feed Control
Act, which has now passed both
Houses and will be sent to the
Governor for signature.

House Bill No. 173 passed the
House and has been sent to the
Senate, This is the “Egg Bill” reg-
ulating the handling and sale of
chicken eggs in Texas, and pro-
vides for grading, labelling, ete.

There has been little or no ac-
tivity concerning the various water
bills this week; however, the news
about the West Texas rains has
Jbeen most welcome. I hope that
everyone received their ‘share of
rain even though I know that we
need more. v

Next Monday the House will
vote in the Enabling Act creating
the Texas Water Development
Board. I hope to*be able to tell
you more about this in my next
release,

Policy of Tight
Money Hits Small
Concerns - Johnson

Small business concerns are hit
much harder by the “tight money”
policy than.big companies, Sen-
ator Lyndon B. Johnson declared
last week.

Johnson, in a Senate speech,
also pointed out that high interest
rates add greatly to the charge of
servicing the national debt and
place a heavy burden on munici-
pal governments.

“The continual trend toward
mergers of big companies leaves a
smaller share of the market for
the average businessman,” the
Texas Senator told his colleagues.
“Rising costs all along the line
aid to the difficulties of a small
firm in meeting expenses. Of thos&
increasing costs, one of the most
important is the increasing cost
of money.

“This is something that is felt
all along the line—by business, by
government, and by the average
citizen.”

Johnson said if 1952 interest
rates had been applicable to the
national debt last year, American
taxpayers would have been saved
approximately $717,000,000. He.
added that high interest rates also
cause municipalities to assume ex-
cessively heavy obligations in or-
der to sell their bonds.

“This is a situation. that can
change our whole economy,” he
declared. “The rising cost of mon-
ey and other necessities repre-
sents a constant squeeze on small
business—and the squeeze will
eliminate many as time goes on.”.

They wanted us
to decide which office we wished
to send our cotton, or did we
want to establish an office of our
own at Seminole or Seagraves. But
it looks like there isn’t enough
farmers here interested enough in
their own business to attend a
meeting, much less go to work
and arrange for a building and
. equipment necessary to establish
a cotton classing office.

There were only about 40 mem-
bers present out of over 300 in the
association besides several hun-
dred other ginners and farmers
who should be interested in get-
ting a better grade for their cot-
ton.

But just a minute. It isn't too
late. We are going to have an-
other meeting to try and settle
this business. Too many people
thought there wasn’t enough far-
mers present to fully decide what
the majority would want to do.
So you will be given one niore
chance to voice an opinion. It’s
later than you think. We are go-
ing to have to run these farms
like a business or get out.

Lamesa Farm Bureau members
have already got their lots and
made arrangements for their
building. The Smith-Doxie people
have already given their approval
on their office. So they will be
ready for this next crop.

Four of our Board of Directors
have agreed to each hold a com-
munity meeting—Brooks in the
Loop area; Jack Harvey at Sea-
graves, A. G. Smith at Higgin-
botham and Stanley at Seminole.
So if you don’t-let these rellows
know what you want to do with
your cotton you might be getting
your grade cards from Brazil

It's like Bud Thompson of TV
quoted Mr. White on the news to-
night.

of his father, a prominent educa-
tor, obtained his teaching certif-
icate following graduation from
high school at the age of 16 years.

Most of his teaching career was
spent in Hill County, but for nine
and a half years he taught in the
Sligo and Denver City schools. He
was elected county judge in 1955,
and served for a period of two
years and two months,

He was deeply interested in any-
thing that would benefit his com-
munity and his county, and had
spear-headed the effort which
gained libraries for Denver City
and Plains, both buildings now
being under construction. He was
also convinced of the need for ad-
ditional good roads, and had given
his valuable support to the road
bond proposition for which a
county bond issue was. called only
hours preceding his & untimely
death. Judge Benton expressed as
one of his final wishes the desire
to see both the library and road
projects brought to a successful
conclusion.

His interest in juveniles and the
desire to prevent delinquency was
very great, and his friends among
the youth of the county could be
counted by the score, His know-
ledge of history and especially
Texas history, was exceptional,
and his loyalty to his party affil-
iation was well known.

Judge Benton was a man who
lived his religion daily, had strong
convictions and stood firmly for
them. He had been a member of
the Methodist church since he
was 21 years old.

It is impossible for the close

friends’ of Harry Benton to be
reconciled to his death. To them
there is slight consolation in the
reflection that he was spared a
long illness and the suffering that
so often accompanies it, for his
interests were so many and im-
portant, his services so seemingly
indispensable and his value to the
community so long established as
to constitute a loss difficult of
computation. In his death the
community realizes that it has
lost a good friend, an upright cit-
izen and a wise counselor.
His many friends will miss him
deeply and long hold him in af-
fectionate remembrance. For the
wife with whom he lived so Iong
and so happily, their sympathy
is profound.

SAVE TAX HEADACHES
NEXT YEAR

There is no time like the pre-
sent to start a procedure that will
aid you with next year’s income
tax calculations. That Is to main-
tain a record of your income nd
outgo. Such a record can be simple
and brief but it may save you tax
dollars and many hours of work in
filling out tax forms,

The average man who works|§

for a wage or salary doesn’t have
to concern himself about keeping
books and records—at least so he
thinks. His employer keeps a re-
liable record of his earnings and
Uncle Sam looks primarily to the
employer for information on his
earnings and for the withholding
of various taxes out of his wages.

But whether or not you run a
business of your own, you have a
partner who each year is claim-
Ing a substantial interest in your
personal income. And the law re-
quires that you keep books for
him in case he ever asks for an
accounting.

Perhaps you own your home or
are paying it out in installments.
It’s likely that some day you may
sell the house. When you do you’ll
want to be able to prove whether
you realized a gain or loss on that
sale, If a gain in capital resulted,
it probably will add to ycur in-
come tax. If a loss was suffered,
it probably will reduce your in-
come tax.

You may have made -certain
capital improvements on the house
while you lived in it, but unless
you can show what out-of-pocket
expense you incurred while mak-
ing them, you may not get credit
for them in your cost basis so as
to prove that you had no capital
gain or that you had a loss.

Or perhaps you received that
little summer cottage on the lake
as a gift from your father. If you
ever see it, you should be able
to show Uncle Sam not only the
cost of improvements you made on
it while you owned It, but also
what its fair market value was at
the time Dad gave it to you.

It may be that you are receiving
an annunity on an insurance
policy. If so, do you know how
much that policy costs you and
how much of that cost you have
recovered tax-free to date?

There are many kinds of tran-
sactions you enter into that may
some day affect the computation

of your personal income tax. The!

best proof of the cost of anything
youv'e purchased is a receipted
bill or canceled check. If one of
these pieces of evidence relates to
any transaction that may affect
your income in later years, it's a
good idea to keep it. Your “pard-
ner”’ may some day ask to see it.
