agricultural production, agricul-
tural reasearch and extension
work in this country.

In Eeast Pakistan, the home-
land of Kelim Uddin Ahmed,
there are 44 million people liv-
irg on 54,100 square miles which
makes an average of 780 per
square mile. Ninty percent of
the people are farmers so each
family has only four or five acr-
es. The principle crops in East
Pakistan are rice, jute and sugar
cane. Ahmed is interested in the
productior, of jute because his
country produces 80% of the
world supply of jute. Jute is the
material used in this country to
make burlap sacks and cotton
bagging.

East Pakistan and West Pak-
istan is all one country but they
are separated by Inrdia much the
same as Alaska is separated
from the other states by Can-
ada. The closest: point between
East Pakistan and West Pakis-
tan is 1,000 miles. The capitol of
Pakistan is in West Pakistan.
The native language is Urdu.
Since the two states have dif-
ferent languages, the official
language of the Pakistan is Eng-
lish. Children in the schools there
begin learning English while in
the fifth grade.

lish. It is sometimes hard for me
to understand him ‘becatise I
speak Texas English and ‘he

speaks English English taught to -

him by Pakistar: teachers. He is
very interesting to listen to and
he likes to talk about his coun-
try. Although he is suppesed to
be learning from me, I find that
T am using a great deal of his
time learning from him. I am
coritinually asking him questions
about his country. I have found
that he is not a County Agent in
his country but more like a Dist-
rict Agent. He has about 200
Extension Service workers ‘un-
‘der his supervisior, in Pakistan.
They have one worker to each
community rather than one to
each county.

- The principle foods of East

Pakistan are rice and fish. They
produce plenty of rice and some-
times they harvest three crops
of rice on the same'lard in one
year. Each farmer has fwo or
three fish ponds where he pro-
duces much of the famﬂy meat
supply. Each farmer also has
five or six head of cattle and a
few chickens. The cattle are us-
ed for milk and meat and also as
work animals.

Agricultural conditions in East
Pakistan are much differert from
here. The average annual rain-
fall is about 80 inches and in
some parts it is as high as 150
inches. All the rainfall is in the
Summer and the Wirters are
fairly dry. They have periods of
drouth and they have periods of
floods. They have to combat in-
sects and disease in their crops.
They also have some destructive
wild animals. As the jack rabbit
destroys some of our crops, the
wild elephant is a very destruc-
tive animal in some parts of East
Pakistan.

penalty rates announced by USDA

U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture has annourced the market-
ing quota penalty rates on “ex-
cess” cotton of the 1960 crops
of upland and extra long staple
cotton, according to W. M. Over-
ton, marager of the Yoakum
County Office of ASC.

Overton said the penalty rate
on upland cotton will be 19.4
cents per pound, and the penal-
ty rate on extra lorg staple cot-
ton will be 41.2 cents per pound.

Controlling legislation directs
that the marketing quota penal-
ty rate for upland cotton be 50
per cent of the parity price per
pourd of cotton effective as of
June 15 of the calendar year in
which cotton is produced. The
parity price for upland cotton
as of June 15 was 38.89 cents
per pound.

Legislation also provides that
the penalty rate on extra long
staple cotton be the higher of 50
per cent of the parity price or
50 per cent of the support price
for this type of cotton as of
June 15. The parity price for
extra long staple cotton was
82,5 cents per pound.

Growers’ approved marketing
quotas for the 1960 crops of up-
lard and extra long staple cot-

ton in referendums last Decein-
ber 15.

When cotton marketing quotas
are in effect, a farmer who does
not comply with the cotton
acreage allotment established
for the kind of cotton growr. on
his farm is subject to a penalty
on his farm marketing excess.
Cotton crop from the farm is
also ineligible for price support
under the Commodity Credit
Corporation programs. :

But to do so, the Beard says
it will need some more money
to invest in enlarging the state’s
staff of parole supervisors.
Since the paid parole system got
under way in 1958, the Board
says it has saved the state $3,-
000,000. It costs that much less
to pay a supervisor to keep tab
on a parolee than it costs to
board ard clothe a prisoner and

make relief payments to his
family.

The Board feels it needs a
T0-man parole staff, rather

than the present 40 — to do the
job. For this, the Board is ask-
ing an appropriation of $1,466,-
819 for the next two years. This
is an increase of $480,863, or
nearly a half-millior, dollars,

over the present biennium’s ap- -

propriation.

Board contends this extra in-
vestment will 'save the state $2,-
500,000 in prison costs, plus of-
fering a better charce of return-
ing more men to useful, law-
abiding places in the commun-
ity.
