He was 
elected to two two-year terms 
in the early 50s, retired from 
public office and then was 
elected again in 1958. His 
present term runs through 1962.

County commissioners will 
be required to appoint a suc­
cessor to Loe.

Funeral services have been 
set for 2 p. m. Friday in the 
Plains M e t h o d i s t  Church.

1,850 Extra Acres Allotted

County Gets Additional Cotton
An additional 1 ,850 acres of 

cotton has been received by 
Yoakum County farmers under 
a relatively new law authoriz­
ing the voluntary release and 
re-apportionment o f c o t t o n  
allotments.

A law which went into effect 
last year contains a provision 
whereby farmers may release 
cotton acres to their county A SC 
committee for re-apportion­
ment among other growers.

The additional acreage boosts

the county's allowable planting 
this year to 38, 883 acres, ac­
cording to W. M. Overton, A SC 
office manager.

This figure is considerably 
higher than last year when the 
county had an allotment of 
31, 864 acres in addition to 
1,777 B plan acres. The B 
plan ended last year.

Overton said the additional 
1, 850 acres would be distribu­
ted this week to old growers 
who had requested increases in

. .

their allotments. Only those 
who already have filed requests 
will be considered.

A ll S o ut h  Plains counties 
shared in the increase, but Yoa­

kum's total was among the 
greatest. Only Hale County, 
with 1, 900 was higher. Bailey, 
Castro, Cochran and Parmer 
matched Yoakum's 1,850.

Issue Fails 
Despite Big 
Plains Vote

In an extremely heavy vote 
for a special election, Yoakum 
County voters turned thumbs 
down on a $195,000 bond issue 
for a county hospital in Plains.

Final unofficial vote showed 
762 against the proposal, and 
only 427 for.

As was expected, voters in 
the north half of the county 
gave a hearty endorsement to 
the Plains hospital, while the 
heavier populated Denver City 
a r e a  v o t e d  even stronger 
against it.

Plains' four boxes gave the 
hospital a 350-31 margin. Vo­
ters in precinct 1 favored the 
hospital 106-3 , in precinct 2 
it was 67-13,  in precinct 3 it 
was 100-11 and in precinct 4 
the vote was 7 7 -4 . Precinct 5 
also gave the proposal a firm 
endorsement, 2 4 -2 , but the 
vote was heavily one-sided in 
the other direction in the coun­
ty's other four boxes.

In Precinct 6 it was 4 -16 . 
The county's biggest box, No. 
7, showed a resounding 25-308  
defeat of the bonds. No 8 had 
6 for and 104 against and pre­
cinct 9 stood 15-296 against. 

Of eight absentees, there were 
3 for and 5 against.

Defeat of the bonds dealt a 
stunning blow to Plains interests 
which had been laying the 
ground work for the election for 
the past two years. Though 
disappointing, the defeat itself 
was not surprising, but the mar­
gin of defeat virtually threw a 
wet blanket around any hopes 
for a county hospital here in the 
near future.

Tentative plans, subject of 
course to approval of the bonds, 
had called for a 14-bed hospital 
addition to the existing county 
clinic in Plains.

Members of the Plains Cham­
ber of Commerce, sponsors of 
the hospital move along with 
other organizations, will dis­
cuss other plans in the near 
future. Several possibilities of 
a hospital for Plains will be 
studied.

Most popular of these plans 
at the present time appears to 
be a special hospital district 
embracing the Plains area. 
Creation of a hospital district 
would have to come through 
const i t ut i onal  ammendment 
and approved by state voters in 
a general election. Such a 
procedure would seriously de­
lay the project.

Plains will be host at 7:30  
tonight (Thursday) to a meeting 
of the Yoakum County Teach­
ers' Association.

Let’s Be Good Losers
AN EDITORIAL

Bitter defeat can turn into a sweet blessing in disguise if 
thepeopleof the Plains area can pick up the pieces and forget 
the hard feelings born out of the tense hospital campaign. It 
is a challenge to us to be good losers, just as we have demon­
strated on many occasions that we can be good winners.

It takes more effort and more pride-swallowing self control, 
but the results maybe just as rewarding, and may be more so.

Without condemning any voter who exercised his legal 
right in expressing his honest opinion, Friday's election re­
emphasized a long-standing factor which has retarded the 
growth of Yoakum County during the past 20 years.

Something is badly wrong when the views of the people of 
two towns, in the same county, only 15 miles apart are in  
such sharp contrast. What is good for one should be good for 
the other, but somehow we do not put this theory to practice.

It is not for us to say who is right and who is wrong. But 
itis evident that all of us are guilty of allowing this cancerous 
condition to continue unchecked.

Whole-hearted moves should be made by people of both 
areas to remedy this worsening situation. It is our belief that 
those who move first will be followed quickly by the others. 
Virtually all Yoakum County residents are interested in the 
welfare of the county and should be eager to improve rela­
tions with those who take views opposite of their own.

We o f f e r  this proposal, not as a means of soft-soaping 
P l a i n s  i n t o  a more advantageous position, but with the 
s o l e m n  t r u s t  that the two towns of Yoakum County can 
become dedicated allies, working together in search of identi­
cal objectives.

College Heads 
Ask Sales Tax

AUSTIN, April 17.—Heads of two state-supported schools 
took the almost unprecedented step Monday of telling the 
Senate state affairs committee they thought a sales tax 
would be the best solution to Texas’ money problems.

Dr. James Cornette, president
of West Texas State College at' 
Canyon, and Dr. A. B. Martin, 
president of Amarillo Junior Col­
lege, appeared at the request of 
Senator Grady Hazlewood of Am­
arillo, who had heard them dis­
cuss the tax situation at public 
meetings.

They testified as last witnesses 
on the only bill the House has 
sent the Senate. The committee 
immediately sent it to a sub­
committee. Cornette said in re­
sponse to a question he was 
speaking both as an individual 
and as a representative of his in­
stitution.

Senator Jep Fuller of Port 
A r t h u r  commended him for 
speaking out on a topic most 
state employes shun.

Report Given.
Cornette reported on a study 

made for the Southern Regional 
Education Board set up several 
years ago by governors of 16 
Southern states.

It showed that no revenue pro­
posal other than a sales or in­
come tax can produce enough 
money to meet Texas’ needs. 
And he commented the federal 
government has pre-empted the 
income tax field.

Cornette. a native of Kentucky, 
also told how that state adopted 
a sales tax, repealed it and then 
recently readopted it.

He answered numerous queries 
of committee members, but de-

clined to reply when Senator Hu­
bert Hudson of Brownsville ask­
ed if Governor Daniel was not 
being a “political hypocrite” in 
opposing a sales or income tax 
and at the same time advocating 
“all this spending.”

Martin, who spent eight years 
in Florida while it was initiat­
ing its sales tax, said citizens 
there are “happy” with it.

He said the state had been able 
to cut property taxes and levies 
on automobiles since adopting 
the sales tax.

Letter Read.
Hazlewood, an ardent foe of 

higher taxes on industry, read 
a letter to the committee from 
the Holly Sugar Corporation, say­
ing it would like to install a beet 
sugar plant in the Panhandle but 
would make no decision until the 
tax picture is cleared.

The tax bill originally was 
estimated to produce $43,280,000 
in the coming biennium.

However, witnesses at hear­
ings last week attacked several 
features, directing their heaviest 
fire at the proposal to utilize $12,- 
000,000 of the permanent school 
fund and to levy a state gift tax 
at half the federal rate.

The vote for subcommittee 
study Monday was for Commit­
tee Chairman Wardlow Lane of 
Center to serve as head of the 
group and to name four others 
to work with him.
