The court said it was made
“not to repay another what is his
due but only because of personal
regard.”

It pays to know how to buy
canngd fruits and vegegables.
The national FoodCommission
reported that as much as 20
percent can be saved on these
items. However, to do this
means that the family food
buyer must invest a little
time in comparitive shoppinge

They may have a first, sec=
ond, third and even a fourth
grade quality product, eachbe=
aring a different label.

The law requires that all
canned food shipped in inter=
state commerce be labled with
the following informations:

The Legal name of the pro=
duct. such as peas. corn or

Savings are possible through peachess

wise choices among brands,
through buying food according
to intended use, throughread=
ing and understanding the ine
formation given on the label.
Private brands (items carried
by one particular chain or
group of stores) and brands
in regional distribution may
cost less than brands in nati=
onal distribution.

Although more expensive,
Pears in national distribution
may be slightly more uniform
in size than regional brands;
the taste and texture of both
products may be:equally good.
But unless the less expensive
Pears would obviously be a
better buy, many packers and
distributors merchandise une=
der several different labels.

The net content =- accord=
ing to the Fair Packaging and
Labeling act, this information
will be prominently displayed
and easy to locate on the main
display panel. The law also
provides double labeling of
the contents; for example, ala=
bel that now says 1 pound
13 ounces will also state 29
ounces (When the new labels
are ordered).

A manufacturer may add

-- but he can never go below
the standards There are St=
andards of Identity for many
of the processed fruits and
vegetables. For canned foods
this establishes the compos=
ition of the product in the
can, and the ingredients need
not be listed unless some other
optional ingredients have been
addede There are definitions
of identity for canned apric=
ots, cherries, peaches, fruit
cocktail, peas, corn, beans,
tomatoes and other fruits and
vegetables.

The Standard of Quality des=
cribes the ingredients which
go into the containers In
tomatoes, for instance, the st=
andard of quality defines the
drained Wweight, color, peel
per pound and blimishes per
pounde For Fruit cocktaily
it defines the mixture of the
fruit and style of cut. These
standards limit and describe
the number and kinds of de=
fects permitteds They do not
provide a basis for comparing
foods as grades do, but fix
minimums.

Out On Crime

By Senator John Ge. Tower

1 have been particularly con=
cerned, as I know youare con=
cerned, about the crisis of cr=
ime besetting our society. As
you know, thee are = and
should be = definate limita=
tions on what the federal go=
vernment can do in the field
of law enforcement. We all
recognize that maintenance of
law and order is a primary
constitutional responsibility of
our state and local govern=
ments under their police po=
wers,

However, there are some
key places where federal laws
can be of more assistance
than they are at present. And,
in recent days Ihave intro=
duced and supported several
pieces of legislation designed
to help provide a better fed=
eral attack on crime,

I feel very strongly that our
nation must address itself to
the need to restore a Safe
society in America. And I
think we all recognize that
maintenance of public safety
is the first order of Govern=
ments

We do not have a Safe So-
ciety today. We are confron=
ted by an increasingly lawless
society. The risk of becoming
a victim of serious crime
increased 10 % for each citi=
zen ;ust last year alone.

Crime increased in thefirst
six years of this decade at
a rate almost seven times
greater than the rate of pup=
ulation growth. And, unless
substantial changes are made,
all indications arethat crime
will continue to increase. Most
tragic of all, 15=year-olds have
the highest arrest rate =—— With
16=year=olds close behind.

The main thing the federal
government could do -- that
it is not doing now =— is
to mount a massive and eff=
ective attack on the organized
crime Wwhich is at the root
of so much of our streetcrime.
It’s the organized crime syn=
dicate whichmarkets dope, and
promotes gambling and loans
money at impossibly=high
interest rates. It's the vic-
tims of organized crime Who
find themselves desperate for
more money to buy dope, or
repay a loan, or clear up a
gambling debt. Such victims
of organized crime often are
driven to violent attack upon
law=abiding citizens and to
theft and burglary.

The United States justice
Department has been too lax
in its attempts to Wwipe out
organized crime == CosaNos=
tra type crime = inour nations

I think one of the reasons for
this is that present officials
of the justice Dept. are too
involve:dJ in investigating such
civil matters as anti=trustsu=
itse No one in the justice
Department is paying €nough
attention to law enforcement
in the criminal fields

I have therefore proposed
legislation to create a new
office of Deputy Attorney Gen=
eral for Law Enforcement. It
appears tha if the federal
government is going to mount

an effective attack on crime,
it will need a single federal
official charged by the law
== and hy his very title =
with law enforcement res=
ponsibilitye  It’s unfortunate
that present justice Depart=
ment leaders are not doing
this ;ob. Perhaps they are
too busy. They certainly have
not been successful. I pro=
pose to give them some ime
mediate helpe

I also have been concerned
about recent rulings of the Su=
preme Court Which many fed=
eral judges and most police
officials feel have unnecess=
arily hampered law officers
in their attempts toinvestigate
criminal acts. One particular
Supreme Court ruling has had
the effect of eliminating vol=
untary admissions of guilt as
legal evidence.

Amazing as it may seem to
laymen, many confessed crims
inals have gone free because
the only immediate evidence
against them Wwas their own
volumtary admission of guilte

This is a ridiculous situa=
tion, and the legal loop-hole
permitting it should be plugged
immediatelye I have, there=
fore, joined in sponsoring a
constitutional amendment re=
storing the legitimacy of volu=
ntary confessions. Individuals
are amply protected from fa=
lse=incrimination and self=
incrimination by our Bill of
Rightse Responsible police
questioning and acceptance in
court of voluntary confessions
does not infringe individual
rights, but it does help pro=
tect the rights of the innocen
to effective law enforcement.

In view of the criminal rio=
ting in many of our cities,
I have suggested one additional
relief measure. It is a bill
providing special, govern=
ment=assisted insurance to
all small businesses for los=
ses suffered intime of civil
disorder.

The Small Business Admin=
istration already is allowed to
make certain disaster loans,
but it has not been certain that
civil disorders are to be leg=
ally classed as ‘‘disasters.”
My bill specificaly classified
civil disorders as disasters
and should make it possible
for many more small busines=
ses in riot=torn areas to re=
build and reopen so that come
merce and social order can
be restored as quickly aspos=
sible after a civil disastere

I'm hopeful that in the fu=
ture 1 will be able to make
additional suggestions for app=
ropriate federal action tofight
crime. In the meantime, I
call upon every Texan todo eve
erything he can to support and
assist his local law officerse

We charge these officers

- With upholding the laws we

make for our own safety. The
very least we can do is be
sure law officers have the
means to accomplish the dife
ficult task we assign them.

Major Moore explains that
researchers at Cornell Univ=
ersity learned the severity of
automobile accident injuries
is twice as great at Speeds
over 50 miles per hour as sle
ower speeds.

Researce also shows that
While a driver trying to main=
tain 80 miles per hour through
traffic on typical rural
highways can cut about 30
per cent from the time rege
uired for the trip at legal
speeds, his chances of getting
killed in an automobile mishap
increase by at least 400 per
cent.

In hopes of encouraging dri=
vers to stay within legal speed
limits, the D P S
more patrolmen on the roads
and more radar units beside
sighways to clock the persis=
tent speeder in an effort to
com';rol speed.
