Bad Weather Halts
Area Cotton Harvest

The South Plains cotton har-
vest was at a peak until halted
by the adverse weather this we-
ek, according to W.K.Palmer,
in charge of the Lubbock Cot-
ton Classing Office of the US-
DA.

Samples received at Lub-
bock, Brownfield and Lamesa
had reached a seasonal high of
40 to 45 thousand daily when
the rain, sleet and snow inter-
upted the harvest.

The three South Plains Of-
fices classed 288, 000 samples
during the week ending Wed-
nesday, November 29th. The
Lubbock Office classed 194,
000 of this total, the Brownfi-
eld Office-28, 000 and the
Lamesa Office-16, 000,

Through Wednesday, Novem-
ber 29th the Lubbock Ottice
had classed 388, 000 samples
of this year's crop, the Brown-
field Office 85, 000 and the
Lamesa Office 33, 000. This
brought the total for the
season for the three officesto
506, 000, The three offices
had 157, 000 unclassed samp-
les on hand on Wednesday, This
brought the total classed and

. received by the three offices

to 663, 00-0.

Cotton prices, as reported by
the Consumer and Marketing
Service of the USDA, declin-
ed $5. 00-to $15. 00 this week.
Prices ranged from $2. 50 per
bale over the loan for high 8~
ade, short staple cotton to $75.
