In order to vote in statewide 
elections, a person must meet 
the following qualifications on 
the day o f the election; he 
must be over 21 years old .and* 
must be a citizen of the United 
States; he must have resided in 
Texas for one year immediately 
preceding the election; and he 
must have registered for the 
voting year in which the elect­
ion.is held. In order to vote i 
local elections (county, school 
district, etc. ), he must-also 
have resided in the county for 
six months immediately prece- - 
the election. Residence in the 
city for six months is required 
for voting in a city election.
A new law enacted in 1967 per­

mits voters who move from one 
Texas county to another within 
the period o f six months preceed- 
ing an election to vote on state­
wide offices and issues if they 
have lived in the state for a year.

Fat Stock 
Show Set

The sixteenth annual Junior Fat 
Stock Show and Sale w ill be held 
on February 16 and 17. Ydakum 
County 4-h members. Plains and 
Denver City FFA members will 
exhibit and sell their feeding at 
this annual event sponsored by 
the Yoakum County Livestock 
and Agriculture Improvement 
Association. The directors of 
the sponsoring organization are 
planning for one of the largest 
shows in the sixteen-year his­
tory of the association. The. 4-H 
and FFA members have over 125 
barrows on feed and about 100 o f 
them are expected to be in the 
1968 show and sale. According 
to Leo White, Yoakum County 
Agent, a number o f the barrows 
on feed w ill be too light to get 
into the show. Also, some of 
the lambs are going to have to 
do exceptionally well during the 
last o f the feeding season in or- 
dertomake the required weight 
lim it

Lambs must weigh at least 80 
and not more than 125 lbs. when 
they weigh in officially on the 
afternoon of February 15. The 
minimum weight on fat barrows 
is 190 and they cannot weigh 
over 250. A regular weigh day 
was held for lambs and barrows 
on December 29 and 30 and Wh­
ite said the quality o f the ani­
mals was very good. Some of 
the better barrows brought in to 
weigh day were those that were 
raised by the youngsters in the 
area.
The association directors have

FLOAT TRIP
Float fishing has often been 

overlooked in the mad dash 
to big impoundments, but this 
method of fishing remains one 
of the most satisfying adven­
tures an angler can have.

A do-it-yourself float trip is 
a little more work than the 
commercial variety, but it’s a 
lot more fun, say the fishing 
authorities at Mercury out­
boards. It takes ingenuity and 
skill in maneuvering your boat 
downstream, a b e t t e r  than 
average casting ability and a 
few arm and shoulder muscles 
which may have grown soft 
from disuse.

Use the long winter months 
to s t u d y  various areas. The 
stream should be selected from 
a detailed county map and have 
access points no farther than 
10 miles apart. A dependable 
outboard motor will then keep 
you within an hour of a take­
out point should an unexpected 
occasion arise.

In making a float trip you’ll 
encounter varying t y p e s  of 
water which should be fished 
with different lures. I t ’s a good 
practice to rig two or three 
rods so that you can make the 
switch rapidly. Have a weedless 
underwater or top water lure 
ready for fishing rocky shore­
lines in the still pools, and fast 
moving spinning or wobbling 
lures for swift water. Stop and 
fish the best spots. For in­
stance, if you’ve been getting 
strikes in the fast water, beach 
the boat above every riffle and 
fish it thoroughly.

By the way, one more item is 
necessary for a do-it-yourself 
float trip. Someone to pick you 
up when it’s over. A congenial 
wife is excellent for this pur­
pose.

However, most states have now 

passed special statutes (called 
“priest-penitent” laws) to change 
the rule. These statutes, in varying 
degree, grant a privilege of privacy 
.to communications confided to a 
clergyman.

To be sure, there are still limits 
on the scope of this privilege. For 
one thing, information given to a 
clergyman in an ordinary conver­
sation— not as part o f a regular 
church procedure— is usually not 
protected.

Thus, a court found no privilege 
in the remarks o f a suspected rapist 
to a minister, voiced during a 
casual encounter in a railroad sta­
tion. The judge ruled that the min­
ister, just like any other citizen, 
would have to tell what he had 
heard.

Nor does the privilege apply to a 
clergyman’s general observations, 
unrelated to any specific admission 
o f wrongdoing.

For example, a court saw no 
reason why a minister should not 
give his opinion of the mental con­
dition of a woman whose will was 
being challenged —  an opinion 
based on long years o f acquaint­
ance with her.

But in most situations, the person 
■unburdening his failings to his spir­
itual adviser may count on a legal 
curtain o f privacy. As one court 
put it:

“The human being does some­
times have need o f a place o f peni­
tence and confession and spiritual 
discipline. When any person enters 
that secret chamber, civil authority 
turns away its ear.”
