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Tsa Mo Ga In Study 
Election Candidates

Due to inclement weather

Mrs. Polly Rushing read a pa­
per on "Voting-a privilege or 
an obligation- ” She said 'The 
United States of America will 
be a republic only so long as 
its people can vote freely for 
the candidates they think will I 
govern best, a citizen who is 
throwing away one of his most 
precious rights. This indiffere­
nce could permit dishonest pe­
rsons to gain controll of a gov­
ernment. The Presidential ele­
ctions brings out the most vot­
ers, but it has never exceeded , 
two-thirdsofthe number of el­
igible voters.

Such public indifference has 
caused some countries, such as 
Costa Rica and Uruguay, to co­
mpel every qualified citizen to 
vote, Those who do not are fi­
ned or imprisoned. Of 107, 000, 
000 Americans old enough to 
vote in 1960, approximately 
40, 000, 000 had not bothered 
to register. This is a shocking 
exampleod indifference in our 
country. Americans should wa­
ke up and count their blessings
----one of which is the right to
vote.

Mrs. Norelle Sloan gave a ve­
ry interesting talk on our Nati­
onal Nominating Conventions 
taken from an article written 
by Dwight D. Eisenhower in the 
July 1966 issueofReaders Digest.

Mr. Eisenhower thinks our co­
nventions have become a thor­
oughly disgracegul spectacle 
which appall our own voters and 
create a shockingly had image 
abroad. He is not for abolishing 
the conventions in favor of a 
national primary. Over the years 
they have done a reasonably go­
od job of choosing men of abil­
ity and honor. National primari­
es would take to much time and

energy and exclude any but rich 
men who could pay their vay as 
any attempt to cover this big 
country would be enormously 
expensive.

There is no reason under he­
aven why these conventions mu­
st be exercises in choss and tu­
mult-unmannerly, undignified
and ridiculous. The same atmo­
sphere of dignity should prevail 
that we find in Congress or in 
any other major deliberative 
body. The floor often becomes 
a scene of milling humanity, 
and the ultimate in mob scenes 
occur after each candidate is 
placed in nomination.

Until recently our nominating 
conventions was strictly for do­
mestic consumption, and ene

mestic consumption, and even 
in our country few people ever 
saw a convention. Now with TV 
viewers in foreign countries see 
the convention by satellite or 
floron-in tapes. Mr.Eisenhower 
recommends first that the per­
manent chairman should have 
better means od controlling co­
nvention procedure. Two.no one 
except delegates and those wi­
th official business should be 
permitted on the floor. Even 
the alternate delegates should 
be seated in the gallery. Num­
ber three would provide facil­
ities off the floor for all repo­
rters, television, press and rad­
io. Number four would ban all 
walkie-talkies from the floor 
and number five would evict 
any one using any noise m ak­
ing device from the hall. De­
monstrations should be restric­
ted to ten minutes. Booing or 
hissing or other disorderly co­
nduct from the gallery spect­
ators would be banned. The 
convention should not interfere 
with protest demonstrations by 
ligtimate groups, but it should 
have the right to expect that 
its business is not impeded by 
them. The urgent job is to re­
form our convention procedure 
so that the 1968 conventions 
will not find us presenting to 
the world an inept, insane in­

terpretation of democratic pr­
ocess.

Mrs. J. W. Moore gave some 
pro and cons in choosing our 
Chief Executive by popular 
vote. Virtually every political 
coloration from extreme right 
to extreme left agree that our 
outdated Electorial College sy­
stem needs to be changed to 
give Americans a more direct 
voice in choosing their top 
leaders.

The suggested cures cover a 
wide range. Direct voting, pr­
oportional, congressional and 
direct plans have been intro­
duced. The one-man-one-vo- 
tewith its pleasant demotratic 
ring has the indorsement of 
the American Bar Association 
as well as the Senate Majority
and minority leaders. But ele­
ction by populsr vote could 
lead to more Federal controlls 
as some rules of voting age 
and resident requirements wo­
uld have to be worked out on 
a national basis. Any of the 
proposals is definitely prefera­
ble to our archaic present sys - 
tern , which eliminates the vo­
te of all those on the losing si - 
de within a state, even if their 
candidate Polled 49. 9 percent 
of the ballots: and which has 
three times in our history den­
ies the white house to the ca - 
ndidate with the most popular 
votes.

Mrs. Ty Field discussed the 
pros and cons of lowering the 
voting age.

War time always bring the 
percent in favor of letting ei­
ghteen year olds vote up, and 
in a recent poll showed sixty- 
for percent of adults in favor 
today.

Four of our states have alre­
ady enfranchised the vote to 
eighteen-ninsteen and twenty 
year olds. Although mostadults 
favor lowering the voting age 
on a national basis, the young­
sters themselves express 1 ittle 
concern.This group of youngs­
ters represent the highest ave- 
erage in education of any gro­
up in our nation, either having

Operators of all Yoakum Co­
unty cotton farms signed inte­
ntions to participate in the 
1968 Cotton Program. The ave- 
erage reduction to be diverted 
from C
from cotton was 17. 22%. Based 
on these figures, farmers will 
plant approxamatly 3400 acres 
and the government payments 
ate estimated to be close to 2 
million dollars.

At the close of business on the 
final sign-up date, operators of 
342 Yoakum County farms had 
signed to participate in the Fe­
ed Grain Program. The average 
reduction figured 45% The Fe- 
edGrain payments are estimated 
at approximatly 1/2 million- 
dollars.

To participate in either the 
cotton or feed grain programs 
farmers must divert and put to 
approved uses, acres they have 
signed to divert. Farmers may 
by giving up 1/2 of their dive­
rted acre payment,plant caster 
beans on their feed grain dive­
rted land which they divert in 
excess of 20% of their feed gr­
ain base and all of the cotton 
diverted land, diverted at the 
6<t per pound.

Mr. Lee explained that the 
Water District has worked up 
all the data necessary to sup­
port the tax payers claim and 
have had this data approved 
by the I  R. S.

Tax payers can by filling an 
ammended return receive tax 
benefits for the years 1964- 
1967. The tax benefits for the 
year 1964, will be lost after 
April 15,1968, provided the tax 
payed makes no effort to est­
ablish his basis for this claim.

Tax payers can obtain the 
necessary forms for obtaining 
the water depletion data by 
writing the South Plains Und­
erground Water Conservation 
District #4 at P. O. Box 232 in 
Brownfield, Texas, or from his 
accountant. Forms are also av­
ailable at the Bank in Plains, 
Texas.

Danger is all around the hou­

se for baby. Adults have learn­
ed by experience where dang­
ers are. A child uses his five 
senses-sight, hearing, smell, 
feel and taste-to get into trou­
ble. So a parent must be his si­
xth sense-a sense of danger, sa­
ys Extension family specialist 
at Texas A & M University. Wa­
tch out for plastic toys that br­
eak with sharp edges, marbles, 
knives, refrigerators, breakable 
glasses, water, scissors, sewing 
items and cigarettes.

TEACH CHILD TO HANDLE 
EMERGENCY

A young child must be taug­
ht to think for himself, not ju­
st to react by habit if he is able 
to cope with the unexpected. 
Although demands upon the 
preschool youngster must be 
kept within reason, child care 
authorities, including the Child 
Study Association of America 
agree that the average four-ye­
ar-old is capable of comprehe­
nding much more than his par­
ents usually believe he can.

In teaching a child to handle 
emergencies, do not frighten 
him. Take a, matter-of-fact 
attitude in explaining emerg­
ency situtations, even though 
you may be anxious about th­
em yourself. For instance, in 
explaining these situtions, do 
not offer sordid details or cre­
ate a horror story.

Every young child should kn­
ow what to do in these specif­
ic situtations;

If lost in town; he should be 
able to repeat his name, add­
ress and telephone number to 
an adult. A small child should 
also carry some form of iden­
tification such as a bracelet or 
tag on his clothing with his na­
me and address on it. Train him 
not to panic, but to try to seek 
a policeman for help.
If lost in the country; he should 
remain in the open where he 
can be found more easily. If an 
older childs lost while hiking 
in the woods, teach him to pick 
one direction and walk until he 
comes to a road or path. He 
should be able to keep track of 
his direction by knowing that 
the sun rises in the east and 
sets in the west.
If bitten by an animal: train 
your child never to pet a stra­
nge animal. But, if bitten and 
no adult is immediately avai­
lable, teach him to wash the 
the wound thoroughly under 
running water and dry it, perf- 
erably with a clean gauze.He 
should report the injury to an 
adult as soon as possible and 
try to identify the animal.
If fire breaks out at home; a 
child should know two escape 
routes from his bedroom. He 
should also know how to call 
the fire department and how 
to report the exact location of 
the house. The National Fire 
Protection Association .says 
children as young as four have 
been successfully taught some 
simple responses in case a fire 
breaks out during the night . 
These include not to open bed­
room doors, but to stay near a n 
open window waiting rescue 
and, on a predetermined signal 
from a parent, to crawl out a 
window. Repeated rehersals are 
important because a child’s im­
pulse is to run to his parents i n 
a fire emergency, an act that 
could trap him in the flames.
If clothes catch on fire:train 
the child to drop immediately 
to the ground and smother the 
flames by rolling about. If a rug 
ar coat is handy, he should wr - 
ap these about his body.
If approached by strangers; many 
hundreds of boys and girls a re  
victimized each year because 
they are not taught to beware 
of strangers who approach them 
in public places. Teach childr­
en no to become friendly with 
strangers and never under any 
circunstance to accompany a 
stranger to a lonely place. Ch­
ildren should not accept auto­
mobile rides, candy, money or 
other favors from a stranger.

The hours of joy and happi­
ness that a dog can bring to all 
members of the family are many. 
But there is a way to add to the 
fun you can have with your pet. 
Why not teach him a few simple 
tricks.

The authorities at the Purina 
Pet Care Center in St. Louis 
have listed several tricks which 
you can teach Rover. The first 
is called “Carry.” Roll up a news­
paper, tie it, and with the dog in 
sitting position, say “carry." 
Then place your left hand over 
the dog’s muzzle, squeeze your 
fingers against his lips and be­
tween his teeth so that you force 
his mouth open, and place' the 
newspaper inside. When your 
dog will hold it until you say

“give,” put the leash on him. 
While he is holding the dummy, 
repeat, the command, and draw 
him gently forward. You may 
have to replace the dummy in his 
mouth a few times until he gets 
the idea.

Still another trick is called 
“Jump Over.” First place a low 
hurdle on the ground, and put 
your dog on the leash. Walk or 
run to the hurdle, jump it your­
self, giving a j erk up on the leash 
as you command “Over!” Praise 
him if he jumps. This way he will 
get the idea quickly. Then make 
the hurdle higher, and lead him 
to it. You walk around while he 
jumps over. After a time your 
pet will jump on command and 
without the leash. It’s easily pos­
sible to teach your (log to jum 
objects one and a half times hi 
height.

With these few simple tricks 
and others you anti your dog can 
enjoy many exciting hours to­
gether.
